ALL OF THE MEMBERS OF THE CARSON CITY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS WERE INVITED TO
ATTEND A "BREAKFAST WITH SENATOR BRYAN" - Mayor Masayko convened the session at 8:05 a.m.
by welcoming the audience and Senator Richard Bryan.  (Roll call was not taken.  The entire Board was present
constituting a quorum.)  His introduction of Senator Bryan included a brief description of his history in the
community; recognition of his role in and awareness of Nevada issues; and Senator Bryan's retirement plans.  

Senator Bryan noted the wildland fire problems experienced throughout the State and its impact on the air quality
and beauty of the area.  He complimented the City on its downtown redevelopment and revitalization efforts.  He
then introduced his staff members who were present.  He limned the change in demographics which had occurred
during his tenure in Washington, D.C.; his belief that Y2K would not be as horrendous as projected and indicated
that the small business agency has programs and loans available to assist small business in addressing the Y2K
problems; the status of congressional issues including bankruptcy laws, highway funding, California Indian
gaming including its potential impact on Nevada and the need for diversification programs, the nation's economic
situation, the national budget and the projected surplus, Social Security funding concerns which does not have a
similar budget surplus projection, concerns regarding the reliability of the budget surplus projections, the need to
reduce the national debt and deal with the Social Security problem, the Medicare funding and reimbursement
problems.

(1-229-A) Senator Bryan then responded to audience questions concerning reasons for the ten year budget
projections rather than shorter/longer periods; the guess work involved with these projections; adequacy of the
Medicare premiums, reimbursement ratios, enrollment criteria, and programs; the pros and cons of "partisan
politics" and its impact on the budget.  Senator Bryan committed to completing the BLM transfer of property to the
Senior Center.  Bruce Scott, Janice Ayres, Supervisor Bennett, and Steve Browne thanked him for his service,
dedication and efforts on behalf of Carson City and Nevada.  Mayor Masayko complimented Mr. Berkich and Ms.
Teixeira on the breakfast and the audience for attending.  The meeting was adjourned by mutual consent at 9 a.m.
