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A special meeting of the Carson City Board of Supervisors was held on Wednesday, July 10, 1996, at the
Community Center Sierra Room, 851 East William Street, Carson City, Nevada, beginning at 12 noon.

CALL TO ORDER, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE, ROLL CALL - Mayo Teixeira convened the meeting at 12
Noon.   Reno Gazette Journal Correspondent Patti Steele led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Roll call was taken.  A
quorum was present although Supervisor Smith was absent.

ACTION ON CONTRACT NO. 9596-241 - DOWNTOWN BEAUTIFICATION PROJECT (1-0012.5) -
Clarification indicated the Board of Supervisors should award the contract
rather than the Redevelopment Authority.  Mr. Iratcabal explained the recommendation.  Ms. Walker explained
that the work would commence on July 22, if not earlier.  The bids were slightly higher than estimated.  Funding is
available to cover this difference.  Anchor Concrete's experience with redevelopment projects was noted.  The
work will occur at night to create less of an impact on traffic.  A second phase of the project will occur next
summer and cover the area between Caroline and Washington.  Reasons for phasing the project were noted.  The
light standards contract will provide all of the fixtures for both projects.  This contract will be considered at the
next regularly scheduled Board meeting.  The State Public Works Department, the State Public Lands Department,
the Legislature, and the Governor's Office had been involved with the project.  State funding was explained.
Improvements scheduled to be installed in front of the old Federal Building will not be on the grounds and should
not create a problem for its renovation project and grant.  Discussion also pointed a potential problem with
concrete and other unknown items under Carson Street and its impact on the medians.  There is approximately
$230,000 in additional funding available for this work, if necessary.  Supervisor Bennett urged her to take core
samples to determine if there is a need for extra work.  Ms. Walker felt that the concrete may have been removed
in 1969 when the medians were originally constructed and the street was resurfaced.  

Anchor Concrete Representative Don Basso expounded on his experience and indicated the working hours would
be from 7:30 p.m. to 6 a.m.  The contract indicated the project must be completed by October 25, 1996.  If not
completed by that date, it will begin again in March 1997.  There are several items which he could not control
which would impact the completion date.  Mr. Berkich thanked Sierra Pacific Power Company on its willingness
to work with the City on the project.  Mr. Basso agreed with his comments and indicated he would in Carson City
daily. 

Additional comments were solicited but none given.  Supervisor Tatro moved that the Board accept the Purchasing
Department's recommendation and award Contract 9596-241 to Anchor Concrete of Sparks, as the lowest
responsive and responsible bidder pursuant to the requirements of NRS Chapters 332, 338, 339, and 624 for a
contract amount of $1,099,609 and a contingency amount of $109,960; funding source is the Carson Street
Beautification Project as provided in FY 9697 Redevelopment Budget and participation by the State of Nevada in
the amount of $250,000.  Supervisors Ayres and Bennett seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.

CITIZEN COMMENTS - None.
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Supervisors Ayres and Bennett moved to adjourn.  Mayor Teixeira seconded the motion.  Motion carried
unanimously and Mayor Teixeira adjourned the meeting at 12:16 p.m.
