Fund carryovers.

Attached as Exhibit A is a summary of staff’s proposed Quality
of Life (Q18) Capital Budget. This project list illustrates staff’s
plan to distribute. our carryover accounts.. .

It estimated by the Finance Department that there will be
$6,042,617 in carryovers for FY2014/15. Generally carryovers
are used to backfill or replenish project accounts that are zeroed
out at the end of the fiscal year. This year. staff is recommending
adding $75,750 to Centennial Park to provide a match for a
Land, Water & Conservation Fund (LW &CF) grant for ADA
improvements. Also included is funding of $10,000 as seed
money for a disc golf course. This budget includes $31,246 in
the undesignated account to cover unexpected expenses or
projects.
