. Oneof the many problems during Extrabf&inary' snow situations is the control of tzaffic. Onoccasions

- adequate traffic control could save “tie-ups” of tong duration and/or eliminate such tie-upsif the City :_ :
. had time to clear a critical location. Although City personnel may occasionally hold back traffic for

the clearing operations, it may be necessary to have Sheriff Deputies present to get the desizecl.rééults; o o

. ‘When traffic control assistance is needed, city personnel may inixﬁ.edéateiy'cﬁnta'cf the Carson City
- Dispatch Center by radio or phone 887-2007 and request assistance for traffic control.

© CONTRACTUAL SERVICES

_ .Dur_in'g"peﬁocis of heavy snowfall, the City sometimes requests the assistance of private contractors

~ with the stiow removal operation. The use of contractor equipment is normally contingent uponithe

- contractor’s availability and is generally limited to snow accumulations greater than six (6) inches in
‘depth or of a long duration. o .

The Public Works Operations Division will maintain a current resource list of contractors, equipment

and/or operators who may be called to assist in a snow emergency.. Contractors will be called after

an City equipment and operators from all Public Works and Parks Divisions are unable fo keep up - .

- with the existing and projected snow accumulations. The City will annually call for bids from private .
. contractors to provide snow plowing/removal services. The amount and level of service for contracted e

'services _will be dependent on budgetary approvals by the Board of Supervisors. o
