Discussion:

The HRC and Planning Division organize a Historic Resources Scavenger Hunt annually during
the month of May in conjunction with Historic Preservation and Archaeological Awareness
Month. This event is intended to help raise awareness of the Carson City Historic District, and to
encourage both adults and children to become involved in the City’s history and preservation
efforts. This past year (2015) marked the sixth year that the Scavenger Hunt has been held.

For several years, Commissioner Greg Hayes has provided photos of architectural features or
small portions of buildings within the Historic District.
