REQUEST: Discussion only on the Multi-purpose Athletic Center’s temporary 

asphalt grindings parking lot project.  
 
 GENERAL DISCUSSION:  
 
Project Background:  During the final stages in developing the Multi-purpose Athletic Center (MAC),  
the landscaping (turf/trees, and spray irrigation system) and the adjacent concrete sidewalks on the west  
side of the building were removed from the plans for cost savings (Exhibit A).  In the 15/16 FY  
budget process, $44,884 was allocated in Q18-Parks Capital / MAC Improvement Funds with the intent to  
install these improvements at the MAC.  Quotes were solicited earlier this year for the landscaping and  
concrete sidewalk work. Unfortunately, the quotes exceeded the available budget.     
 
Due to the overwhelming popularity of the facility, the dirt area had become a “de-facto” parking lot during  
special events (i.e. Nevada State Wrestling Tournament and the Boys and Girls Club Luau) and sport  
league games.  The area presented a dust problem for adjacent neighbors and a dirt/mud source for  
the adjacent asphalt parking lots (Exhibit B – Before photographs).  In order to temporarily address these  
concerns while considering the limited remaining budget, asphalt grindings were placed over the dirt area  
to mitigate these issues. (Exhibit C – Map and after photographs).   
 
The asphalt grindings project was sent out to bid, the City received three bids, and ARMAC was the low  
bidder at $56,348.90.  The project had two change orders in the amount of $1,684.00 for a gate bollard and  
traffic rated concrete irrigation valve box.  Total Project Construction Cost: $58,032.90  
 
The funding for the contract amount came from the following Q18 funds: 
 
Q18 – Parks Capital              $44,884.00 
Q18 – Maintenance           $15,000.00                  
Total Project Construction Budget  $59,844.00 
 
The placement of the asphalt grindings is a temporary solution and efforts will be made to seek grant 
opportunities and future Q18 funds to construct a permanent asphalt parking lot for the MAC.  To minimize  
wear and tear on the asphalt grindings surface, the access gate will only be open for special events and sport  
league games.
