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Executive Summary 

The Carson City Public Works Department is implementing the East William 
Complete Street and Utility Undergrounding Projects. The boundaries of the 1.5-
mile Project are North Carson Street to the west and Interstate I-580 to the east. 
The Project will provide roadway, bicycle, pedestrian, safety, beautification, and 
utility improvements to East William Street, creating an efficient multimodal 
roadway along one of Carson City’s primary commercial corridors. Since the project 
will be planned and constructed, in part, with federal funding, compliance with 
federal historic preservation legislation is necessary. The Federal Highway 
Administration will serve as the lead federal agency. The Nevada Department of 
Transportation is assisting with compliance matters related to cultural resources.  

A screening form was submitted on September 28, 2022, and the Nevada State 
Historic Preservation Office responded on October 11, 2022. That consultation 
resulted in the determination that an architectural survey was required. This report 
describes the architectural inventory conducted by NCE to comply with provisions of 
Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended.  

All work was designed to comply with current state and professional standards 
including the State Historic Preservation Office’s Section 106 Architectural Inventory 
and Survey Guidelines (Nevada SHPO 2017), the Nevada Department of 
Transportation’s Cultural Resources Handbook, and the Programmatic Agreement 
among the Federal Highway Administration, Nevada Department of Transportation, 
State Historic Preservation Office, and the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation 
Regarding Implementation of Federal-Aid Transportation Projects in the State of 
Nevada.  

The architectural inventory resulted in the identification and recordation of six 
previously recorded architectural resources and 41 newly recorded resources.

In addition, it is recommended that East William Street does not comprise a historic 
district. Further, it is recommended that Mills Park does not constitute a historically 
designed landscape.  

The Project includes pavement rehabilitation and reconstruction treatments, access 
management infrastructure to improve safety and circulation for commercial 
driveways and side streets, enhanced street lighting, a signalized pedestrian 
crossing, bus stop amenities, electric vehicle charging stations at Mills Park, 
sidewalk infrastructure improvement, traffic signal infrastructure upgrades, bike 
facilities, landscaping, and streetscape beautification, and utility undergrounding 
and upgrades to water, sewer, and stormwater utility systems. 

It is recommended that two National Register-eligible architectural properties are 
present within the Project APE. Potential impacts on these properties are as follows: 

B559/10291, the Wungnema House, is located at 860 North Saliman Street. It is 
recommended to be National Register eligible based on Criterion C. This building is 
located along the east edge of Mills Park. No Project-related activities are proposed 
on or adjacent to the Wungnema House property. The nearest Project-related 
activity will occur some 1,120 feet north of the building in the vicinity of the 
intersection of East William Street and North Saliman Street. Given this degree of 
separation, it is recommended that the Project will not cause a direct or indirect 
impact on this National Register-eligible architectural property. 

B19187, the Hi-Way 50 Motel, is located at 201 East William Street. It is 
recommended to be National Register eligible Criterion A, C, and D. Several Project-
related activities need to be taken into consideration when assessing whether an 
impact will occur to this property. One “night-guard” style light on a wooden utility 
pole currently located at the northwest corner of the parcel will be removed. Also, a 
utility pole located at the northeast corner of the parcel will be removed. Three 
pedestrian light standards are proposed along the frontage of 201 East William 
Street. They will be set approximately 2.5 feet behind the back of the curb, at the 
edge of but inside the ROW. The pedestrian light standards will match those 
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recently placed along North Carson Street. It is recommended that any visual 
impact associated with the placement of the pedestrian light standards will be offset 
by the beneficial impact associated with the removal of the older, much larger 
utility poles. As a result, it is recommended that the installation of the pedestrian 
light standards will not cause a direct or indirect impact on the Hi-Way 50 Motel at 
201 East William Street. 

Based on the above considerations, it is recommended that the proposed 
undertaking will have no direct or indirect effect on architectural resources 
designated as historic properties and meets the definition of “no historic properties 
affected,” as that term is defined in 36 CFR Part 800.4(d)(1). 
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1 Project Background 

The Carson City Public Works Department (City) is implementing the East William 
Complete Street and Utility Undergrounding Projects (Project). The boundaries of 
the 1.5-mile Project are North Carson Street to the west and Interstate I-580 to the 
east (Figure 1, figures are provided in Appendix A). The Project will provide 
roadway, bicycle, pedestrian, safety, beautification, and utility improvements to 
East William Street, creating an efficient multimodal roadway along one of Carson 
City’s primary commercial corridors. Since the project will be planned and 
constructed, in part with federal funding, compliance with federal historic 
preservation legislation is necessary. The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) 
will serve as the lead federal agency. The Nevada Department of Transportation 
(NDOT) is assisting FHWA with compliance matters related to cultural resources.  

A screening form was prepared that served as the basis for consultation between 
the Nevada State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and the NDOT (Appendix B). 
NDOT submitted the screening form on September 28, 2022, to the SHPO. The 
SHPO responded on October 11, 2022. That consultation resulted in the 
determination that an architectural survey was required. This report describes the 
architectural inventory conducted by NCE to comply with provisions of Section 106 
of the 1966 National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA), as amended. Section 106 
stipulates that federally proposed, permitted, or assisted projects must be assessed 
for potential impacts on historic properties before funding/licensing approval. The 
FHWA has the authority to administer and monitor the land transfer program 
involving Federal-aid highways under Title 23. In addition to Section 106, the FHWA 
also is responsible for compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act 
(NEPA), Section 4(f), and all other applicable environmental laws, regulations, and 
executive orders consistent with 23 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 771, 772, 
774, and 777.  

All work was designed to comply with current state and professional standards 
including SHPO’s Section 106 Architectural Inventory and Survey Guidelines, 
amended in 2013 (Nevada SHPO 2013); NDOT’s Cultural Resources Handbook 
(NDOT 2014); and the Programmatic Agreement among the Federal Highway 
Administration, NDOT, SHPO, and the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation 
Regarding Implementation of Federal-Aid Transportation Projects in the State of 
Nevada (FHWA 2014). The goals of the study were to: 

• define an Area of Potential Effect (APE) specific to architectural resources 
• identify buildings, structures, and objects present in the APE that are more 

than 45 years of age (1977 or earlier) and prepare appropriate inventory 
forms 
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• evaluate identified resources as to their eligibility to the National Register of 
Historic Places (National Register), individually or as components of a district 
and 

• provide a preliminary determination of effect and, as appropriate, 
management recommendations regarding properties eligible to the National 
Register that may be impacted by the Project. 

1.1 PROJECT LOCATION 

The Project is located in Carson City, Nevada, and situated within Sections 9 and 17 
of Township 15 North, Range 20 East of the Mount Diablo Principal Meridian. East 
William Street is classified as a minor arterial and provides access to and 
connection between Carson City’s downtown core, I-580, and United States (US) 
Route 50. Major signalized intersections within the Project include North Carson 
Street, North Stewart Street, North Roop Street, North Saliman Road, and I-580. 
An additional traffic signal at Gold Dust West Way provides access to large 
commercial complexes. The road currently consists of two lanes in each direction 
with center turning lanes between North Carson Street and east of North Saliman 
Road, where it transitions to three lanes in each direction east of I-580.  

Land use in the area is predominantly commercial through the corridor with a 
variety of customer-centered businesses and offices, including drug stores, 
restaurants, banks, grocery stores, Nevada State offices, and a church. Mills Park, 
an approximately 50-acre park owned and operated by the City, borders East 
William Street to the south between North Roop Street and North Saliman Road. 
Carson High School is just south of East William Street on Saliman Road. Single and 
multifamily residential areas are adjacent to the commercial properties and park 
along the corridor but do not directly front East William Street. 

1.2 PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

The Project includes pavement rehabilitation and reconstruction treatments 
throughout the corridor, access management infrastructure to improve safety and 
circulation for commercial driveways and side streets, enhanced street lighting, a 
signalized pedestrian crossing, bus stop amenities to support a planned transit line 
along the corridor, electric vehicle charging stations at Mills Park, sidewalk 
infrastructure to establish compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act 
(ADA), traffic signal infrastructure upgrades, added bike facilities, landscaping and 
streetscape beautification, utility undergrounding and upgrades to water, sewer, 
and stormwater utility systems, including low-impact-development stormwater 
infrastructure. 
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Roadway upgrades will consist of surface rehabilitation or reconstruction and 
restriping. Reconstruction and restriping are likely between North Carson Street and 
Roop Street. Surface rehabilitation and restriping are likely from Roop Street to 
Gold Dust West Way. Roadway improvements will include excavation to an average 
depth of two to three feet below the current grade, which will occur within the 
prism of past disturbance. 

Medians will be installed throughout the corridor where restricting movements are 
recommended in the traffic analysis, to promote traffic calming, improve safety and 
access management, and provide opportunities for landscaping and pedestrian 
refuge. A signalized pedestrian crossing and refuge will be installed at State Street. 
In addition, driveway accesses may be consolidated to reduce friction with vehicular 
traffic in the travel lanes. Additional parking will be provided at Mills Park.  

Existing street lighting along the Project corridor is comprised of streetlights owned 
and operated by NV Energy. These lights are typical “night-guard” style lights on 
wooden utility poles on the south side of East William Street and approximately 25-
foot steel light poles with roadway cobra head luminaires on the north side. The 
Project includes pedestrian scale lighting from North Carson Street to North Stewart 
Street consisting of a 12-foot post-top-lantern-style luminaire, installed 
approximately 90 feet apart and 30 inches behind the back of the curb, as space 
allows for an ADA clear path. Lights will be installed along both sides of the 
roadway in this section.  

Cobra head luminaires will be installed from North Stewart Street to I-580, 
consisting of steel poles and roadway luminaires. These poles follow NDOT 
specifications for Type 7 (single head) and Type 14 (dual head) poles, consisting of 
a 28.5-foot-high pole with a 15-foot mounting arm, at a 34-foot/4-inch luminaire 
mounting height. Typical poles along the roadway will be Type 7. Type 14 poles will 
be installed along Mills Park to provide additional lighting along the park pathway 
and parking areas. 

The spacing of the light facilities will depend on the final scope of the lighting 
system. If lights are installed along both sides of the roadway, spacing is 
approximated at 275 feet. However, if the lighting is only installed on the south 
side, the spacing will need to be reduced to approximately 175 feet. Lights will be 
installed at the back of the sidewalk, or outside of the clear zone where sidewalks 
are offset from the edge of the roadway. Type 7 and Type 14 poles will be 
breakaway poles. Exact distribution and spacing will be determined by photometric 
calculations based on the streetscape layout. The photometric performance will be 
designed to meet the Illuminating Engineering Society-recommended practice guide 
for roadway lighting; RP-8-18 “Roadway Lighting.” The new street lighting will be 
powered by new metered electric services installed in the Project right-of-way 
(ROW). All downtown-style light poles will have a ground-fault circuit interrupter

(receptacle installed for decorative string lights). Lights and receptacles will be 
controlled by a photocell switch for automatic dusk-to-dawn operation. A minimum 
of two Level-2 electric vehicle charging stations will be provided in the Mills Park 
parking area, with service pedestals located nearby. 

The Jump Around Carson public transit system will be expanded to provide 
eastbound service along East William Street from North Carson Street to the I-580 
interchange and westbound service from the I-580 interchange to North Roop 
Street. Proposed locations for stops include the following:  

• 505 East William Street 
• 851 East Williams Street: one in front of the Community Center and one 

across from State Street 
• 1350 East William Street 
• 1550 East William Street 
• 1621 East William Street 
• 2100 East William Street 
• Each transit stop will include a bus pullout with a loading zone and may 

include amenities including a shelter, bench, trash can, and signage.  

Pedestrian facilities will be reconstructed to comply with ADA accessibility 
requirements. Improvements will include the removal of obstructions, widening of 
sidewalks, installation of ramps and bulb-outs, additional crosswalks, and other 
pedestrian improvements, all intended to provide a more inviting and safer walking 
environment. Physical signal modifications are anticipated at cross streets along 
William Street due to sidewalk widening and other pedestrian improvements. Signal 
modifications may require excavation to a depth up to fourteen feet below the 
ground surface. The Project includes dedicated bicycle lanes throughout the Project 
area.  

Existing landscaping will be preserved where possible. Landscaping elements 
including planter softscape areas with trees and hardscape areas of varying 
textures will be installed throughout the project area. Medians will feature planter 
softscape areas. The landscaping selected for installation will be consistent with the 
Carson City Plant List and Tree List. 

Overhead utilities between North Carson Street and Saliman Road will be relocated 
to remove obstructions within the sidewalks. Five buildings currently served by 
overhead utilities will be converted to underground services. Aging subsurface 
utilities including sewer and water will be replaced. In addition, drainage 
improvements including catch basins, storm drain mains and laterals, and LDIs will 
be implemented throughout the project area. Interconnecting conduit will be 
installed for future fiber optic communications. Storm drain improvements and 
utility relocations may require excavation to a depth varying from two to twelve 
feet below the ground surface.  
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Currently, a preliminary design of the proposed Project is available. The final 
project design is anticipated by the summer of 2023. ROW activities would occur in 
2023. Utility relocation and project construction would occur in 2024. 

1.3 LAND STATUS AND MAP REFERENCES 

Most Project improvements will be placed within the existing ROW, relinquished to 
Carson City by NDOT following the completion of the US 395 bypass. One partial 
land acquisition is proposed on one parcel for roadway, curb and gutter, and 
sidewalk improvements. Permanent and temporary construction easements on up 
to 30 parcels are proposed. Permanent easements are required for pedestrian 
ramps, sidewalks, utilities, and signal modification improvements. The temporary 
construction easements are required for the construction of sidewalk 
improvements, pedestrian ramps, bus stops, landscaping, lighting, driveway 
transitions, utilities, grading, and signal modifications.

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1.4 AREA OF POTENTIAL EFFECT 

The APE agreed upon by the NDOT and the SHPO consists of an Area of Direct 
Impact (ADI) and an Area of Indirect Impact (AII). The ADI covers a total of 
approximately 29.5 acres, including the ROW along William Street from its 
intersection with Carson Street on the west to its intersection with US 395 on the 
east (Figure 2). The ROW varies in width. In addition, the ADI was defined to 
include all temporary and permanent easements. Excavation will be required to 
accommodate certain project elements. The depth of excavation will vary by project 
element. Most such excavations will occur in sediments previously disturbed by 
utility trenching or roadway construction. The ADI was reviewed and approved by 
the SHPO, as noted in their letter response to the NDOT screening form (see 
Appendix B). 

A variety of vertical elements currently exist within the project corridor. An 
overhead wooden pole utility line runs south of and parallels the road. Free-
standing overhead cobra-style streetlights are located mostly along the north side 
of the roadway. In some locations, cobra-style lights are attached to utility poles. 
Four intersections are currently signalized: Carson Street and William Street, 
William Street and Stewart Street, William Street and Roop Street, and William 
Street and Saliman Road. Roadway-related signs (intersection warnings, hazard 
markers, etc.) and commercial signs are found along the edge of the asphalt. 
Sidewalks are present along both sides of the roadway for most of its length.  

While vertical elements are included in the project, it is important to note that 
many existing vertical elements will be removed, and most new vertical elements 
will replace existing elements. For example, the existing overhead service carries 
electrical power, telephone, and cable TV lines. As part of the project, those utilities 
will be placed in a common underground trench and the existing poles and lines will 
be removed. In some locations, existing sidewalks will be upgraded and made ADA-
compliant. 

Existing streetlights will be removed and replaced with modern fixtures. To address 
the potential for indirect effects, an AII was defined that includes all parcels located 
adjacent to the ADI (see Figure 2). At signalized intersections, the Area of Indirect 
Effect was extended to include an area two parcels deep. The AII encompasses 
approximately 183.9 acres. 

The AII has been reviewed and approved by architectural historian Stuart 
Rathbone, who meets the Secretary of Interior’s (SOI) Professional Qualification 
Standards for Architectural History. The AII was also reviewed and approved by the 
SHPO, as noted in their letter response to the NDOT screening form (see Appendix 
B). 
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2 Archival Research 

The purpose of archival research is to create an understanding of work that has 
occurred in the area previously, the types of cultural resources present, and to build 
a historic context. Historic contexts are those patterns or trends in history by which 
a specific occurrence, property, or site is understood and its meaning (and 
ultimately its significance) within history is made clear. Before conducting field 
inventory activities, NCE conducted sufficient archival research to both inform 
expectations in the field and to develop a historic context necessary for subsequent 
resource evaluations. Archival research included a review of the Nevada Cultural 
Resource Information System (NVCRIS), Carson City Historic District maps, 
Sanborn fire insurance maps, various historic maps (e.g., General Land Office 
[GLO] plat maps, USGS maps, and county and state maps), and historic aerial 
photographs.  

Emphasis was placed on the identification of previous inventories and sites within a 
defined archival study area. The archival study area extends well beyond the limits 
of the APE. At the west end of the APE, the archival study area extended west to 
Mountain Street, south to Robinson Street, and north to Long Street. The archival 
study area surrounding the east end of the APE was not as easily definable based 
on streets. Airport Road was selected as the eastern limit. Robinson Street 
continued to be used as the southern limit. The northern limit was set far enough 
out to capture any inventories or resources of interest.  

2.1 PREVIOUS ARCHITECTURAL INVENTORIES 

Archival research indicates 14 inventories have been conducted that extend into the 
archival study area. Table 1 below lists the inventories that overlap the APE. Most 
inventories are over 10 years old with many being 20 or even 30 years old. The 
inventories vary in format and the level of detail provided regarding resources. 
Some inventories provide little more than a list of resources visited, while others 
resulted in the preparation of detailed inventory forms, complete with National 
Register recommendations. A review of these studies indicates that little to no 
architectural inventory work has been carried out along East William Street 
previously.

2.2 PREVIOUSLY RECORDED ARCHITECTURAL RESOURCES 

Archival research resulted in the identification of 150 previously identified 
architectural resources within the archival study area (Table 2). This listing was 
developed based on data available in NVCRIS as supplemented by the information 
presented in maps of the Carson City West Side Historic District. Inventory-level 
information is available for most, but not all the resources. An SHPO resource 
number is provided whenever available. The level of information for resources is 
highly variable. In some cases, relatively recent Architectural Resource Assessment 
(ARA) forms are available, providing detailed information and National Register 
eligibility recommendations. In other cases, however, the recordation forms offer 
little more than an address and a small photo clipped from a proof sheet. To the 
extent possible, a date is provided that reflects the most recent recordation effort 
for each resource.  
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National Register recommendations are provided as they are available. Some 
resources are listed as Historic Properties on the National Register (table 
abbreviation – Listed on NR). In a few cases, recommendations have been offered 
that resources are National Register eligible based on selected criteria (table 
abbreviation – Elig-A, C). Other resources have been recommended as not eligible 
for listing on the National Register (table abbreviation – NE). It should be noted 
that it is unknown whether these recommendations have been the subject of a 
formal agency or SHPO determination. The archival study area encompasses the 
northern third of the Carson City West Side Historic District. Table 2 contains 
information as to which resources are identified as elements of the district and 
whether they are contributing (table abbreviation – Dist-Contr) or non-contributing 
elements (table abbreviation – Dist-Non Contr). Table 2 also provides information 
on whether each resource is located within the ADI (table abbreviation – In ADI), 
within the AII (table abbreviation – In AII), or outside the AII (table abbreviation - 
Outside).

2.3 OTHER SOURCES OF INFORMATION 

The GLO Plat map covering the project area (T15N, R20E) dates to 1866. It 
provides little in the way of detail. It does show the “new road to Virginia City” that 
runs from northeast to southwest and appears to tie into Carson Street very near 
its intersection with William Street.  

Koch (1875) prepared a bird’s eye view map of Carson City. This drawing is thought 
to provide a relatively accurate representation of the buildings then present in 
town. The figure shows East William Street extending east only to about Walsh 
Street (Figure 3). The road into town from Virginia City appears to have followed 
Henry Street before turning south onto Stewart Street. A stream channel is shown

coming down West William Street that passed underneath Carson Street (a small 
bridge is depicted in the bird’s eye view), crossed to the south side of William 
Street near its intersection with Fall Street, and then continued to the east. The 
origin of the stream is uncertain. The most likely candidate would be Vicee Canyon, 
as Ash Canyon was channelized to flow along Washington Street. Several houses 
are depicted along either side of West William Street, while only a few are shown 
along East William Street. On the south side of William Street, the Carson City Gas 
Works is located along Plain Street, just south of William Street. One house is 
located near the southwest corner of the intersection of William and Fall Street. Two 
buildings are located south of William Street, in an open field, across the stream 
from the V&T shop complex. On the north side of East William Street, the first two 
blocks are dominated by the stream channel. Three houses are shown between 
Steward and Valley streets, and one house is shown between Valley and Anderson 
streets. 

Over time, the Sanborn Map Company prepared fire insurance maps of Carson City. 
The earliest map, dated 1885, does not depict the area of town north and west of 
Washington and Carson streets (Sanborn 1885). East William Street is not depicted. 
East William Street (labeled as 4th Street) is shown in 1907, on an updated version 
of the insurance map (Sanborn 1907, Sheet 4). The roadway is shown to have a 
60-foot ROW. The Carson City Coal Gas Company facility is at the corner of Sophia 
(3rd Street) and Plaza streets (Figure 4). While this facility faces onto Sophia, it 
extends north almost to William Street. A small dwelling is shown in the same block 
as the gas works, in the northwest corner of the block. Nothing is shown beyond 
Plaza on the south side of William (4th) Street. The north side of the street appears 
to have contained a row of houses from Plaza east to Anderson Street (blocks 122, 
123, 124, and 125). The 1941 version of the map (Sanborn 1941) is not radically 
different than the 1907 version (Figure 5). The gas works are no longer present. It 
would appear, however, that some of their buildings had been taken over by the 
telephone company. The row of houses along the north side of William Street (still 
labeled as 4th Street) remains. An addition is what appears to be a service station 
in Block 121, at the corner of Carson Street and Williams Street.  

Aerial photographs provide an opportunity to view development along the project 
corridor over much of the 20th century. The photographs vary in quality and the 
amount of the project area that is depicted.  

• The earliest aerial photo dates to 1939 (Figure 6). This photo corresponds 
very well with the information provided on the 1941 Sanborn map. Along the 
north side of William Street, residences are shown in blocks 122, 123, 124, 
and 125. The service station is also shown at the corner of Carson Street. On 
the south side of William Street, what appear to be small dwellings are 
located between the V&T shop complex and William Street. Another small 
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cluster of buildings appears a bit further to the east, near the intersection of 
William and Roop Streets. Of note, except for Plaza Street, none of the side 
streets heading south from William Street are present. As of the date of this 
photo, William Street was an oiled, gravel, two-lane road.  

• The next available aerial photograph dates to 1953 (Figure 7). The roadway 
had been upgraded into a paved two-lane facility. Aside from that, very little 
had changed since 1939. A new service station is present at the southeast 
corner of Carson Street and William Street. Otherwise, development east 
along William Street was limited to the residences shown in the 1939 aerial 
photo. Again, none of the side streets south of William Street are present. 
Also of note, very few of the side streets appear to be paved.  

• An aerial photograph dating to 1966 (Figure 8) indicates a few changes. The 
dwellings and service stations of 1953 remain. Stewart, Valley, and Roop 
Streets were extended north tying into William Street. The new municipal 
swimming pool is depicted adjacent to Roop Street. A new cluster of 
buildings (two-story apartment complex) appears along North William Street, 
just east of Roop Street. The new Walton’s Funeral Home appears just north 
of the mall. Some more industrial-looking areas appear along the north side 
of William Street, across the street from the current day pavilion in Mills 
Park. Further east, Rand Avenue appears to be a freshly paved roadway, 
residences had yet to be built along its margins. To the south of William 
Street and a short distance further to the east, a new building appears. 
William Street is beginning to see the onset of its development.  

• The next available aerial photograph dates to 1972 (Figure 9) and only 
covers the western portion of the project area. By this time, US 50 had been 
upgraded to a four-lane roadway. Also, William Street was now a four-lane 
roadway from Carson Street through most of the project area to the vicinity 
of Saliman Street. Additional commercial development is evident along both 
sides of William Street in the first block east of Carson Street. Both the 
Carson City Library and the Mills Park gymnasium are present. Additional 
commercial buildings are now present just east of the small strip mall.  

• An aerial photograph dating to 1974 (Figure 10) depicts the new high 
school, two new office buildings opposite Mills Park, some new commercial 
buildings on the north side of William Street toward the east end of the 
project area, and some new buildings along Saliman Street which now 
connects to William Street.  
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3 Archival Survey Methodology 

Architectural surveys are defined as the process of documenting physical evidence 
of the past that expresses and contributes to the history and identity of a region. 
Physical evidence of architectural history is embodied in buildings, objects, 
structures, and districts. This evidence is the basis for evaluation, planning, and 
management decisions. Architectural surveys include field recordation of resources, 
planning and background research, organization and presentation of survey data, 
and the development of inventories.  

3.1 FIELD METHODS 

An intensive architectural survey of the project area was conducted in a manner 
consistent with current professional standards. Special attention was paid to the 
identification and documentation of resources described as architectural per SHPO’s 
Architectural Inventory and Survey Guidelines (Nevada SHPO 2017). Architectural 
resources (buildings, structures, and objects) noted around the proposed 
undertaking were recorded on ARA forms, photographed with a digital camera, and 
mapped with a GPS unit using the 1983 North American Datum (NAD83). The GPS 
data were used to generate sketch and location maps for identified resources. 
Universal Transverse Mercator (UTM) readings were developed based on 
Geographic Information Systems (GIS) software. A single UTM location was defined 
that represents the approximate center of the primary building or structure. For 
linear resources, a UTM point was defined at either end or where the resource 
entered the APE. High-resolution (600 dpi) digital photographs were taken as 
warranted to adequately document each resource and its setting. Maps prepared for 
ARA forms include a resource location map at a 1:24,000 scale using a USGS 
topographic base map, and a larger-scale resource detail map using an aerial base 
map. 

Construction of the Project is scheduled to occur in 2023 and 2024. Thus, there is a 
need to consider architectural resources that will be 50 years old or older by the 
time of the projected end of construction (1974). To provide the study with 
additional shelf life, the end of construction is extended to 2026. For this study, 
then, emphasis has been placed on resources that were constructed in or before 
1976.  

3.2 PERSONNEL AND QUALIFICATIONS  

Work associated with the architectural survey of the APE was conducted by Stuart 
Rathbone, NCE Project Architectural Historian. Dr. Rathbone performed the field 
recordation, figure preparation, and ARA form preparation. Charles Zeier, NCE 
Principal Investigator, and Stuart Rathbone prepared the technical report. Jeremy 
Hall, NCE Project Manager, conducted quality control tasks associated with the 
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project. Dr. Rathbone meets SOI Professional Qualification Standards for 
Architectural History and Mr. Zeier and Mr. Hall meet SOI Professional Qualifications 
Standards for Archaeology.  

3.3 FIELD DATES 

Fieldwork occurred over the period between September 20 and October 6, and on 
December 6, 2022.  
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4 Historic Overview 

4.1 THE SETTLEMENT THEME 

The following discussion of Carson City’s history is drawn from a variety of sources. 
The best-known of these include town histories prepared by Ackerman (1997), 
Moreno (2011), Oldham (1991), Smith (1991), and Zauner (1984). The 
architecture of Carson City has been addressed by several researchers over the 
past few decades, including Chambers (1972), Ford (1978a, 1978b), Historic 
Environment Consultants (1980a, 1980b, 1980c), Lawrence (1980), Koval (1988), 
Bardwell (1992), Watson (1998, 2000), and Painter (2004, 2006). 

4.1.1 Early Eagle Valley Settlement 

The first Euro-Americans to pass through the area were Jedediah Smith and two 
others in 1827. The first actual exploration of the area took place in 1844, when 
John C. Fremont and Kit Carson pioneered a trail south to Bridgeport Valley, and 
then north into California near Carson Pass. Fremont returned to the area again in 
1845. He traveled through Western Nevada, including the future site of Carson City. 
He named the river flowing through the valley, the Carson River, after his scout, 
Christopher "Kit" Carson (Fremont 1845).  

The Carson River Route of the emigrant trail passes along the Carson River, passing 
through what is today Dayton, Carson City, along the eastern base of the Carson 
Range, to Woodfords where it began its steep ascent up Carson Canyon to Hope 
Valley. In 1848, Henry Bigler and the Mormon Battalion opened this route over the 
Carson Pass (Jackson 1978). The group moved through the pass and into Carson 
Valley in August of that year. Later in the month, the group met a westward-bound 
emigrant train along the Humboldt River. Led by Joseph Chiles, that group decided 
to follow Bigler’s route. They turned south through what became known as the 
Forty Mile Desert and followed the Carson River. Theirs was the first wagon train to 
do so.  

The volume of traffic along the route increased considerably after 1849 when gold 
was discovered in California. The road was improved and maintained as a toll road 
(Howatt 1968:29). Based on estimates prepared by Bennyhoff et al. (1982:108-
119) only about 400 individuals went overland to California by all routes in 1848. 
Numbers increased in the following year; some 6,000 immigrants passed over the 
Carson route alone. In 1850, most of the 45,000 individuals that took to the 
California Trail selected the Carson River Route (Ellison 2001). In response to this 
volume of traffic, support facilities began to be established along the way, providing 
services to those making the trek. 

In November 1851, a party of gold-seekers crossed the Sierra Mountains from the 
placer grounds of California. The adventurers included Joseph and Frank Barnard, 
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George Follensbee, A. J. Rollins, and Frank and W. L. Hall. Having failed to locate 
placer deposits, they decided instead to build a small trading post (located at what 
today is the intersection of Thompson and Fifth streets). The Halls and their 
partners packed goods over from California which they then provided to travelers 
moving along the Carson River branch of the Emigrant Trail. They also provided 
supplies to Overland Stage Line. Frank Hall had shot an eagle and stretched its skin 
on the front of the post. They called their post “Eagle Station” and the valley in 
which it was situated soon became known as Eagle Valley. In conjunction with their 
role as packers, the group began making improvements to a trail leading up Kings 
Canyon, which they hoped emigrants could use. The road was little improved, and 
few emigrants passed that way; its use was limited largely to pack-trains (Angel 
1881:34).  

The men remained in the area until 1855 when they sold the trading post and all its 
improvements to Mormon settlers. Among the earliest of these Eagle Valley 
ranchers was Benjamin King, who established a small ranch on the western side of 
the valley at the mouth of King’s Canyon. Samuel Nevers and his wife Eliza 
purchased a ranch near Ash Canyon in the 1850s, bringing with them their nephew, 
Ira Lee Winters. Winters later acquired the Nevers property and expanded it into a 
sizeable ranch that covered most of what is now West Carson City. During the mid-
1850s, the population and farmed acreage in Eagle Valley steadily increased under 
Mormon governance, developing a small but thriving agricultural market. In 1857, 
the Mormons were summoned to Salt Lake City, Utah, by their leader, Brigham 
Young. Many sold their land to John Mankin, who soon laid claim to much of Eagle 
Valley.  

4.1.2 Carson City – The Early Years 

The beginning of Carson City can be tied to the arrival of one man, Abraham Curry. 
When he first arrived in the area in 1858, Curry was confronted by high land prices. 
Though the Mormons themselves had returned to Salt Lake City a year earlier, they 
had left a legacy of inflated land prices in the Genoa and Franktown areas. Sellers 
were unwilling to negotiate. Refusing to bow to the high prices in those areas, 
Curry, with partners F.M. Proctor, B.F. Green, and J.J. Musser, turned their 
attention to Eagle Valley, buying 865 acres from Mankin for a reported price of 
$500 and a few horses. 

Curry immediately began to promote the valley as the site for the state capital; 
however, Nevada had not yet become a territory, let alone a state. Curry had a 
townsite platted with wide city streets and a four-square-block area for the Capitol 
and its attendant offices. Curry then built a stone house for himself. The partners 
also discovered a warm spring on the ranch site a mile east of town, adjacent to a 
sandstone deposit. Curry built a stone hotel and swimming baths in the spring and 
developed the sandstone deposit into a quarry. By the following spring, Curry and 
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his friend William Ormsby had named the town after Kit Carson, the guide for 
Fremont's 1844 expedition through the area. In June 1859, Captain James H. 
Simpson described a town of a dozen small frame houses, and two stores, with 
some buildings of sandstone taken from Curry's quarry at the warm springs.  

The 1859 discovery of the Comstock Lode mere miles from Carson City, set off a 
rush to the area. By 1860, Carson City became a stop on the Pony Express and the 
eastern terminus of a telegraph line from San Francisco. Activities on the Comstock 
brought Carson City to life as a freight and transportation center and as a 
marshaling point for much of the timber harvest in the Lake Tahoe basin. The 
Comstock also created an instant market for food products, lumber, and feed for 
dray animals. Before the Comstock, agricultural pursuits in Eagle Valley had 
focused on livestock, primarily buying stock from, and selling stock to emigrants. 
With the Comstock boom, however, there was a shift on the part of many toward 
farming. Small farms proliferated throughout Eagle Valley, popping up wherever 
water was available. 

The onset of the Civil War prompted the federal government to take actions that 
would keep the West in the Union. In 1861, Congress extended territorial status to 
several unorganized areas including Nevada. Carson City was selected as the 
territorial capital on November 25, 1861. President Lincoln appointed New Yorker 
James Nye as the first territorial governor. Curry donated the use of his hotel at the 
warm springs to the first Territorial Board until permanent public buildings could be 
erected in the plaza set aside for that purpose. Congress passed the Nevada 
Enabling Act in 1864. Curry's dream had reached fruition in only six years. In 
October 1862, Curry sold the Great Basin Hotel for use as the County Courthouse. 
Curry then sold the Warm Springs Hotel for use as the territorial prison. Using 
prison labor, sandstone from the adjacent hillside was quarried for use in building 
many of Carson City's major buildings.  

The Comstock boom brought growth to Carson City. In the years following the 
strike, Carson City gained stores, saloons, a brewery, and other businesses. Early 
residential development was on the west side of town adjoining Carson Street. The 
Placerville and Humboldt Telegraph Company initiated telegraph service to Carson 
City in 1859. Carson City gained its first public school and built its first waterworks 
in 1860. Given its position as the seat of statewide political power, all the 
professions connected with the legal and political systems began to concentrate in 
the town as well. Eagle Valley farms and ranches supplied meat and produce, as 
well as feed for stock.  

In the early years, all development on the Comstock relied upon freighters. Using 
animal-drawn wagons, these men moved material to the Comstock and also hauled 
ore from the mines to the reduction mills. The roadways were clogged with wagons, 
the drivers of which demanded top dollar for their critical services. Mining moguls 
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soon developed an alternative. On March 5, 1868, the Virginia & Truckee Railroad 
(V&T) was organized. It was to connect the mines at Virginia City with the ore 
reduction mills at Carson City. Return trains from Carson City would haul supplies, 
including mine timbers and cordwood, to Virginia City. Track laying began on 
September 28, 1869, and the first train left Carson City on October 15, 1869. 
Completion of the railroad saw freight rates drop substantially. This economical 
means of transportation of both ore and supplies allowed the shipment of lower-
grade ores, meaning the mines could afford continued and expanded operation. The 
huge sandstone V&T engine house and shop complex dominated the northeast 
corner of Carson City. The railroad's depot and main offices were located just south 
of the engine house. The railroad built a 32-mile extension to connect with the 
transcontinental Central Pacific Railroad at Reno; track laying began on June 30, 
1871, reaching Carson City on August 24, 1872. By 1874, when the Comstock 
mines were reaching their peak production, 36 trains a day passed through Carson 
City. Through Pullman service to Virginia City began in the same year.  

These were heady times for Carson City, which saw some major developments. In 
1870, a branch of the U.S. Mint was built in Carson. It sat adjacent to the V&T rail 
line, allowing for the ready transfer of silver and gold ore. The Nevada State Capitol 
building was constructed in the same year. In 1888, construction began on a 
federal government building. Completed in 1891, the building held a post office and 
courthouse (the federal court was relocated to Reno in 1965 and the post office was 
relocated to the new Carson City federal building in 1972). By the mid-1870s, that 
portion of Carson Street between 6th and Washington Streets had developed into a 
commercial core that boasted five or six hotels, large restaurants, and large 
mercantile establishments. Institutions included public schools, the State Prison, 
the Orphan's Home, and four churches. The major employers were the government, 
the V&T Railroad, and the Carson Branch of the U.S. Mint. The V&T shop complex 
alone employed 150 men in 1878. The first major residential neighborhood was 
located west of Carson Street. Many of the homes were within a few blocks of the 
government buildings and Carson's commercial core. Many of the most prominent 
homes tended to be farther west, along Mountain and Elizabeth Streets. The west 
side contrasted with Carson City's east side, which developed somewhat later. In 
the early years, the area east of Stewart Street consisted of modest homes 
occupied by Carson City's working class. Most were single-family homes, although 
there were a few boarding houses.  

All the lumber harvested in the Lake Tahoe basin for shoring the mines passed 
through Carson City. It traveled in flumes to a large stocking area south of Carson 
City where it was loaded onto rail cars. Trains pulling laden cars moved along tracks 
that followed Stewart Street north to where they tied into the main line leading to 
the Comstock.  
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Transportation once more affected Carson City in the early years of the 20th 
century. Carson City participated in the Tonopah and Goldfield booms. The freight 
and passenger traffic drawn in by those booms were routed to Reno, through 
Carson City, and on to Mound House on the V&T. From there the southbound traffic 
was transferred to the Carson & Colorado Railroad (C&C) for the last leg of the 
journey. It was during this brief resurgence that the Governor’s Mansion was built 
at the corner of Robinson and Mountain. This came to a sudden halt when the 
Southern Pacific Railroad built a branch line connecting with the C&C that bypassed 
the V&T altogether. During this period, the V&T expanded southward from Carson 
City to Minden in 1905, but the Minden-Gardnerville traffic was not enough to 
replace the Tonopah-Goldfield traffic. The railroad and Carson City gradually 
declined.  

With the turn of the century, a new form of transportation became prominent. Once 
the automobile became available are affordable, cross-country travel began to 
increase. The need for better roads became a national concern. In the west, the 
highway era began in earnest in 1914 with the designation of the Butterfield 
Overland Stage Road and the Pony Express Trail as the Lincoln Highway. In 1914-
15, the route through Carson City was designated as part of the Lincoln Highway, 
boosting auto tourism. In 1916, the U.S. Congress passed the Federal Aid Road Act, 
allocating funds to stimulate road building. The Nevada Department of Highways, 
established in 1917, assumed the responsibility for roadway planning and 
construction. In 1929, they began surveys on U.S. Highway 50 from Carson City to 
the Lyon County line.  

Highway construction came to affect the railroad which had long been a mainstay of 
the local economy. US 395 was constructed parallel to the V&T between Carson City 
and Minden in 1921-22. Trucks soon began to strip shipments away from the 
railroad. The onset of the Great Depression, coupled with trucking competition, 
spelled the beginning of the end for the V&T. The line to Virginia City ceased 
operation in 1938 and the last train ran on May 31, 1950.  

4.1.3 The Population of Carson City 

Census data allows one to track the growth and decline of Carson City (Table 3, 
Figure 11). During the 1850s, Eagle Valley had been only sparsely populated. The 
newly formed Carson City saw its greatest percentile increase in population in the 
1860s, coincident with the onset of its role as a freighting hub tied to the 
Comstock. With events on the Comstock, and with its designation as the State 
capital, Carson City continued to grow. By 1880, it was home to over 4,200 people.  

With the decline of the Comstock, the population of Carson City began to drop. 
Between 1890 and 1900, the population of Carson City dropped from over 4,000 to 
just over 2,000 people. The onset of mining in the central part of the state allowed 
for a minor population increase during the 1900s, but this was soon dissipated 
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when the V&T was removed from the supply chain. The population of Carson City 
once again declined. Carson City's fortunes continued to decline after World War I 
and with the Great Depression. By 1930, the town’s population was about 1,800 
citizens, a third of what it had been 50 years earlier. Then in 1931, the legislation 
legalized gambling and provided for speedy divorce and simple marriage 
procedures. These moves brought tourists into the area and the population began 
to slowly increase.  

The town’s population began to increase substantially during the mid to late 1950s. 
From 1950 to 1960, the town almost doubled in population. From 1960 to 1970, 
the town tripled in population. This exaggerated upward trend has continued 
unabated through 2000. Only over the last few decades has the percentile increase 
in population diminished somewhat. This burgeoning new population needed a place 
to live. Beginning soon after the war ended, new subdivisions began to pop up all 
around town. At first, new housing development occurred on the periphery of 
previously developed areas. With time, development spread to the east, north, and 
south of town, eventually consuming much of the viable agricultural land in Eagle 
Valley.

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4.2 THE TRANSPORTATION THEME 

Westward emigrant travel through Nevada began in 1841 when the Bidwell-
Bartleson party traversed the state on its way to California. The number of parties 
during subsequent years remained low (Hunt 1974; Mordy and McCaughey 1968). 
In 1848, Henry Bigler and the Mormon Battalion opened the road over the Carson 
Pass. The group moved through the pass and into Carson Valley in August of that 
year. Later in that same month, the group met a westward-bound emigrant train 
along the Humboldt River. Led by Joseph Chiles, that group decided to follow 
Bigler’s route. They turned south through what became known as the Forty Mile 
Desert and followed the Carson River to and through Eagle Valley. The volume of 
traffic along this route increased considerably after 1849 when gold was discovered 
in California.  

The Carson River Route of the Overland Trail extended through Dayton, onto Eagle 
Station (now Carson City), and then turned south. The trail split at the north end of 
Indian Hill. Some passed to the east of Indian Hill while others went over Indian Hill 
and down through Jacks Valley. The trails converged south of Indian Hill and then 
extended along the west edge of Carson Valley before crossing the Sierra at either 
Carson or Ebbetts pass. Providing services to those making their way along this trail 
became an early industry. Stops along the way included Ponderer’s Rest (later Halls 
Station, then Dayton), Eagle Station (later Carson City), and Mormon Station (later 
Genoa) (Carlson 1974:92).  

The Carson River Route began to be used as the primary route for the delivery of 
mail between the California gold country and the rest of the United States. 
Woodward and Chorpenning began operating their "Jackass Mail" in 1851 (Angel 
1881; Welch 1981:6-7). In 1859, Captain James Simpson began a search for a 
military road between Camp Floyd, Utah, and Genoa, Nevada. The first major road 
through central Nevada followed the route of the Simpson survey. The route 
connected with the Carson branch of the emigrant trail near Fallon before moving 
on to Eagle Valley. Stage and freight lines were soon established along this same 
route. Known as the Central Route, this road was used by both the Butterfield 
Overland Mail Company who used it until the completion of the transcontinental 
railroad (Conkling and Conkling 1947). Russell, Majors, and Waddell's short-lived 
Pony Express also used the Central Route, as did numerous immigrants headed to 
central Nevada gold fields (Welch 1981:4-7). Stations along the Pony Express and 
Overland Mail routes were often ranches that provided hay and sustenance to 
beasts and travelers alike (Goodwin 1969:135). In 1862, the first Pacific telegraph 
line was built along the route. Although the volume of traffic along the old emigrant 
trail through Carson City declined markedly during the 1870s, the roadway 
continued to serve as a major regional roadway.  
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The introduction of the automobile caused a fundamental shift in roadways and 
their use. Henry Ford was churning out Model Ts and Americans bought them as 
soon as they came off the line. The only roar greater than that of all the motor cars 
was the clammer for better roads on which to drive them. In the fall of 1912, 
entrepreneur Carl Graham Fisher shared his vision for a transcontinental highway 
that was toll-free and paved. Leaders in business and most automobile 
manufacturing sectors praised the plan and offered assistance at the request of 
Fisher. Fisher, along with other highway supporters, businessmen, and industry 
leaders, officially organized the Lincoln Highway Association on July 1, 1913. They 
proposed that the highway be named after Abraham Lincoln to appeal to Americans’ 
patriotic sensibilities (Lincoln Highway Association 2022). In Nevada, the 
Association chose to designate the old central route at the Lincoln Highway. It 
made its way along existing roads from Ely through Eureka, Austin, Fallon, to Reno. 
At Reno, the route split into two branches. One branch continued west from Reno to 
Truckee, to the north of Lake Tahoe, before continuing to Sacramento. The other, 
known as the Pioneer Branch, designated, and promoted as a scenic alignment, 
turned south from Reno to Carson City and then west to Lake Tahoe and around its 
southern shore before extending west to Placerville and Sacramento. By the early 
1920s, the Pioneer Branch between Reno and Carson City was surfaced with 
concrete. In 1921 the segment of the Pioneer Branch between Reno and Carson 
City was abandoned in favor of a route that went from Fallon to Silver Springs, 
Dayton, and Carson City. While still a part of the Pioneer Branch, the new 
alignment was referred to as the Fallon Cutoff (Moffett et al. 2018: E-28).  

The Nevada Department of Highways was formed in March of 1917 to take 
advantage of newly available federal roadway construction funds. The department’s 
mission was to develop a modern system of roadways from what were often rutted 
dirt paths. Asphalt and concrete came with a large price tag, so the paving material 
of choice during the early years was gravel. The first 14 state highway projects 
were all gravel, except for one, a section of concrete roadway south of Reno. Roads 
also needed maintenance regardless of whether they were built using gravel, 
concrete, or asphalt. During the department’s first few years, highway maintenance 
was the responsibility of highway patrolmen. Assigned a specific section of road, the 
patrolmen were expected to keep it in good condition for travelers. In 1923, 
Nevada launched a two-year road-building program at an estimated cost of 
$6,500,000. This program involved the improvement of 575 miles of highway. By 
1933, Nevada boasted more than 2,400 miles of surfaced roads statewide. 

In 1926, segments of the Lincoln Highway across the country were incorporated 
into the newly numbered U.S. Highway System. The old central route across 
Nevada became US 50. Since its designation, US 50 in the Carson City area has 
undergone several stages of reconstruction and widening. Early state highway maps 
are not sufficiently detailed to provide an assessment of the alignment of the main 
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road leading into Carson City from the east. However, early mapping suggests that 
the eastern approach to the city was oriented along Fourth Avenue (William Street). 
The 1932 Nevada State Road Map shows the soon-to-be gravel road between 
Carson City and Dayton as “under construction.” The roadway was paved in 1932 
and was widened and resurfaced shortly after the onset of World War II (Mackey 
2001: 7, 8). 
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5 Architectural Context 

For purposes of discussion, architectural resources present within the Project area 
are discussed as representatives of a single comprehensive theme.  

5.1 THE MID-CENTURY COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT CONTEXT 

Examination shows that most architectural resources present in the project area are 
related directly to the theme of mid-century commercial development. Residences 
once present along William Street have been removed and replaced with an array 
of service stations, businesses, banks, restaurants, strip malls, large chain stores, 
and public buildings.  

5.1.1 Geographic Parameters 

Herein, geographic parameters are defined based on the extent of a survey effort.  

While the Mid-Century Commercial Development theme is relevant within a broad 
range of locations throughout Nevada, the focus of the present study is the 
expression of this theme along the eastern approach (US 50/William Street) to 
Carson City.  

5.1.2 Temporal Limits 

The temporal limits of a context are generally based on the earliest and latest 
occurrence of an event, activity, or date of development/construction. All of the 
resources recorded as a result of the present inventory were constructed during the 
post-World War II period. Thus, 1945 is selected as the earlier temporal limit. The 
45-year-of-age cut-off defines the later temporal limit of 1977. Two periods of 
significance are suggested within this range: 

• Early Post-War Period (1945 – 1967): Carson City slowly awakens from the 
War and the economic stagnation brought on by the 1920s and 30s. 

• Late Post-War Period (1967 – 1980): Carson City begins to grow and look 
forward to what it wants to become. 

5.1.3 Development of the Theme - Commercial and Public Architecture in 
northern Nevada 

Exploration and Expansion: 1840 - 1868 

Commercial architecture dates to the initiation of the Euro-American occupation of 
northern Nevada. Many of the first buildings constructed were trading posts located 
along the various routes to California that were established in the 1840s and 1850s. 
These simple stations offered supplies, places to sleep, feed for horses and oxen, 
and a limited variety of alcoholic refreshments. The architectural form of these 
stations was simple, utilizing modified or unmodified versions of vernacular 
residential buildings. If the route were successful and the location proved amenable 
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the trading post would grow, developing larger accommodations and developing 
proper stores. Towns in northern Nevada developed at locations first occupied by 
trading posts located along emigrant trails, including Genoa, Douglas County, 
established in 1850, which is the oldest permanent Euro-American settlement in the 
state (Elliot 1973:50), Huffaker, Washoe County, established 1858, and now 
consumed by Reno, (Ashbaugh 1963:118), and Carson City itself, which was the 
location of Eagle Station, established in 1851.  

The earliest accounts of mining in Nevada describe a group of Mexican miners 
working in Esmerelda County in 1848 (Tingley et al. 1993:3, 8), but those accounts 
are generally regarded skeptically. Early Mormon travelers discovered placer 
deposits in the Carson River near Dayton in 1849 (Tingley et al. 1993:3, 12), and 
Mormon settlers in Nevada are believed to have undertaken mining activities during 
the 1850s at locations in the south of the state (Tingley et al. 1993:8), although 
the extent and nature of these operations are very poorly understood. The 
discovery of the Comstock Lode in the Virginia Range in 1859 marked the onset of 
successful and widespread mining activity in the State and triggered a great 
expansion of Euro-American settlement in the form of temporary mining camps and 
when the ore held out more permanent mining towns. Mining camps followed a 
common trajectory following an ore strike, with an initial tent encampment that 
would either quickly fizzle out or develop into a small town of timber and/or stone-
built cabins and commercial buildings, including stores, offices, hotels, bunkhouses, 
restaurants, saloons, clubs, and brothels. Public buildings including schools, 
churches, theatres, opera houses, and community halls would follow if the town 
became well-established. In the earliest phases of a mining camp, commercial 
businesses operated from tents, and historic photographs illustrate a wide range of 
commercial establishments located under canvas (Hardesty 2010:128, 168). A 
transition to timber or stone buildings generally occurred quite rapidly, and the 
importance of developing commercial properties as a sign of the current and future 
prosperity of a camp is demonstrated by innumerable press reports boasting of the 
number of stores, hotels, and saloons that had been established during the 
development of a mining camp. The appearance of the earliest mine camps is 
poorly documented, but the archaeological remains of early settlements from the 
1860s and 1870s suggest that the use of simple vernacular architectural forms was 
common, with materials reflecting the local availability of timber and stone. 

As mining blossomed across the state, well-watered areas with agricultural 
potential began to be occupied by ranchers, who saw an opportunity to grow animal 
feed and other produce to supply the miners, and to raise animals for sale to the 
Californian markets. In areas where agriculture proved successful small market 
settlements developed, providing stores where ranchers could buy supplies and sell 
their produce. Such locations were often accompanied by rudimentary hostelries 
and saloons. Again, architecture constructed for these early agricultural centers was 
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adapted from vernacular residential buildings. Extant towns which developed from 
these small agricultural centers include Paradise, Humboldt County, established in 
1864 (Ashbaugh 1963:189), and Yerington, Lyon County, established in 1871 
(Hulse 1991:135).  

The establishment of the Pony Express route across Nevada necessitated the 
construction of Pony Express Stations at more regular intervals than the existing 
network of trading posts had required, and although established sites such as Ruby 
Valley Station, White Pine County, were incorporated where possible (this site was 
first created as a trading post in 1859 by one Colonel “Billy” Rogers) (Hall 1994: 
180-1). New sites were constructed to enable the famed rapid horse swaps to 
occur, such as Jacobsville, Lander County, established in 1860, and Grubb’s Well, 
Eureka County, established in 1861, near the site of an existing ranch (Hall 
1994:23, 94). Again, these early commercial establishments were constructed in a 
vernacular fashion and consisted of simple cabins constructed of stone and/or 
wood, depending on what was available in the local environment. The relocated 
Ruby Valley Station which now stands on the grounds of the northeastern Nevada 
Museum in Elko, Elko County, demonstrates how simple such buildings could be. 
The development of better transportation routes, particularly the Central Pacific 
Railroad, made many of the early trading posts redundant. Most did not survive 
long-term, while some continued in the form of isolated ranches. Conversely, the 
railroads initiated a new phase of settlement across the state, with temporary 
camps following the railheads as they extended across the landscape, and more 
permanent sidings and supply depots developing at regular intervals. The majority 
of towns extant in northern Nevada were founded to serve the needs of the 
construction crews that built the railroads and developed as permanent settlements 
that serviced the operation of the railroads and provided access to the railroads for 
the dispersed mining communities and ranchers in the surrounding area. 

Public buildings were an important part of the early Euro-American settlement 
landscape in Nevada, with three building types having particular prominence during 
the initial expansion period - churches, schools, and post offices. Again, all three 
were originally held in simple vernacular buildings, and in many instances, school 
classes and church congregations simply met in whatever spaces were available 
locally, with dedicated buildings being added as the community developed. The 
presence of a post office, as both a representative of the US Government and a 
vital link to the outside world, was given particular importance in a newly 
established or expanding settlement, and post offices were often the last 
businesses to leave a declining community.  

Developed Period 1868-1941 

Beginning in the early 19th century the design of strictly commercial buildings 
emerged as a major component of American architecture. Private enterprise was 
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the principal generator of the nation’s development, and commercial architecture 
came to play a central role in defining the character of its settlements. The size and 
extent of a community’s commercial buildings came to serve as an index to the 
community’s achievement and potential. In smaller towns, commercial buildings 
were intentionally clustered in central districts. This core was instrumental in giving 
the town its identity (Longstreth 2000:12-13). 

Commercial districts formed along a primary route. Increases in population and 
commercial facilities prompted lateral expansion along not only the primary route 
but adjacent side streets and parallel arteries as well. Central to it all was the dense 
concentration of buildings anchored to the open public domain of the street. 
Commercial buildings were designed to be seen from the front. They were not 
conceived as freestanding objects. As a result, it was the façade that gave 
commercial architecture its distinctive qualities and distinguished one building from 
the next. With the street as the anchor, buildings tended to abut the sidewalk and 
the buildings to either side, resulting in a dense configuration devoid of intervening 
spaces (Longstreth 2000:14). Urban buildings were part of a greater whole. They 
formed a visually solid street wall. Only the occasional monumental building, such 
as a public building or a church, broke with the street wall and stood apart as 
freestanding buildings surrounded by open space. 

In Nevada, the completion of the Central Pacific Railroad in 1868, and the 
subsequent expansion of the road and rail network had significant impacts on 
commercial, public, and residential architecture. The ability to transport large 
quantities of dimensional lumber and building materials such as wire nails to 
previously inaccessible settlements allowed Nevadans to begin following the 
national trend for timber-framed or ‘stick-built’ buildings, initially of the balloon-
frame type and later of the platform-frame type. Such buildings were relatively 
quick to construct and did not require teams of specialist carpenters. Despite the 
prevalence of dimensional lumber in residential buildings, an emphasis on masonry 
construction was common in the more urbanized centers by the 1870s, because 
fires had proved to be such a devastating problem, and masonry walls were found 
to at least slow the spread of fire (Frady 1984; Jackson 1998:3; Lord 1981:12-3; 
Nicoletta 2000:175). The opening of transportation routes occurred during the 
emergence of the first nationalized styles of commercial and residential buildings, 
between 1860-1890. These styles were built upon architectural developments 
occurring on the East Coast and in the Midwest from 1820 onwards (Jackson 1998; 
Longstreth 2000:12-14; McAlester 2017:333-4). The closely related forms of the 
new commercial buildings would prove to be particularly long-lasting, remaining the 
dominant types from the mid-1800s through to the 1940s (Liebs 1985:8; 
Longstreth 2000:13).  
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The two-part commercial block design presents a strong tripartite front façade 
adjacent to the street, with a grandly decorated first-floor storefront dominated by 
expansive glass windows with ornamentation of the window frames, door frames, 
and entablature, one or more stories of offices or residential apartments, and the 
top of the façade capped by an ornamental cornice (Jackson 1998:2; Longstreth 
2000). These buildings could be decorated in a wide variety of stylistic appliques 
that provide a considerable variety of appearances, but their underlying structure 
remained unaltered (Liebs 1985:40).  

Single story one-part commercial block buildings (Longstreth 2000) were also 
relatively common. These smaller buildings exhibit the same design ideas but are 
missing the upper-floor apartments and/or offices. Longstreth describes these 
buildings as a “fragment of the larger type,” (Longstreth 2000). Storefront 
ornamentation was executed in wood, wooden millwork, stone, brick, and ceramic 
tile. In the 1850s cast iron decorative elements and entire storefronts became 
popular, and in the 1870s stamped metal sheets were added to the range of 
available options, proving particularly suited for storefront entablatures and upper 
story wall coverings (Jackson 1998:5-8). In towns across Nevada, variants of the 
one-part and two-part types of commercial buildings predominated, constituting the 
classic false front shop of western imagery. These variations on the theme utilized 
the same one-part or two-part designs, but the decoration of the front façade was 
largely limited to painted signs and less elaborate treatments of windows and door 
frames. Commercial ‘Main Streets’ that were established across Nevada during this 
period still display considerable numbers of buildings of this type in various states 
of repair, although it is rare for the original vista to be largely complete. An 
example is the downtown area of Truckee in California.  

In the larger and more successful towns, a taller variant of the two-part commercial 
block was utilized for buildings with five stories or more - the stacked vertical block 
(Longstreth 2000). The upper floors of these larger buildings were grouped into 
pairs or sets of three using different decorative schemes to break up the 
homogeneity presented by such an extended facade. Stacked vertical block 
buildings were used typically as hotels or banks. Examples include the Mizpah Hotel 
(constructed 1907) and the Belvada Hotel (constructed 1906 as the Nevada State 
Bank & Trust Building) that occupy diagonally opposed lots on one of the main 
intersections in downtown Tonopah, Nye County. Other variations on the theme 
include the two-part vertical block, where design elements seek to unify the upper 
part of the building with the ground floor using shared decorative motifs and 
continuing vertical elements, and the three-part vertical block, which adds a 
distinctive upper zone to the pattern of the two-part vertical block (Longstreth 
2000). The Riverside Hotel (1927), the Overland Hotel (1933), the Mapes Hotel 
(1947) in Reno, and Hotel Nevada (1929) in Ely, White Pine County, were all 
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examples of the three-part vertical block design (Nevada Historical Society Docent 
Council 2011:33, 40, 46).  

Improvements in glass manufacturing techniques and the introduction of metal 
window frames allowed for ever larger windows in storefronts as the supporting 
structural system disappeared (Jackson 1998:3). By the early 1900s these 
advancements had made it possible to design storefronts with twenty to thirty feet 
wide windows with no intervening columns and narrow metal sashes connecting 
adjacent sheets of plate glass (Jackson 1998:9). Longstreth (2000) identifies the 
first generation of commercial buildings with large uninterrupted windows as the 
enframed window wall type.  

A final pertinent commercial style is the temple front style inspired by Greek 
temples. This style was originally developed for large public buildings but 
subsequently also found favor with commercial buildings, in particular banks during 
the mid-19th century (Longstreth 2000). The early commercial use of the style 
involved two variants, one with a portico of four or more free-standing columns, 
and the other with a central recessed door flanked by two columns and set within 
an enframing wall. When the style became popular once again in the early 20th 
century a more decorative and less structural approach was often taken, using 
pilasters and shallow pediments to present the temple front as a decorative wall 
treatment (Longstreth 2000). Most banks in northern and central Nevada did not 
utilize this style, preferring more standard commercial designs, but the Reno 
National Bank building (1915) is a Frederick DeLongchamps-designed free-standing 
portico temple front building (Nevada Historical Society Docent Council 2011:39), 
and the Winnemucca State Bank and Trust Company Building (1913) in 
Winnemucca, Humboldt County, is an excellent example of the temple front 
decorated wall style (Toth n.d.:24). 

Stylistically, 19th-century commercial buildings were adorned with an eclectic 
variety of historically aware design ideas, including the Neo-Classical, Colonial 
Revival, Greek Revival, Italianate, and Beaux Arts styles. These ‘eclectic’ styles 
remained popular into the 1930s (Jackson 1998:11), but during the 1920s new 
design ideas began to be applied to commercial buildings, including Art Deco, Zig-
Zag Modern, Modern, International, and perhaps the most iconic American style, 
Streamline Moderne (Jackson 1998:11-2; Liebs 1985:53-4). Despite creating 
radically different appearances, these decorative wrappers did not alter the 
underlying one-part, two-part and stacked-block fundamentals of the buildings. 

As the Euro-American population in Nevada grew, the range and scale of public 
buildings also grew. Many public buildings have forms defined by their function, but 
others were incorporated into buildings following the same variations typical of 
commercial block buildings. Whatever forms were used, the decorative wrappers 
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applied to the exteriors largely followed changes popular with commercial buildings, 
except for government buildings which favored classical influences above all others.  

Small churches and schoolhouses in this period often exhibit strikingly similar 
designs, emulating a New England archetype. A comparison of the Catholic 
Churches in Winnemucca, Humboldt County, and Manhattan, Nye County, to the 
Glendale Schoolhouse, now located in Sparks, and the Huffaker Schoolhouse, now 
located in Barley Ranch Park in Reno, illustrates the shared design ideas. Larger 
churches present the full drama of High Victorian exuberance, often bearing strong 
influence from a European precedent. Larger examples of New England-influenced 
churches were built, such as the now demolished Methodist Church in Winnemucca 
(Toth n.d.:100) or St Peter’s Episcopal Church (1867) in Carson City (Nicoletta 
2000:110). Examples with more restrained European influences include the gently 
Neo-Gothic Presbyterian Church (1905) in Lamoille, Elko County (Nicoletta 
2000:159), and the Carpenter’s Gothic St Paul’s Episcopal Church (1876) in Virginia 
City, Storey County (James & James 2009:45; Nicoletta 2000:93). More exuberant 
examples of the influence of European ecclesiastical design include the Gothic 
Revival St Mary’s in the Mountains Roman Catholic Church (1877) in Virginia City 
(James & James 2009:44; Nicoletta 2000:95), the Gothic Revival Methodist Church 
(1925) in Reno (Nevada Historical Society Docent Council 2011:102), the Eastern 
Orthodox style Saint Tomas Aquinas Church (1910) in Reno (Nevada Historical 
Society Docent Council 2011:102), and the Neo-Romanesque St Paul’s Catholic 
Church (1924) in Winnemucca (Nicoletta 2000:139).  

While early schoolhouses strongly resembled the design of small churches, when 
larger schools were constructed, they initially followed a more domestic design, 
often resembling contemporary mansions. The Fourth Ward School (1875) in 
Virginia City and Morrill Hall, the first building at the University of Nevada Reno 
(UNR), are fine Second Empire-style buildings (James & James 2009:89, 98; 
Nicoletta 2000:67, 93), while the original Mackay School of Mines building (1908) is 
a striking Georgian design with a stone portico supported by Tuscan columns 
(Nicoletta 2000:93). Around 1910, several Mission-Revival style schools were 
constructed in Reno, including Mount Rose Elementary School (1912) and McKinley 
Park School (1909) (Nicoletta 2000:67). A Classical-Revival style school was 
constructed in Battle Mountain, Lander County, in 1916 which now serves as the 
Lander County Courthouse, and a Classical-Revival style school was built in 
Gardnerville, Douglas County, in 1915 that now serves as the Carson Valley 
Museum and Cultural Center (Nicoletta 2000:122, 149). By the 1920s a somewhat 
standardized design began to emerge for larger schools, featuring wide two or 
three-story buildings with simple rectangular plans. These buildings, such as Eureka 
County High School and Humboldt County High School in Winnemucca (1916) were 
constructed in quite functional styles with only vague nods to classical form in the 
treatment of windows and doors, with particular emphasis given to the centrally 
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positioned main entrance (Toth n.d.: 76-7). Winnemucca Grammar School (1928) 
is a rare example of a high school of this form with more elaborate decoration, 
featuring a combination of classical and art deco motifs applied to its brick exterior 
(Nicoletta 2000:140-1).  

The continuing importance of the postal service and the growing influence of the 
Federal Government during the 1920s and 1930s is demonstrated by the 
expenditure applied to regional post offices, such as the Georgian-style 
Winnemucca Main Post Office (1920), the Classical-Revival style Fallon Post Office 
(1929) in Fallon, the Mediterranean-Revival style Elko Main Post Office (1933), the 
Public Works Administration Moderne style Lovelock Main Post Office (1938) and 
Yerington Post Office (1939), a group somewhat unified by their red brick walls 
(Nicoletta 2000:123, 132, 139, 156, 169; Toth n.d.: 65-6). By far the largest and 
most elaborate early 20th-century post office in northern Nevada is the Reno 
Downtown Post Office (1934) designed by DeLongchamps. This three-story art 
deco-style building is clad in terracotta tiles and features elaborate decoration 
inside and out (Kolva & Franks 1990; Nicoletta 2000:71-2).  

Courthouses were of similar importance to post offices as early indicators of a 
government presence and often formed the kernel around which county and state 
facilities would grow. The earliest surviving example in the state is the old Douglas 
County Courthouse in Genoa, which was constructed in 1865 in a brick-built 
Colonial Revival style (Nicoletta 2000:114). Four brick-built county courthouses 
survive from the 1870s, the old Lander County Courthouse (1871) in Austin, in a 
Greek Revival style (Nicoletta 2000:172); the old Nye County Courthouse (1876) in 
Belmont, in an Italianate style (Nicoletta 2000:199); and the Eureka County 
Courthouse in Eureka (1879) also in an Italianate style (Nicoletta 2000:174-5). A 
fifth courthouse from the 1870s, the Storey County Courthouse in Virginia City 
(1877), is a stone-built Italianate design (Nicoletta 2000:90-2). The use of brick 
and stone for these buildings is reflective of their symbolic importance to the newly 
formed state. A single timber-built courthouse survives, the Churchill County 
Courthouse in Fallon, which was constructed in 1903 in a Classical-Revival style 
(Nicoletta 2000:169). In 1905 a new Nye County Courthouse was built in Tonopah 
from stone in a Romanesque style (Nicoletta 2000:189), in 1908 the White Pine 
County Courthouse was constructed in Ely in a stone-built Italianate style (Nicoletta 
2000:177), and in 1911 the Elko County Courthouse was constructed in Elko in a 
stone-built Beaux Arts-Classical style (Nicoletta 2000:153). The remaining six 
County Courthouses in northern and central Nevada were all designed by 
DeLongchamps. The stone-built Washoe County Courthouse in Reno (1911), the 
concrete and brick-built Lyon County Courthouse in Yerington (1912), the brick-
built Douglas County Courthouse (1915) in Minden, the brick-built Pershing County 
Courthouse in Lovelock (1921), and the brick-built Humboldt County Courthouse in 
Winnemucca (1921) were all constructed in his defining Beux Arts-Classical style 
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each featuring a distinctive temple front (Nicoletta 2000:70, 117, 123, 133, 137). 
DeLongchamps’ final county courthouse is the Ormsby County Courthouse in 
Carson City (1922) which is a stone-built building in the Classical-Revival style with 
a temple front (Nicoletta 2000:105).  

County Courthouses are often accompanied by county offices and other local 
government facilities. These offices are typically less grandiose free-standing 
buildings or are housed in additions to the courthouse of varying quality. Their 
designs reflect whatever styles were popular during their construction, but there 
remains a strong tendency towards classical inspiration. In Carson City, the 
Courthouse is set within a larger concentration of government buildings, known as 
the State Capitol Complex. This collection of buildings includes the Nevada State 
Capitol (1870, 1905, 1913), the Carson City Offices (1922), and the office of the 
Attorney general (1937), all of which are stone-built and designed by or expanded 
by DeLongchamps in a Classical-Revival style (Nicoletta 2000:103-5). 

Many other types of public buildings are found across northern and central Nevada, 
with their styles simply following current trends at the time when they were 
constructed, and their form largely defined by their function. Examples constructed 
between 1860 and 1940 included the Italianate Opera House in Eureka (1880), the 
Tonopah Public Library (1906), and the Jarbidge Jail (1910) in Jarbidge, Elko 
County, both of which are vernacular buildings, the Classical Revival style Carson 
Valley Improvement Club (1912) in Minden, the Mission-Revival East Ely Passenger 
Depot (1907), the Mediterranean-Revival style Southern Pacific Railroad Station in 
Reno (1927), the Neo-Romanesque style Fallon City Hall (1930) designed by 
DeLongchamps, the Moderne style Winnemucca Fire Department building (1935), 
and the Art Deco style cinema Central Theatre (1941) in Ely (James & McFadden 
1993; Nicoletta 2000:74, 89, 119, 137-8, 164, 170-1, 175, 179-80, 192; 
Wahrenbrock 1983). 

Most of the early historic downtown areas in Nevada have been heavily impacted 
through dereliction, fire, demolition, and replacement, but towns including Ely and 
McGill, in White Pine County, Elko, Eureka, and Carson City still retain significant 
concentrations of late 19th and early 20th century commercial and public building 
types and can convey some measure of the original feeling of a historic Main Street 
in a small western town. It should be noted that many towns in northern Nevada 
developed distinct ‘China Town’ areas in the late 19th century, and these included a 
variety of commercial and public buildings. Unfortunately, few of these buildings are 
available to study today and contemporary accounts are heavily tinged with anti-
Chinese sentiments making them difficult to assess. Historic photographs and 
illustrations of Chinese mercantile and herbalist stores suggest commercial 
buildings were not particularly removed from Euro-American architectural trends, 
with one-part blocks being common, often with the front gable left exposed rather 
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than concealed by a false front. As such these buildings resemble the simpler 
commercial buildings found in mining camps rather than the more elaborate 
examples found in urban areas (Nicoletta 2000:47; Toth n.d.:78). The design of 
Joss Houses has little in common with Euro-American churches (Toth n.d.:79).  

Post-World War II 1946 – 1980 

By the mid-1950s, a profound shift was occurring in the design of American 
commercial architecture. These changes affected the physical organization of 
commercial development, the architectural aspects emphasized, and often the form 
of the buildings themselves. Densely packed buildings oriented to the street were 
viewed as relics of the past. The idea of a wall of unified background buildings, 
broken in places by an occasional building sitting in isolated splendor, no longer fit 
the increasingly auto-oriented city. The new school of thought came to focus on the 
dividing of land into larger parcels penetrated by limited access routes. Buildings 
could be free-standing or grouped into clusters surrounded by open space. The new 
ideal was implemented not only in outlying areas of towns but also during the 
remaking of existing urban commercial cores. Widespread use of the automobile 
and the availability of large amounts of land adjacent to population centers made 
this shift possible. The American ideal of a freestanding house set in a landscaped 
yard had come to commercial architecture. However, given the practical need to 
accommodate large numbers of patrons, the yard became a parking lot (Longstreth 
2000:126). The design of these buildings took on features that identified them as 
catering to, and often celebrating, the automobile. Site layouts accommodated the 
auto’s need to maneuver. These design and spatial adaptations led to clear 
differentiations between the older pedestrian-oriented commercial buildings and the 
newer auto-based forms. These new building types led to new relationships with the 
street and surrounding buildings. Buildings stood alone, each surrounded by its 
driveway and parking lot. Streets were lined with a string of separate buildings, 
each putting itself forward as a monument. 

Three patterns came to dominate this new development. The first was to maintain 
the tradition of attached storefronts, working as a group to create a street wall of 
continuous businesses, but providing parking in the rear. The second pattern was to 
construct a large free-standing retail structure, specifically built for an individual 
retailer, which would maintain its traditional position along the street but would be 
set next to its parking lot. The third pattern was a rejection of the traditional 
relationship with the street entirely. Instead, the parking lot faced the street, and 
the commercial structure was positioned behind. It could take the form of a single 
structure built for a specific retailer, a collection of generic retail outlets built for 
rental, or more often, as the form developed, a combination of the two. The typical 
form of the neighborhood shopping center had emerged by the mid-1950s. It was 
anchored by a supermarket joined by a series of smaller stores containing the 
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retailers. Surrounding these elements was the parking lot. In time this pattern 
would contain free-standing buildings on the corners flanking the parking lot. These 
free-standing corner structures assumed a degree of architectural presence 
separate from the shopping center to the rear. 

Because of the relatively small size of the urban centers in Nevada, the introduction 
of the automobile did not initially constitute the same sort of existential threat that 
pre-occupied city planners and other invested groups in the larger metropoles 
during the early 20th century (McShane 1994:203-228). The long depression in 
mining activity that occurred between the world wars contributed to this lack of 
concern over traffic congestion, as most towns and cities saw population stagnation 
or decline rather than growth, meaning that automobiles were being introduced into 
relatively uncongested towns. This situation changed following the conclusion of 
World War II in the major urban centers of Reno and Carson City, and even more 
so in Las Vegas which saw exponential growth. These three locations followed 
national trends of suburban growth, with large new sub-divisions of cheaply built 
bungalows and the creation of new automobile-oriented shopping and business 
areas.  

The initial problem encountered as automobiles entered Main Street was a lack of 
parking. This was initially resolved by widening roads at the expense of sidewalks, 
to provide parking bays along existing roads. Simultaneously with this process 
pedestrians lost their access to the road itself, becoming only fleeting visitors to 
spaces that had previously functioned as communal, open areas where a wide 
range of activities had taken place. This loss of access to the road and the 
narrowing of sidewalks necessitated the development of more urban parks 
(McShane 1994:217). The need to provide increasing amounts of parking 
intensified and led to new designs where rows of shops would be constructed 
further back from the street to allow for a dedicated parking lot to the front or a 
parking lot at the side or rear of a building would be provided (Striegel 2015). As 
new commercial areas migrated further and further from the original central 
business districts the amount of available space increased, allowing for the 
construction of giant parking lots surrounding large individual stores or 
pedestrianized shopping centers. These innovations, spurred on by the need to 
provide parking led directly to the development of the strip mall, the shopping mall, 
and the big box store, which would become the ubiquitous face of retail until the 
only partially successful campaign to reinvigorate ‘Main Street America’ was 
initiated in the late 1970s (Liebs 1985:31-3).  

During the 1950s, new forms of commercial architecture rapidly developed, 
collectively grouped as the Mid-Century Modern style. Key to these styles was the 
move to larger lots away from historic downtown areas, and the introduction of new 
building materials, most importantly the concrete masonry unit (CMU) – commonly 
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known as concrete blocks. Many new buildings were free-standing and not 
conjoined to their neighbors. Others consisted of conjoined rows of small stores 
located within a large, newly constructed building that could express a singular 
design across all contained units. Commercial buildings tended towards a 
rectangular plan and used large aluminum framed windows to create an ‘open front’ 
or ‘visual front’ aesthetic, where entire walls were replaced by continuous expanses 
of glass (Striegel 2015). Architects continued the Modern trend of wrapping 
windows around corners but added sweeping curved windows and windows that 
leaned outwards at dramatic angles. Walls would be treated with improved stucco 
to create smooth surfaces, or clad with decorative panels of metal, cast concrete 
blocks, porcelain, asbestos-fiber panels, concrete-fiber panels, or covered by 
projecting decorative metal grills (Striegel 2015). Most of these buildings had 
simple flat roofs, which would ultimately prove problematic to maintain or gently 
sloping single-pitch roofs. An interesting facet of these buildings is the general 
absence of a layer of decorative applique. When such layers were used, they were 
restricted to limited parts of the exterior and, crucially, their patterns were no 
longer tied to any historic antecedents. While the main advances in commercial 
architecture were occurring at newly built buildings, it proved quite possible to 
‘renovate’ older buildings in Main Street areas with new frontages that displayed 
elements of the Mid-Century Modern design, particularly with regards to removing 
or concealing decorative elements and establishing open fronts. 

The more elaborate examples of this new type of commercial architecture have 
been grouped under the banner of the Exaggerated Modern style, with key features 
being elaborate wall and window designs and dramatic roofs, with variants including 
the butterfly roof, the airplane roof, and the hyperbolic parabola roof (Liebs 
1985:59-64). The most exuberant examples of the Exaggerated Modern style are 
the buildings that display the Googie or Atomic style, which was particularly popular 
amongst the designers of gas stations, motels, and restaurants. This style utilizes 
what was then seen as futuristic space-age design elements in bright colors that 
still retain the ability to conjure a sense of a very specific period. These new types 
of buildings were accompanied by new and distinctive types of signs, universally 
sans-serif (Jackson 1998:4), which were often much larger and better illuminated, 
and hovered over roofs on metal scaffolds, hung suspended in space beyond wall 
faces, or hovered proudly at the top of free-standing pylons (Liebs 1985:62-3), 
although the buildings themselves acted as gigantic signs (Venturi et al. 1972). 
Businesses directly relating to automobiles, particularly car sales lots, drive-thru 
restaurants, and drive-in cinemas were common proponents of the new style. It 
seems to be a truism that the more dramatic a new fashion is the shorter its 
popular perception lasts. The only particularly convincing example of a Googie-style 
building in northern or central Nevada was the restaurant building associated with 
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the El Rancho Motel in Reno, which survives but has suffered from unsympathetic 
renovation (Barber 2022).  

In the case of commercial building design, the immediate post-war innovations had 
lost their luster by the early 1960s, and while the new building materials and more 
spacious designs lasted through the 1960s and 1970s, the decorative elements 
were rapidly toned down and buildings of this period are rather subdued and bland. 
Liebs argued the turning back towards historical antecedents was directly tied to 
the rejection of futurism that was expressed more broadly through the rise of folk 
music and the ‘back to nature’ movement that started in the Early-1960s (Liebs 
1985:64-6). The most ubiquitous expression of these new trends was the false 
commercial mansard, which would become an almost unifying theme of commercial 
architecture throughout the 1960s and 1970s, and which derived from the Victorian 
mansard roof. Unlike its progenitor, the commercial mansard is purely decorative, 
and as a purely symbolic implementation of a historic architectural form, it was 
applied to the exteriors of buildings with little consideration for its original function. 
Commercial offices of this period are typically rather bland and functional, with 
poured concrete or CMU walls, repetitive rows of identical windows, and limited 
period-appropriate decorative panels or treated wall surfaces. Special mention 
should be made of the Robert Langdon-designed First National Bank Tower (1963) 
in downtown Reno, as its vast glass walls are inspired by Mies van der Roeh’s 
seminal Seagram Tower (1958) in Chicago (Campana 2022).  

A key change through the 1950s and 1960s was that commercial buildings became 
single purpose, with stores and offices being housed in separate buildings and 
neither having any residential elements. This pattern encouraged buildings to 
contain fewer floors and meant that the population density of new commercial 
areas was negligible. The separation of workplaces from residential areas was 
intimately linked to the city planners’ goals of hygienic suburbanization and 
increased levels of home ownership (McShane 1994:225-8).  

Motels, which had been minor elements of the developing auto tourism industry in 
the 1920s and 1930s became extremely important in the Post War Period (Wallis 
1991). The earlier auto camps located on the outskirts of towns were either 
swallowed up by urban expansion, or converted into motels when the promise of 
televisions, air conditioning units, and vibrating beds was found to be more 
appealing than the prospect of spending the night in a tent adjacent to an 
increasingly busy highway. Two variants of Mid-Century Modern style motels proved 
to be particularly popular. The first variant was a low single-story side gabled 
design built from brick or CMUs with rooms opening directly onto the guest's 
parking spot. Larger examples of this design have one or two wings that form a sort 
of courtyard around the parking lot. The second design consisted of two or more 
floors of rooms housed in a rectangular, L-shaped, or T-shaped flat roof CMU built 
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block, with the doors of the ground floor rooms opening onto the parking lot 
directly and those of the upper floors opening onto balconies that accessed the 
parking lot via external staircases. Indeed, the key features that distinguished a 
motel from a hotel were the absence of rooms accessed from interior corridors and 
the provision of ample on-site parking (Wallis 1991). Many Mid-Century Modern 
motels continue to operate but are in poor repair. Well-preserved examples of 
single-story end-gabled motels include the Lovelock Inn in Lovelock, the Farris 
Apartments in Reno, and the Whistlestop Inn in Carson City. Well-preserved 
examples of the flat roof multi-story block design include the Royal Inn in Lovelock, 
the Jim butler in Tonopah, and the Battle Mountain Inn in Battle Mountain. The 
three-story flat roof rectangular block El Centro Motel in downtown Reno has 
recently been converted into sheltered accommodation apartments and has 
undergone a period-sensitive restoration by Formgrey Studio (Formgrey 2022). 

Before the war casinos had rather lacked a specific architecture, with older and 
smaller examples effectively having the same outward appearances as saloons, and 
larger and more recent examples having the same outward appearances as hotels, 
and indeed both scales of casinos often combined these functions. Virginia City, 
downtown Reno, and Freemont Street in Las Vegas all contain examples of casinos 
in these early conventional styles, but it should be noted that casinos around Lake 
Tahoe adopted a rustic style at an early date, exemplified by the pre-war iterations 
of the Cal-Neva Casino in North Lake (Homes Van Tassel 1999:23-7). Initial 
development of the Las Vegas Strip followed the same design ideas as the early 
motels with low buildings and large parking lots (Nicoletta 2000:217), but in 1955 
the nine-story Riviera Casino ushered in the era of high-rise casinos and hotels, and 
the 1966 Caesars Palace pioneered the concept of the themed resort which still 
dominates the strip some 56 years later. In northern and central Nevada, the 
themed resort would remain absent until the development of what is now called The 
Row complex in downtown Reno, established between the late-1970s and the mid-
1990s. Avoiding the Disneyfied historical forms exhibited by the Las Vegas Strip, 
casinos in the northern and central Nevada towns followed Mid-Century Modern and 
subsequent trends in motel and hotel design, depending on their scale and height, 
but often incorporate elements of Victoriana. 

Schools built in this period were often large sprawling complexes of single and two-
story rectangular buildings connected by breezeways and set in extensive school 
grounds with parking lots and playing fields. The Veterans Memorial Elementary 
School (1949) in Reno is a late example of a school built in the Modern style, and 
Reno High School (1951) marks a transition to the new Mid-Century Modern style, 
with the main red brick building having some commonality with 1940s industrial 
buildings but the monumental, suspended framework around the entrance 
embodies newer design principles (Harmon 2022a). The CMU-built Little Flower 
Catholic School (1962) in Reno is a good example of a fully developed Mid-Century 
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Modern school design. Earl Wooster High School (1962) in Reno exemplifies the 
larger sprawling examples of this design, complete with multiple buildings 
connected by breezeways and the use of pebble-dash concrete walls and 
continuous ribbon windows (Ewart 2022a). 

Government buildings in the post-war period, particularly offices and more 
functional aspects of government services such as municipal works depots tended 
towards rather un-aspirational concrete designs. When the design of a government 
building was intended to make a visual statement alongside its functional roles Mid-
Century Modern architects produced stunning designs of concrete, glass, and metal, 
with historical antecedents only alluded to in abstracted renditions of form, and 
decorative aspects embedded into the building’s structure rather than applied as 
surface dressings. Good examples of these ostentatious government buildings in 
northern Nevada include the Richard Neutra-designed J. E Church Fine Arts Building 
(1960) at UNR, Noble H. Getchell Library (1962) at UNR, the Fleischman 
Atmospherium-Planetarium (1963) at UNR, the C. Clifton Young Federal Building 
and Courthouse (1965) in downtown Reno, the Pioneer Center for the Performing 
Arts (1967) in downtown Reno, Elko City Hall (1972), the Nevada State Legislative 
Building in Carson City (1970) before its mid-1990s classically themed renovation, 
and the Pyramid Lake Cultural Center and Museum (1976) on the Pyramid Lake 
Paiute Tribe Reservation in Washoe County (Anni 2022; Bazemore 2022; Ewart 
2022b, Harmon 2022b; Nicoletta 2000:67-71, 104, 130-1, 158). Central Nevada 
appears to be rather lacking in ostentatious government architecture from this 
period. 

Post War church architecture across the state has not been well documented and 
patterns are currently difficult to assess. It seems that existing churches were 
largely maintained and expanded as needed, and new churches were mainly 
constructed on the outskirts of the larger towns, amongst the new shopping areas 
and suburbs. Many of these churches have simple architectural forms, either similar 
to ‘box store’ designs or resembling large, manufactured homes. A few more 
interesting examples can be noted. St Paul’s Lutheran Church (1969) in Carson City 
features an ecclesiastical take on the A-frame house design that was popular at the 
time. St Theresa of the Little Flower Catholic Church (1978) in Reno is a large 
circular building built using textured CMUs that features a genuinely spectacular 
internal space. Several churches in the Tahoe area appear to have combined a Mid-
Century ski resort style with ecclesiastical forms, such as St Francis of Assisi 
Catholic Church (1969) in Incline Village, Washoe County, and Our Lady of Tahoe 
(1972) in Zephyr Cove, Douglas County. Unfortunately, the exterior effect is more 
mid-scale motel than a monastic masterpiece. 

The impacts of urban expansion between 1946 and 1980 in northern and central 
Nevada were felt most dramatically in the northwest, principally in Reno and Carson 
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City, and to a lesser extent in Fernley, Lyon County, and Fallon. The continuing 
growth of Reno in particular has created a pattern of shopping areas and trailer 
parks originally constructed on cheap land on the outskirts of the city that were 
subsequently enveloped by the next wave of urban expansion. The areas around 
Gentry Way and Oddie Boulevard in Reno are clear examples of this process, 
although both areas are currently undergoing their first cycle of redevelopment. 
Drive-In Theatres were also prone to redevelopment when their edge-of-city 
locations were engulfed by later growth, as happened to the example in Reno off 
South Virginia Street where the Peppermill Casino is now located, and the example 
in Carson City off Northgate where the Northgate Plaza shopping center is now 
located.  

Elsewhere in northern and central Nevada existing settlements remained rather 
dormant. Although many towns had benefited from militarization during World War 
II, such impacts were short-term, and after hostilities concluded the military closed 
and decommissioned most facilities or transferred useful parts to municipal control. 
Subsequent re-occupation of military facilities, as occurred at Naval Auxiliary Air 
Station Fallon (now Naval Air Station Fallon), and the Tonopah Bombing and 
Gunnery Range (now part of Nevada Test and Training Range), provided a steady 
source of work for the surrounding communities without triggering expansive 
growth.  

Where mining continued it often involved only small-scale operations working small 
remaining deposits in largely abandoned mining districts or reworking old tailings 
piles, as occurred at Rochester in Pershing County, Marietta in Mineral County, and 
Grantsville in Nye County. In the event of the few new large-scale projects, such as 
the open pit Anaconda Copper Mine (opened 1952) near Yerington, or the country’s 
first open pit gold mine run by Newmont at Carlin, Elko County (opened 1965), the 
mining and ore processing activities were heavily mechanized and did not require 
miners in the numbers that the 19th century and early 20th century operations had 
demanded, thus having only a limited impact on population growth (Nicoletta 
2000:21).  

These quieter towns would occasionally gain new buildings in whatever style was 
current at the time they were built. Many older buildings were given contemporary 
face-lifts, often to mixed results; the repeated renovations of the Palace Hotel on 
Main Street in Tonopah would make an excellent case study in egregious Main 
Street makeovers. Small motels were built in towns that were located on busy 
highways. Government buildings such as BLM Field Offices, NDOT depots, post 
offices, and fire departments have been constructed in whatever styles were 
current and economical at the time they were commissioned, and gas stations have 
been regularly updated. Commercial establishments along small Main Streets have 
suffered as residents began driving to larger towns and cities to do their weekly 
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shopping. Some small towns have struggled to retain shopping facilities beyond a 
hardware store, a few bars, and restaurants, and perhaps a casino. The trend for 
out-of-town commercial locations has extended to the small towns of northern and 
central Nevada to a limited extent, and many now feature a combination of modern 
gas stations, fast food restaurants, grocery stores, and motels at one or both ends 
of the main road passing through. 

Residential and commercial architecture throughout Carson City is strongly tied to 
national trends, with styles and construction materials following architectural 
developments that impacted the whole country. One construction technique which 
is more specific to Carson City, Washoe Valley, and Lake Tahoe is the native 
stonework tradition introduced to the area via the Carson City Stewart Indian 
School. In 1922, the superintendent of the school, Frederick Snyder, initiated a 
phase of stone-built construction work at the school, with stone being chosen over 
timber or brick because of its “fire resistance, minimum exterior and interior 
maintenance, insulation capability [in] both summer and winter, and aesthetic 
ambiance,” (Seavey 1982: Section 12). The stone-built phase of construction at the 
school campus continued until World War II, and the construction technique that 
used multi-color random coursed stone with prominent mortar joints was applied to 
a wide range of buildings of different styles and sizes. Students at the school were 
involved in these construction programs, as part of the school’s vocational mission, 
and would subsequently build numerous buildings and structures in the local area.  

The most well-known builders of this style were Ernest Wungnema, who was 
employed as a tutor, and two of his sons, Burton and Randall (Native Stonework 
2022a & b). The Wungnema’s were Hopi Indians from the Hotevilla area of Arizona, 
and the buildings in the Carson-Tahoe area are understood to have traits in 
common with the viga often seen in traditional Hopi or Puebloan architecture (Find 
a grave 2012; Foundation for Carson City Parks & Recreation n.d.). The range of 
buildings and structures built with this construction technique is very wide and 
includes simple boundary walls and gate pillars, chimneys attached to wooden 
buildings, residential buildings, holiday homes around Lake Tahoe, ranch houses 
and outbuildings, churches, and at least one motel. A comprehensive survey of the 
native stonework buildings of the Carson-Tahoe area has yet to be conducted, but 
they are an important component of the built environment in the region dating from 
1922 to 1955 (Foundation for Carson City Parks & Recreation n.d.).   

5.1.4 Local Reflection of the Theme 

When Nevada became a state in 1864 during the American Civil War, Carson City 
was confirmed as Nevada's permanent capital. From its conception, the city had 
been planned to center on the space set aside for the state capital which was 
completed in 1871. Early commercial development was concentrated along Carson 
Street in the area between 1st and 6th streets. When the V&T was built in 1869, it 
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anchored the north end of the commercial core. Created in 1863 but not put into 
operation until 1870, the U.S. Mint was located adjacent to the railroad. A log flume 
had been built from the Sierra Nevada into Carson City and the railroad constructed 
a branch that ran down Steward Street to the base of the flume. Carson City was 
typical of many late 19th-century towns. They were notable for their emphasis on 
the centralization of commercial activities. The town’s main commercial area grew 
up along a major roadway, at a spot centered on the new capital. The roadway, the 
capital, and the V&T served to define the linchpins that defined the commercial core 
of the community. Other commercial activities filled in around these anchor points. 
The early residential neighborhood was on the west side of Carson City. It housed a 
cross-section of Carson City residents, from business and civic leaders to ordinary 
citizens. To the east of the city center, on "the other side of the tracks" (the V&T 
spur to the flume yard), was an area made up of more modest homes, as well as 
industrial uses. It was also home to Carson City's Chinese community. 

For nearly a century, Carson City’s prosperity and population experienced an ebb 
and flow. It did well during the Comstock and early 20th-century mining booms, 
due largely to its location along major transportation corridors. Between the mining 
booms, and when transportation corridors shifted away from the town Carson City 
fell into a malaise. Its role as a governmental center helped even out some of the 
low spots between the booms. For example, the US federal building (now renamed 
the Paul Laxalt Building) was completed in 1890 providing another major element 
to the commercial core. The gradual decline in regional mining activity and the 
decline of the V&T took their toll following World War I. By 1930, the city's 
population had dropped to just over 1,500 people. Carson City resigned itself to 
small city status, advertising itself as "America's smallest capital". Throughout this 
period of stagnation, the city’s commercial core remained steadfast. There was no 
need for or reason to spread out. All needed supplies and services were available 
within the tightly defined commercial core. The town was a small, compact place 
where one could easily walk from home to shop.  

At the end of World War II, Carson City had a small but thriving downtown business 
district along Carson Street, between 1st and 6th Streets. Nearly all Carson City 
businesses were concentrated in this area. Many had been in business for more 
than 40 years. The end of the war saw the return of economic prosperity and the 
increased availability of automobiles. The town also saw the gradual expansion of 
government, meaning that people were moving to Carson City. All of this spawned 
a new attitude toward community development and living. With its ability to 
transport goods, services, and people to more remote locations, the automobile 
became a counterforce to the dense urbanization and packing of the commercial 
core. This trend was reflected at both the residential and commercial levels. 
Beginning in the late 1960s, several residential subdivisions were built in Carson 
City. These were in areas surrounding the old town center.  
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Increased consumer mobility also made it possible for businesses to locate outside 
the commercial core. The first stores to build out of the commercial core tended to 
be outlets conveying convenience goods (grocery stores and drug stores), everyday 
services (cleaners, hairdressers), and roadway-related facilities (motels, gas 
stations). Most often, these outlets were clustered along major arterials that 
connected the commercial core and outlying districts (or that were lateral or cross 
streets located near the commercial core) or in small neighborhood shopping 
centers. Provided services were oriented to routine needs and their audience was 
local. These stores tended to complement the commercial core. For the time being, 
nothing approached the selection of goods and services offered by the larger 
downtown stores.  

The next step was the appearance of true supermarkets that carried every basic 
kind of food product under one roof, with most if not all departments operated as a 
single business. These stores depended heavily on brand-name goods, self-service, 
low staffing, and cash-and-carry sales. Another major feature that distinguished 
supermarkets from earlier food stores was the large scale of their operation 
(Longstreth 1997:58-59, 186). They marked a significant change in the retail 
business. These self-contained one-story commercial blocks with wrap-around 
parking lots were designed to provide variety and convenience for their customers. 
They were designed to serve the suburban population that was growing at the out 
edges of town. Rather than complimenting the old commercial core, they entered 
into competition with it.  

The trajectory of this post-war development in Carson City can, to some extent, be 
mapped. Figure 12 depicts parcels along William Street and Carson Street north of 
William Street. Each parcel is color-coded based on the age of the structure 
present. A review of this figure indicates that North Carson Street saw quite a bit of 
development in the 1950s and 1960s. Most of the new businesses were stand-alone 
commercial buildings or small neighborhood shopping centers typical of the early 
post-war period. In contrast, development along William Street occurred beginning 
in the 1970s and extends through the recent decades. William Street saw the 
development not only of stand-alone commercial buildings and motels but also 
became home to supermarkets, the defining emblem of the late post-war period.  

Many communities throughout the country saw a surge in development immediately 
following the war. It took a bit longer for the ball to get rolling in Carson City. This 
is reflected in an article printed in the Reno Gazette Journal (January 30, 1965) 
titled “Carson City Looks Ahead to Greater Growth.” The article starts by noting that 
just 15 years ago (1950), Carson City had almost no paved streets. But as of 1965, 
a 9-hole golf course had been developed (Mills Park) and an 18-hole course was in 
the planning. A park was to be developed (Mills Park) near the municipal pool and 
seven subdivisions had been annexed into the city in the previous year. A large 
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hotel was in planning (Ormsby House, opened in 1972) and a shopping center (the 
Carson Mall, completed in 1967) was under construction at the south end of town. 
A large shopping center and apartment complexes were planned for the north edge 
of town. The article notes that the town’s growth is due in large part to growth in 
state government.  

Articles in the Nevada State Journal (February 28, 1971) titled “Capital No Longer 
Smallest”, and the Reno Gazette Journal (February 26, 1972) titled “Carson City 
Keeping Pace” provides an update on developments just five years later. These 
articles illustrate how dynamic the late 1960s must have been in Carson City. 1971 
alone saw some $16 million in residential, industrial, and commercial construction. 
Numerous large-scale developments came to fruition. The new federal building was 
dedicated in 1970, followed by the new legislature building and the new Carson City 
library in 1971. Groundbreaking ceremonies for the first phase of the Community 
Center (the gymnasium) occurred in 1971. Phase two (the theater) would be built 
in 1973. The new high school was dedicated, and Phase II was slated for 
construction within a matter of a few years. Groundbreaking took place for the 
Western Nevada Community College. Recent industrial additions included Mallory 
Electric Corporation (a manufacturer of ignition systems), Head-Dura-Fiber, Inc. (a 
manufacturer of sporting equipment), Litton Industries (electronics), and Richdel 
Corporation (a manufacturer of plastic valves). These firms all built new facilities in 
a new industrial park developed north of the airport.  

Rapid population growth and the influence of the automobile had a profound impact 
on the physical development of Carson City during the post-World War II period. In 
earlier periods, the growth of the city was manifest in certain streets and blocks; 
but in the post-war period, urban growth was a phenomenon expressed more in 
terms of larger blocks or strips of land. The unprecedented scale and rate of 
development in the post-war period largely defined the community that exists in 
Carson City today. 

5.1.5 Property Types 

Property types are those resources that relate to a specific context. They link 
history and the built environment. The goal is to identify the types of properties 
that are related to a specific context. What resources located along William Street 
in the Project area were associated with the post-war period? 

Arterial Commercial Buildings – Neighborhood commercial resources are those 
which contained purveyors of goods and services that satisfied the everyday needs 
of nearby residents. The convenience of location was more important than the 
range or quality of the goods or services offered. Resources associated with arterial 
commercial development are characterized by their relationship to the automobile. 
Property sub-types include the single-story storefront block, consisting of one or 
more storefronts, and the multi-story mixed-use building, consisting of a storefront 
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or storefronts on the ground floor and offices, meeting space, or residential units 
above. Properties related to arterial commercial development include individual 
buildings and historic districts. Resources related to arterial commercial 
development may be significant in the areas of Commerce, Community Planning 
and Development, and/or Architecture. 

Shopping Centers – Postwar neighborhood shopping centers are generally groups of 
buildings, serving as a single entity, adjacent to or surrounded by parking. The 
defining element of the type is its relationship to the parking lot. They illustrate the 
evolution of the neighborhood shopping center as a type based on the supremacy 
of and dependence on the automobile and focused on the parking lot rather than 
the street. The postwar shopping center also reflects city planning concepts of the 
postwar period, and in particular suburban development, relating to location, site 
plan, and building placement for commercial centers within a neighborhood. 
Resources related to postwar shopping centers may be significant in the areas of 
Commerce, Community Planning and Development, and/or Architecture. 

Motels – The motel is a building type designed for temporary and/or semi-
permanent lodging with a direct link between the automobile and the room. They 
illustrate the evolution of the motel as a significant commercial building type related 
to the automobile and Nevada’s flourishing car culture. They show how a building 
type’s design is shaped by accommodation to the needs of the automobile as well 
as the stylistic and economic trends of the day. By the mid-1960s the motel 
declined as an innovative building type. Independently owned and operated motels 
along highways and main arterial roads were impacted by the construction of the 
freeway system. As well, motel chains were becoming prevalent and developed 
standardized forms and layouts that broke the direct link between the car and the 
individual room. Motels will most likely be significant in the areas of Commerce and 
Architecture. 

Gas/Service Stations – Gas/service stations evolved as facilities for providing fuel, 
and often parts and services, for the automobile. They illustrate the evolution of the 
gas/service station as a significant commercial building type related to the 
automobile and Nevada’s flourishing car culture. They show how a building type’s 
design and site layout are shaped by accommodation to the needs of the 
automobile as well as the stylistic and economic trends of the day. Gas stations 
began their development in the 1920s. By this time automobile ownership was 
great enough to generate specific building types designed around its needs. By the 
1970s, the basic components of the property type were becoming standardized due 
largely to the influence of petroleum industry corporations. A gas/service station is 
most likely to be significant in the areas of Commerce and Architecture. 

Public Buildings – Examples of public buildings are schools, community centers, 
libraries, courts, information centers, washrooms in parks, government buildings, 
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and public housing. Each of these places connects people in ways that define and 
support the community. Public buildings are therefore often a living record of the 
community that constructed them. Some of a community’s most iconic architecture 
can be found in public buildings. The Carson City Community Center is a case in 
point. It is a network of spaces and buildings that provide essential services to the 
city. It is tailored to support the often very diverse needs of the community. 

5.1.6 Character-Defining Features and Integrity 

Character-defining features are those essential physical features of a property type 
that must be evident for a property to be recommended as eligible. Character-
defining and associative features associated with property types present in the 
Project area include the following: 

• Was the resource constructed during the period of significance? 
• Was the resource designed and historically used to provide its intended 

service? 
• Is the resource an excellent example of the property type? 
• Does the resource contain design and site layout features that reflect the 

influence of, and accommodation to, the automobile? 
• Does the resource contain design and site layout features that reflect trends 

in the period neighborhood and/or commercial planning and design? 

Integrity aspects and considerations are guidelines for assessing resource integrity 
within a specific context/theme. There are many variables to consider in assessing 
integrity depending on why a resource is significant. 

• Should retain as much of the original layout as possible 
• Should retain as much of the original relationship to the street and adjacent 

buildings as possible to establish the importance of accommodating the 
building to the spatial needs of the automobile 

• Architectural integrity should be intact, retaining original massing, significant 
features, and identifying details such as trim and signage 

• Window and storefront openings should remain intact 
• The applied decoration is mostly intact; some decoration may be missing 
• If the use has changed, adaptation to the new use should allow for the 

maintenance of as much of the original design and site layout as possible 

Integrity-related considerations for historic districts in the present Project area 
include the following:  

• The historic district as a whole should retain the integrity of Location, Design, 
Feeling, Materials, Setting, and Association 

• Common and acceptable alterations to district contributors may be added 
parking, new signage, and some alterations to storefront windows 
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• Changes to the setting may occur due to the introduction of non-period 
buildings and land uses not related to the period of significance 

5.2 THE TRANSPORTATION CONTEXT 

• Two multiple property documentation forms have been prepared that address 
the Lincoln Highway in Nevada and the earlier history of transportation in the 
state (Moffett et al. 2018 and Borger et al. 2020). Much of the information 
provided below is drawn from these sources.  

Most cultural resources associated with historic period transportation are linear 
features/corridors. They may include trails, roads, and railroads. Route 
development often began with the early exploration of a region and gradually 
evolved with subsequent emigration, settlement, and economic development. The 
interplay of transportation systems with one another was often pronounced and 
changed over time. Governmental involvement with roads on a local, state, and 
national level became increasingly pronounced over time.  

Two levels of the transportation system appear relevant. The first is the regional 
system, one that linked major regional population centers. Early on, these 
roadways might have been developed as toll roads whereas today they are public 
roadways maintained by state and local governments. The second is the resource-
specific system. Mining, farming, and ranching are all dependent on this form of 
transportation system. These systems link elements of any given operation and link 
the operation to the outside world. The delivery of needed goods and supplies and 
the shipment of products to the consumer depend on that system.  

5.2.1 Transportation-Related Property Types 

A thorough understanding of the anatomy of a historic road and a familiarity with 
the vocabulary of road planning, engineering, and construction, are necessary to 
identify distinctive features that collectively define a historic road. Architectural 
property types associated with roads can include the roadbed itself, which can be 
dirt, gravel, concrete, or asphalt; culverts (of a myriad of types), ditches, and 
bridges, as well as other support structures.  

Transportation-related property types will vary based on the period and the level of 
the roadway system. 19th-century regional systems were used most prominently 
by stage drivers, freighters, and mail service providers. These users confined their 
travels to established ways. Since they carried feed for their animals and 
themselves, the freighter and mail provider would have camped adjacent to the 
trail. The emphasis was on traveling the route in as short a timeframe as possible. 
Archaeologically, evidence of this use should be reflected by the travel way itself, 
camp spots located immediately adjacent to the travel way, and stage stations 
intended to provide accommodations for travelers (freighters and mail service 
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providers were not as closely linked to stations as were stage lines) and trail 
detritus.  

Late 19th-century wagon roads exhibited certain characteristics. Actual construction 
appears to have been limited to sloped areas where cut and fill methods were 
employed, at stream crossings, and in extreme areas. Where cut and fill methods 
were employed, any heavy rock was taken from the center of the roadway and 
stacked on the downhill edge. The depressed area was then filled with clean fill 
which became compacted through use. Little to no attention was paid to the issue 
of roadway-related drainage. In more-or-less level terrain, roadway construction 
consisted of little more than clearing the roadway of large rocks and vegetation; the 
roadways were seldom placed atop constructed roadbeds. None of the roadways 
are particularly wide: most are only wide enough to accommodate a single wagon. 
Seldom was the roadway graded. A modest amount of sediment buildup may occur 
along the downhill edge of the roadway, largely due to repeated use of the 
roadway. This does not necessarily represent the use of cut-and-fill construction 
methods. Roadways often appear to be quite level, without ruts or a central hump. 
This suggests some level of maintenance. Evidence of grading as a maintenance 
activity may be present in the form of lines of spoil present along the roadway 
edges. These wagon-era roads fall into what Crawford (2016:3) described as “early 
earth roads.” 

20th-century regional systems consist of engineered roadways designed to 
accommodate automobiles. Beginning in 1917, the Nevada Department of 
Highways began making improvements to regional roadways. With the advent of a 
more “modern” era of roadway construction, the character of the roadway prism 
changed. In level to moderately sloped areas, one sees evidence of constructed, 
elevated roadbeds with shoulders. Surfaces were most often graveled if not oiled. 
By the late 1920s or early 1930s, asphalt or concrete became increasingly common 
surface treatments. Initially, modern roadways were constructed along the same 
general alignment as the old wagon road they replaced. In the early years, 
roadways continued to be narrow one-lane affairs. Turnouts were provided at 
intervals along the roadway allowing for two-way traffic. As usage increased, 
roadways were expanded to include two lanes. As driving speeds increased, 
changes in the basic alignment began to take place. Curves became more gradual 
and the roadway, in general, became straighter. 20th-century roadways are far 
more likely to exhibit designed features such as a raised roadbed, retaining walls, 
earthworks (such as cut and fill slopes), bridges, and drainage features. In some 
places, segments of the abandoned wagon road remained, cut off by the new 
alignment (Crawford 2016:3). 

During any period, local resource-level transportation systems tend to be simpler 
and more rudimentary than regional systems. 19th and many early 20th-century 
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resource-level roads consisted of little more than an unimproved roadway that 
connected the mine, farm, ranch, or material pit to the nearest regional route.  

Properties Along the Way  

Properties included in this category include the way itself (the road or railroad 
grade), structures associated with the way (bridges, culverts, cuts, fills, etc.), 
construction camps, buildings, or structures associated with the operation and 
maintenance of the transportation system (stations, signal structures, maintenance 
stations, etc.), and debris located along the way that relates directly to construction 
or operation of the transportation system. This group of properties relates directly 
to the construction and operation of the transportation system. 

System Intersections 

Properties included in this category might include toll stations, passenger stations, 
freight stations, and isolated structures (corrals, loading chutes, material pits, etc.) 
located adjacent to a transportation corridor. The central factor is that properties 
assigned to this group are locations where transportation systems intersect either 
with another form of the transportation system or with some other type of 
property. Of relevance to these properties is the nature and importance of the 
interface. 

Ancillary Properties 

Properties included in this category might include material storage or staging areas, 
quarries for gravel and ballast, ditches or other water control features, property 
demarcation features (fences, rock walls, etc.), signage, mileposts, and various 
forms of informal or secondary refuse disposal. By nature, ancillary features are 
ephemeral, relate to only one aspect or period of the transportation system's 
operation, or relate to the system only secondarily. Ancillary features are seldom 
found in association with local, resource-level transportation systems.  

It should be noted that the secondary dumping of trash along roadways creates an 
unwarranted associative relationship between the debris scatter and a 
transportation system. The scatter was not a component of the system as designed 
or as operated. As a result, such scatters can be considered significant only if they 
are intact, discrete in content and chronology, and located close to the activity from 
which they are derived; or if they contain information that may reveal patterns 
germane to broader research questions. 

5.2.2 Transportation-Related Research Questions 

Transportation networks are crucial components of human social and commercial 
interaction. Early-stage and toll roads served to connect regional economic and 
social activity networks and often defined the boundaries of the regional 
community. Many such systems are directly influenced by the physical geography 
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and environment, as well as economic and social forces that influenced their 
development. These networks were essential in connecting settlements and in 
linking them with the outside world. When looking at historic roads, it is important 
to consider both accepted engineering standards and technologies in use at the 
time of construction, and the local/regional characteristics that make each road 
unique (Marriot 2010).  

Hardesty and Little (2000:79-86) list factors used to determine the significance of 
historic linear features and sites. They note that the development of a historic 
context for transportation features is facilitated by focusing on the socio-technic 
system of which transportation is a part. This often involves the definition of 
transportation corridors, composed of components associated with particular 
historic property types. These include properties along the way, the intersection of 
transportation systems, and ancillary properties. 

Myhrer (1993) developed a regional historic transportation systems model for the 
Salt Lake City to Los Angeles transportation corridor in southern Nevada. The 
evolution of this major transportation corridor included initial exploration, wagon 
roads, a railroad, and several iterations of motor highways. Myhrer argues that the 
developmental trajectory of a transportation corridor typically includes an 
exploration phase, a construction phase, a use/maintenance phase, and an 
abandonment/reuse phase. Critical factors in a transportation corridor’s 
development include its purpose/function, the means of financing its construction 
and maintenance, and sources of supplies and labor for construction and 
subsequent maintenance. Questions of concern relevant to the study of historic 
transportation corridors include those associated with the historic themes of 
ethnicity, demography, technology, economics, and social structure. 

Many transportation-related resources are linear. Some segments may no longer 
retain integrity, while other portions still retain engineering works (such as bridges, 
road cuts, retaining walls, etc.) situated in relatively intact landscapes. 
Transportation-related sites or segments with the greatest research potential will be 
19th and early 20th-century roadways that have not been impacted substantially by 
subsequent development or use. Of particular interest would be stations or 
campsites located along such routes. Local resource-level transportation systems, 
on the other hand, are less likely to hold much intrinsic research potential. In many 
cases, it may be advisable to consider their importance in association with the 
ranch, farm, or mine that they served.  

Specific research topics that should be considered include the following. 

• Is there evidence of historical transportation features or facilities such as 
constructed engineering features, stage stations, way stations, route-related 
campsites, or wagon parts related to a specific, defined route? 
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• Do road grade characteristics reveal information about historic route design, 
construction, or maintenance? 

• Beyond the road’s engineering, do related features (i.e. stone walls, culverts, 
bridges, or pavement type) reflect local building materials, traditions, or 
craftsmanship? 

• Is evidence available that illustrates changes in transportation systems that 
occurred because of major regional historic developments and subsequent 
modification of regional transportation networks? 

• Is sufficient evidence present to allow for the definition of a specific route's 
developmental history? How did the trail/road network develop and what are 
its geographic parameters? 

• Is evidence present of facilities connected with construction, maintenance, 
and/or use of the transportation network? 

• Can the impacts of the natural environment be seen and interpreted in the 
routing, construction, and operation of the transportation system?  

5.2.3 Character-Defining Features 

Character-defining features convey why and when a historic property was 
significant. For large-scale transportation properties, character-defining features 
may include the roadbed and its alignment, and associated features such as 
bridges, culverts, masonry stone retaining wall railings, cuts and fills, vista points, 
automobile camps, rest areas, motels, and restaurants.  
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6 Survey Results 

The architectural inventory resulted in the identification and recordation of six 
previously recorded architectural resources and 41 newly recorded resources. Maps 
showing the location of the resources are provided in Appendix C. ARA Forms are 
provided in Appendix D.  

6.1 PREVIOUSLY RECORDED RESOURCES 

6.1.1 B15: 1112 North Carson Street – Adele’s 

B15 was recorded by Historic Environment Consultants (1980d). The building was a 
residence constructed in the late 1860s. Second Empire in style, the wood frame 
structure had a mansard roof that contained hooded dormer windows. The exterior 
surface material was shiplap. While altered, the building retained its stylistic image. 
Long a residence, the building was converted into a restaurant in 1978 and 
operated for over 40 years as Adele’s. The building was heavily damaged by fire in 
2019 and was subsequently demolished.  

6.1.2 B45: 401 East John Street 

B45 was recorded by Historic Environment Consultants (1980e). The one-and-one-
half-story wood frame structure was vernacular in design with Greek Revival 
influences. It was thought to have been constructed in the 1860s or 1870s. The 
building had been resurfaced with composition siding. Two parallel gables 
comprised the roof of the building. The building was demolished before the 1993 
construction of a strip mall that fronts East William Street (444 East William 
Street). The mall is bounded on the west by North Stewart Street, on the east by 
North Anderson Street, and on the north by East John Street. 

6.1.3 B326: 501 East John Street 

B326 was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978a). It was recorded as a single-
story, wood-framed building that was square in plan. The building was demolished 
before the 1993 construction of a strip mall that fronts East William Street (444 
East William Street). The mall is bounded on the west by North Stewart Street, on 
the east by North Anderson Street, and on the north by East John Street. 

6.1.4 B330: East William Street – Sand Castle Bar 

B330 was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978b). Located at the northwest corner 
of East William Street and North Anderson Street, it was rectangular in plan with a 
stone-covered exterior and a composition shingle-covered roof. At the time of its 
recording, the building was occupied by the Sand Castle Bar. NDOT did not note the 
age of the building. While a street number for this building is unknown, it was in the 
500 block of East William Street. At some time in the late 1940s, Randall 
Wungnema built a stone-covered house for his wife, Mama Hope, as an anniversary 
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present. A 1952 city directory shows Randall and Hope living at 512 4th Avenue, 
Carson City (it appears that as of 1952, East William Street was still referred to as 
4th Avenue). Ernest and Vina Wungnema also are listed at the same address. It is 
known that when the family moved out, the house took on a second life as a bar, 
first the Sniveler’s Inn and then the Sand Castle Bar. The building was demolished 
before the 1993 construction of a strip mall that fronts East William Street (444 
East William Street). The mall is bounded on the west by North Stewart Street, on 
the east by North Anderson Street, and on the north by East John Street.  

6.1.5 B338: 504 North Walsh Street  

B338 was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978c). Located at the southwest corner 
of East William Street and North Walsh Street, it was a single-story residential 
building with an irregular plan, shiplap cladding, and a shingle roof. At the time of 
recording the building was occupied. NHD did not note the age of the building. The 
building was demolished at some point between 1985 and 1990, when the area was 
cleared to create a large store and parking lot, which led to removal of the northern 
end of North Walsh Street between East William Street and East Washington Street. 
The store is currently operated as a Smiths Food and Drug Store and occupies the 
area between the East William Street at the north, east Washington Street at the 
south, and North Valley Street at the west.  

6.1.6 B372: 405 & 407 East William Street 

B372 was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978d). Located at the southeast corner 
of East William Street and Stewart Street, it was a single-story residential duplex 
building with a T-shaped plan, shiplap cladding, and a composition shingle roof. At 
the time of recording the building was occupied. NHD did not note the age of the 
building. The building and the building to the south, B375, was demolished at some 
point between 1990 and 1994 and replaced by a large commercial building 
currently occupied by a branch of US Bank. The bank is bounded on the west by 
North Stewart Street, on the east by North Valley Street, and on the north by East 
William Street.  

6.1.7 B374: 309 East William Street 

B374 was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978e). Located at the southwest corner 
of East William Street and Stewart Street, it was a single story used car lot office 
with a square plan and clapboard cladding. At the time of recording the building 
was occupied. NHD did not note the age of the building but did note the building 
had been relocated to the site from another location “years ago.” Aerial 
photographs indicate the building was placed on the site at some point between 
1953 and 1966. The building was demolished at some point between 1994 and 
1999 and replaced by a large commercial building currently occupied by a Jack in 
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the Box restaurant. The restaurant is bounded on the east by North Stewart Street 
and the north by East William Street.   

6.1.8 B375: 1001 North Stewart Street 

B375 was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978f). Located at the southeast corner 
of East William Street and Stewart Street, it was a single-story building with a T-
shaped plan, shiplap cladding, and a shingle roof. At the time of recording the 
building was occupied. NHD did not note if it was a residential or commercial 
building, or the age of the building. The building and the building to the north, 
B372, was demolished at some point between 1990 and 1994, and replaced by a 
large commercial building currently occupied by a branch of US Bank. The bank is 
bounded on the west by North Stewart Street, on the east by North Valley Street, 
and on the north by East William Street. 

6.1.9 B242/378: 911 North Plaza Street – V&T Shop Complex 

The V&T Shop Complex has been recorded most recently by Pezzoni (2011a). 
Historic Environment Consultants recorded the complex in 1980, while it was still 
standing. Historic American Building Survey drawings were prepared in 1973.  

The design of the machine shop complex was finalized by the V&T in October 1872. 
Shortly thereafter the V&T selected contractor Abraham Curry to build the shops 
out of sandstone quarried at the state prison. Construction of the 180-by-322-foot 
building by a large Chinese workforce began in November 1872. The shops were 
fully operational in early 1874. By 1878, the V&T employed over 150 men at its 
Carson City shops. The V&T ceased operations in 1950 and in later years the shop 
building was used for various purposes. The building, already in poor condition, 
suffered a roof fire in 1982, although the thick stone walls were undamaged. Plans 
to rehabilitate the building were discussed but not pursued, and in 1991, the 
building was demolished. 

In 1916, the V&T prepared detailed drawings of its facilities. Figure 13 provides a 
general layout of facilities in the downtown Carson City area. William Street 
(labeled as Fourth Avenue) is toward the top of the figure and Carson Street is 
toward the left. Plaza Street runs immediately to the left of the shop building, while 
Fall Street is shown running through the middle of the shop. Stewart Street runs 
between the shop and the turntable. Only one V&T-related structure is shown along 
William Street. Figure 14 is a more detailed depiction of buildings once present in 
the shop complex. Plaza Street is along the left side of the figure, while William 
Street is along the top of the figure. The one building located along William Street is 
labeled “Shed” and was 60 by 19 feet in plan. A “hard board fence” extended 
around the building, suggesting that it did not open to William Street.  

A large tract of land surrounding the once-present shop complex has been identified 
as a part of the West Side Historic District. That tract includes parcels that front

onto North Plaza Street, East William Street, North Stewart Street, and East 
Washington Street. Of most interest to the present study, are those individual 
parcels that front onto East William Street, between North Plaza Street and North 
Stewart Street. Those parcels, now fully developed, are occupied by the former Hi-
Way 50 Motel, an apartment block at 301 East William Street, and a recently 
constructed Jack in the Box restaurant. The location of the old V&T shed is now the 
northwest corner of the Jack in the Box paved parking lot.  

6.1.10 B559/10291: 860 North Saliman Street – Wungnema House 

The Wungnema House was recorded most recently by Pezzoni (2011b). The house 
was constructed in 1948. The Wungnemas lived in the house into the 1970s. Later, 
the property was acquired by Carson City and added to Mills Park. 

The story-and-a-half frame house has a facing of irregular buff stone slabs. The 
gable roof has gabled wall dormers on the north and south sides. The sides and 
front of the dormer, the west gable, and the east shed end of the front porch have 
wood shingle sheathing. The porch has a concrete floor, replacement wood posts, 
and a metal railing that is an extension of the railing of a new concrete handicap 
ramp. A small pilaster-like section of stonework has been added at the east end of 
the porch as an extension of the house wall. The porch roof is an extension of a 
one-story hip-roofed kitchen wing on the east end. The chimney on the east end 
has a rectangular columnar form with chunks of pale blue-green stone set between 
the sandstone slabs. Flanking the chimney are pergola-like joist ends; the row on 
the north side of the chimney supports a wood flower box under a gable window. 
Other features include concrete windowsills and window and door lintels, 
replacement 2/2 windows, a replacement six-panel steel front door, exposed rafter 
ends, and a patio on the west end.  

6.2 NEWLY RECORDED RESOURCES 

6.2.1 S3369: The Lincoln Highway/US 50 (NCE-41) 

The introduction of the automobile caused a fundamental shift in roadways and 
their use. The first major reflection of this trend in Nevada was the Lincoln 
Highway, the first designated transcontinental automobile road in the United 
States. In 1913, the Lincoln Highway Association selected existing roads in western 
Nevada to carry the Lincoln Highway. The main branch of the Lincoln Highway was 
designated between Reno and Sacramento via Donner Pass, while the second 
corridor, termed a scenic branch, connected Reno, Carson City, and Stateline 
through Lake Tahoe, and became known as the Pioneer Branch of the Lincoln 
Highway. Between 1913 and 1921, the Lincoln Highway extended south along 
Carson Street to King Street. There, it would have turned up West King Street and 
progressed up Kings Canyon and into the Lake Tahoe basin (Moffett et al. 2018). In 
1921, the segment of the Pioneer Branch between Reno and Carson City was 
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abandoned in favor of a route that went from Fallon to Silver Springs, Dayton, and 
Carson City. While still a part of the Pioneer Branch, the new alignment was 
referred to as the Fallon Cutoff (Borger et al. 2020). From 1921 until its demise, 
the Lincoln Highway entered Carson City along Fourth Avenue (William Street), 
turned south along Carson Street, and then east onto King Street.  

Segment-Specific Developmental History 

Present within the project area is a 1.35-mile-long segment of the Lincoln 
Highway/US 50. When the Lincoln Highway Association established the Fallon Cutoff 
portion of the Pioneer Branch in 1921, it was comprised of linked existing roads. 
Most of these were late-nineteenth-century wagon roads. In the immediate project 
area, the road leading east out of Carson City to Dayton was likely the route 
designated as the Lincoln Highway.  

The Nevada Department of Transportation maintains plan sets associated with 
contracts it has let associated with highway construction. Four contract plan sets 
help to understand the development of William Street and US 50 in the project 
area. The earliest contract dates to 1930 (NHD 1930). The cover sheet for the 
contract depicts the city limits of the day. The eastern city limit ran along an 
imaginary line that extended through the middle of Mills Park. The northern city 
limit appears to have run along Long Street. Between Carson Street and Roop 
Street, it shows the ROW as being 66 feet wide. Between Roop Street and the city 
limit, the ROW extended out 50 feet to the north of the centerline and 40 feet to 
the south. Beyond the city limit, the ROW was 100 feet wide (50 feet north and 50 
feet south of the centerline). Of interest, the plan set does not show a “section as 
constructed” or cross-section of the roadway then present. This suggests that this 
may have been the first time the Highway Department had formally designed a 
roadway in this area.  

The 1930 plan set does show the location of the old roadway. It ran along William 
Street (Fourth Street), took a slight jog to the south in the vicinity of Mills Park, and 
then followed along the north side of the V&T tracks. Further out (near present-day 
Saliman Street), the road crossed and then progressed along the south side of the 
track. The new proposed alignment stayed on the north side of the tracks the whole 
way. The proposed roadway cross-section consisted of a raised bed with a 24-foot-
wide upper surface. The roadway surface consisted of three inches of oil-mixed 
gravel set atop three inches of compacted gravel. Within the city limits, the two-
lane roadway was 20 feet wide; outside the city limits, it was reduced to 18 feet. 
The drawings indicate that a roadside ditch was to be located along both edges of 
the roadway. The plan set does not show a great deal of detail regarding adjacent 
buildings or structures. Items of note include a material source in the location of 
the sand and gravel operation across from Mills Park, a power line along the south 
edge of the roadway between Carson Street and Roop Street, a Bell Telephone Line

on the north side of the roadway extending eastward from approximately Saliman 
Street, several old roads, and the occasional shed, residential fence, or outbuilding.  

The next available contract dates to 1939 (NHD 1939). The “section as constructed” 
reflects the design proposed in Contract 231 (NHD 1930). The proposed roadway 
cross-section between Carson Street and Roop Street called for two 12-foot wide 
paved (plantmix bituminous surface) travel lanes with an eight-foot wide paved and 
curbed shoulder to either side, presumably to allow for roadside parking. The cross-
section also called for a paved five-foot-wide sidewalk to either side, separated 
from the roadway by a six-foot-wide strip covered with topsoil. All of this was to be 
contained in the 66-foot-wide ROW. Outside the city limits, the ROW was enlarged 
first to 150 feet and then to 200 feet in width.  

William Street remained a paved two-lane road from 1939 until the late 1950s. In 
1957, the Highway Department prepared plans for a major upgrade of that part of 
the roadway in town (NHD 1957). Contract 1008 contains sheets (19-21) showing 
William Street between Carson Street and Roop Street as of 1957. The “section as 
constructed” reflects the design built following specifications in Contract 579 (NHD 
1957, Sheet 77). The proposed new roadway cross section between Carson Street 
and Roop Street called for four, 12-foot-wide travel lanes, a six-foot-wide curbed 
shoulder to either side and a five-foot-wide sidewalk to either side. All of this was 
packed within the existing 66-foot-wide ROW. Numerous buildings were depicted 
adjacent to the roadway. They included Von’s Tire Store at the northeast corner of 
Carson and William Streets, the Sierra Pacific Power building at the southwest 
corner of Plaza and William Streets, the Hi-way 50 Motel between Plaza, and Fall 
Streets on the south side of William Street, the Ready-mix Concrete Warehouse at 
the southeast corner of Fall and William Streets, and a duplex and numerous 
residences.  

For the next decade, the four-lane portion of William Street extended only to Roop 
Street. In 1967, the Highway Department developed plans to extend the four-lane 
roadway further to the east (NHD 1967). They extended the in-town portion of the 
four-lane roadway east from Roop Street for 0.37 miles. The cross-section 
consisted of four, 12-foot-wide travel lanes and six-foot-wide paved shoulders with 
curbs. For an additional 3.85 miles to the east, the roadway was expanded to four 
lanes with a four-foot-wide shoulder without curbs. Beyond that, the roadway 
necked down to a two-lane facility.  

Segment-Specific Resource Description 

Bits and pieces of the Lincoln Highway have been documented either on 
archaeological site forms or, more recently, on architectural inventory forms. Each 
of these segments has been assigned a unique designation. Examination of NVCRIS 
revealed that the portion of the Lincoln Highway extending into Carson City from 
the east has not been documented previously. The SHPO issued resource number 
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S3369 to the presently documented segment. Recently, segments of the Lincoln 
Highway located in the Reno/Sparks area have been subsumed within architectural 
district D129.  

Structure S3369 has a cross-section that consists of four 12-foot-wide travel lanes, 
with a central turn lane along most of the recorded length. The western portion of 
the roadway has six-foot-wide paved shoulders with curbs and sidewalks. The 
eastern portion of the roadway has a four-foot-wide shoulder without curbs. The 
current roadway remains essentially the same as depicted in the 1967 plan set. 
Between Carson Street and Roop Street, the road is positioned in the center of an 
80-foot-wide ROW. From Roop street to the east end of the project area, the road is 
centered in a 150-foot-wide ROW. The roadway is fully modernized and is 
continuously maintained using period standards. The condition of S3369 is rated as 
good to excellent.  

6.2.2 B19157: 1111 North Carson Street - USA Loans Center (NCE-01) 

B19157 is a rectangular single-story commercial building, previously used as a USA 
Loans Center office, but is currently unoccupied. The building has its long axis 
aligned from east to west, and its front façade is to the west, facing onto North 
Carson Street. It is located to the west of the center of a narrow rectangular parcel 
(APN-008-152-22). The short western side of the parcel lies on North Carson 
Street, the long northern side lies on East John Street, the short eastern side lies 
on North Plaza Street, and the long southern side abuts an adjacent parcel occupied 
by another commercial building. The building has parking lots to the east and 
south, and a drive-thru lane runs along the southern side. The Carson City Assessor 
lists the construction date of this building as 1973 and the preparations for laying 
the foundations of the building are visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1972. 

The rectangular flat-roofed building is a simple brick wall or brick-veneered 
building, with extensive classical decorative elements. The foundation is not visible. 
The front façade features a centrally positioned metal-framed glass door, with 
sidelights on either side and a decorative crown. A second metal-framed glass door 
is located toward the northern corner, set within a neo-classical surround with 
pilasters on either side and a decorative crown. A small air conditioning unit is 
located toward the southern corner of the wall, at approximately the same height 
as the top of the door frames. Three regularly spaced false doors are present along 
the northern side wall, a centrally positioned false door is present along the rear 
wall at the east, and two false doors are present along the southern side wall (one 
is close to the western corner and the other is positioned close to the eastern 
corner). All of the false doors are identical. Each false door is of a wooden two-
panel design with 20 lights in the upper panel, set within a neo-classical surround 
with pilasters on either side and an entablature on top. A flush wooden door is 
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located toward the northern corner, set within a neo-classical surround with 
pilasters on either side and an entablature on top.  

To the west of the midpoint, there is a shallow projecting drive-thru service booth, 
with metal cladding around its lower half and glass panels on its upper half. The 
southern wall slopes outwards and there is a security drawer at the top of the metal 
panel. The building features a wrap-around flat porch roof running along all four 
sides, supported by square section columns. The porch is wider along the front 
façade, where a footpath runs between the columns and the wall, but elsewhere the 
porch is narrower, and the columns are positioned very close to the walls. There is 
a long protrusion of the porch on the southern side of the building, covering the 
drive-thru service booth and the drive-thru lane. The southern side of the 
protrusion is supported by two square section columns on the far side of the drive-
thru service lane, protected by several bollards. 

Accessory Resource 1 is a tall flagpole. It is located to the west of the northwest 
corner of the building.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a pylon-type commercial sign, supported by two square 
cross-section columns. It is located at the southwest corner of the parcel.  

6.2.3 B19158: 1101 North Carson Street – Plumas Bank (NCE-02) 

B19158 is a rectangular two-story commercial building occupied by a branch of the 
Plumas Bank. The rectangular flat roof building has its long axis aligned from north 
to south, and its front façade faces onto North Carson Street. The building is 
located to the west of the center of a narrow rectangular parcel (APN-002-154-03). 
The short western side of the parcel lies on North Carson Street. The long southern 
side lies on East William Street. The short eastern side lies on North Plaza Street. 
The northern long side abuts an adjacent parcel occupied by another commercial 
building. The building exhibits a contemporary commercial style. The building has 
parking lots to the east and west, and a drive-thru lane runs along the northern 
side. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1976; 
however, the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1972.  

The foundation of the building is not visible. The front façade features a projecting 
smooth fiber-cement paneled section at the south and a simulated stone-veneer-
clad section at the north. The smooth fiber-cement panels are secured to a slender 
metal framework. A metal-framed double glass door is located at the northern end 
of the fiber-cement panel section, with a shallow metal horizontal shade protecting 
the entrance. To the south of the door, there is a large, recessed metal-framed 
window with 12 large lights arranged in two rows of six lights. A large channel-
letter sign is located on the wall over the window, reading PLUMAS BANK. The top 
of the wall features a large metal cornice. The northern section features two small 
windows, two wall-mounted lights, and an ATM at the northern corner. The 
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northern corner features a projecting column clad in smooth fiber-cement panels, 
with a night deposit hatch. The top of this section of the wall is finished with simple 
metal flashing. The northern side wall is clad entirely with smooth fiber-cement 
panels and has a large metal cornice along the top. Toward the western corner, 
there is a projecting metal drive-thru bank booth. The booth is set on a small 
concrete plinth and features a large, fixed-front window with a security draw 
underneath, narrow fixed-light side windows, and a metal horizontal shade 
mounted to the wall above the booth. The eastern rear wall is similar to the front 
façade, with a projecting smooth fiber-cement panel-clad section at the south and a 
simulated stone-veneer-clad section at the north. A recessed doorway is located in 
the center of the smooth fiber-cement panel section, featuring a metal-framed 
double glass door. There are two small metal-framed windows to the south of the 
doorway. A long but shallow metal shade is located high up on the wall above the 
recessed section, and a large channel-letter sign reading PLUMAS BANK is 
positioned above the shade. The top of the wall features a large metal cornice. The 
northern section features a plain security door toward the northern corner and two 
wall-mounted lights. The northern corner features a projecting column clad in 
smooth fiber-cement panels. The southern side wall is clad in large smooth fiber-
cement panels, with a large off-center window with 10 fixed lights, arranged in two 
rows of five. Wall-mounted lights are located on either side of the off-center 
window. The top of the wall features a large metal cornice. The building has a flat 
roof that cannot be observed from street level.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a large pylon-type commercial sign supported by two 
square cross-section columns. It is located on the western boundary of the parcel, 
close to the northwest corner.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a small CMU (Concrete Mass Unit)-built flower bed that 
contains several buried service access points. It is located next to the northeast 
corner of the building. The northern side, next to the drive-thru lane, is protected 
by a single bollard.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a pair of CMU-built flower beds that flank the entrance on 
the eastern side of the building. The northern flowerbed supports a Disabled 
parking sign for the adjacent parking lot.  

Accessory Resource 4 is a low set of three concrete steps with metal handrails. The 
steps are located southeast of the building and provide access between the 
sidewalk and the parking lot and the entrance on the eastern side of the building.  

Accessory Resource 5 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure located at the southeast 
corner of the eastern parking lot, close to the southeast corner of the parcel. The 
enclosure has chain link gates on the western side.  
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Accessory Resource 6 is a small wayfaring sign located at the southeast corner of 
the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 7 is a small wayfaring sign located at the northern side of the 
entrance to the drive-thru lane. 

6.2.4 B19159: 203 East John Street – Patchwork Giraffe (NCE-03) 

B19159 is a rectangular single-story residential building that has been converted 
into a small commercial shop. The rectangular building has its long axis aligned 
north to south and the front façade is at the north. It is located at the rear of a 
narrow rectangular parcel (APN-002-155-02). The short northern end of the parcel 
lies on East John Street, the long western side abuts a parking lot, the short 
southern end abuts an adjacent parcel that contains a large commercial building, 
and the long eastern side abuts an adjacent parcel that contains a second 
residential building also now operating as a commercial shop. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1959 and it is visible in an 
aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The timber-framed building is clad with a brick veneer. The foundation is not 
visible. The building is constructed in an early ranch style. The front façade features 
a recessed doorway at the western corner. The doorway is difficult to observe from 
the street but features an inset porch covered with the door located on the eastern 
side; the western side consists of a low brick wall supporting a wood-framed glass 
panel. The rear of the inset porch is clad in vertical wooden boards. The eastern 
part of the front facade features a large metal-framed single-light fixed window, set 
above a rowlock brick windowsill. The western side wall features three regularly 
spaced metal-framed two-light sliding windows, with the northern window being 
larger than the central and southern windows. Each of the windows features a 
rowlock brick windowsill. The remaining walls could not be observed from the street 
and their details are unknown, although there is a shed-roofed addition on the rear 
wall, probably a timber frame sunshade structure with corrugated plastic sheet 
roofing. The building features a low-pitched Dutch gable-type roof, with moderately 
overhanging eaves with fascia boards and guttering. The roof is covered in 
composition shingles and features a tall brick-built chimney at the northeast, and a 
large air conditioning unit close to the center, immediately west of the ridgeline. 
Numerous vent pipes penetrate the roof, particularly at the southwest. 

The building is positioned toward the rear of the parcel, creating a large front 
garden featuring a lawn and a block-paving garden path. The eastern and southern 
boundaries of the parcel feature tall wooden fencing built with dog ear pickets. The 
southern half of the western boundary of the parcel also features a tall wooden 
fence built using dog ear pickets, while the northern half features a tall CMU-built 
wall. The northern boundary is open to the street.  
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Accessory Resource 1 is a small pylon-type commercial sign supported by two small 
posts. It is located at the northwest corner of the parcel.  

6.2.5 B19160: 205 East John Street – Curl up and Dye Salon (NCE-04) 

B19160 is a C-shaped single-story residential building now in use as a small 
commercial shop. The C-shaped building has its long axis aligned east to west with 
the front façade at the north. There are two projecting sections at the southwest 
and southeast rear corners, forming the C-shape plan, but these cannot be 
observed from the street. A front-gable garage projects eastwards from the end of 
the southeast projection, and this has now been converted and incorporated into 
the commercial part of the building. A large two-story residential addition has been 
built against the southern side of the original building, eliminating the original rear 
yard. The parcel features a small concrete slab parking area at the east and a 
narrow, fenced garden area along the north. The building is located in a square 
parcel (APN-002-155-03) offset toward the western side. The northern side of the 
parcel lies on East John Street, the eastern side lies on North Fall Street, the 
southern side abuts an adjacent parcel that contains a large commercial building, 
and the western side abuts an adjacent parcel that contains a second residential 
building now operating as a commercial shop. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1953, and the construction date of the addition 
as 2005. The northern part of the single-story building and the garage is visible in a 
1953 aerial photograph, but it is unclear if the wings are present at that stage. The 
current C-shaped plan is evident in a 1966 aerial photograph. 

The timber-frame building is clad with a brick veneer. The foundation is not visible. 
The original part of the building is constructed in an early ranch style. The front 
façade features a large, recessed porch with a vertical wooden board door at the 
west and a large single-light fixed window to the east. The rear wall of the inset 
porch is clad in vertical wooden boards. To the east and west of the inset porch, 
there are large metal-framed windows, each consisting of a large, fixed light 
flanked by narrow double-hung windows. Each window is set above a rowlock brick 
windowsill. The western side wall features three evenly spaced metal-framed 
double-hung windows, each set above a rowlock brick windowsill. The eastern side 
wall features a pair of adjacent metal-framed double-hung windows close to the 
north corner, set above a rowlock brick windowsill. A wooden three-panel door 
featuring a large light in the upper portion above two vertical panels is located 
toward the southern corner, accessed by two concrete steps. The space between 
the door and the windows is occupied by electrical panels and utility meters. A large 
lightwell runs along the base of the wall, providing ventilation and access to the 
basement level, but it could not be observed in detail from the street. The tops of 
two windows and an air conditioning unit are visible in the lightwell. The building 
features a low-pitched Dutch Gable roof, with short overhanging eaves and exposed 
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rafter tails. The two projecting sections at the southwest and southeast appear to 
have sloping roofs at their southern ends rather than gables. The roof is covered in 
composition shingles and there is a large brick chimney toward the eastern end of 
the main ridgeline. 

The northern side wall of the converted garage features a single centrally positioned 
vinyl-framed two-light sliding window, set above a rowlock brick windowsill. The 
gable end wall at the east of the garage features a large wooden panel infilling the 
original garage doorway, with a three-panel wooden door with a large fixed-light in 
its upper portion set above two vertical panels, and a five-light sidelight to the 
north. The gable is clad with vertical wooden boards. A timber frame shade 
structure has been attached to the gable wall of the garage, protecting the 
entrance, and extending onto the eastern wall of the large two-story addition. The 
roof of the garage is covered with composition shingles. 

The two-story addition has its long axis aligned east to west. It features a gently 
sloping single-pitch roof, with its peak at the south and descending to the north. 
The eastern end wall is exposed and features a double-width overhead garage door 
on the first floor, a wood-framed double casemate window at the north of the 
second floor, a large wood-framed three-light fixed window with a fixed central light 
flanked by casemate lights at the south of the second floor, and a wood-framed 
trapezoidal single-light fixed window in the space above the southern window and 
below the roof. The southern side wall cannot be properly observed from the street, 
but it was noted that the top of the wall extends a short distance above the peak of 
the roof. The first floor of the northern side wall features two large wood-framed 
double casement windows at the east and in the center and two small wood-framed 
fixed-light windows at the west. The roof has short overhangs at the north, east, 
and west. It is unclear what the roof is covered with.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a small pylon-type commercial sign supported by two 
posts. It is located at the northwest corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a banner-type commercial sign mounted to a small older 
pylon-type sign supported by two wooden posts. It is located at the northeast 
corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a concrete disabled access ramp that runs from close to 
the eastern side of the parcel to the front door. The ramp has metal handrails 
running along each side. 

6.2.6 B19161: 220 East William Street – Carson Built Bodyshop (NCE-05) 

B19161 is a large rectangular body shop with a single-story workshop section at the 
west and a two-story section at the east. The L-shaped body shop building has its 
long axis aligned east to west and has a small projection at the eastern end. It is 
located on a large L-shaped parcel (APN-002-155-06) with the long sides running 
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along East William Street and North Plaza Street, and two residential buildings 
located to the northeast. The body shop is located at the south of the parcel, 
fronting onto East William Street, and a parking lot occupies the west of the parcel, 
running along North Plaza Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction 
date of this building as 1958. The building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 
1966 where the foyer addition and the second-floor addition are both visible.  

The body shop is constructed from CMUs, with textured brick parapet walls 
extending from the top of the CMU walls. The foundation is not visible. The building 
is a Mid-Century Modern commercial design. The front façade is at the south, 
opening onto a series of garage bays accessed from East William Street. The front 
façade features four garage bays each with a glass panel overhead roller door, and 
a metal-framed glass door in the central section of the wall. A vertical band of 
textured bricks runs up the western end of the front facade. The western side wall 
is plain. The eastern side wall features two metal-framed six-fixed light windows at 
the south, a large loading bay with a metal overhead roller door in the center, and 
a flush metal security door with a metal security grate at the north. The rear wall at 
the north is difficult to observe but features three small two-light windows toward 
the eastern end, protected by security bars, and six small windows along the 
western section.  

A single-story foyer addition extends southwards from the eastern end of the 
building. The western wall of the foyer section is a CMU wall with two metal-framed 
glass doors (one single and one double-glass door). Four large metal-framed fixed 
single-light windows are present on the southern wall, and two large metal-framed 
fixed single-light windows are on the eastern wall. The bottom sections of the south 
and eastern walls are clad with a textured brick veneer and the upper parts are clad 
with engineered wood panels designed to resemble drop siding. The foyer addition 
has a flat roof with a wide overhanging eave on the southern side with fascia 
boards and exposed rafters. The eastern and western sides of the roof are flush 
with the walls and are clad with horizontally striped metal siding.  

A square second-story addition has been constructed over the eastern end of the 
body shop, extending up directly from the textured brick parapet walls. The 
southern wall features three identical and regularly spaced metal-framed two-light 
sliding windows, which have been boarded up and painted over. The eastern wall 
features four identical and regularly spaced metal-framed two-light sliding windows. 
The western wall features a flush door at the south and a small blocked-up window 
at the north. The southern, eastern, and western walls are clad in smooth fiber-
cement panels. The northern wall is a plain CMU wall. The second-story addition 
has a flat roof that is flush with the walls.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a tall pylon-type commercial supported by a single square 
cross-section column. It is located at the southwest corner of the parcel.  
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Accessory Resource 2 is a series of four double floodlights mounted to short metal 
posts. The lights run along the western side of the parcel, illuminating the parking 
lot.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a short metal pole that no longer supports the sign or other 
fixture that was originally mounted to it. It is located at the southeast corner of the 
parcel.  

6.2.7 B19162: 309 East John Street – Office Building (NCE-06) 

B19162 is a rectangular single-story flat-roofed office building, divided into four 
identical office units. The long axis of the flat roof building is aligned east to west. It 
occupies the southern half of a small rectangular parcel (APN 002-156-02) with a 
parking lot occupying the northern half of the parcel. The long northern side of the 
parcel lies on East John Street, the short eastern side lies along North Stewart 
Street, and the long southern side and the short western side abut parcels 
containing commercial buildings that front onto East William Street. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1976 and the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1984. 

The building is constructed from CMUs and has veneers of smaller textured CMU 
blocks on the northern and eastern walls, simulating a vertical stack bond pattern. 
The foundation is not visible. The building does not exhibit strong stylistic elements. 
The front façade of the building is at the north and features four metal-framed glass 
doors and four large metal-framed three-light fixed windows, arranged in a 
repeating pattern of one door with one window to the west, each representing one 
office unit. The roof has a pronounced overhang in the form of an oversized boxed 
eave, clad in ribbed metal sheeting. A small plaque reading ‘309 E John’ is located 
in the middle of the overhanging structure. The eastern side wall features a large 
metal-framed three-light fixed window at the north and a wooden two-panel door 
with a sidelight to the south of the midpoint. The upper part of the door features 
nine small lights arranged as three rows of three, and the bottom part of the door 
features a diagonally cross-braced panel. The space between the door and the 
southern corner is occupied by a series of electrical panels and utility meters. The 
oversized boxed eave structure continues along the top of the eastern wall. The 
southern wall is largely concealed by the adjacent building to the south. The 
oversized boxed eave does not continue along the top of the southern wall, but the 
top of the wall is clad with a continuation of the same ribbed metal siding. The 
western wall is plain, apart from a narrow band of ribbed metal siding that extends 
from the edge of the boxed eave on the north of the building to the southern 
corner. The flat roof is not visible from the street level.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure. It has a chain-link double 
gate on the western side.  
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Accessory Resource 2 is a CMU-built transformer enclosure. It consists of a low 
CMU wall defining a rectangular enclosure around a small transformer box. It has a 
wide opening on the southern wall.  

6.2.8 B19163: 310 East William Street – Commercial Building & Bar (NCE-
07) 

B19163 is an L-shaped single-story flat-roofed commercial building, divided into 
three commercial units and a bar. The long axis of the building is aligned east to 
west, and there is a short, southwards protruding section at the western end, 
forming the L-shape. It occupies the northern half of a small rectangular parcel 
(APN 002-156-06) with a parking lot occupying the southern half of the parcel. The 
long southern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short eastern side 
lies along North Stewart Street, and the long northern side and the short western 
side abut parcels containing commercial buildings that front onto East John Street 
and East William Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this 
building as 1976 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1984. 

The walls of the building are covered in finely textured stucco. The foundation is not 
visible. The building does not exhibit strong stylistic elements. The front façade is at 
the south and features an irregular pattern of windows and doors. At the east 
corner, there is a wood-framed glass door with a long wood-framed single-light 
fixed window the size and shape of a door to the west. A short distance to the west 
there is a long single-light fixed window with a wood-framed glass door to the west. 
Near the midpoint of the wall, there is a long single-light window with a wood-
framed glass door to the west. To the west of the midpoint, there is a wooden six-
panel door. To the west of the wooden door, there are three large metal-framed 
single-light fixed windows and a small, metal-framed two-light sliding window. All of 
the window and door combinations and individual doors and windows are set within 
a protruding stucco-covered surround. At the western corner of the wall, there is a 
metal-framed glass door with a sidelight to the west. The eastern side of the 
southwards extending section of the building features a wide metal-framed two-
light sliding window set in a protruding stucco-covered surround. The southern side 
of the southward extending section of the building is plain. A cosmetic mansard 
runs along the top of the walls of the front façade and the eastern and southern 
sides of the protruding southern section. The sloping surface of the mansard is clad 
in ribbed metal siding. Illuminated cabinet-type commercial signs are mounted to 
the mansard, above the doors of the different businesses and the bar. The eastern 
side wall of the building features a flush wooden door at the northern corner, a 
metal-framed two-light sliding window to the north of the midpoint, and a second 
metal-framed two-light sliding window to the south of the midpoint. Both windows 
are set within a protruding stucco-covered surround. The space between the 
windows is filled by an electrical panel and a series of utility meters. A tall electrical 
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mast extends up from the electrical panel. The northern and western walls of the 
building are not visible. The flat roof is not visible from the street level, but a series 
of vent pipes and a large air conditioning unit can be seen.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure. The enclosure has a chain 
link gate on the western side. It is located at the southeast corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a set of transformer boxes protected by four bollards on 
their western side. The resource is located on the eastern edge of the parcel. 

Accessory Resource 3 is a post-mounted commercial sign. It is located at the 
southeast corner of the parcel.  

6.2.9 B19164: 402 East William Street – Cracker Box Restaurant (NCE-08) 

B19164 is an irregularly shaped flat-roofed single-story commercial building 
occupied by The Cracker Box Diner. The building is generally rectangular in plan, 
but the northeastern corner is cut off diagonally, and a staggered section projects 
out from the northern rear wall. The building fills the southern two-thirds of a small 
rectangular parcel (APN-002-144-09). The short southern side of the parcel lies on 
East William Street, the long western side of the parcel lies on North Stewart 
Street, and the northern and eastern sides of the parcel abut a large adjacent 
parcel occupied by a strip mall. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date 
of this building as 1969 and that it was remodeled in 1983. However, the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. It is not visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1953. Therefore, the building must have been constructed 
between 1953 and 1966. The eastern side of the building is an addition and the join 
between it and the original part of the building is visible on the front façade, to the 
east of the windows. The staggered section at the rear is also an addition, but it is 
unclear if this belongs to the same date as the eastern addition or if the building 
has been subject to repeated modifications. 

The building is constructed of CMUs laid in a running bond, which is exposed on all 
sides of the building. The foundation is not visible. The building is constructed in the 
Mid-Century Modern commercial style. The front façade of the building is at the 
south, positioned flush with the sidewalk. It features a covered entrance at the 
southwest corner, consisting of a metal-framed, flat-roofed, glass-walled porch with 
a metal-framed glass door at the east. There is a large metal frame with three fixed 
windows to the east of the entrance, with an external roller blind. The name of the 
restaurant, The Cracker Box, has been painted at the top of the central part of the 
wall. The western side wall features a large metal-framed two-light fixed window at 
the southern corner, with an external roller blind. The name of the restaurant has 
been painted on the wall above the window. A small metal-framed casemate 
window is located just to the north of the midpoint of the wall. The rear wall at the 
north features a large electrical panel at the western corner and is otherwise plain. 
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The staggered projecting section protrudes from the middle of the northern wall. 
The projection is in two halves, with the western half extending out slightly further 
than the eastern half. A flush wooden door is located on the western wall of the 
projection, to the south of the midpoint. The diagonal corner at the northeast is 
plain. The eastern side wall features a large metal-framed two-light fixed window at 
the southern corner, with an external roller blind. The name of the restaurant has 
been painted on the wall above the window. A metal-framed glass door is located to 
the north of the midpoint, and a metal-framed two-light sliding window with a 
rowlock CMU windowsill is located to the north of the door. The building has a flat 
roof with low parapet walls on most sides created by extending the walls beyond 
the height of the roof. The rear northern wall does not feature a parapet wall. The 
covering of the roof is not visible from street level, but several ventilation and air 
conditioning units can be seen occupying much of the roof.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a metal-framed wooden bench. It is located close to the 
midpoint of the southern wall.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a metal bicycle rack, formed from the letters C, B, O, and 
X. It is located to the east of Accessory Resource 1. 

Accessory Resource 3 is a single-stack newspaper dispenser. It is located close to 
the southeast corner of the building. 

Accessory Resource 4 is a CMU-built semi-circular flower bed. It is located at the 
southeastern corner of the building.  

Accessory Resource 5 is a pair of single-stack newspaper dispensers. They are 
located close to the midpoint of the eastern wall, immediately south of the door. 

Accessory Resource 6 is a two-bay dumpster enclosure, located against the 
northern wall. The western bay has CMU walls at the east and west and a chain link 
gate at the north. The eastern bay consists of a chain link gate connecting the 
northern end of the eastern CMU wall of the first bay to the main wall of the 
building.  

6.2.10 B19165: 1204 Roop Street – Commercial Building (NCE-09) 

B19165 is a single-story flat-roofed commercial building with a rectangular plan, 
divided into three commercial units. The long axis of the building is aligned east to 
west, and the western unit has a projecting section of wall at the rear and a slightly 
higher roof. The building occupies the southern portion of a small rectangular parcel 
(APN 002-123-02) with a 2012 constructed fourplex apartment building and a small 
parking lot occupying the northern half of the parcel. The short southern side of the 
parcel lies along East John Street. The long eastern side of the parcel lies along 
North Roop Street. The long western side abuts a parcel containing a commercial 
building that fronts onto East John Street. The short northern side abuts a parcel 
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containing a residential building fronting North Roop Street. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1971 and the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1972. 

The walls of the building are covered in finely textured stucco. The foundation is 
concealed by a raised concrete path that runs around the southern façade and by a 
raised lawn that runs along the eastern side of the building. The raised lawn 
extends around the southern side of the building (to the south of the concrete path) 
and it is retained by low concrete walls that run along the edge of the sidewalk. A 
set of concrete steps provide access from the sidewalk to the door of the central 
commercial unit and the path running along the front façade. A wooden fence runs 
along the western side of the building. As a result, the arrangements at the base of 
the wall cannot be observed. The raised area continues along the southern rear side 
of the building, but it consists of gravel-filled garden beds rather than a lawn. At 
the base of the wall, two courses of thin cream-colored bricks or CMUs are exposed, 
which presumably continue behind the stucco layer. The building does not exhibit 
strong stylistic elements.  

The front façade is at the south and features an irregular pattern of windows and 
doors. The commercial unit at the western corner of the building features a wood-
framed glass door flanked by two large metal-framed, fixed, single-light windows. 
The central commercial unit features two large metal-framed fixed single-light 
windows at the west and center and a metal-framed glass door with a fabric domed 
awning. The eastern commercial unit has a door, two small metal-framed two-light 
sliding windows, and a large metal-framed fixed single-light window. The eastern 
side wall features a narrow metal-framed three-light sliding window at the southern 
corner, a large electrical panel, a metal-framed glass door with a fabric domed 
awning to the north of the midpoint, and a large metal-framed three-light fixed 
window at the north. The door is accessed via a concrete-built disabled access ramp 
with metal handrails that leads up from the north. The western wall features an 
irregular pattern of five medium and small-sized metal-framed fixed single-light 
windows. The rear wall at the north features a large metal-framed fixed single-light 
window at the east and a large metal-framed two-light sliding window in the center. 
The eastern side wall of the projecting section at the west features a small metal-
framed fixed single-light window, and the main northern part of the projecting 
section is plain. All the windows and doors are set within a protruding stucco-
covered surround. A cosmetic mansard runs along the top of the walls of the front 
façade and the eastern and western side walls. The mansard is covered with 
composition shingles. An illuminated cabinet-type commercial sign is located on the 
mansard above the western commercial unit.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-mounted illuminated commercial sign. It is located 
close to the southeast corner of the building and is likely an original feature.  
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Accessory Resource 2 is a large transformer box. It is located close to the center of 
the rear northern wall.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a semi-circular area of concrete and decorative brickwork 
that extends out from the sidewalk at the southeastern corner of the building. 

6.2.11 B19166: 1205 Roop Street – Office Building (NCE-10) 

B19166 is a simple industrial appearing building located on a narrow rectangular 
parcel (APN 002-142-17) on the eastern side of North Roop Street. The building has 
a rectangular plan with its long axis aligned east to west, with the front façade at 
the south. There is an indented area at the southeast, used as a small open yard. 
The short western side of the parcel lies along North Roop Street. The long 
southern side of the parcel abuts a residential apartment complex and the long 
northern side, and the short eastern side abuts the parking lot of a crematorium. 
The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1968 and the 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1972. The Assessor’s website 
states that the building is an office building. 

The building is constructed of straight stacked small square CMUs, apart from the 
northern half of the western wall and the western part of the northern wall, which 
are constructed from larger rectangular CMUs laid in a running bond. The 
rectangular CMUs on the northern part of the western wall are largely concealed by 
vertically oriented engineered wood siding. The southern wall of the projecting 
section at the rear of the building is covered in a layer of finely textured stucco. The 
main door is located close to the western corner of the southern wall. It is a plain 
wooden door with no embellishments. A narrow wood-framed single-light fixed 
window is located between the door and the western corner and is a recent 
replacement. A second plain wooden door is in the center of the southern wall of 
the projecting section at the rear of the building. The building does not feature any 
other windows or doors. A large electrical panel is located at the eastern corner of 
the southern wall, and a smaller electrical panel is located near the center of the 
eastern wall with a small, engineered wood enclosure to its immediate north. The 
building has a flat roof with shallow exposed eaves with fascia boards projecting 
past the southern wall, and flush fascia boards or no trim at all used in other 
places. The walls at the southwest corner are taller than elsewhere but are 
assumed to be parapet walls rather than indicating a higher section of the roof. Two 
large air conditioning units are mounted to the central part of the roof. 

6.2.12 B19167: 1281 Roop Street – Walton’s Funeral Home (NCE-11) 

B19167 is a large funeral home and crematorium, operating as Walton’s Funerals 
and Cremations Chapel of the Valley and Cemetery. It is located in the northwest 
corner of a large rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-10) to the southeast of the 
intersection between Corbett Street and North Roop Street. The long western side 
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of the parcel lies along North Roop Street. The short northern side of the parcel lies 
along Corbett Street. The long eastern side of the parcel abuts a parcel containing a 
cemetery. The short southern side of the parcel abuts two parcels that contain a 
small office building and an apartment complex. A large parking lot occupies the 
southern part of the parcel, and an access road runs behind the eastern side of the 
building connecting the parking lot to Corbett Street. The eastern edge of the parcel 
contains the western edge of the cemetery which is mainly located in the parcel to 
the east. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 
1964 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966.  

The building has a squarish plan, with the front façade at the west, facing onto 
North Roop Street. As originally constructed the building consisted of two parts. At 
the south, there is a rectangular section that runs from east to west and is covered 
by a Dutch gable roof. The main entrance is located on the western front wall of 
this section, with the wall set back considerably from the eaves of the roof, forming 
a porte-cochère that is accessed via a curving road that leads from North Roop 
Street to the parking lot. The rest of the building consisted of a larger square 
section with a truncated hip roof with a relatively small square flat section in the 
center. This part of the building has a projecting Dutch gable roof section at the 
northwest (which may have originally held a second entrance) and a projecting hip 
roof porte-cochère at the east which provides covered vehicle access to a rear 
entrance approached from the access road to the east of the building. In the late 
1990s, a large garage addition covered by a hipped roof was added to the northeast 
corner of the building, confusing the original plan. The walls of the building are 
covered in engineered wood board-and-batten siding and the roof is covered with 
composite shingles and has short overhanging boxed eaves.  

The main entrance is located on the south side of the front façade, under the Dutch 
gable section. It consists of a set of wooden-framed flush wooden doors with wide 
sidelights containing figured glass lights. The door is set within a shallow recess in 
the front wall and opens onto the western porte-cochère, which is supported by five 
stout wooden columns. A tall free-standing stone wall extends southwards from the 
porte-cochère, providing a sheltered approach to the entrance from the parking lot. 
The western wall of the square section of the building is aligned with the setback 
wall of the rectangular section. An inset at the southern corner of the square 
section contains a second entrance that also consists of a set of wooden-framed 
flush wooden doors with wide sidelights containing figured glass lights. The 
northern wall of the inset area features two full-height wooden-framed fixed-light 
windows. The western wall of the square section features a stone veneer that 
matches the height of the wall that leads to the parking lot, and which extends 
beyond the northern wall of the building as a free-standing section of wall. A path 
runs in front of the wall, providing access to Corbett Street. Above the stone 
veneer, there are seven wooden-framed fixed-light windows. The original projecting 
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section at the northwest of the square section of the building is now concealed by a 
shed and an engineered wood privacy wall (Accessory Resource 1). The 
northeastern part of the square section of the building is now concealed by the 
garage addition. A narrow channel between the shed features a small, blocked-up 
window on the small section of the original northern wall that remains visible. A 
plain wooden door is located on the south of the western wall of the garage 
addition, and a set of gas meters are located to the north of the door. The northern 
wall of the garage addition is plain, and the eastern wall of the garage addition 
features three garage doors.  

The original eastern wall of the square section of the building features a small 
louvered vent and three narrow wood-framed fixed-light windows. A large 
octagonal chimney is located at the joint between the original roof and the roof of 
the garage addition. The sides of the chimney are clad in engineered wood board-
and-batten siding, and a short section of cylindrical metal chimney pipe extends 
from the top. If this chimney is connected to the cremator the metal pipe must 
have originally continued upwards for some distance, and its current low condition 
would suggest the cremator is no longer in use. Alternatively, the chimney may 
simply be connected to a furnace that heats the building, in which case the low 
condition may be original. The eastern porte-cochère is supported at the east by 
four stout wooden columns and a wooden privacy screen is attached to the outset 
faces of the columns. An inset entrance consists of a wooden framed, plain double 
door. The rear eastern wall of the rectangular section of the building is plain. The 
southern wall of the rectangular section of the building features a wooden framed, 
plain double door at the eastern corner and is otherwise plain. The flat section of 
the roof above the square section of the building features a curious, hipped roof 
structure that is difficult to observe from ground level. It is only partially enclosed 
and may operate as a lightwell for the interior of the building, or it may have a 
different, currently unknown, purpose.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a side-gabled shed located at the northwest corner of the 
building, positioned in front of what is presumed to be an original entrance. The 
shed is clad in engineered-wood board-and-batten siding matching the main 
building. It has a pair of plain double doors on the eastern wall. The roof is covered 
in composite shingles. Engineered wood board-and-batten privacy walls connect the 
southeast corner of the shed to the main building and the northwestern corner of 
the shed to the freestanding section of the stone wall that extends from the 
northwestern corner of the main building.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a monument-type sign located to the southwest of the 
building, on the north side of the North Roop Street entrance to the parking lot.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a simple wayfaring sign located at the northwest corner of 
the parcel.  
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Accessory Resource 4 is a set of transformer boxes located at the northwest corner 
of the parcel, to the west of Accessory Resource 1.  

Accessory Resource 5 is a floodlight located in the center of the parking lot. 

Accessory Resource 6 is a fountain located at the east of the parking lot. It is 
surrounded by a semi-circular extension of the concrete path that runs along the 
western side of the cemetery wall. 

Accessory Resource 7 is a flagpole. It is located at the east of the parking lot, to the 
east of the fountain.  

Accessory Resource 8 is the wall that defines the western boundary of the 
cemetery. It consists of a low brick wall supporting a metal fence rail, with brick 
piers at regular intervals. The entrance to the cemetery is located at the southern 
end of the wall. 

6.2.13 B19168: 850 East William Street – Building 1 (NCE-12) 

B19168 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-
123-03) on the north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three 
large free-standing apartment blocks, a pair of apartments with a storage area, an 
attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of apartments. The long southern side 
of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of the parcel lies on 
North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the 
parcel abuts a commercial building.  

Building 1 contains apartments 1-4. It is a two-story rectangular building located at 
the southwest corner of the parcel. The long axis of the building is aligned north to 
south, and the front façade is to the east. The building is clad with fiber-cement 
shingles and has an almost flat roof, with a central ridgeline running north to south 
and extremely gentle pitches to the east and west. The building is set on a raised 
concrete foundation but is not clear if this is a concrete plinth type or a low 
concrete wall type. The building exhibits some basic Mid-Century Modern design 
elements. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 
1961, and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The front façade at the west is symmetrically arranged, with two apartments on 
each floor, the southern apartments being mirror images of the northern 
apartments, and the first-floor arrangements being replicated by the second-floor 
arrangements. Each apartment features a large metal-framed two-light sliding 
window at the corner, then a flush wooden door with a metal screen door, and a 
second large metal-framed two-light sliding window near the midpoint. The first-
floor doors are accessed via two concrete steps. The second-floor apartments are 
accessed via a wooden balcony, which has a set of stairs leading up to it from the

north. The balcony is covered by the wide overhanging boxed eave. The balcony is 
supported at the northeast and southeast corners by two full-height timber posts, 
and by extensions of the second-floor joists along its length. The balcony has a 
simple wooden guard rail with diagonal bracing and trellis panels, with a regular 
pattern of posts extending up to the overhanging eave.  

The northern and southern side walls feature the same arrangement of windows on 
the first floor and the second floor, with a large metal-framed three-light sliding 
window at the east and a smaller metal-framed two-light sliding window at the 
west. The windows on the rear wall are symmetrically arranged, with the window 
patterns of the southern apartments being mirror images of the northern 
apartments, and the first-floor arrangements being replicated by the second-floor 
arrangements. Each apartment features a long and narrow metal-framed three-
light sliding window near the corner and a small metal-framed two-light sliding 
window near the midpoint. Between the two windows of the northern first-floor 
apartment, there is a large collection of utility meters and an electrical panel.  

To the west and north of the building a raised garden area has been created using 
low concrete walls, but other than a mature three at the northeast corner the 
garden is barren. In the part of the garden next to the midpoint of the western wall, 
there is a subterranean concrete structure covered by a large wooden hatch that 
may be a fuel tank or access to some additional services and utilities.  

6.2.14 B19169: 850 East William Street – Building 2 (NCE-13) 

B19169 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-
123-03) on the north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three 
large free-standing apartment blocks, a pair of apartments with a storage area, an 
attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of apartments. The long southern side 
of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of the parcel lies on 
North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the 
parcel abuts a commercial building.  

Building 2 contains apartments 5-16. It is a long two-story rectangular building 
located at the northwest corner of the parcel. The long axis of the building is 
aligned east to west, and the front façade is to the south. The building is clad with 
fiber-cement shingles and has an almost flat roof, with a central ridgeline running 
east to west and extremely gentle pitches to the north and south. The building is 
set on a raised concrete foundation but is not clear if this is a concrete plinth 
foundation or a low concrete wall foundation. The building exhibits some basic Mid-
Century Modern design elements. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction 
date of this building as 1962, and the building is visible in an aerial photograph 
taken in 1966. 
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The front façade at the south is symmetrically arranged, with six identical 
apartments on each floor, and the first-floor arrangements being replicated by the 
second-floor arrangements. Each apartment features a flush or six-panel wooden 
door with a metal screen door flanked by two large metal-framed two-light sliding 
windows. Each of the first-floor doors is accessed via two concrete steps. The 
second-floor apartments are accessed via a wooden balcony that has two flights of 
stairs leading up to large landings positioned in front of the doors of the endmost 
two apartments. The balcony is covered by a wide overhanging boxed eave, with 
projecting sections extending outwards to cover the two landings at the top of the 
stairs. The western corner of the balcony is supported by a full-height timber post, 
and by extensions of the second-floor joists along its length. The balcony has a 
simple wooden guard rail with diagonal bracing and trellis panels, with a regular 
pattern of posts extending up to the overhanging eave.  

The western and eastern side walls feature the same arrangement of windows on 
the first floor and the second floor, with a large metal-framed three-light sliding 
window at the south and a smaller metal-framed two-light sliding window at the 
north. On the rear north wall, the windows of each apartment are arranged as 
mirror images of the adjacent apartment, and the first-floor arrangements are 
replicated by the second-floor arrangements. The rear wall of each apartment 
consists of a large metal-framed three-light sliding window and a small metal-
framed two-light sliding window, with at least one of the latter having been 
replaced by a vinyl-framed two-light sliding window.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a set of electrical panels mounded to a simple timber frame 
and covered by a small timber roof. It is located east of the building.  

6.2.15 B19170: 850 East William Street – Building 5 (NCE-14) 

B19170 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-
123-03) on the north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three 
large free-standing apartment blocks, a pair of apartments with a storage area, an 
attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of apartments. The long southern side 
of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of the parcel lies on 
North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the 
parcel abuts a commercial building.  

Building 5 contains Apartments 17 and 18, and two storage bays. It is a rectangular 
single-story side gable building located along the eastern side of the northern 
boundary of the parcel. The long axis of the building is aligned east to west, and 
the front façade is to the south. A two-story workshop addition is located at the 
eastern end of the building. The foundation of the building is not visible. The 
building does not exhibit any stylistic embellishments. The Carson City Assessor 
lists the construction date of this building as 1963. The building is visible in an 
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aerial photograph taken in 1966 although the addition at the east had not been 
constructed by that point. An aerial photograph taken in 1972 shows the addition 
abutting the eastern end wall of the original building. 

The front façade at the south is divided into two apartments at the west and two 
storage bays at the east. Apartment 17 at the west features a flush wooden door 
covered by security bars at the west and a vinyl-framed three-light sliding window 
at the east. An old, illuminated office sign is mounted to the wall to the east of the 
window. Apartment 18 features a wooden six-panel door at the west and a metal-
framed two-light sliding window at the east. Both the door and window are set 
within a panel of vertical wooden boards, which appears to be an infilled garage bay 
door opening, suggesting that Apartment 18 has been converted from a third 
storage bay. The storage bay to the east of Apartment 18 features a large sliding 
door clad with vertical wooden boards and mounted to an overhead track. The door 
conceals the frame of the opening, and no other details are visible. The storage bay 
at the east end of the building features a pair of flush wooden double doors, with 
false window frames in the upper portions. The western gable wall features a 
medium size vinyl-framed two-light sliding window at the south and a smaller vinyl-
framed two-light sliding window in the center. The gable is clad in dog-eared fence 
pickets, placed with the dog ear ends at the bottom. A wooden louvered vent is 
located close to the apex. The rear wall at the north is concealed by a building in 
the adjacent cemetery to the north. The roof has a moderate pitch and is covered 
in composition shingles. Along the front façade, a wide overhanging exposed eave 
with fascia boards provides shade along the front of the building. The roof over the 
door to Apartment 17 extends out further than the rest of the roof, but the pitch is 
unaltered. The roof does not overhang the gable at the west but features fascia 
boards. The roof at the rear of the building has short overhangs with an exposed 
eave with fascia boards. 

The two-story side-gable addition abuts the eastern gable wall of the apartment 
building. It is a large rectangular addition clad in plywood sheets, with its long axis 
aligned east to west. Its front façade is at the south and features two full-height 
garage bay doors, both of which have large wooden double doors. The upper 
section of each door opening is covered with a large wood frame with a corrugated 
metal panel. The western gable wall is largely concealed by the adjacent building to 
the east, but the gable is visible and features a louvered vent close to the apex. 
The rear wall at the north is concealed by buildings in the adjacent parcel to the 
north.  

6.2.16 B19171: 850 East William Street – Building 4 (NCE-15) 

B19171 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-
123-03) on the north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three 
large free-standing apartment blocks, a pair of apartments with a storage area, an 
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attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of apartments. The long southern side 
of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of the parcel lies on 
North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the 
parcel abuts a commercial building.  

Building 4 contains apartments 25-32. It is a long two-story rectangular building 
located at the southeast corner of the parcel. The long axis of the building is aligned 
north to south, and the front façade is to the west. The building is clad with fiber-
cement shingles and has an almost flat roof, with a central ridgeline running north 
to south and extremely gentle pitches to the east and west. The building is set on a 
raised concrete foundation but is not clear if this is a concrete plinth foundation or a 
low concrete wall foundation. The building exhibits some basic Mid-Century Modern 
design elements. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this 
building as 1963 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The front façade at the west is symmetrically arranged, with four identical 
apartments on each floor, and the first-floor arrangements being replicated by the 
second-floor arrangements. Each apartment features a flush or six-panel wooden 
door with a metal screen door flanked by two large metal-framed two-light sliding 
windows. Eight mailboxes are mounted to the wall between the two central 
apartments on the first floor. Each of the first-floor doors is accessed via two 
concrete steps. The second-floor apartments are accessed via a wooden balcony 
that has two flights of stairs leading up to large landings positioned in front of the 
doors of the endmost two apartments. The balcony is covered by a wide 
overhanging boxed eave, with large projecting sections extending outwards to 
cover the two landings at the top of the stairs. The balcony is supported by a full-
height timber post at the southwest corner and along its length by extensions of 
the second-floor joists. The balcony has a simple wooden guard rail with diagonal 
bracing and trellis panels, with a regular pattern of posts extending up to the eave.  

The northern and southern side walls feature the same arrangement of windows on 
the first floor and the second floor, with a large metal-framed three-light sliding 
window at the west and a smaller metal-framed two-light sliding window at the 
east. The rear wall is largely obscured by trees and the large commercial building 
located on the adjacent parcel to the east.  

6.2.17 B19172: 850 East William Street – Building 3 (NCE-16) 

B19172 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-
123-03) on the north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three 
large free-standing apartment blocks, a pair of apartments with a storage area, an 
attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of apartments. The long southern side 
of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of the parcel lies on 
North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
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Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the 
parcel abuts a commercial building.  

Building 3 is identified as Apartment 33, but it may be divided into two separate 
apartments, with Apartment 34 at the west having temporarily lost its numbers. It 
is a small single-story rectangular building located toward the center of the 
southern side of the parcel. The long axis is aligned east to west and the front 
façade at the north. The building is clad with fiber-cement shingles and has an 
almost flat roof, with a central ridgeline running east to west and extremely gentle 
pitches to the north and south. The building is set on a low concrete wall 
foundation. The building does not exhibit any particular stylistic embellishments. 
The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1959 and the 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The front façade at the north features a large metal-framed two-light sliding 
window at the east and a six-panel wooden door with security bars to the east of 
the midpoint. A second metal-framed two-light sliding window is located in the 
center of the wall, and a six-panel wooden door with security bars to the west of 
the midpoint. The roof extends out for several feet beyond the wall, taking the form 
of a boxed eave, to shade the front of the building. The western side wall features a 
metal-framed two-light siding window at the north and a second two-light sliding 
window in the center of the wall. A wooden six-panel door is located to the south of 
the midpoint. The roof extends out for several feet beyond the wall, taking the form 
of a boxed eave. The extension of the roof is supported by three wooden beams 
that are supported at their western ends by three wooden posts. The rear wall at 
the south features a medium size metal-framed two-light sliding window at the 
west, a small metal-framed two-light sliding window near the center, and a medium 
size metal-framed two-light sliding window at the east. The eastern side wall 
features a large metal-framed three-light sliding window at the north and a long 
and narrow metal-framed three-light sliding window at the south. The roof has 
short overhangs over the rear and eastern walls with boxed eaves. A simple 
concrete path runs around the northern and western sides of the building, with a 
narrow connecting path extending out to a small patio area located to the west of 
the building. A well-tended lawn lies to the rear of the building.  

6.2.18 B19173: 886-892 East William Street – AAA Ultimate Pawn store 
(NCE-17) 

B19173 is a rectangular single-story commercial building occupied by AAA Ultimate 
Pawn. The rectangular front-gabled building has its long axis aligned from north to 
south, and its front façade is at the south, facing onto East William Street. It almost 
fills a small rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-04) located on the north side of East 
William Street. The short southern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the 
long eastern and western sides abut adjacent parcels occupied by a grocery store

and a set of apartment blocks respectively, and the short northern side abuts a 
large parcel that contains part of Walton’s Chapel of the Valley Cemetery. The 
building has a parking lot to the east that is within a narrow extension to the parcel 
that contains Walton’s Chapel of the Valley Cemetery. A parking lot to the south of 
the building lies within the East William Street ROW. The building has two 
addresses, with 892 East William Street being the store at the south end of the 
building and 888 East William Street being the warehouse section at the north end 
of the building. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building 
as 1962 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The building is set on a concrete plinth, which becomes quite pronounced at the 
south, with a set of concrete stairs at the southeast corner and metal handrails 
running along the outer edge of the plinth along the south and east of the building. 
The building does not exhibit any stylistic embellishments. The front façade features 
a centrally positioned metal-framed double glass door. Two large single fixed light 
vinyl-framed windows are located to both the west and east of the door. A large 
channel-letter sign reading AAA Ultimate PAWN is mounted to the wall above the 
door, and there are two wall-mounted lights located to the west and east of the 
outermost windows. The lower part of the wall is clad with a stone veneer that 
extends up to the midpoints of the windows and door. The remainder of the wall is 
clad with vinyl siding, patterned to resemble drop siding. The eastern side wall 
features a recessed centrally positioned doorway, with a metal-framed double glass 
door. The recessed doorway and the wall immediately north of the doorway are clad 
in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding. The doorway is 
covered by a wide wooden porch that extends to the north to cover a window. The 
porch has a hipped roof that is covered with wooden shingles. To the south of the 
door, there are three regularly spaced metal-framed fixed windows, with a fixed 
three-light window at the south and two fixed two-lights in the center and to the 
north. To the north of the door, there are three regularly spaced metal-framed fixed 
two-light windows. The lower part of the wall is clad with a stone veneer that 
extends up to the bottoms of the windows. The remainder of the wall is clad with 
vertical ridged metal siding. The rear north wall features a large warehouse-type 
door in the center, equipped with an overhead roller door. A wall-mounted light is 
positioned at the apex of the wall, above the warehouse door. A flush wooden door 
is located immediately west of the garage door. An electrical panel is located at the 
western corner, and a large air conditioning unit is located high up on the wall at 
the eastern corner. Two large air conditioning units are positioned on the ground 
immediately in front of the eastern corner of the wall. The western wall of the 
building is not visible from the street, but it appears to be clad in vertically set 
corrugated metal sheets. The low-pitched roof has short overhanging open eaves 
on all sides. The roof is covered by ribbed metal sheets, running perpendicular to 
the ridgeline. Along the east and west sides gutters run under the overhang. Four 
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large rotating ventilators are regularly spaced along the ridgeline. A large satellite 
dish is mounted to the southeast corner of the roof, and a tall ventilation pipe 
extends from the roof to the south of the door on the eastern side of the building.  

6.2.19 B19174: 910 East William Street – Grocery Store (NCE-18) 

B19174 is a side-gabled rectangular two-story grocery store with its long axis 
aligned east to west and its front façade at the south. The building is located at the 
south end of a large rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-05). The building has a large 
addition extending northward from its northeast corner, and the addition itself has 
an addition extending westward from its northwestern corner, with the three 
elements forming a C-shape open to the west. A tall chain link fence connects the 
northwest corner of the main building and the southwest corner of the second 
addition, enclosing a work yard. A narrow parking lot runs along the western side of 
the fence. The short southern side of the parcel lies along East William Street. The 
long eastern and western sides of the parcel abut adjacent parcels containing a 
store to the west and a pair of office buildings to the east. The short northern 
boundary abuts a currently unutilized portion of a cemetery. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1957 and the building and 
the two additions are visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The main building has its front façade at the south and it is set on a raised concrete 
plinth with space for a wide walkway between the edge of the building and the edge 
of the plinth along the south. The walkway has simple stairs at the east and west, 
and a complex curved set of stairs located to the east of the mid-point, in line with 
the front door. The walkway continues around the western side of the building, 
acting as a ramp to provide stair-free access from the rear parking lot which is set 
at the same height as the top of the plinth. A metal handrail runs along the edge of 
the walkway, the stairs, and the ramp. The front façade and the southern parts of 
the ground floor of the eastern and western side walls have CMU veneers, and the 
rest of the building is clad in rubbed metal siding. The lower part of the veneer 
features stack-bonded rectangular CMUs. A soldier course runs almost continuously 
above the top of the ground floor windows. Above the soldier course, there are 
CMUs laid in a running bond. The front façade features two large metal-framed two-
light fixed windows at the west with a metal-framed glass door to the east. The 
central area features a large metal-framed two-light fixed window, with the main 
metal-framed glass door to the east. A very large metal-framed three-light window 
occupies the eastern part of the front façade. A metal framed commercial awning 
runs along the entire length of the front façade, positioned above the soldier 
course. The front panel of the awning features colorful advertisements for Mexican 
ice creams and is illuminated internally with fluorescent lights. It is supported by 
diagonal tie-rods secured to the second-floor wall, and metal struts connecting to 
the handrail along the edge of the plinth. The awning is not an original feature and 
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its bright panels presumably date from the 1980s or 1990s. An illuminated Cabinet-
type commercial sign is located on the front of the awning, in the area over the 
main door and curved stairs. The illuminated panel is absent. The eastern side wall 
features a large window opening at the south that has been blocked up, two small 
metal-framed two-light sliding windows in the gable section, and two air 
conditioning units. The western side wall also features a large window opening at 
the south that has been blocked up, and a single small metal-framed two-light 
sliding window in the gable section, to the south of the mid-point. The metal siding 
is not original on this side wall and may conceal a second window opening. The rear 
wall at the north was not visible. The roof of the main building has a low pitch with 
short overhangs formed from the ribbed metal roofing panels that cover the roof. 
Two ventilators are located on the ridgeline of the roof. 

The first addition is a large side-gabled building clad in ribbed metal siding. It 
extends northwards from the eastern portion of the northern rear wall of the main 
building. The eastern wall features two small metal-framed two-light sliding 
windows at the south, two slightly larger metal-framed two-light sliding windows to 
the south of the mid-point, and a single small metal-framed two-light sliding 
window to the north of the mid-point. Only the upper portion of the rear wall at the 
north is visible, with the lower part concealed by a chain link fence that runs along 
the eastern boundary of the parcel. The visible upper portion is clad in corrugated 
metal sheets and is devoid of features. The western side wall is largely concealed 
by a shed-roofed open-fronted shelter that runs along most of its length. The 
western wall of the addition is clad in ribbed metal siding and there is a medium-
sized metal-framed two-light sliding window at the south. The roof of the shed-
roofed shelter is covered by ribbed metal sheets and has a gutter running along the 
edge of the roof. The roof of the first addition has a low pitch with short overhangs 
formed from the ribbed metal roofing panels that cover the roof. Two ventilators 
are located on the ridgeline of the roof.  

The second addition is a large flat-roofed building clad on the south and west with 
ribbed metal siding and with a CMU wall at the north. It extends westwards from 
the northern portion of the western wall of the first addition. The southern wall has 
a centrally positioned loading bay door with an overhead roller door, providing 
access to the work yard. The western wall features a loading bay to the south of the 
mid-point that has been blocked with engineered wood panels. The northern wall 
could not be observed in any detail.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a flood light located next to the center point of the fence 
that closes off the work yard at the western side of the building. It stands on the 
western side of the fence, in the narrow parking lot. 
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6.2.20 B19175: 1000 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-19) 

B19175 is a long rectangular two-story office building with its long axis aligned east 
to west and its front façade at the south. The building is located toward the 
southern boundary of a large trapezoidal parcel (APN 002-123-07) with an identical 
office building to the north (1050 East William Street) connected by a short 
breezeway, a lightly landscaped garden area to the south, a heavily landscaped 
garden to the north, and parking lots located to the east and west. The short 
southern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, and the long eastern and 
western sides of the parcel abut adjacent parcels containing a commercial property 
and a cemetery to the west and two identical office buildings to the east. The long 
northern side of the parcel lies along Corbett Street. The Carson City Assessor lists 
the construction date of this building as 1975 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1980. 

The building is constructed in a Spanish-influenced contemporary style, with 
textured CMU walls, a profusion of tall arched windows, and a faux-hipped flat roof 
with rounded ceramic roof tiles covering the sloping edge of the roof. The 
foundation of the building is not visible. The front façade of the building is to the 
south, facing East William Street. The front façade features an irregular pattern of 
tall, two-story metal-framed arched windows, and a recessed doorway accessed 
through two open arches. The arched windows are all arranged in the same 
manner, with two large rectangular fixed lights on the first floor, an opaque panel 
between the floors, and two large curved top lights on the second floor. Each 
window opening features a protruding CMU surround. The window glass is heavily 
tinted with a dark brown tint. There are ten windows to the west of the open arches 
that lead to the entrance, and two arches to the east of the open arches. The open 
arches are the same shape and size as the window openings and lead to a set of 
metal-framed double glass doors set within a two-story glass wall, made up of 
numerous rectangular lights held in a complex metal framework. A gas meter and 
an electrical panel are mounted to the wall next to the northern corner of the wall. 
The eastern side wall features a symmetrical arrangement of five evenly spaced 
two-story arched top windows. The western side wall features a symmetrical 
arrangement of four two-story arched top windows, with two windows located to 
either side of an open arch that leads to a recessed side entrance consisting of a 
standard-size metal-framed glass door. The rear wall at the north follows the same 
arrangement of arched windows as the front façade. The door and metal-frame 
glass wall used for the entrance are the same as on the front of the building. A 
breezeway runs northwards from the entrance to connect with the entrance on the 
southern wall of 1050 E William Street. It consists of six CMU columns supporting a 
flat roof structure constructed from heavy wooden beams. The roof is covered with 
rolled roofing material and is penetrated by four narrow rectangular polycarbonate 
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skylights. The area between 1000 East William Street and 1050 East William Street 
features an elaborately landscaped garden with mature trees.  

The roof of the building features a moderately sloping section covered in rounded 
ceramic roof tiles, leading to a large flat roof covered in a rolled roofing material. 
The sloping sections have wide overhangs and boxed eaves. Large timber beams 
project horizontally from the tops of the walls and appear to support the eaves, but 
these are purely decorative and do not penetrate through the walls, instead, they 
are secured to the eaves which support them.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a smoking area defined by a low CMU-built wall, two metal 
benches, three cast concrete garbage bins, a bicycle rack, and a sign. The 
northeast corner of the walled area is protected by a bollard. The resources are 
located to the east of the building, at the near edge of the parking lot.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a transformer. It is located to the immediate north of the 
northeast corner of the building.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a wood-framed shed that is clad with engineered wood 
patterned to resemble vertical boards. The door is at the east and the shed has a 
steeply pitched gambrel roof. It is located to the west of the building at the far edge 
of the parking lot.  

6.2.21 B19176: 1050 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-20) 

B19176 is a long rectangular two-story office building with its long axis aligned east 
to west and its front façade at the south. The building is located in the middle of a 
large trapezoidal parcel (APN 002-123-07) with an identical office building to the 
south (1000 East William Street) connected by a short breezeway. A large parking 
lot is located to the north of the building, and smaller parking lots are located to the 
east and west of the building. A fenced-off area in the northwest corner of the 
parcel contains 1070 East William Street, a storage garage constructed in 2016. 
The short southern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, the long 
eastern and western sides of the parcel abut adjacent parcels containing a 
commercial property and a cemetery to the west and two identical office buildings 
to the east, and the long northern side of the parcel lies along Corbett Street. The 
Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 and the 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 

The building is constructed in a Spanish-influenced contemporary style, with 
textured CMU walls, a profusion of tall arched windows, and a faux-hipped flat roof 
with rounded ceramic roof tiles covering the sloping edge of the roof. The 
foundation of the building is not visible. The front façade of the building is at the 
south, facing toward the rear wall of 1000 East William Street. The front façade 
features an irregular pattern of tall, two-story metal-framed arched windows, and a 
recessed doorway accessed through two open arches. The arched windows are all 
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arranged in the same manner, with two large rectangular fixed lights on the first 
floor, an opaque panel between the floors, and two large curved top lights on the 
second floor.

The eastern side wall 
features a symmetrical arrangement of five evenly spaced two-story arched top 
windows. The western side wall features a symmetrical arrangement of four two-
story arched top windows, with two windows located to either side of an open arch 
that leads to a recessed side entrance consisting of a standard-size metal-framed 
glass door. The rear wall at the north follows the same arrangement as the front 
façade, with ten two-story arch-top windows to the west of two open arches leading 
to a recessed entrance, and a pair of two-story arch-top windows to the east of the 
open arches.

6.2.22 B19177: 1100 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-21) 

B19177 is a long rectangular two-story office building with its long axis aligned east 
to west and its front façade at the south. The building is located toward the 
southern boundary of a large trapezoidal parcel (APN 002-123-08) with an identical 
office building to the north (1150 East William Street) connected by a short 
breezeway. Parking lots are located to the east and west. The short southern side 
of the parcel lies along East William Street, the long western side abuts a parcel 
containing two identical office buildings, the long eastern side abuts an 
undeveloped commercial lot, and the northern side of the parcel lies along Corbett 
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Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 
and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 

The building is constructed in a Spanish-influenced contemporary style, with 
textured CMU walls, a profusion of tall arched windows, and a faux-hipped flat roof 
with rounded ceramic roof tiles covering the sloping edge of the roof. The 
foundation of the building is not visible. The front façade of the building is to the 
south, facing East William Street. The front façade features an irregular pattern of 
tall, two-story metal-framed arched windows, and a recessed doorway accessed 
through two open arches. The arched windows are all arranged in the same 
manner, with two large rectangular fixed lights on the first floor, an opaque panel 
between the floors, and two large curved top lights on the second floor. Each 
window opening features a protruding CMU surround. The window glass is heavily 
tinted with a dark brown tint.

The area between 
1100 East William Street and 1150 East William Street features an elaborately 
landscaped garden with mature trees.  

The roof of the building features a moderately sloping section covered in rounded 
ceramic roof tiles, leading to a large flat roof covered in a rolled roofing material. 
The sloping sections have wide overhangs and boxed eaves. Large timber beams 
project horizontally from the tops of the walls and appear to support the eaves, but 
these are purely decorative and do not penetrate through the walls, instead, they 
are secured to the eaves which support them.  
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6.2.23 B19178: 1150 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-22) 

B19178 is a long rectangular two-story office building with its long axis aligned east 
to west and its front façade at the south. The building is located toward the middle 
of a large trapezoidal parcel (APN 002-123-08) with an identical office building to 
the south (1100 East William Street) connected by a short breezeway. A large 
parking lot is located to the north of the building, and smaller parking lots are 
located to the east and west of the building. The short southern side of the parcel 
lies along East William Street, the long western side abuts a parcel containing two 
identical office buildings, the long eastern side abuts an undeveloped commercial 
lot, and the long northern side of the parcel lies along Corbett Street. The Carson 
City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 and the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 

The building is constructed in a Spanish-influenced contemporary style, with 
textured CMU walls, a profusion of tall arched windows, and a faux-hipped flat roof 
with rounded ceramic roof tiles covering the sloping edge of the roof. The 
foundation of the building is not visible. The front façade of the building is at the 
south, facing toward the rear wall of 1100 East William Street. The front façade 
features an irregular pattern of tall, two-story metal-framed arched windows, and a 
recessed doorway accessed through two open arches.

The rear wall at 
the north follows the same arrangement as the front façade, with ten two-story 
arch-top windows to the east of two open arches leading to a recessed entrance, 
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and a pair of two-story arch-top windows to the west of the open arches. The door 
and metal-framed glass wall used for the entrance are the same as those used on 
the front of the building. A set of wide concrete steps lead up from the entrance to 
the large parking lot to the north of the building.  

The roof of the building features a moderately sloping section covered in rounded 
ceramic roof tiles, leading to a large flat roof covered in a rolled roofing material.

6.2.24 B19179: 1800 East William Street – Tierra Plaza (NCE-23) 

B19179 is a long rectangular strip mall building with its long axis aligned north to 
south, and a two-story section at its southern end. The Tierra Plaza strip mall 
occupies the central part of a long parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-002-225-02) 
with parking lots to the east and west. The short southern side of the parcel lies 
along East William Street, the long western side lies along Rand Avenue, the short 
northern side abuts an adjacent parcel containing a senior care center, and the long 
eastern side abuts a parcel that contains two commercial buildings and a free-
standing garage building. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of 
this building as 1975 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 
1980. 

The building is constructed from small straight-stacked square concrete masonry 
units (MSUs) and has a flat roof. The building appears to be set on a concrete pad 
foundation. The building does not exhibit any clear stylistic embellishments. The 
first floor of the south façade features two large metal-framed single-light fixed 
windows at the east and two identical windows at the west. All four windows have 
simple wooden surrounds. The second-floor façade features seven closely spaced 
large metal-framed windows with simple wooden surrounds. The central three 
windows are two-light sliding windows, and the pairs at the east and west are 
single-light fixed windows. Between the two floors, there is a steeply sloping false 
mansard roof, with a wide horizontal ledge at its base. The first floor of the eastern 
side of the two-story section features two large metal-framed two-light fixed 
windows at the south, then a metal-framed glass double door, and two large single-
light fixed windows. At the north, there are two small metal-framed windows, one 
with two lights and one with three lights. The second floor has a row of six unevenly 
spaced windows, with the southern three being large metal-framed fixed windows 
and the northern three being large metal-framed two light sliding windows. The 
steeply sloping false mansard roof continues along this eastern facade. An external 
staircase is housed within a free-standing vertical CMU stairwell structure, joined to 
the second floor by a CMU-built covered passage. The western side of the two-story 
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section features a large single-story projecting section that occupies most of the 
wall. At the southern corner of the western wall, there are two large metal-framed 
fixed light windows. Where the eastern wall and the projecting section join, there 
are a pair of metal-framed double glass doors arranged on a diagonal. The second 
floor of the western wall features three large metal-framed two light sliding 
windows at the south and two small metal-framed two light sliding windows at the 
north, with a projecting covered stairwell at the northern corner. The steeply 
sloping false mansard roof continues along this portion of the eastern facade. 

To the north of the two-story section, the building continues as a long range of 
single-story commercial units. The long single-story section of the building consists 
of 12 commercial units, with six fronting to the west and six fronting to the east. 
Each unit consists of a combination of metal-framed single and double glass doors 
and large single-light fixed windows. The northern wall is plain, apart from a set of 
gas meters and gas pipes at the eastern end. The single-story section features a 
mansard roof, with a wide horizontal ledge at its base. Illuminated cabinet-type 
signs are mounted to the sloping section above most of the stores on the western 
side of the building.  

The short projecting section on the west features two large metal-framed two-light 
fixed windows on the southern wall, three large single-light fixed windows on the 
western wall, and two large metal-framed single-light fixed windows, a metal-
framed double glass door with a transom window, and a metal-framed single glass 
door with side lights and a transom window on the northern wall.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign, supported by a single wide 
column, and supported by a CMU mount. It is in front of the front façade of the 
building, in the southern part of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a small transformer box protected by two bollards. It is 
located against the eastern side of the parcel, adjacent to the rear wall of 1804 E 
William Street.  

6.2.25 B19180: 1804 East William Street – Carson Guns (NCE-24) 

B19180 is a rectangular commercial building with its long axis aligned north to 
south, and its front façade at the south. Carson Guns currently occupies the store. 
The building occupies the southwest corner of a long parallelogram-shaped parcel 
(APN-002-225-05). Also, present on the parcel is a second commercial building 
(1808 East William Street) and a free-standing two-bay garage building. The space 
to the south and east of 1804 East William Street is used as a parking lot. The short 
southern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, the long western side 
abuts an adjacent parcel that contains the Tierra Plaza strip mall, the long eastern 
side abuts a parcel that contains a restaurant, and the short northern side abuts 
two adjacent parcels containing a senior care center and an apartment block. The 
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Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1972 and the 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1974. 

The building is constructed from concrete masonry units (MSUs) laid in a running 
bond, it has a flat roof and appears to be set on a concrete pad foundation. The 
building does not exhibit clear stylistic elements. The front façade of the building at 
the south is symmetrical and features a centrally positioned metal-framed double 
glass door situated under a tall transom window. On either side of the door, there 
are large metal-framed four-light fixed windows, with two large lower lights and 
two smaller upper lights. The top of the wall features a large downwards-sloping 
cornice clad in ribbed metal siding that projects out beyond the wall to provide 
shade to the front of the store. The cornice extends above the height of the flat 
roof, meaning its rear side acts like a parapet wall. A row of seven bollards runs 
parallel to the front wall, at the head of the adjacent parking bays.  

The eastern side wall features a large metal-framed four-light fixed window at the 
southern corner, a flush wooden door in the center, and two now blocked-up 
loading bay doors at the north. Two bollards protect the window at the southern 
corner from the adjacent parking bays. The top of the wall features a narrow 
outwards sloping gutter that resembles a small cornice, with downpipes at the 
southern corner and just south of the central flush door. The northern rear wall 
features a centrally positioned loading bay door with an overhead roller door, and a 
wide flush wooden door at the eastern corner. An electrical panel with a utility 
meter is mounted to the wall immediately west of the eastern door. The top of the 
wall features a narrow outwards sloping gutter and there is a downpipe at the 
western corner of the wall. The western side wall is plain and extends a little to the 
south of the position of the southern front wall. The top of the wall extends above 
the height of the flat roof to form a short parapet wall. The flat roof is not visible 
from street level, but a large air conditioning unit can be seen to the south of the 
center of the roof, two large ventilation or chimney pipes with domed caps are 
located near the northeast and northwest corners, and a narrow ventilation pipe 
can be seen near the center of the northern part of the roof. A narrow pole to the 
east of the central ventilation pipe appears to have been a mount for a now absent 
floodlight.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by a single post. 
The sign is set within a small mining-themed piece of landscaping. It is located 
south of the southeast corner of the building, in the southern part of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a sculpture designed to resemble a small field artillery 
piece, from which a small sign is suspended. The sculpture is set in a small desert-
themed piece of landscaping at the southeast corner of the building.  
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6.2.26 B19181: 1808 East William Street – Commercial Building (NCE-25) 

B19181 is a rectangular commercial building with its long axis aligned north to 
south, and its front façade at the east. The building is divided into four similarly 
sized commercial units. The building occupies the western side of a long 
parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-002-225-05). A second commercial building 
(1804 East William Street) is located immediately to the south on the same parcel, 
and a free-standing two-bay garage is in the northeast corner. The space to the 
east of 1808 East William Street is used as a parking lot and/or work yard. A chain 
link fence with a sliding gate provides a clear separation between the area 
associated with this building and the parking lot associated with 1804 East William 
Street to the south. The short southern side of the parcel lies along East William 
Street, the long western side abuts an adjacent parcel that contains the Tierra Plaza 
strip mall, the long eastern side abuts a parcel that contains a restaurant, and the 
short northern side abuts two adjacent parcels containing a senior care center and 
an apartment block. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this 
building as 1978 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 

The building is constructed from CSUs laid in a running bond, but the eastern, 
southern, and south portions of the western walls are clad in engineered wood 
panels designed to resemble shiplap siding. The building has a flat roof, apart from 
over the southernmost of the four units which have a gently sloping single-pitch 
roof that slopes down to the east. The roof is flush with the walls at the north, 
west, and south, and features a wide boxed eave at the east. The building appears 
to be set on a concrete pad foundation. The building does not exhibit clear stylistic 
embellishments. The front façade is divided into four equally sized but differently 
arranged commercial units. The first unit at the south end features a wooden three-
panel door with a large light in the upper portion above two vertical panels. The 
door is covered by a simple ribbed metal sheet canopy. The rest of the wall is 
dominated by a double-width garage bay door, with an overhead roller door. The 
edge of the sloping roof projects out beyond the wall by a short distance. The 
second unit features a wood-framed glass door at the south, with a large vinyl-
framed two-light sliding window to the north of the door, and a large vinyl-framed 
three-light window with a large, fixed frame in the center that is flanked by two 
sliding lights. The edge of the flat roof projects out beyond the wall by around two-
foot. The walls of the third and fourth units are positioned slightly further to the 
east than the walls of the first and second units. The third unit features a single-
width garage bay door with an overhead roller door. A flush wooden door is in the 
center of the wall, and the northern portion is plain. The edge of the flat roof 
projects out beyond the wall by around two-foot. The fourth unit at the north is 
symmetrical, with a central flush wooden door flanked by two metal-framed two-
light sliding windows. The edge of the flat roof projects out beyond the wall by 
around two-foot. 
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The southern side wall is plain apart from a row of four circular louvered vents, 
located high up on the wall. The western rear wall is plain. The rear of the southern 
unit features a tall parapet wall, clad in engineered wood panels, which extends 
two-foot higher than the ridge of the sloping roof. The wall of the second unit 
features a low parapet wall. The walls of the third and fourth units feature a slightly 
taller parapet wall. The northern wall is plain, but the upper portion is clad in a 
band of engineered wood panels designed to resemble vertical wooden boards. This 
conceals a continuation of the taller section of the parapet wall from the rear wall. 
The roof of the building is not visible from the street level.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a small single gas pump secured to a small concrete 
mount. It is located immediately north of the northeast corner of the building. 

Accessory Resource 2 is a free-standing two-bay garage building. The rectangular 
building has its long axis aligned east to west, and the front façade is at the south. 
The walls of the building are clad in engineered wood panels designed to resemble 
vertical wooden boards. The front façade features two large garage bay doors with 
overhead roller doors. The edge of the flat roof projects out beyond the wall by 
around two-foot. The western side wall features a six-panel wooden door at the 
southern corner and an electrical panel with a utility meter located to the north of 
the midpoint. The northern wall is plain. The eastern wall is plain. The top of the 
east and west walls extends above the roof to form a tall parapet wall. 

6.2.27 B19182: 1946–1978 East William Street– Plaza 50 Shopping Mall 
(NCE-26) 

B19182 is a long rectangular strip mall containing 12 individual commercial units 
that comprise the western portion of the Plaza 50 Shopping Mall. The strip mall is a 
single-story rectangular building. The long axis of the building is aligned north to 
south, and the front façade is to the east. The building is located along the western 
boundary of a large L-shaped parcel (APN 002-102-32) that contains a second 
building toward its southeastern corner, a title loans company office that is not of 
historic age. The long western side of the parcel lies along Humboldt Lane, the long 
southern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, and the short northern 
side of the parcel lies along East Long Street. The remaining sides of the parcel 
abut a larger parcel to the east that contains a larger shopping mall and a parking 
lot. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1976 and 
the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 

The building is constructed from CMUs laid in a running bond, but these are only 
exposed along the western rear wall. Elsewhere, the CMUs have been concealed by 
a layer of roughly textured render (plaster or stucco) on the other three walls. The 
building has a flat roof, with an elaborate overhanging commercial-type cornice on 
the eastern, northern, and southern sides. The foundation of the building is not 
visible. The strip mall is built in a contemporary commercial style. The front façade 
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at the east features ten identically arranged small commercial units, with a more 
complex commercial unit at each end. The front of each small commercial unit 
features a metal-framed glass door with a large metal-framed window to each side, 
each with two large, fixed lights over two small opaque panels.  

The commercial unit at the southern end of the building features a large metal-
framed window on the east wall, with three large, fixed lights above three small, 
fixed lights. The entrance is located on the southern side wall, consisting of a 
metal-framed double glass door flanked by two metal-framed windows, each with a 
large, fixed light over a small, fixed light. Three shallow plaster and stone veneer-
covered pilasters run up the southern wall of the building, one at each corner and 
one in the center, with the eastern example wrapping around the corner onto the 
front façade. A similar pilaster runs up the wall to the north of the window on the 
front façade.  

The eastern wall of the commercial unit at the northern end of the building features 
a large metal-framed window with five large, fixed lights above five small opaque 
panels. To the south of this window is a metal-framed double glass door, with a 
large metal-framed window to the south, with three large, fixed lights over three 
small opaque panels. South of this window there is a large metal-framed window 
with five large, fixed lights above five small opaque panels. The northern wall 
features a large window at the west with five large, fixed lights above five small 
opaque panels and a large window at the east with three large, fixed lights above 
three small opaque panels. 

The rear wall features 12 flush metal security doors, corresponding with the 
positions of the 12 commercial units. A chain link fence runs parallel to the rear 
wall, forming a large continuous enclosure abutting the rear wall. Cross fences 
divide the large enclosure into 12 smaller enclosures.  

The flat roof of the building is not visible from the street level. An elaborate 
overhanging cornice runs around the northern, eastern, and southern sides of the 
building, providing a covered walkway. Three tall, pointed arches supported by 
square columns penetrate the cornice, and two smaller, unsupported, pointed 
arches are present at the south. Many of the commercial units feature channel-
letter or illuminated cabinet signs on the cornice. On the rear western side of the 
building, a raised plastered parapet wall runs along the edge of the roof, supported 
by a metal framework that allows water to drain under the wall into guttering that 
runs the length of the wall. Several channel-letter, illuminated cabinets, and banner 
signs are located on the parapet wall.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by two square 
cross-section posts. It is located in the middle of the southern boundary of the 
parcel.

Accessory Resource 2 is a lean-to shed built against the rear wall of the building, at 
the southern end of the chain link fence enclosure. The shed is constructed from 
orientated strand boards (OSB) boards. 

Accessory Resource 3 is a lean-to-shed built against the rear wall of the building, 
within the southern part of the chain link fence enclosure. The shed is largely 
concealed by the chain link fence and other details are not apparent.  

Accessory Resource 4 is a rectangular plastic utility cover. It is located at the 
northwest corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 5 is a transformer box. It is located north of the northwest 
corner of the building.  

Accessory Resource 6 is a concrete garbage bin. It is located north of the northern 
wall of the building. 

6.2.28 B19183: 2010-2270 East William Street – Plaza 50 Shopping Mall 
(NCE-27) 

B19183 comprises the major portion of the Plaza 50 Shopping Mall complex. It is in 
a large irregular parcel (APN 002-102-31) on the north side of East William Street 
and west of the I-580 interchange. The long axis of the mall is aligned roughly from 
northeast to southwest, and the front façade is located at the southeast, opening 
onto a large parking lot. An extensive service yard is located at the rear of the 
shopping mall. The shopping mall is in the northwestern half of the parcel, with two 
adjacent parcels (APN 002-102-30 & 002-102-29) containing commercial buildings 
to the southeast, and a third parcel (APN 002-102-32) containing a smaller strip 
mall to the southwest. A narrow section of the parcel at the southeast lies along 
East William Street, a large section at the northwest lies along East Long Street, 
and a short section at the northeast lies along Russell Way. The building has a 
highly irregular plan, caused by the merger of what were originally two adjacent 
shopping malls into a single building. The current appearance of the front façade is 
cohesive and portrays a deceptive impression that the entire building represents a 
singular entity. The mall appears to have originally consisted of a large almost 
square building at the southwest end and a longer and thinner rectangular building 
at the northeast end. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of the 
almost square building as 1973 and the rectangular building as 1976. The square 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1974 and the rectangular 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 

The almost square section has large wings extending out to either side, which are 
visible in the 1974 aerial photograph suggesting that they were part of the original 
design, or that they were added within a year of the initial construction. In 2014 
the front wall of the square building was demolished and rebuilt to align with the 
side wings. From southwest to northeast, the front façade of this section features 
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two medium size retail units, two large retail units, and six small retail units. Each 
retail unit has one or more large metal-framed windows, with large, fixed lights 
over small, fixed lights or opaque panels, which frequently incorporate single or 
double metal-framed glass doors either in their center or to one side. The front 
facade is covered with finely textured plaster or stucco. The southwest wall of this 
section features a large metal-framed window with four large, fixed lights over four 
opaque panels at the southeast, and a metal-framed glass door with a transom with 
three large, fixed lights over three small opaque panels to the southeast. The rear 
wall of this section is built of exposed CMUs with frequent metal security doors and 
electrical panels. The wall features various indented sections associated with 
concrete loading ramps and loading doors, and several ribbed metal sheet-clad 
additions. The roof of this section extends out beyond the front façade for some 
distance, creating a covered walkway running along the front of the building. 
Pointed arches supported by large square columns rise through the edge of the 
overhang at regular intervals. The roof of the overhang has a moderate slope and is 
clad with ribbed metal sheets. The facades of the two large retail units feature false 
gable walls over the entrances, flanked by pilasters, with large protruding columns 
located at the joins with the adjacent sections. Originally the front wall of this 
section was located further to the southeast, but in 2014 the front section was 
demolished and a new façade with false gables and pilasters was created. The large 
columns at either side of the new section of the façade may conceal residual 
sections of the original side walls. The building exhibits contemporary commercial 
stylistic elements, but these are thought to date from the most recent phase of 
remodeling and the original style is unknown. 

The rectangular building has a wing that extends from its southwest end. The wing 
is set back from the line of the front wall of the rectangular building by a short 
distance. From southwest to northeast, the front façade of this section features two 
small retail units and then two very large retail units. Each retail unit has one or 
more large metal-framed windows, with large, fixed lights over small, fixed lights or 
opaque panels, which frequently incorporate single or double metal-framed glass 
doors either in their center or to one side. The front facade is covered with finely 
textured plaster or stucco. The roof of this section extends out beyond the front 
façade for some distance, creating a covered walkway running along the front of 
the building. Pointed arches supported by large square columns rise through the 
edge of the overhang at the southwest and northeast. The area between these two-
pointed arches features an extended height section of a sloping roof supported by 
square columns. The roof of the overhang has a moderate slope and is clad with 
ribbed metal sheets. The northeastern side wall is plain other than a centrally 
located metal-framed double glass door, which is likely an emergency exit. The top 
of the wall is protected by a continuation of the overhanging roof from the front 
façade. The rear wall of this section is built of exposed CMUs with frequent metal 
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security doors and electrical panels. The wall features various indented sections 
associated with concrete loading ramps and loading doors, and several ribbed metal 
sheet-clad additions.  

A courtyard was created when two opposing small rectangular buildings were 
constructed. One is at the northeast end of the northeast wing of the square 
building, while the other is at the southwest end of the southwest wing of the 
rectangular building. The courtyard section marks the point where the two original 
malls have been joined together. The off-center courtyard is open at the southeast, 
enclosed on two sides by the side walls of the two original mall buildings, and 
enclosed at the northwest by the rear wall of a service building constructed in the 
rear service yard (it is unclear if this building pre-dates the courtyard, or if it 
belongs to the same period of construction). The open front at the southeast 
features two tall, pointed arches supported on three large square columns, one at 
each side of the adjacent overhang and one in the center of the entrance to the 
courtyard. The three walls of the courtyard are protected by continuations of the 
overhanging roof from the front façade. The front of the courtyard features side 
windows associated with the adjacent commercial units, and the rear section of the 
courtyard features two small retail units and a restaurant.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by two square 
cross-section columns. It is located near the center of the southern boundary of the 
parcel. 

Accessory Resource 2 is a rectangular dumpster enclosure located in the center of 
the rear wall of the northeastern part of the building. The enclosure has a chain link 
gate on the northwest side, has chain link fences on the northeast and southwest 
sides. 

Accessory Resource 3 is a covered utility box protected by four bollards. It is 
located in the center of the northwest edge of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 4 is a transformer box mounted on a low concrete plinth and 
protected by three bollards. It is located to the northeast of the northern corner of 
the large freestanding building in the rear service yard.  

Accessory Resource 5 is a transformer box mounted on a low concrete plinth. It is 
located northwest of the rear of the central courtyard.  

Accessory Resource 6 is a rectangular CMU-built two-story service building 
constructed in the rear yard of the square building. The building has a flat roof, and 
the northeastern part of the building is considerably lower than the rest of the 
building. The service building was constructed before 1980 when it is shown in an 
aerial photograph, and it may have been part of the 1976 construction project that 
created the rectangular building and the central courtyard. The service building has 
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no window, door, or loading bay openings on the three exposed sides and must be 
accessed from the southeast wall facing into the service yard.  

Accessory Resource 6 is a loading ramp located to the northwest of the northeast 
addition to the southwestern part of the building. The loading ramp was constructed 
at some point after November 2020. 

Accessory Resource 7 is a loading ramp that runs parallel to the rear wall of the 
southwestern part of the building. It services a loading bay on the northeastern side 
wall of the addition to the rear of the southwestern part of the building and 
presumably dates to the 1990s. The ramp is concealed by a chain link fence along 
its northwestern side.  

Accessory Resource 8 is a loading ramp that runs parallel to the rear wall of the 
southwestern part of the building. It services a loading bay on the northeastern side 
wall of the addition to the rear of the southwestern part of the building, and 
presumably dates to the 1990s. The ramp is concealed by a chain link fence along 
its northwestern side. 

6.2.29 B19184: 1020 North Carson Street – Heidi’s Family Restaurant 
(NCE-28) 

B19184 is a long rectangular single-story side-gable commercial building occupied 
by Heidi’s Family Restaurant. The long axis of the building is aligned east to west, 
with the front façade at the north. It is in the southern half of a small square parcel 
(APN-001-184-07). The eastern side of the parcel lies on North Carson Street, the 
northern side of the parcel lies on West William Street, the western side of the 
parcel abuts an adjacent parcel occupied by a commercial property, and the 
southern side abuts a parking lot on a parcel occupied by a loan company’s office. 
The northern half of the parcel is occupied by a parking lot. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1964 and the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The single-story rectangular side-gable building is constructed of CMUs, while the 
eastern side wall and the east section of the northern wall are clad in wooden 
boards. The building features a taller section located to the west of the midpoint, 
where the wall extends approximately four feet above the typical height of the walls 
and is covered by a separate roof section. The foundation is not visible. The 
building exhibits Mid-Century Modern commercial design elements but also includes 
some rustic decorative elements. 

The front façade features a large metal-framed glass door at the east, with 
sidelights and a transom window. Between the door and the taller section of the 
building, there are seven adjacent large wood-framed single-light fixed windows. 
The panels below the seven windows are clad with vertical wooden boards. The 
area above the windows and the narrow strip east of the door is clad with horizontal 
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wooden boards. The taller section of the building consists of a large stack bonded 
CMU wall that has a railroad-themed painted mural, and a flush wooden door at the 
west. The short section of the building to the west of the tall section consists of a 
plain stack bonded CMU wall. The eastern gable wall is clad in horizontal boards. It 
features a small single-light fixed window at the north and a long four-light fixed 
window in the center, with wide lights at either end and narrow lights in the middle. 
Both windows have decorative wood surrounds. A set of five wood beams project 
from the wall, at the junction between the main wall and the gable which support a 
long wood beam that runs parallel to the wall. This parallel beam supports three 
spotlights that illuminate the gable. The gable is clad with engineered wood boards 
designed to resemble vertical channel boards. The panels are perforated by many 
horizontal ventilation slots. A banner-type sign reading Heidi’s Family Restaurant is 
mounted to the gable, just below the apex. At the southern corner of the wall, 
there is a column of stack-bonded CMUs designed to resemble a chimney. The 
central part of this column has been painted to resemble a brick wall with a 
fireplace. A poured concrete flower bed runs along the base of the gable wall. The 
rear wall at the south is an uninterrupted stack-bonded CMU wall. The western 
gable wall features a centrally located deeply inset doorway containing a flush wood 
door. A large air conditioning unit is mounted to the floor to the north of the door. 
The wall to the north of the inset doorway features exposed stack bonded CMUs. 
The wall to the south of the inset doorway is clad with engineered wood panels 
patterned to resemble vertical channel boards. The western gable is clad in 
horizontal wooden boards.  

All three sections of the side gable roof are asymmetrical, with the ridgeline closer 
to the southern wall than the northern wall, resulting in a moderate pitch at the 
south and a gentle pitch at the north. The roof is covered in composition shingles. 
The southern pitch of the raised section features two large air conditioning units 
and two large metal ventilation ducts with caps. The roof has short overhanging 
eaves along all sides except the south, where the roof abuts the CMU wall. The roof 
has boxed eaves, and along the eastern and western parts of the northern side of 
the building, the eaves rest on exposed horizontal beams, providing a rustic 
appearance.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure with a chain link gate on 
the northern side. It extends north from the northwest corner of the building.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a flagpole. It is located to the west of the door on the 
northern side of the building. 

Accessory Resource 3 is a bespoke commercial sign featuring the name of the 
restaurant below a windmill. It is located at the northeast corner of the parcel. 

Accessory Resource 4 is a newspaper dispenser with four separate stacks. It is 
located immediately west of the door on the northern wall of the building.  
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6.2.30 B19185: 1017 North Carson Street – Carson Central Gas Station 
(NCE-29) 

B19185 is a long rectangular single-story side-gable commercial building used as a 
gas station and convenience store. The long axis of the building is aligned north to 
south. It is located on the eastern side in the northern half of a large rectangular 
parcel (APN-002-165-03). The short northern end of the parcel lies on East William 
Street, the long western side lies along North Carson Street, the short southern 
side lies along East Sophia Street, and the long western side abuts an adjacent 
parcel that contains a UPS store and a garage. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1970 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1972. 

The building appears to be set on a concrete pad foundation. The building does not 
exhibit any stylistic embellishments. The front façade of the building is to the west, 
facing onto the gas station forecourt. It features a centrally positioned set of metal-
framed double glass doors, with sidelights. An illuminated cabinet-type sign is 
positioned above the doors. To the south of the door there is a large metal-framed 
three-light fixed window, then a large metal-framed single-light fixed window. A 
large wooden notice board is located between the southernmost window and the 
southern corner of the building. The remnants of a payphone are located against 
the projecting end of the southern gable wall. To the north of the double door, 
there is a long wood-framed six-light fixed window, above a section of brick veneer. 
The top of the wall is concealed by a long smooth panel that projects out from the 
wall by around a foot. The southern side gable wall is constructed of CMUs and 
projects beyond the line of the west wall and above the roofline. A security light is 
mounted to the top of the western part of the wall. The northern side gable wall is 
clad with brick veneer and features a wood-framed two-light fixed window at the 
western corner. The window opening continues to close to the midpoint of the wall 
and is filled with a smooth panel. A flush wooden door is to the east of the 
midpoint. The wall to the east of the midpoint is obscured by an adjacent dumpster 
enclosure. The side gable roof extends out beyond the line of the wall for several 
feet, with the overhang supported by four wooden posts with decorative brackets. 
The smooth panel at the top of the western wall continues around the top of the 
western wall, mounted to the outer sides of the posts that support the extended 
roof. The gable at the end of the overhang is clad with an engineered wood panel 
patterned to resemble clapboard siding. The rear wall at the east is difficult to 
observe but appears to be a CMU wall that extends above the height of the roof and 
beyond the end of the overhang at the northern end of the building. The shallow 
pitch roof has wide overhanging open eaves with fascia boards along the west and 
north and is flush with the CMU walls at the east and south. It is covered in 
composition shingles and features what appears to be a shingled-over skylight or 
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air vent on the ridgeline to the north of the center point. A satellite dish is mounted 
close to the southeast corner of the roof.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pair of gas pump islands covered by a canopy. Each 
island features two double-sided gas pumps. The canopy has a low-pitch gable roof 
covered with composition shingles and is supported by three pillars. It is located in 
the northwestern part of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a fuel price sign. It is located at the northwest corner of 
the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 4 is a floodlight secured to a cylindrical concrete mount. It is 
located near the center of the northern edge of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 5 is a rectangular dumpster enclosure defined by an L-shaped 
section of chain link fence. The enclosure is protected by a row of three bollards. It 
is located at the northeast corner of the building.  

Accessory Resource 6 is a set of metal lockers mounted to a small concrete plinth 
to the immediate north of Accessory Resource 5.  

6.2.31 B19186: 1000 North Plaza Street – UPS Store/Capitol Automotive 
shop (NCE-30) 

B19186 is a long rectangular single-story commercial building with a UPS store at 
the north end and Capitol Automotive at the south end. The building has its long 
axis aligned north to south. It is located on the west of a narrow rectangular parcel 
(APN-002-165-04). The short northern end of the parcel lies on East William Street, 
the long eastern side lies along North Plaza Street, the short southern side lies 
along East Sophia Street, and the long western side abuts an adjacent parcel that 
contains a large gas station. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of 
this building as 1968. However, the northern part of the building is visible in an 
aerial photograph taken in 1966 and appears to be present in an aerial photograph 
taken in 1953. The southern addition is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 
1972, suggesting the Assessor’s Office may have recorded the date when the 
building was extended. 

The building is constructed of CMUs. The building has a flat roof with a parapet wall, 
meaning the roof covering is not visible from the street level. The top of the 
parapet wall is protected by simple metal flashing. The foundation is not visible. 
The building exhibits some basic elements of Mid-Century Modern commercial 
design. The front (east) façade of the UPS store is plain other than a metal-framed 
double glass door covered by a sheet metal awning toward the northern corner, and 
a large wall-mounted air conditioning unit located to the south of the doorway. The 
eastern wall of the automotive shop features a flush wooden door at the north, 
above which are traces of a now removed sign and a small air conditioning unit, 
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and a metal-framed glass door at the south, above which is a small shingle-type 
commercial sign. Between these two doors, there are five large garage bays with 
overhead roller doors. The southern four garage bays are evenly spaced, but the 
northernmost garage bay does not observe the same spacing pattern, having a 
much wider gap between it and the next garage bay to the south. A seam on the 
wall between the northernmost garage bay and the garage bays to the south marks 
the point where the southern addition was joined to the original northern part of 
the building. There are four security lights mounted high up on the wall. A long but 
narrow parking lot and/or work yard runs along the eastern side of the building, 
accessed from North Plaza Street. The northern wall of the building could also be 
thought of as a front facade, being the storefront of the UPS store. It features a 
centrally positioned metal-framed glass door flanked by two large metal-framed 
single-light fixed windows. A long cabinet-type commercial sign runs along the 
whole length of the wall above the windows and the door, and there are metal 
downpipes at either corner which connect to drains running through the base of the 
parapet wall. The western rear wall features two small metal-framed two-light 
sliding windows toward the northern end. The middle section is concealed by the 
adjacent gas station building to the west. The southern section features five 
irregularly spaced metal-framed two-light sliding windows. The southern side wall 
features a large centrally positioned metal-framed single-light fixed window and 
metal downpipes at either corner, which connect to drains running through the base 
of the parapet wall. 

Accessory Resource 1 is a large-diameter metal pole that would have previously 
supported a commercial sign. The base of the pole is set within a large concrete 
cube. It is located to the east of the northeast corner of the building.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a shipping container. It is located a short distance to the 
south of the southern wall of the building. 

Accessory Resource 3 is a dumpster enclosure that fills the gap between the 
southern wall of the building and the northern side of Accessory Resource 2. It 
consists of a chain link fence panel at the west and a chain link gate at the east.  

6.2.32 B19187: 201 East William Street – Motel / Commercial Building 
(NCE-31) 

B19187 is a large C-shaped single-story motel building that has been converted 
into a series of small commercial units, none of which are currently occupied. The 
building occupies the northern portion of a large parcel (APN-002-161-07) with East 
William Street to the north, North Plaza Street to the west, North Stewart Street to 
the east, and East Washington Street to the south. The rest of the lot appears to 
have been recently cleared in advance of redevelopment. The Carson City Assessor 
lists the construction date of this building as 1959 and it is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1966. 
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The form of the building reflects that it was originally constructed as a motel and 
later converted into a strip mall. The building continued to operate as the Hi-Way 
50 Motel until at least 1989, and the conversion into commercial units had occurred 
by 2003, although the exact date of the conversion has not been established. It 
consists of a main east-to-west aligned section with two short wings extending 
northwards from the eastern and western ends. The foundation is not visible. The 
building exhibits a typical Mid-Century single-story side-gable motel form, with the 
C-shape plan wrapping around a small parking lot. Additional parking is provided to 
the rear, accessed through a passage that runs through the main east-to-west 
section.  

The front façade is the northern wall of the main section of the building. It features 
an irregular pattern of eleven doorways and eleven large metal-framed two-light 
sliding windows which are all replacements. The fourth doorway from the eastern 
side is a passage leading through the building to the rear parking lot, with 
doorways located on the sides of the passage that provide entry into the adjacent 
rooms. Five of the doorways have three-panel doors with a large, fixed light in the 
upper portions above two vertical panels which open into one of five individual 
commercial units. Four doors have been blocked with vertical engineered wood 
boards, and one of the doors is concealed by plastic sheets. The original 
arrangement appears to have been 11 small motel rooms each having a plain flush 
door, which were converted into four commercial units. The northern wall is clad 
with an original rustic masonry veneer that was painted over with a thick layer of 
cream-colored paint when the motel was converted into commercial units. The 
veneer is laid in a rock-faced ashlar pattern (Gottfried & Jennings 1988:26). The 
rear wall at the south of the main section is clad in vertical engineered wood boards 
and features four widely spaced small air conditioning units.  

The western wall of the eastern wing features three doorways and three large 
replacement metal-framed two-light sliding windows facing onto the front parking 
lot. The southern and central doorways have three-panel wooden doors with a 
large, fixed light in the upper portions above two vertical panels. The northern 
doorway has been blocked with vertical engineered wood boards. The original 
arrangement appears to have been three small motel rooms each having a plain 
flush door, which were subsequently converted into two commercial units. The 
northern gable wall features two original large wood-framed, double-hung windows 
partially covered by vegetation and the gable is clad in horizontal wooden boards, 
with a louvered vent at the apex. The western and northern walls are clad with an 
original rustic masonry veneer that was painted over with a thick layer of cream-
colored paint when the motel was converted into commercial units. The veneer is 
laid in a rock-faced ashlar pattern (Gottfried & Jennings 1988:26). The rear wall at 
the east and the southern gable wall is clad in vertical engineered wood boards. The 
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gable at the south is clad in horizontal wooden boards, with a louvered vent at the 
apex. 

The eastern wall of the western wing features two doorways flanking two large 
replacement metal-framed two-light sliding windows facing onto the front parking 
lot. The northern doorway features a three-panel wooden door with a large, fixed 
light in the upper portions above two vertical panels. The southern doorway is 
blocked with vertical engineered wood boards. The original arrangement appears to 
have been two small motel rooms each having a plain flush door, which were 
subsequently converted into a single commercial unit. The northern gable wall 
features one large original wood-framed fixed window and one small original wood-
framed fixed window. The gable is clad in horizontal wooden boards with a louvered 
vent at the apex. The western rear wall features a small replacement metal-framed 
double-hung window at the north. There is a recessed section at the center of the 
wall that is clad with vertical engineered wood boards that may be a blocked-up 
rear entrance, or it may have been a recessed bay that housed utilities that are no 
longer present. At the south, the rear wall features a large replacement metal-
framed double-hung window, a narrow doorway that has been blocked with vertical, 
engineered wood boards, and a narrow window opening that has been blocked with 
vertical, engineered wood boards. The eastern, northern, and western walls are 
clad with an original rustic masonry veneer that was painted over with a thick layer 
of cream-colored paint when the motel was converted into commercial units. The 
veneer is laid in a rock-faced ashlar pattern (Gottfried & Jennings 1988:26). At the 
corners of this wall the airspaces between the veneer and the timber frame are 
visible. An asphalt-covered sheathing was used as a moisture barrier between the 
veneer and the timber frame, a common construction technique used in the 1950s 
and 1960s (Muller 1967:132). The southern gable wall does not feature any 
windows or doors. It is clad in vertical, engineered wood boards and features 
several electrical panels and utility meters. The gable is clad in horizontal wooden 
boards, with a louvered vent at the apex.  

The roof has a low central ridgeline and moderate slopes. The roof edges facing the 
parking lot have a wide boxed eave. The plywood soffit boards may not be original. 
In contrast, the roof line at the back of the building has a short, exposed eave with 
fascia boards. The roof is covered with composition shingles. The eaves of the 
gables are short and open with fascia boards. A total of seven illuminated cabinet-
type signs are mounted to the roof, along the northern edge of the roof of the main 
section, along the western edge of the eastern section, and the eastern edge of the 
western section. 

Accessory Resource 1 is a large pylon-type commercial sign located at the 
northwest corner of the parcel, north of the northern gable of the west wing. This is 
not the original motel sign, which was located in the center of the front parking lot 
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and is likely an addition added when the motel was converted into commercial 
units.  

6.2.33 B19188: 301 East William Street – Commercial/Residential Building 
(NCE-32) 

B19188 is a rectangular two-story building, with commercial premises on the first 
floor and residential apartments on the second floor. The long axis of the building is 
aligned north to south, and the front façade is to the north. It is in a small 
rectangular parcel (APN-002-161-02) with East William Street lying to the north, a 
large parcel containing a motel converted into commercial properties to the west 
and south, and a large parcel containing a fast-food restaurant to the east. The 
building fronts onto East William Street and fills the entire parcel. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1961 and the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 

The two-story rectangular building is constructed from CMUs and has a flat roof 
that is not visible from the street level. The tops of the walls are protected by 
simple metal flashing. A small single-story shed-roofed addition has been built 
against the southern wall. The foundation is not visible. The building does not 
exhibit any stylistic embellishments. The first floor of the front (north) façade 
features a large metal-framed single-light fixed window at the east, a metal-framed 
glass door just east of the midpoint, and a large metal-framed two-light fixed 
window at the west. The windows have CMU windowsills. The second-floor façade 
features two vinyl-framed two-light sliding windows, one at the east and one at the 
west.  

The first floor of the eastern side wall features (from south to north) a set of vinyl-
framed glass double doors near the midpoint, a metal-framed glass door, and a 
large metal-framed single-light fixed window with a CMU windowsill. Two air 
conditioning units fill a long and narrow former window opening with a CMU 
windowsill at the south. The second floor of the east side wall features three doors, 
each of which is a three-panel wooden door with a large glass light in the upper 
portion above two narrow vertical panels. Also present are three large vinyl-framed 
two-light sliding windows.  

A balcony runs along the northern and eastern sides of the building. The balcony 
has no external stairs and can only be accessed from the second-floor rooms. The 
flat roof of the building extends out beyond the northern and eastern sides of the 
building to cover the balcony. A metal safety rail runs along the edge of the 
balcony, with metal columns extending from the balcony rail to the overhanging 
roof at regular intervals. Three columns clad with stone veneers support the 
balcony on the north side, but it is unsupported along the eastern side.  
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The now empty frame of a large illuminated commercial sign is mounted to the 
northwest corner of the building, positioned to be accessible from the western end 
of the balcony. The western side wall is difficult to observe because there is only a 
very small gap between it and the wall of the building on the adjacent parcel to the 
west. Electrical panels and utility meters are mounted to the northern end of the 
wall, and there appear to be two small window openings at the southern end of the 
wall on the first floor. Two small metal-framed two-light sliding windows and a 
larger metal-framed two-light sliding window are located at the southern end of the 
second floor, each having a CMU windowsill. The first floor of the rear southern wall 
is entirely concealed by the shed-roofed addition. The second floor of the southern 
rear wall features two small metal-framed two-light sliding windows, one in the 
center and the other at the west. Each window opening has a CMU windowsill.  

The shed roof addition runs the full length of the first floor of the rear wall and is 
concealed by a wooden picket fence on the parcel boundary. The eastern side wall 
features a door concealed behind a metal screen with security bars. The moderately 
pitched roof has boxed eaves and is covered by composition shingles.  

6.2.34 B19189: 951 North Stewart Street – Commercial Building (NCE-33) 

B19189 is a rectangular side gabled commercial building that resembles a modified 
warehouse. The building is located at the north end of a large almost square parcel 
(APN-002-171-04) with a parking lot occupying the southern part of the parcel. The 
western side of the parcel lies on North Stewart Street and the eastern side is on 
North Valley Street. The northern side abuts a parcel occupied by a branch of US 
Bank and the southern side abuts a parcel occupied by The Bridge Church. The 
Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1971 and the 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1972. 

The one-and-a-half-story building has a rectangular plan with its long axis aligned 
east to west. The original configuration of the building had a single-story entrance 
on the western wall, with a single-pitch roof with wide overhanging boxed eaves. 
The walls of the building are covered with finely covered stucco. The front wall of 
the entrance at the west has a stone veneer along the base of the wall. The 
foundation of the building is not visible. The building has a low-pitched front gabled 
roof with short, boxed eaves. Two large air conditioning units are mounted to the 
central part of the roof. 

The front door is located at the southern corner of the western wall. It consists of a 
metal-framed glass door flanked by a metal-framed two fixed-light window to the 
north and a metal-framed three fixed-light window to the south. The northern side 
of the entrance features a plain wooden door. The northern side wall of the main 
building is plain apart from a wooden door towards the western corner. The rear 
wall at the east features a large loading bay door at the north with an overhead 
roller door. The central part of the wall features a pair of electrical panels and gas 
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meters. The southern side wall features a plain wooden door at the eastern corner 
and a large loading bay door with an overhead roller door. To the east of the 
loading bay door, there is a metal-framed double glass door, with a wall-mounted 
illuminated cabinet-type sign above the door. To the west of the double door, there 
is a second plain wooden door.  

The western part of the southern wall is concealed by an addition that was 
constructed between 1990 and 1994. The addition is covered by a single-pitch roof 
with wide overhanging boxed eaves which is effectively a continuation of the 
original entrance wrapped around the southwest corner of the building. The addition 
is clad in vinyl siding patterned to resemble drop siding. The eastern side wall 
features a large metal-framed single fixed-light window. The southern front wall 
features a metal-framed double glass door at the eastern corner, three widely 
spaced medium-sized metal-framed single fixed-light windows, a metal-framed 
glass door, and another medium-sized metal-framed single fixed-light window at 
the western corner. The western wall features two medium-sized metal-framed 
single fixed-light windows.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign, supported by a single 
square cross-section column. It is located at the southwestern corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a metal pole for a now missing sign. It is located at the 
northwest corner of the parcel. 

6.2.35 B19190: 415 East William Street – Playa Azul restaurant (NCE-34) 

B19190 at is a rectangular commercial building occupied by the Playa Azul 
restaurant. The building is located at the northeast corner of a small rectangular 
parcel (APN-002-171-07) with a parking lot occupying the rest of the parcel. The 
short northern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the long eastern side of 
the parcel lies on North Valley Street, and the southern and western sides of the 
parcel abut a large adjacent parcel occupied by a branch of US Bank. The Carson 
City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 and the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1984. 

The building has a single-pitched roof section at the north and a flat-roofed section 
at the south. The building has a rectangular plan with its long axis aligned north to 
south. The building is constructed from CMUs laid in a running bond, which are 
exposed on all sides of the building. The foundation is not visible. The ceramic tile 
roof section and the arch-top windows are inspired by the Spanish Contemporary 
style.  

The front façade is at the north of the building, facing onto East William Street. It 
features three large single-light fixed windows with arched tops, set within arched 
window openings. The northern wall is the lowest part of the building, positioned at 
the end of the sloping single-pitch section of the roof. The northern part of the 
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eastern side wall (part of the single-pitch roof section of the building) features a 
large single-light fixed window with an arched top, set within an arched window 
opening at the north, and a metal-framed double glass door at the south. The 
southern portion of the eastern side wall (part of the flat roof section of the 
building) is plain apart from a wooden shade or lighting structure positioned toward 
the top of the wall. The southern rear wall features a wide flush metal security door 
to the west of the midpoint, a narrow flush metal restroom door to the east of the 
midpoint, and a narrow flush metal restroom door at the eastern corner. There are 
a set of metal lockers at the midpoint of the wall. A wooden shade or lighting 
structure runs along the wall above the height of the doors. The western side wall is 
effectively a mirror image of the eastern side wall, featuring an identically built and 
positioned arched top window and a double glass door. The wooden shade and/or 
lighting structure is absent from the southern part of the wall, but its former 
position is marked by a row of five circular holes in the wall. The single-pitched roof 
at the north is covered with ceramic roof tiles. It does not have proper eaves but 
features fascia boards attached directly to the CMU walls. The flat roof section at 
the south is not visible from the street level. There is a parapet wall running east to 
west across the roof, marking the junction between the flat roof and the single-
pitch roof sections of the building, and short wing walls extend down the eastern 
and western sides of the flat-roofed section of the building. The building has well-
tended garden beds to the north and east and a large parking lot to the south and 
west.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by a single 
cylindrical post. It is located at the northwest corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure with metal gates on the 
eastern side. It is located in the southwest corner of the parcel.  

6.2.36 B19191: 851 East William Street – Carson City Community Center 
(NCE-35) 

B19191 is a large and complex civic building, consisting of an original southern 
section, and a similarly sized northern addition with an elaborate entrance. The 
building is located at the northwest corner of a large irregularly shaped parcel (APN 
002-181-01) that is occupied by Mills Park and its associated buildings, structures, 
and roads. The curving northern side of the parcel lies along East William Street. 
The long eastern side abuts a series of small parcels fronting onto North Saliman 
Road. The long southern side abuts the rear yards of the houses arranged along the 
northern side of Palo Verde Drive. The short western side lies along North Roop 
Street. Large parking lots lie to the immediate east and west of the building and a 
smaller parking lot lies to the immediate south of the building. 

Interest in building a modern community center began in earnest in the mid-1960s. 
Carson City hired local architects Perry Means and Thomas “Skip” Wall to design the 
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new center. Concerns over the cost of the facility resulted in its being built in two 
phases. In 1970, Phase One of the project was put out to bid (Reno Gazette Journal 
June 29, 1970). Resulting bids were substantially over budget and changes were 
made to the project design. Phase One was re-bid and construction of the 
gymnasium was completed in 1971. Groundbreaking for Phase Two occurred in 
June of 1973. Present at the groundbreaking were Mayor Eugene Schrivner, City 
Manager Henry Etchemendy, a representative of Argus Construction Company, and 
Thomas Wall (Nevada State Journal June 20, 1973). With its completion in 1974, 
the community center houses a 2,100 square-foot lobby, the Bob Boldrick Theater, 
a 9,810 square-foot gymnasium, the Robert Crowell Board Room, the Ponderosa 
Room equipped for small meeting needs, the Tahoe Room designed for fitness 
activities, the Comstock Room designed as a dance studio, and a commercial 
kitchen. Although the northern section of the building is technically an addition to 
the original southern section, the building should more properly be thought of as a 
single project built in two consecutive phases, with the project as a whole being 
designed by the same team of architects. The community center was constructed to 
the immediate east of an outdoor swimming pool complex that was constructed in 
the late 1950s or early 1960s. The outdoor swimming pool was removed in the late 
1990s and it was initially replaced with a grassed area before being converted into 
the current western parking lot between 2010 and 2013. An indoor swimming pool 
was built to the south of the community center in the late 1970s or early 1980s (it 
is depicted on the 1:24,000 map of Carson City 1982) and the two pools were 
operated simultaneously for around 15 years.  

The community center has a rectangular plan, with its long axis aligned north to 
south. Both the original part of the building at the south and the addition to the 
north consist of a main two-story mass with narrow single-story sections running 
along the eastern and western sides. A small third-story section is located toward 
the rear of the northern addition. The foundation of the building is not visible. The 
front façade is at the north of the addition, facing onto a well-maintained lawn with 
a series of footpaths. The gently curving front wall consists of large glass panels 
supported within a complex metal framework. There are five regularly spaced sets 
of double glass doors that open onto a wide concrete deck and are accessed via five 
wide sets of concrete steps. Eight tall brick columns support the curved section of 
the roof that projects out over the entrance. The northern end wall of the single-
story section along the eastern side of the addition features two large metal-framed 
windows, each with a large upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround 
and windowsill. The northern end wall of the single-story section along the western 
side of the addition features a recessed doorway at the east, with a metal-framed 
double glass door and a transom window. Two large metal-framed fixed light 
windows are located in the center and at the west of the wall. The windows have 
CMU surrounds and windowsills. 
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The single-story section along the western side of the original building is 
constructed of straight stacked square CMUs. At the north and south of the single-
story section, there are two recessed doorways. The northern doorway contains a 
metal-framed glass double door with a transom window, and the southern doorway 
contains a wide wooden door with a small narrow light in its upper corner. Between 
the two recessed doors, there are three regularly spaced sets of wooden double 
doors, with each door having a single light in its upper half. The section has a flat 
roof with narrow overhangs at the west and south. Three large air conditioning 
units are located on the southern part of the roof. The second-story wall on the 
western part of the original building is constructed from five large cast concrete 
slabs. In the center of the lower part of each slab is a two-light metal-framed 
window, now boarded up. The upper part of the wall is covered by a row of smooth 
fiber-cement panels. 

The single-story section along the eastern side of the original building is 
constructed of straight stacked square CMUs. At the north, there are two recessed 
doorways, each containing a metal-framed double glass door. To the south of the 
southern door, two small metal-framed two-light windows are now boarded up. The 
southern part of the wall is plain. The single-story section has a flat roof with 
narrow overhangs at the east and south. Two large air conditioning units are 
located toward the northern end of the roof of this section. The second-story wall 
on the eastern part of the original building is constructed from five large cast 
concrete slabs. In the center of the lower part of each slab, there is a two-light 
metal-framed window, now boarded up. The upper part of the wall is covered by a 
row of smooth fiber-cement panels. 

The single-story section along the western side of the northern addition is 
constructed of straight stacked square CMUs. It features a recessed centrally 
positioned metal-framed double glass door with a transom window. The door is 
accessed via a narrow set of concrete steps. There are two closely spaced tall 
rectangular metal-framed windows at the north corner, each with a large upper 
light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. To the north of the 
door, there are two smaller widely spaced metal-framed windows, each with a large 
upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. South of the 
door there are four large metal-framed windows, each with a large upper light, a 
small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. The section has a flat roof 
that is slightly higher than the roof of the original single-story section to the south, 
and it has narrow overhangs at the north, west, and south. Two small and one 
large air conditioning units are on the southern part of the roof and one small air 
conditioning unit is located on the northern part of the roof. The second-story wall 
on the western part of the main building is constructed from straight-stacked CMUs. 
There are no windows along this section of the wall. The upper part of the wall is 
covered by a row of smooth fiber-cement panels. 
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The single-story section along the eastern side of the northern addition is 
constructed of straight stacked square CMUs. It features a recessed centrally 
positioned metal-framed double glass door with a transom window. The door is 
accessed via a narrow set of concrete steps. There are three closely spaced tall 
rectangular metal-framed windows at the north corner of the wall, each with a large 
upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. To the north of 
the door, there are two smaller widely spaced metal-framed windows, each with a 
large upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. South of 
the door there are four large metal-framed windows, each with a large upper light, 
a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. In the middle of the row of 
four windows, there is a loading bay with a flush metal double door and a hydraulic 
loading ramp. The section has a flat roof that is slightly higher than the roof of the 
original single-story section to the south, and it has narrow overhangs at the north, 
east, and south. Four small air conditioning units and one large air conditioning unit 
are located on the middle and southern parts of the roof. The second-story wall on 
the eastern part of the main building is constructed from straight-stacked CMUs. 
There are no windows along this section of the wall. The upper part of the wall is 
covered by a row of smooth fiber-cement panels. 

The two-story southern wall of the original building features a recessed doorway at 
each corner. Both doorways contain a set of wooden double doors with a single 
light in their upper portions. A large loading bay door with an overhead roller door 
is located to the east of the western recessed door. The wall consists of single 
stacked square CMUs, with smooth fiber-cement panels covering the upper part of 
the wall. The southern end wall of the single-story section along the eastern side of 
the building is plain except for a wooden door with a single light in the upper 
portion that is located close to the eastern corner. The southern end wall of the 
single-story section along the western side of the building is largely concealed by a 
large dumpster enclosure (Accessory Resource 4). The eastern part of the wall 
remains visible and features a small metal-framed fixed light window.  

The small third-story section is located at the south end of the northern addition. It 
is a simple rectangular shape with its long axis aligned east to west and has a flat 
roof that is not visible. All four walls are clad with ribbed metal sheeting and there 
do not appear to be any windows or other openings.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a large copper alloy sculpture located toward the northwest 
corner of the parcel. The sculpture depicts a partial human face. It is called “Inside 
the Mind of DaVinci” and is by the local artist Mischell "Phoenix" Riley. The sculpture 
was placed at the site in 2016.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a double-sided electronic message sign located to the north 
of the front facade and south of East William Street. It is supported by a wide 
concrete pillar with a rectangular cross-section.  
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Accessory Resource 3 is a concrete disability ramp with a concrete wall on one side 
and metal handrails on the other. It is located to the north of the northern end of 
the single-story addition on the eastern side of the building and provides access to 
the main doors on the front façade.  

Accessory Resource 4 is a rectangular dumpster enclosure located against the 
southern wall of the single-story section on the western side of the original building. 
It is defined on the south and west by tall chain link fences and has a chain link 
gate on the eastern side.  

Accessory Resource 5 is a transformer box. It is located to the north of the steps 
that provide access to the door in the middle of the western side of the northern 
addition. 

6.2.37 B19192: 802 Mills Park Lane – Covered Barbeque Shelter (NCE-36) 

B19192 is a small open-sided gable roof structure, consisting of a CMU rear wall 
and four CMU columns supporting a low-pitched timber framed roof. It is located 
toward the southern boundary of a large irregularly shaped parcel (APN 002-181-
01) that is occupied by Mill Park and its associated buildings and structures. The 
curving northern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, the long eastern 
side abuts a series of small parcels fronting onto North Saliman Road, the long 
southern side abuts the rear yards of the houses arranged along the northern side 
of Palo Verde Drive, and the short western side lies along North Roop Street. The 
Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1961. The 
structure may be visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966, but the area has 
dense tree cover, and the structure has remained hard to identify in aerial 
photographs throughout its existence.  

The covered barbeque shelter has a rectangular plan, with its long axis aligned 
northwest to southeast. It is built on a concrete slab foundation, and there is a 
large external semi-circular concrete plinth extending out from the southwest wall. 
The structure does not exhibit any stylistic embellishments. The front façade of the 
building is at the northeast and consists of four regularly spaced CMU columns 
supporting three vertically set wooden boards that support seven pairs of roof 
rafters. The southeast wall is open apart from a narrow section of the CMU wall 
extending northeast from the rear wall. A small electrical panel is mounted to the 
external face of this narrow section of the wall. The northwest wall is open apart 
from a narrow section of the CMU wall extending northeast from the rear wall. The 
rear wall is a plain CMU wall externally. The internal face features two CMU pilasters 
or embedded columns in the central section, aligned with the middle two columns 
on the front façade, and a wood-framed noticeboard is in the center of the wall. The 
seven pairs of roof rafters rest directly on top of the rear wall. The low-pitched roof 
structure consists of seven pairs of rafters connecting to a ridge board and 
connected by collar ties. A pair of downlights are mounted to the ridge board, 
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toward the northwest and southeast sides of the building. The low-pitched roof has 
wide eaves at the northeast and southwest, and the rafter tails are exposed. At the 
northwest and southeast ends of the roof, there are an additional pair of rafters, 
not supported by either the front or rear wall of the structure, which acts as fascia 
boards. The roof deck consists of wooden boards running parallel to the ridgeline, 
and the roof is covered with wooden shakes. A pair of large-diameter galvanized 
metal vent pipes with conical hoods penetrate through the rear pitch of the roof, 
close to the western corner of the building. The vent pipes indicate either the 
position of a now absent built-in barbeque near the rear wall or the preferred 
position of portable barbeques if being used under the shelter.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a streetlight. It is in the northwest corner of the structure.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a semi-circular concrete plinth extending out to the 
southwest of the rear wall of the structure. The plinth is the same length as the 
rear wall and has a radius of approximately 20 feet. A semi-circular concrete path 
runs around the edge of the plinth.  

6.2.38 B19193: 802 Mills Park Lane – Restroom Building (NCE-37) 

B19193 is a small rectangular side-gable restroom building. The long axis of the 
building is aligned east to west. It is located close to the southern boundary of a 
large irregularly shaped parcel (APN 002-181-01) that is occupied by Mill Park and 
its associated buildings and structures. The curving northern side of the parcel lies 
along East William Street, the long eastern side abuts a series of small parcels 
fronting onto North Saliman Road, the long southern side abuts the rear yards of 
the houses arranged along the northern side of Palo Verde Drive, and the short 
western side lies along North Roop Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1961 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1966. 

The building is constructed from CMUs and the building is set on a concrete slab 
foundation. The structure does not exhibit any stylistic elements. The front façade 
of the building is at the north and features flush wooden doors covered by metal 
security bars at the western and eastern corners. There are two long and short 
rectangular openings located high up on the central portion of the wall, both 
covered by fine metal mesh. The eastern and western side walls are constructed of 
CMUs with a timber board at the top, and the entire gable consists of a large metal 
louvered vent. The rear wall at the south features a narrow flush metal door in the 
center, flanked by two large ventilation openings that are infilled by diagonally 
patterned CMU ventilation blocks. A metal louvered vent is located low down on the 
wall below the eastern ventilation opening. A large electrical panel, a small 
electrical panel, and a utility meter are mounted to the wall between the western 
ventilation opening and the western corner. The low-pitched roof has wide eaves at 
the north and south, with exposed rafter tails. At the west and east ends of the 
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roof, there are an additional pair of rafters, not supported by the walls of the 
structure, which act as fascia boards. The roof is covered with wooden shakes. The 
northern pitch of the roof features a short and narrow ventilation pipe at the east, a 
short and wide ventilation pipe in the center, and a short and narrow ventilation 
pipe at the west. The southern pitch of the roof features a tall and narrow electrical 
service mast and a very narrow pipe-mounted automatic sensor toward the western 
corner, penetrating the eaves and connecting to the electrical panel on the western 
part of the rear wall. The metal collar for a third ventilation pipe is in the center of 
the southern pitch. The building is approached from the north via a concrete path. 

6.2.39 B19194: 1201 North Saliman Street – Lutheran Church (NCE-38) 

B19194 is a complex church building. The building is located to the north of the 
center of a large rectangular parcel (APN 010-041-01) with a large parking lot to 
the west, a small garden to the immediate east of the church, and a wasteland to 
the east and south. The short western side of the parcel lies along North Saliman 
Road, the long northern side of the parcel abuts a triangular parcel containing 
commercial buildings that front onto East William Street, the short eastern side of 
the parcel abuts a baseball field that is part of the Carson High School campus, and 
the long southern side of the parcel lies along the driveway leading to Carson High 
School. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 
1969. The church is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1974, and the addition 
is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1999.  

The building consists of a two-story section at the northwest and a single-story 
residential or community hall-type addition at the southeast, linked by a single-
story passage and entrance. The long axis of the building is aligned northwest to 
southeast. The foundation is not visible. The original northwest church building 
exhibits clear Mid-Century Modern design elements which are to some extent also 
present in the doorway of the passage that connects the church to the southeast 
addition. The southeast addition does not feature any strong stylistic 
embellishments.  

The asymmetrical front-gabled A-frame church is located at the northwest, with the 
ridgeline of the roof running from northwest to southeast, and off-center to the 
southwest. The wall is plain except for a tall and narrow 15-light decorated window 
that extends up to the off-center apex. The low southwestern side wall is divided 
into four equally sized bays by roof beams that extend past the line of the wall and 
continue to the ground where they are secured by pyramidal concrete mounts. The 
northwestern bay and the two southeastern bays feature low projecting windows 
covered by short extensions to the roof. Each projection features a vinyl-framed 
three-light fixed window with a large upper light over two unevenly sized small 
lights. The second bay from the northwest corner features a wooden six-panel door 
accessed by two concrete steps. The low northeastern side wall is also divided into 
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four bays by roof beams that extend past the wall to the ground, where they are 
secured in large concrete pyramidal mounts. The northwestern three bays each 
feature a vinyl-framed two-light sliding window to the northwest and a six-panel 
wooden door to the southeast. The fourth bay at the southeast features a flush 
wooden door at the northwest and a small vinyl-framed two-light sliding window at 
the southeast. The first floor of the southeast gable is concealed by a narrow, 
single-story flat-roofed projection that connects to the central passage. This 
projecting section may have been the original entrance to the church. The upper 
part of the gable is a plain wall. The walls of the church are covered in finely 
textured stucco. The roof of the north is covered with composition shingles and has 
short overhanging boxed eaves.  

The southwest wall of the narrow projecting section that extends from the 
southeast gable of the church has a large vinyl-framed, single, fixed light window. 
The northeast wall features a wooden door with a large light on its upper portion 
and a sidelight and a large metal-framed two-light sliding window. The southeast 
wall of the projecting section, to the southwest of the passage, features a large 
vinyl-framed, single, fixed light window. The southeast wall to the northeast of the 
passage is concealed by a CMU veneer. The other walls of the projecting section are 
covered in finely textured stucco. The flat roof has significant overhangs over the 
southwest and northeast walls, supported by pairs of exposed rafters.  

The southwestern side of the single-story passage that connects the church to the 
addition has an elaborate entrance on the southwest side, consisting of a peaked 
roof porch, with a set of four-light double wooden doors, with decorative wood-
framed side lights and decorative wood-framed pointed transom window. The porch 
is supported by wooden posts. The upper part of the wall of the passage is clad in 
engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding, and the lower part is 
covered in finely textured stucco. To the southeast of the door, there is a wood-
framed six-light fixed window. The rear wall of the passage at the northeast has an 
inset area at the northwest, corresponding to the position of the door on the other 
side. There are two large vinyl-framed two-light sliding windows on the main part of 
the wall and a third identical example on the inset area. The upper part of the rear 
wall of the passage on the southeast side is clad in engineered wood panels 
patterned to resemble drop siding, and the lower part is covered in finely textured 
stucco. The flat roof of the passage has short overhangs at the southwest and 
northeast.  

The single-story addition to the southeast has a rectangular plan with low gables at 
the northwest and southeast ends. The southwest side wall features four regularly 
spaced large vinyl-framed two-light sliding windows. The upper part of the 
southwest wall is clad in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop 
siding, and the lower part is covered in finely textured stucco. The gable end wall at 
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the southeast features two wooden six-panel doors to either side of the midpoint, 
both accessed by raised concrete paths. The wall is largely clad in finely textured 
stucco, with a section of engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding 
between the two doors that extends up to the apex of the gable and features a 
false circular window below the apex. The northeast side wall features four regularly 
spaced large vinyl-framed two-light sliding windows. The upper part of the side wall 
is clad in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding, and the lower 
part is covered in finely textured stucco. The lower part of the northwestern gable 
is concealed by the passage connecting the two main parts of the building. The 
upper part is plain and covered in finely textured stucco. The roof has a lower pitch 
than the northern section of the building. It is covered with composition shingles 
and has short overhanging boxed eaves.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a garbage can enclosure constructed from wooden wall 
panels and accessed via a wooden ramp that extends to the south. It is located 
against the northeast corner of the southeast wall of the southeast addition. 

Accessory Resource 2 is a set of floodlight mounts that run parallel to the northwest 
gable wall of the church. The mounts are small concrete blocks embedded in the 
ground with electrical junction boxes protruding from their centers. The floodlights 
have been removed.  

Accessory Resource 3 is a monument sign located at the northwest corner of the 
parcel. The triangular sign is set on a wooden mount.  

Accessory Resource 4 is a simple wooden sign located toward the southwest corner 
of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 5 is an enclosure for a set of gas valves. The enclosure is 
constructed from chain link fence panels with a door at the northwest corner and 
the gas valve is protected by a rectangle of 12 bollards set within the enclosure. It 
is located at the southwest corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 6 is a floodlight located in the middle of the parking lot to the 
west of the building. 

Accessory Resource 7 is a floodlight located in the middle of the parking lot to the 
west of the building. 

Accessory Resource 8 is a tall metal cross that extends up from a concrete mount 
located to the west of the main entrance. The top of the cross is higher than the 
height of the roof of the church.  

6.2.40 B19195: 2001 East William Street – Former J & F Automotive (NCE-
39) 

B19195 is a rectangular front-gable two-story commercial building, formerly 
occupied by J & F Automotive. The building has a rectangular plan with its long axis 
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aligned north-northwest to south-southeast. The building is located toward the 
northeast corner of a large parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-008-152-22) with a 
small car sales lot to the east and a larger building (1991/2011 East William Street) 
occupying the southern half of the parcel. The short northern side of the parcel lies 
on East William Street, while the long eastern and western sides and the short 
southern side of the parcel lie adjacent to other commercial properties. The Carson 
City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1972 and the building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1974. 

The building is constructed of CMUs laid in a running bond, which are exposed on all 
sides of the building, except for the first floor of the northern half of the building, 
where they are concealed by a rustic stone veneer. The foundation of the building is 
not visible, but it is likely to be a concrete slab. The building does not exhibit any 
stylistic embellishments. The front façade is at the north of the building, facing East 
William Street. It features a metal-framed glass double door with a transom window 
to the east of the midpoint. The door is continuous with a large metal-framed fixed 
light window to the east, and a large, fixed light and two narrower fixed light 
windows to the west. A large metal-framed fixed light window is located at the west 
corner. A large, illuminated cabinet-type commercial sign occupies the central 
section of the wall above the windows. The second-floor features three regularly 
spaced medium-sized metal-framed two-light sliding windows. The gable is clad in 
engineered wood panels patterned to resemble vertical channel siding. The western 
wall features a metal-framed glass door with security bars to the north of the 
midpoint, at the end of the stone-veneered section. A set of electrical panels with 
utility meters are located to the north of the door. Above the veneered section at 
the north, there is a large banner-type commercial sign, and above this, on the 
second floor, there is a medium size metal-framed two-light sliding window. To the 
immediate south of the glass door, there is a large garage bay opening with an 
overhead roller door that extends almost to the eave. An identical garage bay door 
is located at the southern corner of the wall. The first floor of the rear wall at the 
south features a centrally located flush metal door with security bars. The second-
floor features three regularly spaced window openings with CMU windowsills. The 
eastern and western openings feature metal-framed two-light sliding windows, and 
the central opening features a metal-framed, single, fixed light. The windowsill of 
this window has been broken from the wall; this window is not in its original form. 
The gable is clad in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble vertical boards. 
The northern corner of the eastern wall features a large metal-framed eight-light 
window with four tall and narrow lights above four low-infilled panels. South of this 
there is a wall-mounted air conditioning unit protected by bollards. South of this 
there is a long and narrow shed-roofed addition, with a CMU foundation. The 
addition is clad in corrugated metal sheets. At the southern corner, there is a large 
garage bay opening with an overhead roller door that extends almost to the eave.

The only window on the second floor is a medium-sized metal-framed two-light 
sliding window located close to the northern corner. The moderately pitched roof is 
covered with composition shingles and has short overhanging eaves with fascia 
boards on all sides. A row of small vents runs along the ridgeline and there are 
three vent pipes on the northern half of the roof. The building is surrounded by a 
recently resurfaced tarmac parking lot, and there is a shallow profile concrete 
drainage channel wrapping around the building from the northwest to the 
northeast.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a large static billboard supported by a substantial metal 
framework. The structure consists of a large diameter metal pole that supports a 
gantry platform and a double-sided billboard mount. It is located close to the 
northeast corner of the parcel.  

6.2.41 B19196: 1991/2011 East William Street – Shop Building (NCE-40) 

B19196 is a large rectangular shop building consisting of two adjacent off-center 
peaked roof sections. The long axis of the building is aligned north to south, and 
the front façade of both sections is to the north. The building occupies the southern 
half of a large parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-008-152-22) with a smaller car 
sales building and a parking lot (2001 East William Street) occupying the northern 
half of the parcel. The short northern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, 
and the long eastern and western sides and the short southern side of the parcel lie 
adjacent to other commercial properties. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1975 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1980. 

The building consists of eastern and western sections that are slightly offset. The 
front façade of the eastern section is offset further to the north than the front 
façade of the western section. Conversely, the rear wall of the western section is 
offset further to the south than the rear wall of the eastern section. Both sections 
are constructed from CMUs laid in a running bond, and the gables are covered with 
horizontal engineered wood boards. It is unclear if the horizontal boards conceal 
CMU gables. The multi-pitched roof is covered in composition shingles and has a 
small number of vents on the southern parts of the low ridgelines, and an electrical 
mast at the west which connects to an electrical panel on the western wall. The roof 
is covered in composition shingles and has short overhangs with boxed eaves. The 
foundation of the building is not visible, but it is likely to be a concrete slab. The 
building does not exhibit any stylistic embellishments.  

The front façade of the eastern section, identified as 2011 East William Street, 
features three adjacent tall and narrow vinyl-framed fixed windows with security 
bars at the west, a centrally positioned vinyl-framed double glass door with security 
bars, and a large vinyl-framed four-light fixed window with security bars at the 
east. At the base of the wall to the west of the door, there are five small gas meters 
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mounted in a metal-framed enclosure, with six vertical gas pipes extending up to 
the base of the gable. The ridgeline of the roof is shifted toward the eastern side 
wall, giving the short eastern part of the roof a much steeper pitch than the longer 
western part of the roof. A large commercial sign is located under the off-center 
apex. The eastern side wall of the eastern section features a garage bay with a 
metal overhead roller door to the north of the midpoint, a metal-framed glass door 
at the midpoint, and a large metal-framed window with a large, fixed light flanked 
by two narrow casemate lights to the south of the door. In the center of the 
southern part of the wall, there is a garage bay with a metal overhead roller door, 
and south of this, there is a metal-framed glass door. At the southern corner, there 
is a third garage bay with a metal overhead roller door, and south of this, there is a 
large metal-framed window with a large, fixed light flanked by two narrow 
casemate lights. The southern wall of the eastern section features a six-panel 
wooden door at the western corner.  

The front façade of the western section, identified as 1991 East William Street, 
features a wide garage bay with a metal overhead roller door at the east, a large 
metal-framed two-light sliding window in the center, and a metal-framed glass door 
toward the west. The ridgeline of the roof is shifted toward the western side wall, 
giving the short western part of the roof a much steeper pitch than the longer 
eastern part of the roof. A large wooden board has been secured over the 
horizontal boards on the gable, which may be a crude repair but is more likely a 
commercial sign that has been painted over. The western side wall of the western 
section features a metal-framed glass door in the center. North of the door there 
are two medium-sized metal-framed two-light sliding windows with CMU 
windowsills and a large electrical panel with utility meters. To the south of the 
central door, there is a narrow garage bay with an overhead roller door, a metal-
framed glass door, a small metal-framed fixed light window, and a narrow garage 
bay with an overhead roller door at the southern corner. The southern rear wall of 
the western section features a narrow, shed roof addition, which occupies the entire 
eastern half of the wall. The addition is clad with vertical timber boards. It has a 
flush wooden door in the center of its southern wall. There is a lower section at the 
western end which seems to be an addition to the addition. The moderately sloping 
roof of the addition is covered with composition shingles and has short overhanging 
eaves with fascia boards.  
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7 National Register Eligibility Recommendations 

7.1 EVALUATION CRITERIA  

For a property to be considered eligible for the National Register of Historic Places 
(National Register), it must meet one or more of the following significance criteria: 

• Criterion A—properties that are associated with events that have made a 
significant contribution to the broad patterns of our history 

• Criterion B—properties that are associated with the lives of persons 
significant in our past 

• Criterion C—properties that embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, 
period, or method of construction, or that represent a significant and 
distinguishable entity whose components may lack individual distinction 

• Criterion D—properties that have yielded, or may be likely to yield, 
information important in prehistory or history. 

In addition, a property must retain sufficient integrity to convey its significance. 
Resources that have been substantially altered may not retain sufficient integrity to 
reflect their original character. Integrity may be diminished by a single major 
change or a cumulative effect of numerous minor changes. There are seven aspects 
or qualities that in various combinations define integrity. A resource that retains its 
integrity will possess several, and usually most, of the following aspects: 

• Location—refers to the particular place where the historic resource was 
constructed or the specific place where the historic event took place. It 
involves relationships between the resource and place. 

• Setting—refers to the general physical environment of a historic property. It 
refers to the character of the place in which the resource played its historical 
role. 

• Design—refers to the combination of elements that create the form, plan, 
space, structure, and style of a property. 

• Materials—refer to the physical elements that were combined or deposited 
during a particular period and in a particular pattern or configuration to form 
a historic property. 

• Workmanship—refers to the physical evidence of craftsmen’s labor and skill 
in constructing or altering a building, structure, object, or site. 

• Feeling—refers to the quality a historic resource has in evoking the aesthetic 
or historic sense of a past period. 

• Association—refers to the direct link between a property and an important 
historic event or person. 
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7.2 PREVIOUSLY RECORDED RESOURCES 

7.2.1 B15: 1112 North Carson Street – Adele’s 

B15 at 1112 North Carson Street was recorded by Historic Environment Consultants 
(1980d). They did not provide a formal recommendation regarding the building’s 
National Register eligibility. However, they did provide the following statement: 

The structure, although altered, it is still representative of this style. Its detailing 
and roof/dormer composition are interestingly executed. The building’s designer 
has employed the use of scale to make the structure appear smaller than it 
actually is. Some building elements are more out of scale than others, creating a 
visual counterpoint that adds a dynamic quality to the design. The structure is 
very similar to 1206 North Nevada and was perhaps built by the same builder. 
The structure gains visual prominence as a unique and rather isolated 19th-
century element of this streetscape. While much altered, the building has still 
essentially retained its stylistic image. 

The building was heavily damaged by fire in 2019 and was subsequently 
demolished. The ARA form for B15 has been updated to reflect that the building is 
no longer extant. 

7.2.2 B45: 401 East John Street 

B45 at 401 East John Street was recorded by Historic Environment Consultants 
(1980e). They did not provide a formal recommendation regarding the building’s 
National Register eligibility. The building was demolished before the 1993 
construction of a strip mall that fronts East William Street (444 East William 
Street). The ARA form for B45 has been updated to reflect that the building is no 
longer extant. 

7.2.3 B326: 501 East John Street 

B326 at 501 East John Street was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978a). The 
NHD did not provide a recommendation regarding the building’s National Register 
eligibility. The building was demolished before the 1993 construction of a strip mall 
that fronts East William Street (444 East William Street). The ARA form for B326 
has been updated to reflect that the building is no longer extant. 

7.2.4 B330: East William Street – Sand Castle Bar 

B330 was minimally recorded by the NHD (1978b). The NHD did not provide a 
recommendation regarding the building’s National Register eligibility. The building 
was demolished before the 1993 construction of a strip mall that fronts East William 
Street (444 East William Street). The ARA form for B330 has been updated to 
reflect that the building is no longer extant. 
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7.2.5 B242/378: 911 North Plaza Street – V&T Shop Complex 

The V&T Shop Complex has been recorded most recently by Pezzoni (2011a). 
Historic Environment Consultants (1980c) recorded the complex in 1980, while it 
was still standing. Historic American Building Survey drawings were prepared in 
1973. Neither Historic Environment Consultants (1980c) nor Pezzoni (2011a) 
provides a developed National Register eligibility assessment of the V&T shop 
complex. Pezzoni (2011a) simply states that as a demolished building the shop 
complex would not be eligible. 

The once-present shop complex is a part of the West Side Historic District. The 
complex included parcels that front North Plaza Street, East William Street, North 
Stewart Street, and East Washington Street. Of most interest to the present study 
are those parcels that front onto East William Street, between North Plaza Street 
and North Stewart Street. Those parcels, now fully developed, are occupied by the 
former Hi-Way 50 Motel, an apartment block at 301 East William Street, and a 
recently constructed Jack in the Box restaurant. The location of the once-present 
V&T shed that faced East William Street is now the northwest corner of the Jack in 
the Box paved parking lot. Based on these considerations, it is recommended that 
the portion of the shop complex located within the present APE would not 
contribute to the eligibility of the shop complex should it be found National Register 
eligible based on Criterion D. The ARA form for B242/378 has been updated to 
reflect this assessment. 

7.2.6 B559/10291: 860 North Saliman Street – Wungnema House 

The Wungnema House was recorded by Snyder (1999) and Pezzoni (2011b). 
Snyder offered the following significance assessment:  

The tradition of stone masonry construction in Carson City is particularly 
well-developed and important. Stone masonry residential construction has its 
roots in the earliest period of Carson City's development, as seen in Abraham 
Curry's house built the same year that he platted the city. Major civic, 
commercial, and fraternal buildings quickly followed; stone masonry 
remained the fashion for major civic buildings through the first two decades 
of the 20th century. While the earlier stone masonry residences utilized 
dressed masonry blocks laid up ashlar in formal pattern--true also of the 
major civic and fraternal buildings of this construction type--the end of the 
19th century and the transition into the 20th century saw the development of 
a more rustic style of design and construction, initially reflecting the 
influences of the Arts and Crafts movement. The buildings of the Stewart 
Indian School at the south end of Carson City, with their multicolored stones 
laid up in random or random ashlar, bedded in dark mortar, are the major 
representation of this ethic. It appears that the Stewart Indian School 
buildings then influenced residential stone masonry design in Carson City,

and a number of small stone masonry residences can be found throughout 
the city. These residences, dating as late as the late 1940s, share the use of 
random-laid, rustic stone masonry, often utilizing multi-colored stone as 
found at the Stewart Indian School. Most are simple house types, however, 
lacking any other pretensions upon the Arts and Crafts tradition. 

To date, research has failed to yield specific historical information regarding 
the building located at 860 North Saliman Road. While built in the mid-
1930s, it nonetheless shows strong design ties to buildings of two and three 
decades earlier. The careful selection and placement of stone evidence a 
fineness of design and construction, while reference to rusticity can be seen 
in the detailing of porch, dormer, fireplace, and projecting beam ends. And 
while tied to an earlier design ethic, the style of this building also had 
particular currency with relation to the rustic style popularized by the 
National Park Service in the 1930s. In the context of Carson City, this 
building is a well-executed example of the rustic stone masonry tradition. It 
appears to meet National Register Criterion C, representing a type, period, 
and method of construction, significant at the local level. 

Pezzoni (2011b) offered a much shorter assessment, but reached the same 
conclusion: 

Despite limited modem alterations to the exterior, the house may be 
individually eligible under Criterion C as an illustration of mid-twentieth-
century Native American stonemasonry associated with the Stewart Indian 
School trades programs and the school's influence on Carson City area 
architecture. 

The condition of the Wungnema House remains as it was recorded by Pezzoni 
(2011b). The earlier assessments provided by Snyder and Pezzoni remain valid, 
and it is recommended that B559/10291 at 860 North Saliman Street is National 
Register eligible based on Criterion C.  

7.3 NEWLY RECORDED RESOURCES 

7.3.1 S3369: Lincoln Highway/US 50 (NCE-41) 

The Lincoln Highway and US 50 are associated with important national and state 
trends in early-twentieth-century transportation development under National 
Register Criterion A in the area of Transportation and for exhibiting important 
roadway design and construction under Criterion C in the area of Engineering 
(Borger et al. 2020: E3). At issue is whether the segment recorded as S3369 is a 
contributing element of the Lincoln Highway and/or of US 50. 
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William Street as the Lincoln Highway 

Designated in 1913, the Lincoln Highway represents one of the earliest successful 
campaigns to develop and promote a transcontinental route in Nevada resulting 
from the national Good Roads Movement. Four distinct chronological periods of 
significance relate to its historic use in the immediate study area: 

• 1913-1921: the period when the Pioneer Branch of the Lincoln Highway 
connected Reno, Carson City, and Stateline through Lake Tahoe. The Lincoln 
Highway extended south along Carson Street to King Street. There, it would 
have turned up West King Street and progressed up Kings Canyon and into 
the Lake Tahoe basin (Moffett et al. 2018).  

o Associated property types must have been designated or constructed 
as part of the Lincoln Highway and have a direct and important 
association with the Lincoln Highway. Roadbed segments dating to this 
period possess a direct association with the early history of the Lincoln 
Highway in Nevada. 

• 1921-1926: in 1921 the segment of the Pioneer Branch between Reno and 
Carson City was abandoned in favor of a route that went from Fallon to Silver 
Springs, Dayton, and Carson City. While still a part of the Pioneer Branch, 
the new alignment was referred to as the Fallon Cutoff (Borger et al. 2020). 
From 1921 through to its demise, the Lincoln Highway entered Carson City 
along Fourth Avenue (William Street), turned south along Carson Street, and 
then east onto King Street. 

o Associated property types must have been designated or constructed 
as part of the Lincoln Highway and have a direct and important 
association with the Lincoln Highway. Roadbed segments dating to this 
period possess a direct association with the early history of the Lincoln 
Highway in Nevada. 

• 1926-1937: the Lincoln Highway was designated US 50 and its status as a 
secondary east-west highway was gradually acknowledged. During this 
period, East William Street retained its designation as the Lincoln Highway 
and as US 50.  

o Associated property types must have a direct and important 
association with the Lincoln Highway and illustrate recognition of the 
route as the Lincoln Highway and its transition into an early numbered 
U.S. Highway. Roadbed segments dating to this period may have 
associations with both the Lincoln Highway and US 50. Significance 
evaluations of roadbed segments must consider whether the history 
and importance of the segment are most reflective of its role as the 
Lincoln Highway or as an early-numbered U.S. Highway. For a roadbed 
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segment to possess significance it must retain a direct association with 
the Lincoln Highway and the statement of significance must clearly 
explain how the roadbed derives its association and illustrates its role 
as an early named transcontinental highway relative to its role as an 
early numbered U.S. Highway during this period. 

• After 1937: the period reflects the end of the roadway’s association as a 
named transcontinental highway. Roadway segments that date to this period 
do not have a direct and important association with the Lincoln Highway and 
they will not possess significance under the theme of the Lincoln Highway.  

The Multiple Property Documentation Form for the Lincoln Highway (Borger et al. 
2020) provides extensive information regarding evaluation criteria. The following 
information is drawn from that report. Segments of the roadbed constructed and in 
use between 1913 and 1937 may qualify under Criterion A if they represent a direct 
and important association with the Lincoln Highway in Nevada at the state level 
before the roadway’s evolution to a primary US-numbered highway. Criterion B is 
unlikely to apply to a segment of the roadbed and road-related structures of the 
Lincoln Highway. A segment of the roadbed and road-related structures may 
possess significance under Criterion C if they exhibit distinctive design features, 
important innovations, an evolution in road-building practices or construction 
methods, or an important period of construction in the area of engineering. Mere 
representation of widespread highway design standards common to its time and 
construction is not sufficient to demonstrate significance in the area of engineering 
under Criterion C. A segment of the roadbed and road-related structures may 
possess engineering significance only if they represent important design and/or 
construction features deemed important in road design, or that serve to distinguish 
it from other roads of the same type and period. Roadbeds are designed structures 
whose physical development (engineering, technology, and building practices) is 
generally well understood and documented. Roadbed segments and road-related 
elements are unlikely to yield important information that cannot be discerned from 
archival records and plan sets. As a result, Criterion D is unlikely to apply to a 
segment of the roadbed and road-related structures of the Lincoln Highway. 

Essential physical features of the Lincoln Highway include the following and must be 
from the period of significance: 

• Surface – identifiable components that work together to comprise the 
physical form and materials of the roadbed. The physical form includes the 
roadway width, number of travel lanes, shoulders, and major features in the 
ROW essential in understanding its function and significance. Materials under 
this feature relate to the visible elements of the travel surface and shoulders. 
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• Embankment – identifiable components include the raised foundation of 
materials built to support the roadway components consisting of a berm and 
slope. 

• Alignment – identifiable components include the grade (vertical alignment) 
and curve (horizontal alignment) of the roadbed. 

• Road-related structures –road-related structures that contribute to the 
historic character of the segment of the roadbed. 

Under Criterion A, design, location, association, setting, and feeling are generally 
the most important aspects of integrity and must be retained because they convey 
the function and establish the relationship between the road or road-related 
resources and the Lincoln Highway. Under Criterion A the number of travel lanes 
and narrow shoulders are especially important roadway components. For roads with 
historic significance under Criterion C, design, materials, workmanship (if 
applicable), association, and location are generally the most important aspects of 
integrity and must be retained because they convey their function as a highway. 
The essential physical features demonstrate the importance of the road design or 
construction related to engineering significance. Width and material are especially 
important roadway components. 

It is unknown when a road was first constructed along modern-day East William 
Street. It was present in the late 1870s and likely served as a small part of a route 
connecting Carson City and Virginia City. When the Lincoln Highway Association 
established the Fallon Cutoff portion of the Pioneer Branch in 1921, it was 
comprised of linked existing roads. Most of these were late-nineteenth-century 
wagon roads. In the immediate project area, the road leading east out of Carson 
City to Dayton was designated as the Lincoln Highway. It is presumed that East 
William Street was the westernmost link in this road.  

The segment of the Lincoln Highway within the present project area would associate 
with its designation as a segment of the Fallon Cutoff. The unimproved dirt road 
possessed a direct association with the second period of significance (1921-1926) 
of the Lincoln Highway in Nevada. This early roadway would qualify under Criterion 
A since it represented a direct and important association with the Lincoln Highway 
in Nevada at the state level, before the roadway’s evolution to a numbered 
highway. As noted by Borger et al. (2020: F83), Criterion B is unlikely to apply to a 
segment of the roadbed and road-related structures of the Lincoln Highway. Design 
features of the roadway were typical of the period, and it is unlikely that the 1923 
roadway would qualify under Criterion C. Roadbed segments and road-related 
elements are unlikely to yield important information that cannot be discerned from 
archival records and plan sets. As a result, Criterion D is unlikely to apply to a 
segment of the roadbed and road-related structures of the Lincoln Highway (Borger 
et al. 2020: F84). 
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However, the reconstruction of the roadway in the mid-1930s substantially 
impacted the integrity of the early roadway. East William Street remained a 
relatively unimproved dirt road until 1930. In that year, the Highway Department 
made its first improvement to the road (NHD 1930). The roadway that existed as of 
1930 ran along William Street (Fourth Street), took a jog to the south in the vicinity 
of Mills Park, and then followed along the north side of the V&T tracks. Further out 
(near present-day Saliman Street), the road crossed and then progressed along the 
south side of the V&T track. The alignment constructed in 1930 stayed on the north 
side of the track the whole way, establishing the current alignment of US 50. The 
new roadway consisted of a raised bed that had a 24-foot-wide upper surface 
covered with compacted gravel. In 1939, the Highway Department rebuilt the 
roadway between Carson Street and Roop Street (NHD 1939). The new roadway 
had two 12-foot-wide paved travel lanes, paved and curbed shoulders, and paved 
sidewalks. In 1957, the Highway Department widened the roadway between Carson 
Street and Roop Street to four 12-foot-wide travel lanes with six-foot-wide curbed 
shoulders and five-foot-wide sidewalks (NHD 1957). For the next decade, the four-
lane portion of William Street extended only to Roop Street. In 1967, the Highway 
Department extended the four-lane roadway some four miles further to the east. 

The repeated reconstruction of the roadway from 1930 through the late 1960s 
substantially impacted the integrity of the earlier Lincoln Highway-era roadway. 
Certain physical features must be present, and they must reflect the period of 
significance.  

• Surface – identifiable components that work together to comprise the 
physical form and materials of the roadbed. The physical form of the 1921-
1930 roadway (an unimproved gravel road) is no longer evident. 

• Embankment – foundation materials and any embankments that may have 
existed along the roadway between 1921 and 1930 have been buried or 
incorporated into subsequent and overlying roadways. 

• Alignment – within the immediate project area, only a portion of the original 
alignment remains. Parts of the alignment that extended outside the margins 
of the present alignment are no longer extant.  

• Road-related structures –road-related structures associated with the 1921 to 
1930 roadway that might contribute to its historic character are no longer 
present. 

This roadbed segment (S3369) does not exhibit the essential physical features from 
its period of significance (c.1921-1937). Except for its alignment, it no longer 
exhibits its original configuration due to subsequent roadway reconstruction efforts. 
The segment does not retain its essential physical features or sufficient integrity to 
convey its significance from its period of significance. Therefore, this segment does 
not meet the significance thresholds under Criterion A for transportation. The field 
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survey failed to identify any remnant of the Lincoln Highway dating to its local 
period of significance. Evidence is not present that would allow the segment to 
address technology or construction practices deemed important in road design or 
that serve to distinguish it from other roads of the same type and period. 
Therefore, this segment of the Lincoln Highway roadbed does not meet the 
significance thresholds under Criterion C for engineering. While the Lincoln Highway 
as an entity is considered eligible under Criterion A or Criterion C, the segment 
recorded here (S3369) no longer retains its integrity and is not a contributing 
element of the entity at large.  

William Street as US 50 

Archival research did not reveal evidence as to whether US 50, as a statewide 
entity, has been determined eligible. As a result, the following assessment is based 
on the premise that US 50 may be eligible at the state level. If this is the case, then 
Criterion A and C seem the most likely to apply. At issue is whether the segment 
recorded as S3369 is a contributing element of the potentially eligible US 50. 

First designated in 1927, US 50 represents one of the earliest numbered highways 
in the State of Nevada. Three distinct chronological periods of significance relate to 
its historic use in the immediate study area: 

• Period 1 – 1927 to 1930: During this period, the designation of US 50 
(previously designated State Route 2) was assigned to an existing roadway 
that was part of the Lincoln Highway. It consisted of an unimproved graveled 
two-lane roadway. The roadway ran along William Street (Fourth Street), 
took a jog to the south in the vicinity of Mills Park, and then followed along 
the north side of the V&T tracks. Near present-day Saliman Street, the road 
crossed and then progressed eastward along the south side of the V&T track. 

• Period 2 – 1930 to 1957: In 1930 the Highway Department reconstructed the 
road (NHD 1930). The new alignment stayed on the north side of the V&T 
track the whole way, establishing the current alignment of US 50. The 
roadway included two, nine-foot-wide travel lanes with unpaved shoulders. 
Culverts were installed to address drainage issues. Its use and maintenance 
during this period have the greatest potential to be considered historically 
significant.  

• Period 3 – 1957 to present: The roadway was reconstructed in 1957. 
Between Carson Street and Roop Street, the roadway consisted of four 12-
foot-wide travel lanes with six-foot-wide curbed shoulders and five-foot-wide 
sidewalks (NHD 1957). In 1967, the Highway Department extended the four-
lane roadway some four miles further to the east. This same configuration 
remains today. Given its regular maintenance, the current roadway is most 
readily envisioned as a modern highway. 
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Segments of a roadbed may qualify under Criterion A if they represent a direct and 
important association with early periods of use and construction of US 50 in the 
years following its designation as a secondary US-numbered highway. This 
association would relate primarily to the first and second periods of significance as 
defined above. Criterion B is unlikely to apply to a segment of the roadbed and 
road-related structures of US 50. A segment of the roadbed and road-related 
structures may possess significance under Criterion C if they exhibit distinctive 
design features, important innovations, an evolution in road-building practices or 
construction methods, or an important period of construction in the area of 
engineering. Mere representation of widespread highway design standards common 
to its time and construction is not sufficient to demonstrate significance in the area 
of engineering under Criterion C. A segment of the roadbed and road-related 
structures may possess engineering significance only if they represent important 
design and/or construction features deemed important in road design, or that serve 
to distinguish it from other roads of the same type and period. Roadbeds are 
designed structures whose physical development (engineering, technology, and 
building practices) is generally well understood and documented. Roadbed 
segments and road-related elements are unlikely to yield important information 
that cannot be discerned from archival records and plan sets. As a result, Criterion 
D is unlikely to apply to a segment of the roadbed and road-related structures of 
US 50. 

Essential physical features needed to demonstrate retention of integrity for US 50 
are the same as those discussed above for the Lincoln Highway. Those physical 
features include the following and must be from the primary period of significance: 

• Surface – identifiable components that work together to comprise the 
physical form and materials of the roadbed. The physical form includes the 
roadway width, number of travel lanes, shoulders, and major features in the 
ROW essential in understanding its function and significance. Materials under 
this feature relate to the visible elements of the travel surface and shoulders. 

• Embankment – identifiable components include the raised foundation of 
materials built to support the roadway components consisting of a berm and 
slope. 

• Alignment – identifiable components include the grade (vertical alignment) 
and curve (horizontal alignment) of the roadbed. 

• Road-related structures –road-related structures that contribute to the 
historic character of the segment of the roadbed. 

Under Criterion A, design, location, association, setting, and feeling are generally 
the most important aspects of integrity and must be retained because they convey 
the function and establish the relationship between the road or road-related 
resources and US 50. Under Criterion A the number of travel lanes and narrow

shoulders are especially important roadway components. For roads with historic 
significance under Criterion C, design, materials, workmanship (if applicable), 
association, and location are generally the most important aspects of integrity and 
must be retained because they convey their function as a highway. The essential 
physical features demonstrate the importance of the road design or construction 
related to engineering significance. Width and material are especially important 
roadway components. 

In-kind replacement of the travel surface materials is a common change associated 
with highways and will typically not result in a loss of integrity. Resurfacing 
resulting in a new surface material (e.g., from gravel to asphalt) may result in a 
change to the essential physical feature and may result in the loss of integrity 
unless the resurfacing was done during the period of significance. Not all changes, 
including those to essential physical features, will diminish a road’s historic integrity 
to the degree that it can no longer convey significance. For example, a small 
amount of widening may not result in the loss of essential physical features if the 
number of travel lanes, embankments, and alignment can continue to convey its 
historic identity from the period of significance. 

As noted above, the designation of US 50 was first applied to an existing roadway 
in 1926. Between 1926 and 1937, that roadway carried the dual designation of US 
50 and the Lincoln Highway. By the mid-1930s, the promotion of the Lincoln 
Highway had faded, and the roadway took on a more singular designation as US 
50. The preexisting roadway (a relatively unimproved gravel two-lane roadway) had 
a strong association with the Lincoln Highway. Given that the relevance of 
numbered highways was in its infancy, the association between this roadway and 
US 50 is not particularly strong. The roadway that existed between 1921 and 1930 
is best viewed through the lens of the Lincoln Highway. 

A new roadway was constructed in 1930, and it is this roadway that has the 
strongest association with the early recognition of US 50 as an important secondary 
highway. The roadway that existed between the mid-1930s and 19574 may qualify 
under Criterion A as it represented a direct and important association with the 
transportation theme in Nevada at the state level before the advent of modern 
design and maintenance practices (Period of Significance 1930 - 1957). As noted by 
Borger et al. (2020: F83), Criterion B is unlikely to apply to a segment of the 
roadbed and road-related structures. Design features of the roadway were typical of 
the period, and it is unlikely that the roadway would qualify under Criterion C. 
Roadbed segments and road-related elements are unlikely to yield important 
information that cannot be discerned from archival records and plan sets. As a 
result, Criterion D is unlikely to apply to a segment of the roadbed and road-related 
structures (Borger et al. 2020: F84). 
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Reconstruction of the roadway since 1957 has substantially impacted the earlier 
roadways' integrity. To retain integrity, certain physical features must be present, 
and they must reflect the period of significance (1930 - 1957). 

• Surface – identifiable components that work together to comprise the 
physical form and materials of the roadbed. From 1930 to 1939, the roadway 
consisted of two ten-foot-wide graveled lanes. In 1939, that portion between 
Carson Street and Roop Street consisted of two 12-foot-wide paved travel 
lanes with paved and curbed shoulders. The physical form of this pre-1957 
roadway is no longer evident. 

• Embankment–raised foundation materials built to support the 1930-1957 
roadway have been buried or incorporated into subsequent and overlying 
roadways. 

• Alignment – within the immediate project area, the original alignment 
remains. 

• Road-related structures –road-related structures associated with the 1930-
1957 roadway that might contribute to the historic character are no longer 
present.  

This roadbed segment (S3369) does not exhibit the essential physical features from 
its period of significance (c.1930-1957). Except for its alignment, it no longer 
exhibits its original configuration due to subsequent roadway reconstruction efforts. 
The segment does not retain its essential physical features or sufficient integrity to 
convey its significance from its period of significance. Therefore, this segment does 
not meet the significance thresholds under Criterion A for transportation. Field 
survey failed to identify any remnant of the US 50 dating to its local period of 
significance. Evidence is not present that would allow the segment to address 
technology or construction practices deemed important in road design or that serve 
to distinguish it from other roads of the same type and period. Therefore, this 
segment of US 50 does not meet the significance thresholds under Criterion C for 
engineering. While US 50 as an entity may be considered eligible under Criterion A 
or Criterion C, the segment recorded here (S3369) no longer retains its integrity 
and would not be a contributing element of the entity at large.  

7.3.2 B19157: 1111 North Carson Street - USA Loans Center (NCE-01) 

B19157 is located at the southeast side of the intersection of North Carson Street 
and East John Street. This parcel was not occupied in aerial photographs taken in 
1939 and 1953, although the parcel to the immediate south contained a cluster of 
small buildings, probably representing a house, some sheds, and a garage. In 1939 
the area was close to the northern extent of Carson City on the eastern side of 
North Caron Street, with only sporadic residential occupation to the north, between 
East William Street and Rice Street, and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The 
1953 aerial photograph shows that many of the blocks to the north and east had 
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been occupied by residential homes, but several remained undeveloped. The 
commercial development of North Carson Street and East William Street had not 
been initiated. A 1966 photograph shows that mixed residential and commercial 
occupation had filled in the area to the north up to East Nye Lane, that the 
commercial development of the North Carson Street and East William Street 
corridors had been initiated, and Mills Park had been created. B19157 and the 
parcel to the south, 1101 North Carson Street had been cleared and graded in 
preparation for development. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that a commercial 
building had been completed at 1101 North Carson Street and that a large 
foundation had been excavated on 1111 North Carson Street. The current 
commercial building located on the parcel is visible in a 1974 aerial photograph.  

The USA Loans building has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has 
been subject to any modifications beyond routine maintenance. The building has a 
high level of integrity, and its current form closely matches its form as designed. It 
is unclear if the flagpole (Accessory Resource 1) is an original element of the 
design, but the main commercial sign (Accessory Resource 2) is likely original, and 
neither of the accessory resources is out of character with the building or alter its 
integrity. B19157 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, 
setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or 
people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19157 is associated with the northward expansion of North Carson Street as a 
commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative 
commercial area to the older central business district is in keeping with national 
trends during the period. However, this portion of North Carson Street is not an 
early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19157 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. The USA Loans building is not 
known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion B. Stylistically the building has a 1970s 
classically inspired commercial business style, identifiable as following the faux 
historic styles that grew in popularity as the Mid-Century Modern style went out of 
fashion in the late 1960s. The building’s classically inspired style also continues a 
trend for classical influences on financial architecture that was present throughout 
the late 19th century and early 20th century. As such it embodies the period-
specific characteristics of an early-1970s financial office building. However, 
buildings of this type and style are common, and B19157 is an unremarkable 
example of this common type and style that does not distinguish itself from 
innumerable other similar examples. B19157 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important 
historical information, and B19157 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion 
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D. In summary, it is recommended that B19157 is not National Register eligible 
based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.3 B19158: 1101 North Carson Street – Plumas Bank (NCE-02) 

B19158 is located at the northeast side of the intersection of North Caron Street 
and East William Street. This parcel was recorded in a 1939 aerial photograph as a 
cluster of small buildings, presumably a house and some sheds and a garage at the 
western end, close to North Carson Street. At that time, the area was close to the 
northern extent of Carson City on the eastern side of North Carson Street, with 
sporadic residential clusters to the north, between East William Street and Rice 
Street, and between Lee Street and Burton Street. A 1966 aerial photograph shows 
the parcel had been cleared and a 1972 aerial photograph shows that the current 
Plumas Bank building had been constructed. The property, therefore, follows the 
known pattern for the development of North Carson Street and East William Street 
as commercial corridors during the Post-War Period, with a piecemeal replacement 
of older properties at the western end of East William Street while the rest of the 
area consisted of undeveloped land.  

The Plumas Bank building has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it 
has been subject to any modifications beyond routine maintenance. The building 
has a high level of integrity, and its current form closely matches its form as 
designed. It is unclear how many of the accessory resources in the surrounding 
parking lot are original apart from the main commercial sign (Accessory Resource 
1). The disabled access ramp and the way-faring signs are very likely to be later 
additions. However, all of the accessory resources are in character with the building 
and have not impacted its integrity. B19158 retains its integrity of location, design, 
materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19158 is associated with the northward development of North Carson Street as a 
commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative 
commercial area to the older central business district is in keeping with national 
trends during the period. However, this section of North Carson Street is not an 
early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19158 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. The Plumas Bank building is not 
known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion B. Stylistically the building has a 1970s 
‘contemporary’ commercial business style and avoids the faux historic styles that 
grew in popularity as the Mid-Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 
1960s. As such it does embody the period-specific characteristics of an early-1970s 
commercial financial building. However, buildings of this type and style are 
common, and the Plumas Bank building is an unremarkable example of this type 
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and style that does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. 
B19158 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the 
building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and 
B19158 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19158 is not National Register eligible based on any of the 
criteria. 

7.3.4 B19159: 203 East John Street – Patchwork Giraffe (NCE-03) 

B19159 is located on the south side of East John Street in the second small block to 
the east of North Carson Street. In a 1939 aerial photograph, this block is shown as 
containing a single building (in the northwest corner of the block) in a parcel now 
occupied by a parking lot. An aerial photograph from 1953, shows the large C-
shaped residential building at 205 East John Steet at the northeast corner of the 
block, but 203 East William Street is not visible, and it is unclear whether the 
earlier building at the west end of the block was still present. A 1966 aerial 
photograph depicts the current distribution of buildings in the lot, with 203 and 205 
East John Street present to the north, the mechanics shop at 220 East William 
Street to the south, and a parking lot occupying the western side of the block. In 
1939 the area was close to the northeast extent of Carson City, with only sporadic 
residential development to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, 
and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The 1953 aerial photograph shows that 
many of the blocks to the north and east had been occupied by residences, but 
several remained undeveloped, and that the commercial development of East 
William Street had not been initiated. The 1966 photograph shows that mixed 
residential and commercial occupation had filled in the area to the north up to East 
Nye Lane, that the commercial development of the East William Street corridor had 
been initiated, and that Mills Park had been created.  

B19159 has a high level of integrity, and its current form closely matches its form 
as designed. The addition to the rear of the building appears to be present in the 
1966 aerial photograph, suggesting that it was a relatively early component of the 
building. The commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1) is not an original element of 
the design, but due to its small scale, it has not impacted the integrity of the main 
residential building. B19159 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic 
events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19159 was constructed as a residential property in the late-1950s as part of the 
expansion of residential areas immediately outside of the existing historic core of 
Carson City. This development of new residential areas immediately beyond the 
existing city margins (or infilling sparsely developed areas around the periphery of 
a city) is in keeping with national trends in the Post-War Period. However, the 
expansion of residential areas in this part of Carson City does not represent an 
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early or individually important example of this trend. B19159 is not recommended 
as eligible under Criterion A. B19159 is not known to be associated with any 
historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion B. The building demonstrates an early Ranch style that was very popular 
across Carson City and Reno in the mid-to late-1950s. However, buildings of this 
type and style are very common both locally and regionally and this building does 
not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. The building is not 
known to have involved novel innovations or significant developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19159 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19159 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion D. The area around East John Street has not been identified as 
constituting a Historic District, and therefore B19159 is not recommended as a 
contributing element of a Historic District. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19159 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.5 B19160: 205 East John Street – Curl up and Dye Salon (NCE-04) 

B19160 is located at the southwest side of the intersection between East John 
Street and North Fall Street. This building is not depicted in a 1939 aerial 
photograph. An aerial photograph from 1953, shows that at least the main, 
northern portion of the residential building and the garage had been constructed. 
Due to the low resolution of the photograph, it is unclear if the wings at the 
southeast and southwest were present. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the C-
shaped design clearly. The residence to the immediate west, 203 East William 
Street, had been constructed, the mechanics shop at 220 East William Street had 
been built, and a building to the west (next to North Plaza Street) visible in the 
1939 aerial photograph had been demolished and converted into a parking lot. In 
1939 the area was close to the northeast extent of Carson City, with only sporadic 
residences to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, and between 
Lee Street and Burton Street. The 1953 aerial photograph shows that many of the 
blocks to the north and east had been occupied by residences, but several 
remained undeveloped, and that the commercial development of East William 
Street had not been initiated. The 1966 photograph shows that mixed residential 
and commercial occupation had filled in the area to the north up to East Nye Lane, 
that the commercial development of the East William Street corridor had been 
initiated, and that Mills Park had been created.  

B19160 has a poor level of integrity. To the rear of the building is a large two-story 
addition that is very out of character with the original building. The construction of 
a concrete disabled access ramp (Accessory Resource 3) along the front of the 
building is presumably a product of the conversion from residential to commercial 
use and is out of character with the original design. The incorporation of the original

garage into the residential space of the building represents a common type of 
modification, but one that significantly alters the original design of a Post-War 
Period car-focused house. B19160 retains its integrity of location, materials, 
workmanship, and setting, but it no longer retains its integrity of design or feeling 
because of the extent of the modifications that have occurred. It is not associated 
with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of 
association. 

B19160 was constructed as a residential property in the late-1950s as part of the 
expansion of residential areas immediately outside of the existing historic core of 
Carson City. This development of new residential areas immediately beyond the 
existing city margins (or infilling sparsely developed areas around the periphery of 
a city) is in keeping with national trends in the Post-War Period. However, the 
expansion of residential areas in this part of Carson City does not represent an 
early or individually important example of this trend. 205 East John Street is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19160 is not known to be associated 
with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion B. B19160 has a moderate level of integrity and despite some major 
alterations at the rear of the building, the original core of the residential building is 
still largely visible. The building demonstrates an early Ranch style that was very 
popular across Carson City and Reno in the mid-to late-1950s. However, buildings 
of this type and style are very common both locally and regionally and this building 
does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. It is not known 
to have involved novel innovations or significant developments in architectural or 
construction practices. B19160 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. 
Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical 
information, and B19160 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In 
summary, it is recommended that B19160 is not National Register eligible based on 
any of the criteria. 

7.3.6 B19161: 220 East William Street – Carson Built Bodyshop (NCE-05) 

B19161 is located at the northwest side of the intersection of North Fall Street and 
East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1939 aerial 
photograph, with a possible residential building located to the northwest in an 
adjacent parcel. A 1953 aerial photograph shows the parcel as still unoccupied, but 
that a large residential building had been constructed to the north, at 205 East John 
Street. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the mechanics shop at 220 East 
William Street had been constructed, and a second residential building had been 
constructed to the north at 203 East John Street. The western part of the block had 
been cleared and turned into a parking lot. In 1939 the area was close to the 
northeast extent of Carson City, with only sporadic residences to the north, 
between East William Street and Rice Street, and between Lee Street and Burton 
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Street. The 1953 aerial photograph shows that many of the blocks to the north and 
east had been occupied by residences, but several remained undeveloped, and that 
the commercial development of East William Street had not been initiated. The 
1966 photograph shows that mixed residential and commercial occupation had filled 
in the area to the north up to East Nye Lane, that the commercial development of 
the East William Street corridor had been initiated, and that Mills Park had been 
created.  

B19161 has a moderate level of integrity, with two not insubstantial additions 
having been made to the building between its construction in 1958 and when it was 
depicted in an aerial photograph in 1966. These additions are largely in character 
with the style of the original building, but they have altered the mass of the 
building unsympathetically and the building does not possess integrity of design. 
The main commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1) may be an original component, 
but the floodlights (Accessory Resource 2) appear to be later additions and 
Accessory Resource 3 is undatable in its current form. All the accessory resources 
are in character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19161 
retains its integrity of location, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is 
not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess 
integrity of association. 

B19161 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. B19161 is not an early or individually important example of this trend 
and involved no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction 
practices. B19161 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19161 is not 
known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19161 has a reasonable level of 
integrity, but due to the two large additions it no longer presents its original form. 
Stylistically the building has a 1950s Mid-Century Modern commercial style, but it is 
a rather plain utilitarian example without surviving stylistic embellishments, and it 
is unknown if any were present originally. Although it does embody period-specific 
mass and materials, it is an unremarkable example of this common building type 
and style and does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. 
B19161 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the 
building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and 
B19161 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19161 is not National Register eligible based on any of the 
criteria.

7.3.7 B19162: 309 East John Street – Office Building (NCE-06) 

B19162 is located at the northwest side of the intersection of North Stewart Street 
and East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1939 aerial 
photograph. A 1953 aerial photograph shows that the trees on the parcel had been 
cut down and there are some suggestions that the parcel was under development. 
A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the commercial building at 310 East William 
Street to the south had been constructed. The office building at 309 East John 
Street was constructed in 1976 and is not depicted until a 1984 aerial photograph 
when the surrounding area had been fully developed.  

B19162 has retained a high level of integrity, and the building has had no obvious 
modifications. The two accessory resources are of uncertain date, with Accessory 
Resource 2 possibly being original and Accessory Resource 1 probably being a later 
addition. Neither accessory resource is out of character with the building or alters 
its integrity. 309 East John Street retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic 
events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19162 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. B19162 is not an early or individually important example of this trend 
and involved no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction 
practices. B19162 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19162 is not 
known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19162 has a high level of integrity and 
retains its original form. The building is a rather plain utilitarian example of a 1970s 
commercial office building, without embellishment, and it does not present a 
specific architectural style. Although it does embody the period-specific mass and 
materials, it is an unremarkable example of this common type that does not 
distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19162 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely 
to provide additional important historical information, and B19162 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19162 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.8 B19163: 310 East William Street – Commercial Building & Bar (NCE-
07) 

B19163 is located at the northwest side of the intersection of North Stewart Street 
and East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1939 aerial 
photograph, in a block with dense tree coverage. A 1953 aerial photograph shows 
that the trees on the parcel had been cut down. There are suggestions that the 
parcel was under development. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the 
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commercial building at 310 East William Street had been constructed. The office 
building to the north at 309 East John Street was constructed in 1976 and is not 
depicted until a 1984 aerial photograph when the surrounding area had been fully 
developed.  

B19163 has retained a high level of integrity, and the building has had no obvious 
modifications. The commercial sign (Accessory Resource 3) is likely an original 
feature, but the other two accessory resources may be later additions. None of the 
accessory resources are out of character with the building or alter its integrity. 
B19163 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, 
and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and 
does not possess integrity of association. 

B19163 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19163 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19163 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19163 has a high level of integrity and retains its original form. The building is a 
typical example of an early-1960s strip mall with a ribbed-metal, sheet-clad 
cosmetic mansard. Although the building mass and materials are typical of the 
period, it does not conform to a specific architectural style. It is an unremarkable 
example of this common building type and does not distinguish itself from 
innumerable other similar examples. B19163 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important 
historical information, and B19163 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion 
D. In summary, it is recommended that B19163 is not National Register eligible 
based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.9 B19164: 402 East William Street – Cracker Box Restaurant (NCE-08) 

B19164 is located at the northeast side of the intersection of North Stewart Street 
and East William Street. This parcel is shown as heavily wooded in a 1939 aerial 
photograph, in a block that has several small presumably residential buildings to 
the north and east. A 1953 aerial photograph shows a small building located where 
402 East William Street would later be constructed. The rest of the block continued 
to be occupied by residential buildings. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the 
commercial building at 402 East William Street had been constructed and its 
associated parking lot was present, and a 1972 aerial photograph shows that the 
eastern half of the block had been cleared of residential buildings before 
redevelopment.  
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B19164 has not retained a high level of integrity. Additions to the east and rear 
have nearly doubled the size of the building and the original rectangular plan is no 
longer discernable from the current complex plan. The newspaper dispensers 
(Accessory Resources 3 and 5) and the dumpster enclosure (Accessory Resource 6) 
are not original, but they are period appropriate and have not impacted the 
integrity of the site. The remaining accessory resources have a more modern 
character than the building and detract from the integrity of the building. B19164 
retains its integrity of location, materials, and workmanship, but it does not retain 
its integrity of design, setting, or feeling. It is not associated with any significant 
historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19164 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19164 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19164 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19164 has a poor level of integrity and although period-appropriate materials 
were used for the various additions, the original design has been obscured. B19164 
is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is 
unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19164 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19164 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.  

7.3.10 B19165: 1204 Roop Street – Commercial Building (NCE-09) 

B19165 is located at the northwest side of the intersection of East John Street and 
North Roop Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in 1939 and 1953 aerial 
photographs, with partially developed blocks located to the west and the area to 
the east having not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows 
that the area surrounding B19165 had been extensively developed, and a small 
residential building had been constructed in the northeast of the parcel, in the area 
now occupied by the parking lot of the apartment building. A 1972 aerial 
photograph shows that the commercial building at the south end of the parcel had 
been constructed. The residential building to the north is still visible in a 2006 aerial 
photograph, but a 2010 aerial photograph shows that the building had been 
demolished and that the northern half of the parcel had been cleared for re-
development.  

B19165 has retained a high level of integrity, and the building has had no obvious 
modifications. Accessory Resources 1 and 2 are likely original features. The semi-
circular pavement (Accessory Resource 3) was constructed at some point between 
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2010 and 2013, and the raised beds surrounding the building were likely added or 
renovated at the same time. The extent of the surrounding raised concrete features 
has altered the setting of the building to some extent. B19165 retains its integrity 
of location, design, materials, workmanship, and feeling, but it has not retained its 
integrity of setting. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people 
and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19165 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older 
central business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. 
However, this section of East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19165 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19165 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19165 has a good level of integrity, retaining its original form, but changes to its 
setting have slightly diminished its integrity. The building is a very typical example 
of an early-1960s strip mall with a cosmetic mansard. Although the building mass 
and materials are typical of the period, it does not conform to a specific 
architectural style. It is an unremarkable example of this common type of building 
that does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples, including 
the very similar building located at 310 East William Street. B19165 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely 
to provide additional important historical information, and B19165 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19165 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.11 B19166: 1205 Roop Street – Office Building (NCE-10) 

B19166 is located on the east side of North Roop Street. This parcel is shown as 
undeveloped in 1939 and 1953 aerial photographs, with partially developed blocks 
located to the west and the area to the east having not yet been divided into 
blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that a small rectangular building was 
located at the western part of the parcel, but it is unclear if any of this building was 
retained or if it was demolished and replaced by the current building. A 1972 aerial 
photograph shows the current building on the parcel, with the projection at the 
northeast visible.  

B19166 has retained a high level of integrity, and the building has had no obvious 
modifications. B19166 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic 
events or people and does not possess integrity of association.

This parcel is shown as 
undeveloped in 1939 and 1953 aerial photographs, with partially developed blocks 
located to the west and the area to the east having not yet been divided into 
blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the main building had been completed 
but the cemetery had not yet been created. The parcels to the north and south had 
been developed, while the area to the east was undeveloped. The cemetery is first 
shown in a 1984 aerial photograph, where the landscaping can be seen and the 
distinctive row of columbariums can be seen.  

B19167 has a good level of integrity. Although the garage addition has impacted 
the original plan it has been well-blended with the original parts of the building.

B19173 has a poor level of integrity. The building retains its original mass, but the 
exterior cladding has been replaced and it is lacking in period details, except for the 
side entrance on the east and the loading bay area on the north. The building 
retains its integrity of location, design, and setting. It no longer possesses integrity 
of materials, workmanship, or feeling. It is not associated with any significant 
historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19173 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period.

B19175 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. The smoking area (Accessory 
Resource 1) is unlikely to be original and probably reflects a change in attitude 
towards smoking in the 1990s, Accessory Resource 2 may be original, and 
Accessory Resource 3 is a recent addition to the site. Although two of the accessory 
resources, (1 and 3) are arguably out of character with the building, their small size 
means they have not negatively impacted its integrity. B19175 retains its integrity 
of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not 
associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess 
integrity of association.

B19179 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Rand Avenue and 
East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1974 aerial 
photograph, but commercial buildings adjacent to B19179 are present. Other 
immediately surrounding areas are largely undeveloped but sporadic parcels have 
been developed. A 1980 aerial photograph shows that B19179 had been completed, 
and the main building at the adjacent 1808 East William Street also had been 
completed, along with many of the surrounding parcels.  
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B19179 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. Both Accessory Resources are 
probably original, and the commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1) actively 
contributes to the character of the building. B19179 retains its integrity of location, 
design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19179 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends During 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19179 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19179 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19179 has a high level of integrity, but it is a very common type of building that 
lacks distinguishing stylistic elements. B19179 is a mid-sized strip mall that does 
not distinguish itself from numerous other strip malls of this date in any significant 
way, and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the 
building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and 
B19179 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19179 is not National Register eligible based on any of the 
criteria. 

7.3.25 B19180: 1804 East William Street – Carson Guns (NCE-24) 

B19180 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Rand Avenue and 
East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1966 aerial 
photograph. The immediate surrounding area is largely undeveloped but sporadic 
parcels have been built on. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that B19180 had been 
completed, but that the adjacent buildings at 1800 and 1808 East William Street 
had not yet been constructed. A 1980 Aerial photograph shows that the buildings 
on the two adjacent parcels had been completed and that many of the surrounding 
parcels also had been developed.  

B19180 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. The main commercial sign 
(Accessory Resource 1) is probably an original feature, but the second commercial 
sign (Accessory Resource 2) is probably a later addition. However, both commercial 
signs actively contribute to the character of the associated building. B19180 retains 
its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is 
not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess 
integrity of association. 
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B19180 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19180 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19180 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19180 has a high level of integrity, but it is a very common type of building that 
lacks distinguishing stylistic elements. B19180 is a mid-sized commercial building 
that does not distinguish itself from numerous other commercial buildings of this 
date in any significant way, and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. 
Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical 
information, and B19180 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In 
summary, it is recommended that B19180 is not National Register eligible based on 
any of the criteria. 

7.3.26 B19181: 1808 East William Street – Commercial Building (NCE-25) 

B19181 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Rand Avenue and 
East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1966 aerial 
photograph. The immediate surrounding area is largely undeveloped but sporadic 
parcels have been built on. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that the commercial 
building to the south, at 1804 East William Street, had been completed. A 1980 
Aerial photograph shows that B19181 had been completed, as had the large strip 
mall to the west at 1800 East William Street. Many of the other surrounding parcels 
also had been developed.  

B19181 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. The gas pump (Accessory Resource 
1) is likely an original feature or an early addition, based on its apparent age. The 
large garage building (Accessory Resource 2) is a much more recent addition, but 
its design is a reasonable match to the main building and does not negatively affect 
the main building. B19181 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic 
events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19181 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19181 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19181 is not known to be associated with any historically 
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significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19181 has a high level of integrity, but it is a very common type of building that 
lacks distinguishing stylistic elements. B19181 is a mid-sized commercial building 
with multiple units that does not distinguish itself from numerous other commercial 
buildings of this date in any significant way, and it is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19181 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19181 is not National Register 
eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.27 B19182: 1946–1978 East William Street– Plaza 50 Shopping Mall 
(NCE-26) 

B19182 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Humboldt Avenue and 
East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1966 aerial 
photograph. The road network for the housing development along Rand Avenue a 
short distance to the west is shown, indicating the general area was beginning to be 
developed during the late-1960s. A 1974 aerial photograph shows the adjacent 
shopping mall building at 2012-2270 East William Street had been constructed. A 
1980 aerial photograph shows that B19182 had been completed, as had the large 
apartment complex to the northeast on the western side of Russel Way.  

B19182 has a high level of integrity. The areas of stone veneer at the southern end 
of the building are the only obvious modifications and are limited to a single 
commercial unit. The Accessory Resources actively contribute to the character of 
the building. B19182 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic 
events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19182 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19182 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19182 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19182 has a high level of integrity, but it is a very common type of building that 
lacks distinguishing stylistic elements. B19182 is a large strip mall that does not 
distinguish itself from numerous other strip malls of this date in any significant way, 
and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the 
building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and 
B19182 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
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recommended that B19182 is not National Register eligible based on any of the 
criteria. 

7.3.28 B19183: 2010-2270 East William Street – Plaza 50 Shopping Mall 
(NCE-27) 

B19183 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Humboldt Avenue and 
East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1966 aerial 
photograph. The road network for the housing development along Rand Avenue a 
short distance to the west is shown, indicating the general area was beginning to be 
developed during the late-1960s. A 1974 aerial photograph shows B19183 as 
having been constructed. A 1980 aerial photograph shows that the adjacent 
building at 1946 – 1978 East William Street had been completed. Also, the large 
apartment complex to the northeast on the western side of Russel Way had been 
completed.  

B19183 has a poor level of integrity. The building was built in two phases, with the 
second phase joined onto the first phase using an open courtyard to facilitate the 
join. The front of the large central block of the original building was demolished in 
2014 and refashioned to resemble the rest of the front façade more closely. B19183 
retains its integrity of location, setting, and feeling, but it does not possess integrity 
of design, materials, or workmanship. It is not associated with any significant 
historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19183 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19183 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19183 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19183 has a poor level of integrity, and it is a very common type of building that 
lacks distinguishing stylistic elements. B19183 is a large shopping mall that does 
not distinguish itself from numerous other shopping malls of this date in any 
significant way, and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further 
study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical 
information, and B19183 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In 
summary, it is recommended that B19183 is not National Register eligible based on 
any of the criteria. 
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7.3.29 B19184: 1020 North Carson Street – Heidi’s Family Restaurant 
(NCE-28) 

B19184 is located at the southwest side of the intersection of North Caron Street 
and East William Street. This parcel was shown in a 1939 aerial photograph with a 
small building in the northeast corner: a large, cleared yard filling the rest of the 
parcel. The arrangement suggests that it was either a newly constructed residential 
building or a small commercial building. The parcel was close to the northern limit 
of the densely occupied part of Carson City on the western side of North Carson 
Street, with several densely occupied blocks to the north. Development was sparser 
to the north of West Park Street. A 1953 aerial photograph shows the same or a 
similar arrangement, but the area north of West Park Street is more densely 
occupied, and new or under-construction properties extend as far north as Winnie 
Lane. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the parcel had been cleared and Heidi’s 
Family Restaurant had been constructed along the south edge of the parcel. The 
rest of the parcel was occupied by the parking lot. By this point, dense occupation 
on both sides of North Carson Street extended as far as Winnie Lane, and sporadic 
occupation continued for some distance to the north.  

B19184 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. It is unclear how many of the 
accessory resources in the surrounding parking lot are original apart from the 
dumpster enclosure (Accessory Resource 1) and the main commercial sign 
(Accessory Resource 3), which are likely original. The flagpole and the newspaper 
dispenser are likely later additions. However, all of the accessory resources are in 
character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19184 retains its 
integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not 
associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess 
integrity of association. 

B19184 is associated with the northward expansion of North Carson Street as a 
commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative 
commercial area to the older central business district is in keeping with national 
trends during the period. However, this section of North Carson Street is not an 
early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19184 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19184 is not known to be 
associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19184 has a high level of integrity and it is believed that 
its current form closely matches its form as designed. Stylistically the building has a 
1960s faux historic style that grew in popularity as the Mid-Century Modern style 
went out of fashion in the late 1960s. In the local area, this faux chalet style is very 
popular around Lake Tahoe, where quite simple CMU-built buildings are often 
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dressed in rustic ski-resort elements. As such it does embody the period-specific 
characteristics of a Mid-1960s restaurant. However, this building type and style is 
common, and B19184 is an unremarkable example of this common type and style 
that does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19184 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is 
unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19184 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19184 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.30 B19185: 1017 North Carson Street – Carson Central Gas Station 
(NCE-29) 

B19185 is located at the southeast side of the intersection of North Caron Street 
and East William Street. This parcel was depicted in a 1939 aerial photograph as 
undeveloped with only a few trees. The parcel was close to the northern extent of 
Carson City on the eastern side of North Carson Street, with only sporadic 
residential development to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, 
and between Lee Street and Burton Street. A 1953 aerial photograph shows that 
two buildings had been constructed along the western side of the parcel, in 
positions suggesting they were commercial buildings fronting North Carson Street. 
A 1966 aerial photograph shows the same two buildings, with the northern building 
having gained a paved parking lot to the rear. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that 
the northern building had been demolished and the area had been redeveloped as a 
gas station, with a store at the east and a canopy over the gas pumps in the 
center. The building to the south was still present. The southern building was still 
shown in a 1999 aerial photograph but is missing from a 2006 aerial photograph, 
indicating it was demolished in the early 2000s.  

B19185 has a poor level of integrity, with clear evidence that the building and the 
forecourt have been subject to frequent modifications and the loss of a major 
building from the south of the parcel. It is unclear how many of the accessory 
resources in the parcel are original, but all of the accessory resources are in 
character with the gas station and have not impacted its integrity. B19185 retains 
its integrity of location, setting, and feeling, but it no longer possesses integrity of 
design, materials, or workmanship. It is not associated with any significant historic 
events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19185 is associated with the northward expansion of North Carson Street as a 
commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative 
commercial area to the older central business district is in keeping with national 
trends during the period. However, this section of North Carson Street is not an 
early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19185 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19185 is not known to be

associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19185 has a poor level of integrity and while it features 
the standard features of a gas station, it does not exhibit any period-specific 
features or stylistic embellishments. As such it does not embody the period-specific 
characteristics of a 1970s gas station. B19185 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19185 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19185 is not National Register 
eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.31 B19186: 1000 North Plaza Street – UPS Store/Capitol Automotive 
(NCE-30) 

B19186 is located at the southwest side of the intersection of North Plaza Street 
and East William Street. A 1939 aerial photograph shows a long rectangular gabled 
roof building at the north end of the parcel and a smaller rectangular building to the 
south. It is unclear what these buildings were used for, although they do not appear 
to have been residential buildings. The parcel was close to the northern extent of 
Carson City on the eastern side of North Carson Street, with only sporadic 
residences to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, and between 
Lee Street and Burton Street. The parcel to the east contained a cluster of small 
buildings assumed to be residential. The parcel to the south contained some larger 
commercial buildings. The parcel to the southeast contained the V&T shop complex 
(B242 & B378). A 1953 aerial photograph shows that the northern building had 
been replaced by a slightly longer rectangular flat-roofed building, which appears to 
be the original component of the current building located at 1000 North Plaza 
Street. The southern building was still present. The area to the south of East 
William Street was little changed, but the northern side of East William Street was 
more developed. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the same two buildings, that a 
motel had been constructed on the parcel to the east, and the northern side of East 
William Street had seen considerable development. A 1972 aerial photograph shows 
that the southern building on the parcel had been removed and the northern 
building (1000 North Plaza Street) had been extended over its former location and 
had achieved its current form and size.  

B19186 has a moderate level of integrity, with the southern addition having the 
same cross-section and building materials as the original northern half, although 
the rhythm of windows and doors on the eastern wall is somewhat disjointed due to 
the addition. The accessory resources are not original features of the building, but 
they are in character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19186 
retains its integrity of location, materials, workmanship setting, and feeling, but it 
no longer possesses its integrity of design. It is not associated with any significant 
historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
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B19186 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19186 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19186 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19186 has a moderate level of integrity and while it is constructed from materials 
typical to the period, it is a very simple and utilitarian building without any stylistic 
embellishments or interesting architectural details. As such it embodies only very 
basic characteristics of a Mid-Century Modern commercial building. B19186 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely 
to provide additional important historical information, and B19186 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19186 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.32 B19187: 201 East William Street – Motel / Commercial Building 
(NCE-31) 

B19187 is located on the southeastern side of the intersection between North Plaza 
Street and East William Street. The building is set in the northern portion of a large 
irregularly shaped parcel that occupies most of the block defined by East William 
Street at the north, North Plaza Street at the west, North Stewart Street at the 
east, and East Washington Street at the south. The northeast and southwest 
corners of the large rectangular block have been divided into separate parcels. This 
large block was formerly dominated by the V&T Railroad Shop Complex constructed 
in the center of the block in 1873-1874. A 1939 aerial photograph shows the main 
C-shaped railroad building occupying the center of the block with additional railroad 
buildings to the south and a mass of tracks servicing the different buildings (see 
Figures 13 and 14). The northern part of the block was occupied by a cluster of 
small residential buildings and mature trees. A 1953 aerial photograph shows that 
most of the smaller railroad buildings had been removed from the southern part of 
the block and that the tracks had been lifted, which would have occurred after the 
final closure of the V&T Railroad in 1950. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the block 
had begun to be redeveloped. Three commercial buildings were constructed in the 
southwest corner, B19187 can be seen at the north of the parcel, with its parking 
lot to the rear. The commercial building with apartments at 301 East William Street 
can also be seen. A 1972 aerial photograph shows a car sales lot had been 
constructed in the northeast corner of the block, where Jack in the Box is now 
located. The large C-shaped engine house was demolished in 1991. The area of the 
demolished engine house and the southeast part of the block have remained 
undeveloped. A photograph dated 1989 shows the Hi-Way 50 Motel still close to its 
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original condition. An aerial photograph from 1990 shows the tree and the original 
motel sign had been removed from the front parking lot. A 2003 aerial photograph 
appears to show the cream-colored walls and roof-mounted cabinet-type signs were 
in place by that point, suggesting the conversion to the strip mall occurred during 
the 1990s or early 2000s.     

B19187 was constructed in 1959 as the Hi-Way50 Motel, owned and operated by 
Harold and Velma Jensen. The building’s masonry veneer is original and is believed 
to have been installed by Randall Wungnema (Native Stonework 2022a). The 
veneer is pictured in two photographs of the building from 1962, shortly after the 
building was completed. Randall Wungnema was the son of Ernest Wungnema, a 
Hopi Indian from the Hotevilla area of Arizona, who worked as a tutor of stone 
masonry at Stewart Indian School from 1937 until 1942 when the construction of 
stone buildings on the campus was halted due to the onset of World War II (Seaver 
1982). Ernest moved his family to Carson City from Arizona in 1940, when Randall 
would have been 16 or 17 years old. Randall’s brother and sister, Burton and 
Bernice, attended Stewart Indian School but Randall remained in Arizona until he 
graduated from high school, after which he enlisted in the Marines Corps. The 
Wungnema family most likely got into the commercial construction business after 
World War II, with Randall joining his family in Carson City after completing his 
military service, and Burton having completed his schooling. Early projects 
attributed to the Wungnema masons include the Greil Ranch (Washoe Valley 1946), 
the Lady of the Lake Catholic Church (Kings Beach 1947), and the Frontier Motel 
(Carson City 1949).  

Two other early projects are the homes built for Burton, Randall, and their families. 
The building in Mills Park now known as the Wungnema House (B559/B10291) was 
completed in 1948 and was the residence of Burton, his wife Pearl, and their 
children (Moreno 2011:114). In the late 1940s, Randall built a home on the north 
side of East William Street as an anniversary present to his wife, Mama Hope. A 
1952 city directory lists Randall and Hope as living at 512 4th Avenue (later East 
William Street) on the parcel subsequently occupied by a strip mall at 444 East 
William Street. The building was a small rectangular timber frame building with a 
masonry veneer (B330). The house was ultimately converted into a bar, initially 
called Sniveler’s Bar and then the Sand Castle Bar. The bar was demolished in 1993 
before the construction of the City Center strip mall at 444 East William Street.  

Wungnema buildings constructed after World War II reflect a fundamental shift in 
the manner of construction. Masonry buildings constructed at the Stewart Indian 
School employed load-bearing stone wall construction. In contrast, the buildings in 
Carson City and the surrounding area attributed to the Wungnema family are 
timber-frame structures with thick masonry veneers (James and Harvey 2009). 
Washoe County artist Muffy Vhay has a photo album that documents the 
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construction process, which was used by Wungnema family masons for Vhay's 
parents' frame-structured house on Lake Washoe during the post-war period 
(Pezzoni 2011). An early ranch-style home constructed close to the Stewart Indian 
School shows a further adaptation, with the exterior walls having a low masonry 
veneer below vertically patterned timber cladding (Nativestonework.com 2022b). 
These changes reflect the Wungnema masons adapting to current building practices 
while maintaining the distinctive exterior look of their buildings, reflecting the 
different economics of being commercial contractors working on small buildings 
rather than government employees working on large institutional buildings.  

Ernest and his wife Vina returned to Arizona in the early 1950s and he died on 6 
August 1954. Burton died two years later on 30 May 1956, at the young age of 29. 
It is unclear for how long Randall continued working as a mason in the area, but if 
he worked into his mid-60s he would have still been active into the mid-1980s. It is 
known that he continued working with other relatives including members of the 
Talas, McQueen, and Crawford families. The current local building contractor 
Keystone Masonry is understood to be directly related to the original group 
Wungnema masons (pers. com. Bobbi Rahder 2023).  

The integrity of B19187 has been impacted by the blocking up of several doorways, 
the replacement of the original flush motel doors with glass panel doors, the 
replacement of most of the original windows, and the removal of the original motel 
sign. The mass of the building remains unaltered and there are no additions, 
meaning the building still closely resembles the form as constructed. The addition 
of illuminated cabinet-type lights to the roof when the motel was converted into a 
small strip mall is not appropriate to the original style of the building but would be 
easily removed leaving few if any traces.  

The largest impact on the appearance of the building is the painting of the original 
masonry veneer, which was preceded by a relatively crude attempt at re-pointing 
some areas of the stonework. Unfortunately, the thick cream paint has concealed 
the distinctive colorful nature of the original masonry, although the paint could be 
removed with some effort.  

B19187 retains its integrity of location, design, workmanship, and setting. The 
replacement of windows and doors and the addition of exterior paint means the 
integrity of materials has diminished. The masonry veneer that distinguishes this 
building is intact but covered in thick exterior paint. B19187 does not retain 
integrity of materials. It does not retain its integrity of feeling because of the 
exterior paint that disguises the colorful masonry work and because of the way the 
motel rooms have been converted into commercial units. Because the masonry 
veneer is still present, the building retains its integrity of association with Randall 
Wungnema, an important master mason who was active in the Eagle Valley, Carson 
Valley, and Tahoe areas between the mid-1940s and through the 1970s.  
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B19187 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. The positioning of new motels on major 
highways leading into city centers is a typical component of these post-war 
developments, and numerous motels in Nevada have been determined to be eligible 
for National Register listing based on this association with mid-century 
transportation and tourism. The involvement of native stone masons once active at 
the Stewart Indian School introduced a distinctive and important type of 
architecture to Northwestern Nevada. An unattributed and undated document held 
by the Stewart Indian School Cultural Center and Museum makes a crucial point 
regarding the Wungnema House in Mills Park that applies equally to B19187, 
“Today the State Register lists around 200 places and the only ones that pertain to 
Native American heritage are archaeological sites. It is important to list places that 
highlight a broader range of Native American culture and contributions to the 
historical record.” B19187 is recommended as eligible under Criterion A.  

B19187 is associated with Randall Wungnema, a Hopi stone mason who moved to 
Carson City following the end of World War II and then remained in the area until 
his death in 1992 at the age of 68 (Find-a-grave.com 2012). Randall is significant 
for his work as a stone mason in Carson City, the Carson Valley and the Tahoe 
area, but is not known to be a historically significant individual for any other 
reasons. B19187 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B.  

B19187 has a moderate level of integrity. The issue with the painting of the exterior 
of the building has been discussed above. Fortunately, this impact is considered to 
be reversible. The building represents a good example of a side-gabled single-story 
motel design that has seen few major alterations. Such buildings associated with 
major highways were important both regionally and nationally, and they are 
becoming scarce due to dereliction and demolition. Sensitive re-use of the building 
could enhance its existing qualities without necessitating a return to its use as a 
motel. The Formgrey Studio’s rehabilitation of the El Centro Motel in downtown 
Reno provides an excellent example of how motels of this period can be 
rehabilitated while enhancing their historical characteristics (Formgrey N.D.). 
B19187 also has the potential to be returned to a good example of Wungnema 
stonework, in an unusually public setting. Buildings of this type have made a 
significant contribution to the character of the built environment in this part of 
Nevada. It is not known if any other motels in the area were built by native stone 
masons trained at the Stewart Indian School, although typically their work beyond 
the campus was restricted to residential buildings and accessory resources such as 
gate piers and perimeter walls. This motel is one of a small number of examples of 
more publicly accessible buildings. B19187 is recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C.  
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The Wungnema family of stone masons are known to be responsible for a range of 
buildings and building elements such as chimneys, walls, and gate piers, in Carson 
City, the Carson Valley, and the Tahoe area. They appear to have been most 
commonly involved in residential buildings, with the Lady of the Lake Catholic 
Church in Kings Beach and the Highway 50 Motel being important exceptions to this 
pattern. It is not currently clear how many buildings can be attributed to the 
Wungnema family, or how many additional non-residential buildings they worked 
on. A comprehensive study of Wungnema family architecture in Carson City, Carson 
Valley, and the Tahoe area would be of considerable interest and importance. 
Research questions could quantifying the number of buildings and building elements 
that were constructed by the Wungnema family, and examining the frequency of 
different building and building element types that they constructed; examining how 
the Wungnema family buildings differed from the earlier Native American built-
buildings at the Stewart Indian School that were constructed within a federally 
funded and institutional framework; how the Wungnema family adapted their 
techniques to conform to developing architectural styles and commercial constraints 
in the post-war period; what decorative motifs were used by the Wungnema family, 
where were decorative motifs positioned, and how did those decorative motifs 
relate to traditional Hopi designs; whether the buildings constructed by different 
members of the Wungnema family feature specific details unique to particular 
family members; and how does the work of the Wungenma family compare to the 
work of other Native American stone masons working in the same areas. Further 
study of the Highway 50 Motel specifically would also provide important information 
regarding how a very standardized motel form was executed by the Wungnema 
stone masons. B19187 is recommended as eligible under Criterion D.  

In summary, it is recommended that B19187 is National Register eligible under 
Criterion A, C, and D. 

7.3.33 B19188: 301 East William Street – Commercial/Residential Building 
(NCE-32) 

B19188 is located on the southern side of East William Street, in the middle of the 
block defined by North Plaza Street at the west and North Stewart Street at the 
east. A 1939 aerial photograph of the parcel depicts several small residential 
buildings arranged in two slightly disorganized rows. The area was close to the 
northern extent of Carson City on the eastern side of North Carson Street. Sporadic 
residences are to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, and 
between Lee Street and Burton Street. The blocks to the west and southwest 
contained some larger commercial buildings, and the parcel to the south contained 
the V&T shop complex (B242 & B378). A 1953 aerial photograph shows that the 
block had been cleared and was being prepared for redevelopment. A 1966 aerial 
photograph shows that the redevelopment of the block was underway, with B19188 
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having been completed. A motel had been constructed in the northwest part of the 
block, at 201 East William Street. The eastern part of the block remained 
undeveloped. A 1972 aerial photograph shows the same situation, and a 1980 
aerial photograph shows that the eastern part of the block was in use as a car sales 
lot. The car sales lot was replaced in the late 1990s by a Jack in the Box restaurant.  

B19188 has a good level of integrity, with only minor modifications to the exterior 
of the building being identifiable. The building retains its integrity of location, 
design, materials, workmanship setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19188 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19188 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19188 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19188 has a good level of integrity, and its blocky CMU-built design is very typical 
of the period during which it was built. However, the combination of a commercial 
building with residential apartments is atypical of the period, when combined 
residential and commercial buildings were decidedly out of fashion. This atypical 
combination likely resulted from a desire to maximize the commercial value of a 
very small parcel, at a time when commercial buildings were being constructed on 
large out-of-town plots. Because of this quirk, B19188 does not embody the period-
specific characteristics of a Mid-Century Modern building and it is not recommended 
as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide 
additional important historical information, and B19188 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19188 is not 
National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.  

7.3.34 B19189: 951 North Stewart Street – Commercial Building (NCE-33) 

B19189 is located on the eastern side of North Stewart Street. This area was 
recorded in a 1939 aerial photograph where it is shown as being occupied by a fan-
like arrangement of train tracks leading into the V & T Engine House that was 
located to the immediate east. The surrounding area was not developed and had 
not been divided into blocks between East William Street to the North and East 
Carolyn Street to the south. Two residential buildings were located to the north of 
the parcel, close to East William Street. A 1953 aerial photograph shows the same 
arrangement, although the limit of development to the south had extended to East 
Washington Street. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the mass of train tracks 
had been removed, the area had been divided into blocks, and development had 
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been initiated along East William Street and Mills Park had been created. The long 
block where the parcel is located had been defined through the construction of 
North Stewart Street and North Valley Street, and the whole block appears to have 
been graded in preparation for development. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that 
B19189 had been constructed and depicts the original entrance arrangement at the 
west of the building. A 1984 aerial photograph shows that the parcels to the 
immediate north and south had been developed with new commercial buildings. A 
1999 aerial photograph shows that the addition had been constructed on the 
southwestern corner of B19189 and that the current US Bank Building had been 
built in the parcel to the north of B19189, over the position of the old residential 
buildings to the south of East William Street.  

B19189 has a moderate level of integrity. A large addition has altered the original 
entrance to the building and the original entrance now features modern stone 
veneers. The rest of the building appears to be close to its original condition with 
only limited evidence of routine maintenance. B19189 retains its integrity of 
location, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It does not retain its 
integrity of design and it is not associated with any significant historic events or 
people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B18189 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older 
central business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. 
However, this section of East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B18189 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B18189 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B18189 is a large but relatively simple utilitarian design, with no stylistic 
embellishments. As such, although it was constructed using materials and methods 
that were common at the time of construction, it cannot be identified as 
representing a particular architectural style. The building has a very common form 
and there are no elements that distinguish the building from innumerable similar 
examples. B18189 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study 
of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and 
B18189 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B18189 is not National Register eligible based on any of the 
criteria.  

7.3.35 B19190: 415 East William Street – Playa Azul restaurant (NCE-34) 

B19190 is located at the southwestern side of the intersection between North Valley 
Street and East William Street. A 1939 aerial photograph depicts the area as 
undeveloped and not yet divided into blocks. Some well-spaced residences were 
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located to the east of the parcel. A 1953 aerial photograph shows that the 
residences to the east had gained more formalized yards, but few other 
developments had occurred. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the area had been 
heavily developed, with the roads having been paved, individual lots having been 
marked out, many new buildings having been constructed, and Mills Park having 
been created. B19190 was constructed in 1975. 

B19190 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. It is unclear if Accessory Resource 
2, the dumpster enclosure, is an original element of the design, but, the main 
commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1) is likely original, and neither of the 
accessory resources is out of character with the building or alter its integrity. 
B19190 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, 
and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and 
does not possess integrity of association. 

B19190 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19190 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19190 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19190 has a good level of integrity, and it is believed that its current form closely 
matches its form as designed. Stylistically the building has a 1970s, mildly 
historically inspired Spanish-influenced contemporary style, identifiable as following 
the faux historic styles that grew in popularity as the Mid-Century Modern style 
went out of fashion in the late 1960s. As such it embodies the period-specific 
characteristics of a mid-1970s restaurant. However, this building type and style is 
common, and B19190 is an unremarkable example of this common type and style 
that does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19190 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is 
unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19190 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19190 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.36 B19191: 851 East William Street – Carson City Community Center 
(NCE-35) 

B19191 is located on the southern side of East William Street, occupying a large 
area between North Roop Street and North Saliman Street. This parcel is shown as 
undeveloped in a 1939 aerial photograph, apart from the V & T Railroad tracks that 
run diagonally through the area, a long rectangular building (derrick house) along a 
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spur, and a few small residential areas along the old roadway. A 1953 aerial 
photograph shows that train tracks had been removed but the area remained 
largely undeveloped, apart from a cluster of small buildings of uncertain type 
located close to East William Street, in the northeast part of the park. Winemunga 
House was constructed in the southeast part of the undeveloped area in 1948. A 
1966 aerial photograph shows that the first version of the park had been created, 
with the outdoor swimming pool complex at the far west and a municipal golf 
course occupying most of the park. A probable clubhouse is in the area now 
occupied by the maintenance yard to the south of the engine houses for the 
narrow-grade railroad. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that the initial southern 
section of the community center had been constructed. A 1974 aerial photograph 
shows that the northern section of the community center had been completed and 
that the apartment complexes and shopping centers along the western side of 
North Saliman Street have been completed. A 1984 aerial photograph shows that 
the park had been entirely reworked, with new landscaping replacing the original 
golf course, a new network of roads and paths had been created, and several new 
parking lots. The indoor swimming pool is visible in the southwest part of the park. 
A plaque in the park states that this re-imagining of Mills Park was dedicated on 
July 4th, 1983. A narrow-gauge railroad was laid in the park during this phase of 
work, which continued to be modified and developed through to the mid-1990s. In 
the early-1990s the northeast portion of the park was again reconfigured to allow 
for the construction of the Marv Teixiera Pavillion, which was completed by 1994. 
The presumed clubhouse for the golf course was removed around the same time. A 
1999 aerial photograph shows that the outdoor swimming pool had been removed.  

B19191 has a high level of integrity. It is largely unchanged since the completion of 
the second phase of construction in the mid-1970s, and there have been no 
substantial alterations to its mass or exterior appearance, and no major additions 
have been made. The Carson City Community Center retains its integrity of 
location, design, workmanship, and materials. The alterations to the park that 
occurred in the early-1980s, when the original golf course was replaced by a more 
varied park landscape, mean that Carson City Community Center does not retain its 
integrity of setting, but because the surrounding area is still municipal parkland 
designed to be used by the residents of Carson City, the building retains its 
integrity of feeling. B19191 is not associated with any significant historic events or 
people and does not possess integrity of association.  

B19191 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older 
central business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. The 
provision of parkland with associated leisure facilities in these newly created 
expansions is a common phenomenon and was at least in part a response to the 
loss of pedestrian access to the streetscape caused by increased volumes of fast 
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automobile traffic. However, neither Mills Park nor the Carson City Community 
Center are early or individually important examples of these trends and involved no 
novel innovations or developments in architectural, landscaping, or construction 
practices. B19191 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19191 is 
associated with various local politicians and with local architects Perry Means and 
Thomas “Skip” Wall, but none of these people has been identified as having 
individual historically significant. B19191 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion B. B19191 has a good level of integrity, and changes to its setting have 
not diminished its significance in a particularly negative way. The building is 
constructed from a variety of materials typical of the period, and it presents a clear 
modern style, especially with the modernistic rendering of a grand, classically 
inspired entrance at the north of the building facing onto East William Street. 
However, the use of modern architectural styles for public buildings was common at 
this time and often incorporated modernized versions of classical forms, and 
B19191 does not distinguish itself from numerous other similar public buildings in 
any significant way. Because the building is located some distance away from the 
core of the government and public buildings in the central area of Carson City, 
B19191 does not contribute to the civic core of Carson City which continued to 
develop through the late 20th century. B19191 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19191 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19191 is not National Register 
eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.37 B19192: 802 Mills Park Lane – Covered Barbeque Shelter (NCE-36) 

B19192 is in the central area of Mills Park. This area was recorded in 1939 and 
1953 aerial photographs where it is shown as undeveloped with several dirt roads 
running through the area; the V&T to Empire and Virginia City is visible. In the 
1939 aerial photograph a large building, presumably an engine shed or shop, is 
located on the railroad tracks, close to what would become the western boundary of 
Mills Park, but it is no longer visible in the 1953 aerial photograph. A 1966 aerial 
photograph shows that Mills Park had been developed, with a swimming pool at the 
west end; the rest of the park is a small municipal golf course and parkland. A 1972 
aerial photograph shows that the original southern portion of the community center 
had been built, and a 1974 aerial photograph shows that the northern addition to 
the community center had been completed. A 1984 aerial photograph depicts the 
redevelopment of the golf course into a more formal park with paved roads and 
parking lots. The swimming pool was paved over in the late 1990s. Due to tree 
cover in the central part of the park, the barbeque shelter is rarely visible in aerial 
photographs. 
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B19192 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. It is unclear if the streetlight 
(Accessory Resource 1) is an original element of the design, but the concrete plinth 
(Accessory Resource 2) is likely original, and neither of the accessory resources is 
out of character with the building or alters its integrity. B19192 retains its integrity 
of location, design, materials, and workmanship. Mills Park was extensively re-
developed in the early 1980s, changing from being a municipal golf course with 
some areas of parkland and community buildings, to a large community-based park 
containing a wide range of activity areas. Because of these changes, B19192 does 
not retain its integrity of setting, but it does retain its integrity of feeling. It is not 
associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess 
integrity of association. 

B19192 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. The provision of a municipal recreation area is in keeping with patterns 
of post-war development. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or 
developments in architectural or construction practices. B19192 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19192 is not known to be associated 
with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion B. B19192 has a high level of integrity, and it is believed that its 
current form closely matches its form as designed. The structure is an extremely 
simple structure constructed from materials typical of the period. The structure 
lacks stylistic embellishments, but the choice to use wooden shingles on the roof is 
identifiable as following the faux historic styles that grew in popularity as the Mid-
Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 1960s. This is an unremarkable 
example of a simple recreational structure, and it does not distinguish itself from 
innumerable other similar examples. B19192 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important 
historical information, and B19192 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion 
D. In summary, it is recommended that B19192 is not National Register eligible 
based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.38 B19193: 802 Mills Park Lane – Restroom Building (NCE-37) 

B19193 is in the southern area of Mills Park. This area was recorded in 1939 and 
1953 aerial photographs where it is shown as undeveloped with several dirt roads 
running through the area; the V&T to Empire and Virginia City is visible. In the 
1939 aerial photograph a large building, presumably an engine shed or shop, is 
located on the railroad tracks, close to what would become the western boundary of 
Mills Park, but it is no longer visible in the 1953 aerial photograph. A 1966 aerial 
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photograph shows that Mills Park had been developed, with a swimming pool at the 
west end; the rest of the park is a small municipal golf course and parkland. A 1972 
aerial photograph shows that the original southern portion of the community center 
had been built, and a 1974 aerial photograph shows that the northern addition to 
the community center had been completed. A 1984 aerial photograph depicts the 
redevelopment of the golf course into a more formal park with paved roads and 
parking lots. The swimming pool was paved over in the late 1990s. Tree cover in 
the southern part of the park means that the restroom building is rarely visible in 
aerial photographs. 

B19193 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to 
any modifications beyond routine maintenance. It is unclear if the streetlight 
(Accessory Resource 1) is an original element of the design, but the concrete plinth 
(Accessory Resource 2) is likely original, and neither of the accessory resources is 
out of character with the building or alter its integrity. B19193 retains its integrity 
of location, design, materials, and workmanship. Mills Park was extensively re-
developed in the early 1980s, changing from being a municipal golf course with 
some areas of parkland and community buildings, to a large community-based park 
containing a wide range of activity areas. Because of these changes, the restroom 
building does not retain its integrity of setting, but it does retain its integrity of 
feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does 
not possess integrity of association. 

B19193 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. The provision of a municipal recreation area is in keeping with the 
general patterns of post-war development. However, East William Street is not an 
early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19193 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19193 is not known to be 
associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19193 has a high level of integrity, and it is believed 
that its current form closely matches its form as designed. The structure is an 
extremely simple structure constructed from materials typical of the period. The 
structure lacks stylistic embellishments, but the choice to use wooden shingles on 
the roof is identifiable as following the faux historic styles that grew in popularity as 
the Mid-Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 1960s. B19193 is an 
unremarkable example of a simple recreational structure, and it does not 
distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19193 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely 
to provide additional important historical information, and B19193 is not 
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recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19193 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.39 B19194: 1201 North Saliman Street – Lutheran Church (NCE-38) 

B19194 is located southeast of the intersection of North Saliman Street and East 
William Street. This area was recorded in a 1939 aerial photograph where it is 
shown as undeveloped with several dirt roads running through the area. A 1953 
aerial photograph shows a dirt road that was a precursor to North Saliman Street. 
The road served a long narrow lot that ran along the east side of the road. Several 
small buildings were present on the parcel. This may have been a residential 
property, but the size of the lot suggests it may have been a small farm. No other 
developments had occurred in the surrounding area. A 1966 aerial photograph 
shows that a cluster of buildings at the north of the long narrow lot had been 
cleared; a large building at the south end was still present. Mills Park had 
developed to the west and there was some development on the northern side of 
East William Street. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that North Saliman Road had 
been constructed, with apartments along its western side. On the eastern side of 
North Saliman Street, B19194 can be seen, and Carson City High School had been 
built to the south, with the sports grounds occupying a large portion of the original 
long and narrow lot. There was considerable development of areas to the northeast, 
north, west, and south. The area to the east and southeast remained largely 
undeveloped. A 1980 aerial photograph shows further development had occurred in 
all directions, except to the immediate southeast, which remains undeveloped 
today. 

B19194 has a poor level of integrity. Although the original church is still visible and 
three sides appear unaltered, the original entrance has been lost and a large 
addition has been built to the southeast, with a connecting passage obliterating the 
original entrance. None of the accessory resources appear to be original, but they 
are in character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19194 
retains its integrity of location, materials, and workmanship, but no longer retains 
its integrity of design, setting, or feeling. It is not associated with any significant 
historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19194 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial 
area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during 
the period. The provision of churches in new commercial areas is in keeping with 
general patterns of post-war developments, as new churches were required to 
serve the expanding urban communities. However, East William Street is not an 
early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19194 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19194 is not known to be 
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associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19194 has a low level of integrity, and the original form 
is difficult to discern due to the size and complexity of the additions and the loss of 
the original entrance. The original part of the building exhibits numerous 
contemporary stylistic elements, but these are overwhelmed by the rather 
utilitarian style of the addition. B19194 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important 
historical information, and B19194 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion 
D. In summary, it is recommended that B19194 is not National Register eligible 
based on any of the criteria. 

7.3.40 B19195: 2001 East William Street – Former J & F Automotive (NCE-
39) 

B19195 is located on the eastern side of North Stewart Street. This area is shown in 
1939 and 1953 aerial photographs as being entirely undeveloped. A 1966 aerial 
photograph shows the first stages of development had occurred, with a commercial 
building constructed on the south side of the road, in the parcel immediately west 
of the parcel that contains B19195, and the road network for the housing 
development along Rand Avenue on the north side of East William Street having 
been laid. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that 2001 East William Street and the 
building in the south of the parcel, 1991/2011 East William Street, had been 
constructed, that Carson High School had been built to the southwest, and the first 
phase of the mall to the northeast had been completed. A 1980 aerial photograph 
shows that the northern side of East William Street had been extensively 
developed, but land to the south of the road remained largely undeveloped. This 
situation would remain unchanged until the mid-1990s.  

B19195 has a moderate level of integrity. The only major modification to the 
building is a stone veneer around the front portions of the building on the ground 
floor level, and a small addition on the eastern side. Neither of these modifications 
has been dated. The rest of the building appears to be close to its original 
condition, with evidence of only routine maintenance. B19195 retains its integrity of 
location, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It does not retain its 
integrity of design and it is not associated with any significant historic events or 
people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19195 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older 
central business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. 
However, this section of East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19195 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19195 is not known to be associated with any historically 
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significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19195 is a large but relatively simple utilitarian design, with no stylistic 
embellishments. As such, although it was constructed using materials and methods 
that were common at the time of construction, it cannot be identified as 
representing a particular architectural style. The building has a very common form 
and there are no elements that distinguish the building from innumerable similar 
examples. B19195 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study 
of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and 
B19195 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19195 is not National Register eligible based on any of the 
criteria.  

7.3.41 B19196: 1991/2011 East William Street – Shop Building (NCE-40) 

B19196 is located on the eastern side of North Stewart Street. This area is shown in 
1939 and 1953 aerial photographs as being entirely undeveloped. A 1966 aerial 
photograph shows the first stages of development had occurred, with a commercial 
building constructed on the south side of the road, in the parcel immediately west 
of the parcel that contains B19196, and the road network for the housing 
development along Rand Avenue on the north side of East William Street having 
been laid. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that B19196 and the building in the 
south of the parcel, 2001 East William Street, had been constructed, that Carson 
High School had been built to the southwest, and the first phase of the mall to the 
northeast had been completed. A 1980 aerial photograph shows that the northern 
side of East William Street had been extensively developed, but land to the south of 
the road remained largely undeveloped. This situation would remain unchanged 
until the mid-1990s.  

B19196 has a high level of integrity. The only major modification to the building is 
the small addition to the rear of the building, which has not dramatically impacted 
the integrity of the overall building. B19196 retains its integrity of location, design, 
materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19196 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial 
corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older 
central business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. 
However, this section of East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19196 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19196 is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. 
B19196 is a large but relatively simple utilitarian design, with no stylistic 
embellishments. As such, although it was constructed using materials and methods 
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that were common at the time of construction, it cannot be identified as 
representing a particular architectural style. The building has a very common form 
and there are no elements that distinguish the building from innumerable similar 
examples. B19196 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study 
of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and 
B19196 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19196 is not National Register eligible based on any of the 
criteria. 

7.4 DISTRICT/LANDSCAPE CONSIDERATIONS 

7.4.1 East William Street 

The National Register recognizes several property types, of which the district is one. 
A historic district is an area that contains a significant concentration, linkage, or 
continuity of sites, buildings, structures, or objects united historically or 
aesthetically by plan or physical development. A district derives its importance from 
being a unified entity, even though it is often composed of a wide variety of 
resources. The identity of a district results from the interrelationship of its 
resources, which can convey a visual sense of the overall historic environment or be 
an arrangement of historically or functionally related properties. A district may 
include thousands of acres of agricultural land and hundreds of contributing 
properties, downtowns with scores of buildings, or a small mill complex consisting 
of the mill, dam, reservoir, and miller’s house. In each case, the district comprises 
a significant concentration of resources that represent the essential elements of the 
district at large. A commercial district is most often distinguished because of its 
cohesive character. The visual continuity presented by most buildings is the 
unifying component that imparts a sense of place. The physical relationship of one 
building adjacent to another is an integral component that affords the district a 
particular sense of time and place. Typically, historic districts are comprised of both 
contributing and noncontributing resources. A contributing resource is a building, 
site, structure, site, or object that adds to the historic significance of the district. A 
resource that is individually undistinguished may still add to a district's historic 
character if it adds to the character of the district and possesses integrity.  

For a district to retain integrity as a whole, the majority of the components that 
make up the district's historic character must possess integrity even if they are 
individually undistinguished. In addition, the relationships among the district's 
components must be substantially unchanged since the period of significance. When 
evaluating the impact of intrusions on the district's integrity, one must take into 
consideration the relative number, size, scale, design, and location of the 
components that do not contribute to the significance. A district is not eligible if it 
contains so many alterations or new intrusions that it no longer conveys the sense 
of a historic environment. A component of a district cannot contribute to the 
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significance of the district if it has been substantially altered since the period of the 
district's significance or if it does not share the historic associations of the district. 

The question is, do the architectural resources recorded along East William Street 
constitute a historic district? The resources recorded as a result of the present 
inventory were constructed during the Post-World War II Period. Thus, 1945 is 
selected as the earlier temporal limit. The 45-year-of-age cut-off defines the later 
temporal limit of 1977. Two periods of significance are suggested within this range: 

• Early Post-War Period (1945 – 1967): Carson City slowly awakens from the 
War and the economic stagnation brought on by the 1920s and 30s. 

• Late Post-War Period (1967 – 1980): Carson City begins to grow and looks 
forward to what it wants to become. 

Eighteen buildings reviewed as a part of the present study were constructed during 
the Early Post-War Period. Eight of the buildings constructed in this period are 
located on North Carson Street (Heidi’s Restaurant) or are close to North Carson 
Street, within the 200 and 300 blocks along East William Street, East John Street 
(including two residences subsequently converted to commercial uses), and North 
Plaza Street. The remaining buildings constructed during this early period include 
the Wungnema House, facilities in Mills Park (the barbeque shelter and restroom 
building), Walton’s Funeral Home, the multi-building apartment complex in the 800 
block of East William Street, and a grocery store in the 800 block of East William 
Street. The buildings that fall within the Early Post-War Period are widely dispersed 
and do not present a concentration that is united historically or aesthetically by plan 
or physical development. The cluster of period buildings located at the west end of 
the study area reflects the expansion of residential and commercial activities 
laterally out from North Carson Street as it developed during the 1960s. As such, 
those buildings are more closely tied to the history and architectural development 
of North Carson Street. Their association with East William Street is more 
ephemeral. While they exhibit a certain consistency in building materials, the 
buildings that date to this period do not reflect continuity in architectural style. The 
group of buildings under consideration does not convey a strong visual sense of the 
historic environment associated with the period of significance. While many of the 
buildings were commercial, they did not historically serve as a neighborhood 
commercial core. Their scattered distribution set them apart from one another to 
such a degree that there was no sense of connectivity. Although the project area 
contains several historic buildings the large percentage of non-historic buildings 
makes it a poor representation of the theme and period of significance. Based on 
these considerations, it is recommended that architectural resources present along 
East William Street do not constitute a historic district as defined around the Early 
Post-War period of significance.  
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Twenty-three buildings reviewed as a part of the present study were constructed 
during the Late Post-War Period. The buildings are scattered along East William 
Street, from the 300 block through the 2000 block. Represented functions include 
public buildings (the Carson City Community Center and the Lutheran Church), 
stand-alone commercial buildings, office buildings, restaurants, and shopping malls. 
The only hint of a concentration is at the far east end of the project area (1800 
through 2000 blocks). That area contains two major components of the Plaza 50 
Shopping Center and several nearby service buildings (a gun store, a commercial 
building, an automotive shop, and a general shop). The buildings at this end of the 
study area date from 1972 through 1978. The buildings that fall within the Late 
Post-War Period are widely dispersed and do not present a concentration that is 
united historically or aesthetically by plan or physical development. The cluster of 
period buildings located at the east end of the study area are not functionally 
related and do not exhibit a historical or developmental linkage. The remaining 
buildings are quite scattered with few occurring within any single block. Numerous 
non-historic buildings are present that further separate and isolate the historic-
period buildings. There is no sense of historical or developmental connectivity 
between the historic-period buildings. Their scattered distribution set them apart 
from one another to such a degree that there was no sense of connectivity. The 
group of buildings under consideration does not convey a strong visual sense of the 
historic environment associated with the period of significance. While they exhibit a 
certain consistency in building materials (a heavier emphasis on the use of CMUs), 
the buildings do not reflect continuity in architectural style. Although the project 
area contains several historic buildings the large percentage of non-historic 
buildings makes it a poor representation of the theme and period of significance. 
Based on these considerations, it is recommended that architectural resources 
present along East William Street do not constitute a historic district as defined 
around the Late Post-War period of significance. 

7.4.2 Mills Park 

In October of 1950, descendants of Ogden Mills proposed to gift a 51-acre parcel to 
Carson City for use as a park (Reno Gazette Journal, October 27, 1950). The 
property, formally known as “Foley’s Forest,” was noted for an abundance of large 
cottonwood trees. The announcement of the gift was celebrated by Governor 
Charles Russell and other dignitaries as part of Admission Day celebrations held a 
few weeks later. The City named the new park in honor of the Mills family. The legal 
transfer of the land occurred in April 1951 (Reno Gazette Journal, April 5, 1951). A 
formal celebration of the transfer occurred on May 23 when Gordon Sampson, a 
representative of the now defunct V & T Railroad, presented the deed to Mayor 
Wilbur Strodieck (Reno Gazette Journal, May 23, 1951). Soon thereafter, the City 
constructed a nine-hole golf course on the property. The Mills Park golf course 
remained in use through 1977 when the Eagle Valley Golf Course was constructed. 
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The 1970s saw the construction of major park elements. The Community Center, 
built in 1971 and 1973, contains a gymnasium, commercial kitchen, classrooms, 
meeting rooms, and the Bob Boldrick Theater. A new aquatic center was built, 
replacing the older municipal pool. The aquatic center was converted into an indoor 
and outdoor facility in 1999. Since the early 1970s, the grounds have been 
reconfigured to serve as a community park. Over time, numerous elements have 
been added while others were relocated within the park. Currently, Mills Park 
includes sports fields, a skate park, a firefighter’s memorial, volleyball courts, picnic 
pavilions, horseshoe pits, bocce ball courts, pickleball courts, restrooms, and park 
maintenance buildings. The park is also home to the Carson and Mills Park Railroad 
which began operation in 1981, the historic Wungnema House, the Virginia Orcutt 
Skateboard Park, and the Marv Teixeira (formerly the Pony Express) Pavilion, which 
hosts concerts and other events.  

The question is, does Mills Park qualify as a designed cultural landscape, as that 
term is applied within the realm of cultural resources management (Keller and 
Keller 1996)? If Mills Park has a specific period of significance, it would most likely 
extend from the late 1970s (when it first started coming together as a developed 
landscape) through to the present. A dedication plaque dated July 4th, 1983, 
reflects when the park renovation effort was completed. This provides us with a 
short answer to the question. Mills Park may be a designed landscape, but it is not 
old enough to be considered historic at present.  

But let’s dig a little deeper. Major buildings and structures present in the park were 
constructed at various times, from the early 1970s through to the present. The 
buildings do not exhibit a consistent architectural style, nor is there a commonality 
in orientation, massing, or materials. The buildings lack a sense of cohesion. 
Scattered about the park, each is something of a set piece. Those buildings and 
structures greater than 45 years in age were recorded as a part of the present 
study and none were found to be individually eligible for listing on the National 
Register. As such, no one significant building is present that could serve as an 
anchor to which others might be tethered. Aside from the Community Center, a 
restroom building, and a barbeque shelter, none of the buildings or structures 
present within the park are more than 45 years of age. All the buildings and 
structures are within a parkland setting that is dominated by open grass-covered 
areas and wooded areas dominated by mature cottonwood trees. While the bounds 
of the wooded area have remained somewhat static over time, the ground surface 
has experienced repeated reconfiguration. Also, the type of recreation facilities and 
their location within the park has changed with some regularity over time. Suffice it 
to say, the design of the park has been and remains dynamic. Aside from the 
mature cottonwood trees, none of the current landscaping is of great age. Unlike 
some designed landscapes, Mills Park does not reflect a formally defined landscape 
style. Landscape features such as spatial relationships, vegetation, site furnishings, 
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design intent, architectural features, and circulation systems have all changed over 
time based on the needs and interests of the public. It is not noted for a particular 
innovation in design, construction, planting, or use. Nor is it associated with a 
significant figure in landscape architecture, gardening, or planning. While it has and 
continues to play a central role in the community, Mills Park cannot be associated 
with significant social movements or historic events. All of this leads us to 
recommend that even if it were more than 50 years in age, Mills Park would not be 
eligible for listing as a designed landscape based on Criterion A or C.  

The park is named after the Mills family. Darius Ogden Mills had been a prominent 
figure in the history of the V&T. Successive generations of the Mills family (Ogden 
Mills and his son Ogden Livingston Mills) retained some level of involvement in the 
railroad but were not prominent in its day-to-day operations. Would Mills Park be 
eligible based on Criterion B due to its association with Darius Mills? Designed 
landscapes can be determined eligible due to their association with an individual, 
but this is typically due to their association with the productive career of a 
significant figure in American landscape architecture. Mills Park’s association with 
Darius Mills is simply commemorative. It is recommended that even if it were more 
than 50 years in age, Mills Park would not be eligible for listing as a designed 
landscape based on Criterion B.  

Further study of the park is unlikely to provide additional important information. It 
is recommended that even if it were more than 50 years in age, Mills Park would 
not be eligible for listing as a designed landscape based on Criterion D.  
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8 Finding of Effect 

Effects on National Register-listed or eligible properties can be direct (demolition, 
for example) or indirect (visual or auditory, for example) and are defined as any 
action that would adversely affect the characteristics of a property that make it 
National Register eligible. An architectural inventory was conducted within the 
identified APE. The results of that inventory are listed below (eligible resources 
bolded):

In addition, it is recommended that East William Street does not comprise a historic 
district. Further, it is recommended that Mills Park does not constitute a historically 
designed landscape.  

The Project includes pavement rehabilitation and reconstruction treatments, access 
management infrastructure to improve safety and circulation for commercial 
driveways and side streets, enhanced street lighting, a signalized pedestrian 
crossing, bus stop amenities, electric vehicle charging stations at Mills Park, 
sidewalk infrastructure improvement, traffic signal infrastructure upgrades, bike 
facilities, landscaping, and streetscape beautification, and utility undergrounding 
and upgrades to water, sewer, and stormwater utility systems. 
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Roadway upgrades will consist of surface rehabilitation or reconstruction and 
restriping. Roadway reconstruction and restriping are likely between North Carson 
Street and Roop Street. Surface rehabilitation and restriping are likely from Roop 
Street to Gold Dust West Way. Medians will be installed throughout the corridor. In 
some locations, driveway accesses will be consolidated to reduce friction with 
vehicular traffic in the travel lanes. Additional parking will be provided at Mills Park. 
All such activities will occur within the existing ROW and constitute a revision of the 
existing condition. As a result, it is recommended that road upgrade activities will 
not cause a direct or an indirect impact on either of the National Register-eligible 
properties located within the APE.  

Aging subsurface utilities including sewer and water will be replaced. In addition, 
drainage improvements including catch basins, storm drain mains and laterals, and 
low-impact development improvements will be implemented throughout the project 
area. Interconnect conduit for future fiber optic communications will be installed. All 
such activities will occur within the existing ROW and will only result in temporary 
surface disturbances. As a result, it is recommended that utility replacement 
activities will not cause a direct or an indirect impact on either of the National 
Register-eligible properties located within the APE.  

The project includes several vertical elements that require consideration. A 
signalized pedestrian crossing and refuge will be installed at State Street. National 
Register-eligible architectural resources are not present in the vicinity of this 
proposed activity. As a result, it is recommended that the installation of the 
signalized pedestrian crossing will not cause a direct or an indirect impact on 
National Register-eligible architectural properties. 

Existing street lighting along the Project corridor is comprised of “night-guard” style 
lights on wooden utility poles on the south side of East William Street and 
approximately 25-foot steel light poles with roadway cobra head luminaires on the 
north side. The Project includes pedestrian scale (12-foot post-top-lantern-style) 
lighting from North Carson Street to North Stewart Street. Standards will be 
installed approximately 90 feet apart and 30 inches behind the back of the curb. 
Lights will be installed along both sides of the roadway in this section. Cobra head 
luminaires will be installed from North Stewart Street to I-580. They will consist of 
a 28.5-foot-high steel pole with a 15-foot mounting arm. Dual-head poles will be 
installed along Mills Park to provide additional lighting. Exact distribution and 
spacing will be determined by photometric calculations based on the streetscape 
layout. All lights will be controlled by a photocell switch for automatic dusk-to-dawn 
operation. Only the pedestrian scale lighting in front of 201 East William Street has 
the potential to prompt an indirect impact on a National Register-eligible 
architectural property. One “night-guard” style light on a wooden utility pole 
currently located at the northwest corner of the parcel will be removed. Also, a 
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utility pole located at the northeast corner of the parcel will be removed. Three 
pedestrian light standards are proposed along the frontage of 201 East William 
Street. They will be set approximately 2.5 feet behind the back of the curb, at the 
edge of but inside the ROW. The pedestrian light standards will match those 
recently placed along North Carson Street. It is recommended that any visual 
impact associated with the placement of the pedestrian light standards will be offset 
by the beneficial impact associated with the removal of the older, much larger 
utility poles. As a result, it is recommended that the installation of the pedestrian 
light standards will not cause a direct or an indirect impact on National Register-
eligible architectural properties, including the Hi-Way 50 Motel at 201 East William 
Street. 

A minimum of two Level-2 electric vehicle charging stations will be provided in the 
Mills Park parking area, with service pedestals located nearby. National Register-
eligible architectural resources are not present in the vicinity of this proposed 
activity. As a result, it is recommended that the installation of charging stations and 
service pedestals will not cause a direct or indirect impact on National Register-
eligible architectural properties. 

The Jump Around Carson public transit system will be expanded to provide 
eastbound service along East William Street from North Carson Street to the I-580 
interchange and westbound service from the I-580 interchange to North Roop 
Street. Transit stops will be established at the following locations: 

• 505 East William Street (does not require widening) 
• 851 E Williams; one in front of the Community Center and one across from 

State Street 
• 1350 East William Street 
• 1550 East William Street 
• 1621 East William Street 
• 2100 East William Street 

Each transit stop will include a bus pullout with a loading zone and may include 
amenities including a bench, trash can, and sign.  

Pedestrian facilities at cross streets along East William Street will be reconstructed 
to comply with ADA accessibility requirements. Improvements will include the 
removal of obstructions, the widening of sidewalks, and the installation of ramps, 
bulb-outs, and additional crosswalks. In some locations, the existing signal 
standard will be moved to meet requirements associated with the installation of 
pedestrian push buttons. ADA requires the pedestrian push button at a signalized 
intersection to be no more than 10 feet from where the ramp meets the road and 
no more than 10 inches from the landing at the top of the ramp. National Register-
eligible architectural resources are not present in the vicinity of currently signalized 
intersections. As a result, it is recommended that the installation of pedestrian 
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improvements will not cause a direct or indirect impact on National Register-eligible 
architectural properties. 

Existing landscaping will be preserved where possible. Landscaping elements 
including planter softscape areas with trees and hardscape areas of varying 
textures will be installed throughout the project area. Medians will feature planter 
softscape areas. The landscaping selected for installation will be consistent with the 
Carson City Plant List and Tree List. Landscaping activities will not occur adjacent to 
or near a National Register-eligible property. As a result, it is recommended that 
landscaping activities will not cause a direct or indirect impact on National Register-
eligible architectural properties. 

Overhead utilities between North Carson Street and Saliman Road will be placed 
underground to remove obstructions within the sidewalks. Utility poles located at 
the northwest and northeast corners of the parcel at 201 East William Street will be 
removed. Five buildings currently served by overhead utilities will be converted to 
underground services. They include the following:  

• 1017 North Carson Street 
• 301 East William Street 
• 777 East William Street 
• 851 East William Street (irrigation controller and Community Center sign) 
• 910 East William Street 

None of the listed parcels contain National Register-eligible architectural resources. 
As a result, it is recommended that the listed utility conversion activities will not 
cause a direct or an indirect impact on National Register-eligible architectural 
properties. The removal of overhead utility poles adjacent to the Hi-Way 50 Motel 
at 201 East William Street is viewed as a beneficial impact.  

Based on the above considerations, it is recommended that the proposed 
undertaking will have no direct or indirect effect on architectural resources 
designated as historic properties and meets the definition of “no historic properties 
affected,” as that term is defined in 36 CFR Part 800.4(d)(1). 
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9 Summary 

The City is implementing the East William Complete Street and Utility 
Undergrounding Project. The boundaries of the 1.5-mile Project are North Carson 
Street to the west and Interstate I-580 to the east. The Project will provide 
roadway, bicycle, pedestrian, safety, beautification, and utility improvements to 
East William Street, creating an efficient multimodal roadway along one of Carson 
City’s primary commercial corridors. Since the project will be planned and 
constructed, in part, with federal funding, compliance with federal historic 
preservation legislation is necessary. The FHWA will serve as the lead federal 
agency. The NDOT is assisting FHWA with compliance matters related to cultural 
resources.  

A screening form was prepared that served as the basis for consultation between 
the Nevada SHPO and the NDOT. NDOT submitted the screening form on 
September 28, 2022. The SHPO responded on October 11, 2022. That consultation 
resulted in the determination that an architectural survey was required. This report 
describes the architectural inventory conducted by NCE to comply with provisions of 
Section 106 of the NHPA of 1966, as amended.  

All work was designed to comply with current state and professional standards 
including SHPO’s Section 106 Architectural Inventory and Survey Guidelines, 
amended in 2013 (Nevada SHPO 2013); NDOT’s Cultural Resources Handbook 
(NDOT 2014); and the Programmatic Agreement among the Federal Highway 
Administration, NDOT, SHPO, and the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation 
Regarding Implementation of Federal-Aid Transportation Projects in the State of 
Nevada (FHWA 2014).  

The architectural inventory resulted in the identification and recordation of six 
previously recorded architectural resources and 41 newly recorded resources.

In addition, it is recommended that East William Street does not comprise a historic 
district. Further, it is recommended that Mills Park does not constitute a historically 
designed landscape.  

The Project includes pavement rehabilitation and reconstruction treatments, access 
management infrastructure to improve safety and circulation for commercial 
driveways and side streets, enhanced street lighting, a signalized pedestrian 
crossing, bus stop amenities, electric vehicle charging stations at Mills Park, 
sidewalk infrastructure improvement, traffic signal infrastructure upgrades, bike 
facilities, landscaping, and streetscape beautification, and utility undergrounding 
and upgrades to water, sewer, and stormwater utility systems. 

It is recommended that two National Register-eligible architectural properties are 
present within the Project APE. Potential impacts on these properties are as follows: 

B559/10291, the Wungnema House, is located at 860 North Saliman Street. It is 
recommended to be National Register eligible based on Criterion C. This building is 
located along the east edge of Mills Park. No Project-related activities are proposed 
on or adjacent to the Wungnema House property. The nearest Project-related 
activity will occur some 1,120 feet north of the building in the vicinity of the 
intersection of East William Street and North Saliman Street. Given this degree of 
separation, it is recommended that the Project will not cause a direct or indirect 
impact on this National Register-eligible architectural property. 

B19187, the Hi-Way 50 Motel, is located at 201 East William Street. It is 
recommended to be National Register eligible based on Criterion A, C, and D. 
Several Project-related activities need to be taken into consideration when 
assessing whether an impact will occur to this property. One “night-guard” style 
light on a wooden utility pole currently located at the northwest corner of the parcel 
will be removed. Also, a utility pole located at the northeast corner of the parcel will 
be removed. Three pedestrian light standards are proposed along the frontage of 
201 East William Street. They will be set approximately 2.5 feet behind the back of 
the curb, at the edge of but inside the ROW. The pedestrian light standards will 
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match those recently placed along North Carson Street. It is recommended that any 
visual impact associated with the placement of the pedestrian light standards will 
be offset by the beneficial impact associated with the removal of the older, much 
larger utility poles. As a result, it is recommended that the installation of the 
pedestrian light standards will not cause a direct or indirect impact on the Hi-Way 
50 Motel at 201 East William Street. 

Based on the above considerations, it is recommended that the proposed 
undertaking will have no direct or indirect effect on architectural resources 
designated as historic properties and meets the definition of “no historic properties 
affected,” as that term is defined in 36 CFR Part 800.4(d)(1).

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 
The Carson City Public Works Department (City) is implementing combined projects for the East William 
Complete Streets and Utility Undergrounding (Project). These projects are combined for purposes of 
environmental compliance; therefore, referred to herein as a single Project. As shown in Figure 1 
(figure located in Attachment 1), the boundaries of the 1.5-mile Project are North Carson Street to the 
west and Interstate 580 (I-580) to the east. 

The Project is within Carson City, Nevada, and situated within Sections 9 and 17 of Township 15 North, 
Range 20 East of the Mount Diablo Principal Meridian. East William Street is classified as a minor arterial 
and provides access to and connection between Carson City’s downtown core, I-580, and United States 
Route 50 (US 50). Major signalized intersections within the Project include North Carson Street, North 
Stewart Street, North Roop Street, North Saliman Road, and I-580. An additional traffic signal at Gold 
Dust West Way provides access to large commercial complexes. The road currently consists of two lanes 
in each direction with center turning lanes between North Carson Street and east of North Saliman Road, 
where it transitions to three lanes in each direction to east of I-580.  

The land use is predominantly commercial through the corridor with a variety of customer-centered 
businesses and offices, including drug stores, restaurants, banks, grocery stores, Nevada State offices, 
and a church. Mills Park, an approximately 50-acre park owned and operated by the City, borders East 
William Street to the south between North Roop Street and North Saliman Road. Single and multifamily 
residential areas are adjacent to the commercial properties and residents park along the corridor but do 
not directly front East William Street. 

The Project will provide roadway, bicycle, pedestrian, safety, beautification, and utility improvements to 
East William Street, creating an efficient multimodal roadway along one of Carson City’s primary 
commercial corridors.  

The Project specifically includes pavement rehabilitation and reconstruction treatments throughout the 
corridor, access management infrastructure to improve safety and circulation for commercial driveways 
and side streets, enhanced street lighting, a signalized pedestrian crossing, bus stop amenities to 
support a planned transit line along the corridor, electric vehicle charging stations at Mills Park, sidewalk 
infrastructure to establish compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), traffic signal 
infrastructure upgrades, added bike facilities, landscaping and streetscape beautification, 
undergrounding of overhead power and communication lines and upgrades to water, sewer, and storm 
water utility systems, including low-impact-development (LID) storm water infrastructure. 

Roadway upgrades will consist of surface rehabilitation or reconstruction and restriping. Reconstruction 
and restriping are likely between North Carson Street and Roop Street. Surface rehabilitation and 
restriping are likely from Roop Street to Gold Dust West Way. Roadway improvements will include 
excavation to an average depth of two to three feet below current grade, which will occur within the 
prism of past disturbance. 
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Medians will be installed throughout the corridor where restricting movements is recommended in the 
traffic analysis, to promote traffic calming, improve safety and access management, and provide 
opportunities for landscaping and pedestrian refuge. A signalized pedestrian crossing and refuge will be 
installed at State Street. In addition, driveway accesses may be consolidated to reduce friction with the 
vehicular traffic in the travel lanes. Additional parking will be provided at Mills Park.  

Existing street lighting along the Project corridor comprises of streetlights owned and operated by NV 
Energy. These lights are typically “night-guard” style lights on wooden utility poles on the south side of 
East William Street and approximately 25-foot steel light poles with roadway cobra head luminaires on 
the north side. The Project includes pedestrian scale lighting from North Carson Street to North Stewart 
Street consisting of 12-foot post-top-lantern-style luminaire, installed approximately 90-feet apart and 
30-inches behind back of curb, as space allows for Americans with Disabilities clear path. Lights will be 
installed along both sides of the roadway in this section.  

Cobra head luminaires will be installed from North Stewart Street to I-580, consisting of steel poles and 
roadway luminaires. These poles follow Nevada Department of Transportation specifications for Type 7 
(single head) and Type 14 (dual head) poles, consisting of a 28.5-foot-high pole with a 15-feet mounting 
arm, at a 34.5-foot luminaire mounting height. Typical poles will be a single head Type 7 pole, with dual 
head Type 14 poles installed along Mills Park to provide additional lighting along the park pathway and 
parking areas. 

Spacing of the light facilities will depend on the final scope of the lighting system. If lights are installed 
along both sides of the roadway, spacing can be approximately 275 feet. However, if lighting is only 
installed on the south side, the spacing will need to be reduced to approximately 175 feet. Lights will be 
installed at back of sidewalk, or outside of the clear zone where sidewalks are offset from the edge of 
roadway. Type 7 and Type 14 poles will be breakaway poles. Exact distribution and spacing will be 
determined by photometric calculations based on the streetscape layout. Photometric performance will 
be designed to meet the Illuminating Engineering Society (IES)-recommended practice guide for 
roadway lighting; RP-8-18 “Roadway Lighting” (IES 2018). 

The new street lighting will be powered from new metered electric services installed in the Project right-
of-way. A service pedestal can typically serve a 1,000-foot radius while maintaining an acceptable 
voltage drop. Conductors will be designed to limit voltage drop to a maximum of five percent as 
recommended by the National Electrical Code. Branch circuit conductors will be installed in two inch 
(minimum) polyvinyl chloride conduit. Typical proposed services are 100-amp, 240-volt, single phase. 

All downtown style light poles will have a ground-fault circuit interrupter (receptacle installed for 
decorative string lights). Lights and receptacles will be controlled by a photocell switch for automatic 
dusk-to-dawn operation. 

A minimum of two Level-2 electric vehicle charging stations will be provided in the Mills Park parking 
area, with service pedestals located nearby. 

The Jump Around Carson public transit system will be expanded to provide eastbound service along East 
William Street from North Carson Street to the I-580 interchange and westbound service from the I-580 
interchange to North Roop Street. Potential locations for eastbound stops include near Plaza Street, 
North Valleys Street, the Community Center, Mills Park, North Saliman Road, and Gold Dust West Way. 
Potential westbound stop locations include near Russell Way, North Saliman Road, and State Street. 
Each transit stop will include a bus pullout with loading zone and may include amenities including a 
bench, trash can, and sign.  

Pedestrian facilities will be reconstructed to comply with ADA accessibility requirements. Improvements 
will include removal of obstructions, widening of sidewalks, installation of ramps and bulb-outs, 
additional crosswalks, and other pedestrian improvements, all intended to provide a more inviting and 
safer walking environment. Physical signal modifications are anticipated at cross-streets along William 
Street due to sidewalk widening and other pedestrian improvements. Signal modifications may require 
excavation to a depth up to fourteen feet below ground surface. The Project includes dedicated bicycle 
lanes throughout the Project area.  

Existing landscaping will be preserved where possible. Landscaping elements including planter softscape 
areas with trees and hardscape areas of varying textures will be installed throughout the project area. 
Some medians will feature planter softscape areas. Landscaping selected for installation will be 
consistent with the Carson City Plant List and Tree List. 
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Overhead utilities between North Carson Street and Saliman Road may be relocated to remove 
obstructions within the sidewalks. Buildings currently served by overhead utilities will be converted to 
underground service. Aging subsurface utilities including sewer and water will be replaced. In addition, 
drainage improvements including catch basins, storm drain main and laterals, and low impact 
development improvements will be implemented throughout the project area. Interconnect conduit for 
future fiber optic communications will be installed. Storm drain improvements and utility relocations may 
require excavation to a depth varying from two to twelve feet below ground surface.  

Most of the Project improvements will be placed within existing rights-of-way. Permanent and temporary 
construction easements on up to 30 parcels are proposed. The permanent easements are required for 
pedestrian ramp, sidewalk, utilities, and signal modification improvements. The temporary construction 
easements are required for construction of sidewalk improvements, pedestrian ramps, bus stops, 
landscaping, lighting, driveway transitions, utilities, grading, and signal modifications.  

Currently, a preliminary design of the proposed Project is available. Final project design is anticipated by 
Summer 2023. Right-of-way activities would occur in 2023. Utility relocation and project construction 
would occur in 2024. 

AREA OF POTENTIAL EFFECT: 
The Area of Direct Effect covers a total of approximately 29.5 acres. The Area of Direct Effect includes 
the Right-of-Way (ROW) along William Street from its intersection with Carson Street on the west and 
US 395 on the east (Figure 2). The ROW varies in width. In addition, the Area of Direct Effect was 
defined so as to include all temporary and permanent easements. Excavation will be required to 
accommodate certain project elements. The depth of excavation will vary by project element. Most such 
excavation will occur into sediments previously disturbed by utility trenching or roadway construction.  

A variety of vertical elements currently exist within the project corridor. An overhead wooden pole utility 
line runs south of and parallel to the road. Free-standing overhead cobra-style streetlights are located 
mostly along the north side of the roadway. In some locations, cobra-style lights are attached to utility 
poles. Four intersections are currently signalized: at Carson Street and William Street, at William Street 
and Stewart Street, at William Street and Roop Street, and at William Street and Saliman Road. 
Roadway-related signs (intersection warnings, hazard markers, etc.) and commercial signs are found 
along the edge of the asphalt. Sidewalks are present along both sides of the roadway for most of its 
length.  

While vertical elements are included in the project, it is important to note that many existing vertical 
elements will be removed, and most new vertical elements will replace existing elements. For example, 
the existing overhead service carries electrical power, telephone, and cable TV lines. As part of the 
project, those utilities will be placed in a common underground trench and the existing poles and lines 
will be removed. In some locations, existing sidewalks will be upgraded and made ADA compliant. 
Existing streetlights will be removed and replaced with modern fixtures. To address the potential for 
indirect effects, an Area of Indirect Effect was defined that includes all parcels located adjacent to the 
Area of Direct Effect (see Figure 2). At signalized intersections, the Area of Indirect Effect was extended 
to include an area two parcels deep. The Area of Indirect Effect encompasses approximately 183.9 acres.

The building has a good level integrity, possessing integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship 
and association. The building pre-dates the creation of Mills Park, meaning it no longer possesses integrity 
of setting. Because the house has been unoccupied since the 1970s and is currently a museum and 
community building set within a park landscape it no longer possesses integrity of feeling.  
 
The building has previously been identified as being eligible for NRHP listing under Criterion C (Pezzoni 
2011). The use of native stone masons trained at the Stewart Indian School near Carson City introduced a 
distinctive and important type of architecture to the Carson-Tahoe region. Examples of their work stand as 
an important testimony to a time when the native culture was in considerable danger of being eliminated. 
NCE recommends B559/B10291 as being eligible under Criterion A. B559/B10291 was designed and 
constructed by Earnest  Wungnema, the tutor of stone masons at the Stewart Indian School, and his son 
Burton Wungnema, who resided in the building with his family and who was considered to be a master 
stone mason in his own right.  NCE recommends B559/B10291 as being eligible under Criterion A 
NCE recommends the building is also eligible for NRHP listing under Criterion B. The building has been 
subject to intensive survey work and further study is unlikely to produce additional information important 
to history.

6. Narrative Eligibility Justification 
 

Provide a detailed explanation of the resource’s eligibility for the National Register, including supporting historic 
information, methods for evaluation under the four criteria, discussion of the seven aspects of integrity, and conclusions 
about eligibility. 
 
Between the intersections with North Carson Street and Humboldt Lane, East William largely accords with 
the location the road to Empire depicted on the 1891 1:250,000 scale Carson, Nevada topographic map. A 
pair of sharp turns north Valley Street and North Roop Street have been smoothed out, and this had 
occurred prior to 1937 when the smoothed-out road layout is depicted on the Base Map of Ormsby 
County, Nevada, prepared by the State of Nevada Department of Highways. To the east of Humbuldt Lane 
the road to Empire as depicted on the 1891 road runs further to the south. The current layout of the road 
to the east of Humboldt Lane is shown on the 1937 Base Map of Ormsby County. The recorded section of 
East William Street has integrity of location, which dates back to the 1890s or earlier for most of its 
length, and prior to 1937 for a short section at the eastern end of the recorded section. Constant 
modification of the road as it has been adapted to handle increased vehicle traffic, heavier vehicle traffic, 
and to serve the expanding population of Carson City, means that the recorded section of road does not 
possess integrity of design, materials, workmanship, setting, or feeling. The recorded section of road is 
associated with the development of the second version of the Pioneer Branch of the Lincoln Highway in 
1921, and the subsequent designation of this road as part of US-50 after 1926. The recorded section of 
road is so heavily modified that it cannot convey its association with the Lincoln Highway, but it is able to 
convey its association with US-50, and it possesses integrity of association with US-50.   
 
The recorded section of road lies outside of the historic core of Carson City, with only the far western end 
of the recorded section being known to have been occupied by any buildings prior to World War II. In the 
late 19th century the road connected Carson City to Empire, from where a network of competing local 
roads provided access to Mound House, Dayton, and Virginia City. However, the main transportation route 
running through this area was the V & T Railroad, which would have been used for the majority of 
personal and freight transportation between these locations. The road therefore cannot be assigned 
individual significance during the Comstock period of the late 19th-century. The road was used as part of 
the unusual tourism-oriented alternate scenic route of the Lincoln Highway, known as the Pioneer Branch 
after the Fallon Cutoff was included as part of the Lincoln Highway in 1921 and the original part of the 
Pioneer Branch from Reno to Carson City was delisted (Moffett et al 2018:18-9, 25). No physical traces 
from this period are extant along the recorded section of the road, and the recorded section of the road 
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does not resemble an early auto-route. The road was incorporated into US-50 in 1928, two years after 
US-50 was initiated in 1926, and it remains part of US-50 to the present. The recorded section of road is 
recommended eligible for NRHP listing under Criterion A as part of the Pioneer Branch of the Lincoln 
Highway, which was a tourism related section of road designed to encourage the development of tourism 
in the Tahoe Basin, and as a part of US-50, a major transcontinental auto route. The use of the earliest 
iterations of the road as a local transport connection between Carson City and Empire is not recommended 
as contributing towards the eligibility of the recorded section of the road.  
 
The recorded section of the route does not have any strong associations with any significant persons 
important to the history of either the Pioneer Branch of the Lincoln Highway, the development of US-50, 
or any other important areas of history (Moffett et al 2018:Section F, Page 5). The recorded section of 
road is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B.  
 
The lack of integrity of the recorded section of road means it is unable to convey any historical 
significance. The road has been widened repeatedly, its course has been straightened, and both its surface 
and associated signage have been regularly upgraded. Buildings flanking the road represent a wide range 
of ages, from the 1950s through to the very recent, and there are no sections with significant 
concentrations of buildings from a specific time period that convey a feeling of a specific time period. The 
recorded section of road resembles innumerable other short sections of main arterial routes into well-
developed urban areas, and it does not distinguish itself in any notable way. The representation of 
widespread and common roadway design standards is alone not sufficient to possess significance in the 
area of Engineering, and there are no design or construction features that elevate this section of road 
(Moffett et al 2018:Section F, Page 6). The recorded section of road is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C.  
 
Further study of the recorded section of road is unlikely to provide additional important historical 
information. Roadbeds are considered unlikely to yield answers to specific research questions through 
physical examination, and archival research is considered a more suitable approach to investigating 
sections of road to answer specific research questions (Moffett et al 2018: Section F, Page 7). The 
recorded section of road is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D.  
 
The recorded section of road is unable to convey a feeling of a specific period of time. The collection of 
buildings flanking the road represent a gradual and accumulation of buildings over a 70-year time span, 
without a specific plan or vision having been followed. There are no concentrations of buildings belonging 
to a narrow period that convey a sense of what the road looked like during any particular decade. 
Similarly, there are no concentrations of buildings of a shared purpose, for example a collection of 
buildings relating to a specific industry, that convey a sense of how the road serviced a particular area of 
the local economy. It is therefore recommended that the recorded section of road does not constitute a 
historic district. The adjacent segment of the Pioneer Branch of the Lincoln Highway, between Carson City 
and Stateline, has been addressed via a Multiple Property Documentation Form (Moffett et al 2018). Such 
an approach does not seem suitable for the recorded section of the road discussed here, but it might be 
an appropriate way to manage the whole section of the road as it runs from the intersection with North 
Carson Street in Carson City to the intersection with the section of US-50 between Hazen and Fallon.            
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7. Narrative Architectural Description

This structure is a 1.5 mile long length of East William Street which runs from the intersection with 
North Carson Street to a point immediately west of the intersection with HWY 395/580. This section 
of road is a main arterial route leading into the northern end of the historic core of Carson City. The 
section recorded is within the heavily built-up portion of Carson City and is considered to be a 
commercial corridor. As a long distance route, the road connects Carson City to Empire, Mound 
House, Dayton, Stagecoach, Ramsey Station, Silver Springs and ultimately to an intersection with the 
road running between Hazen and Fallon in Churchill County. Between the intersection with North 
Carson Street and the intersection with North Roop Street, the road runs east to west, conforming to 
the grid pattern established within the historic core of Carson City. Between the intersection with 
North Roop Street and North Saliman Street the road curves gently northwards. Between the 
intersection with North Saliman Street and the intersection with HWY 395/580 the road runs from 
West Southwest to East Northeast.  
 
This section of the road features a five-lane asphalt surface, consisting of two lanes running in each 
direction, and a fifth central turning lane. At the approach to the intersection with North Saliman 
Street and the intersection with HWY 395/580 two turn lanes are present, for a total of six lanes. The 
turn lanes at the eastern end of the recorded section are accompanied by low concrete curbs 
separating the traffic lanes from the turning lanes. Between the intersections with North Roop Street 
and HWY 395/580 there are shoulders for both directions of travel. Between Carson Street and Roop 
Street, the road is positioned in the center of an 80-foot-wide right-of-way (ROW). From Roop street 
to the east end of the project area, the road is centered in a 150-foot-wide ROW. The current 
roadway remains essentially the same as depicted in a 1967 Nevada Highway Department plan set 
(Nevada Highway Department 1967). 
 
Intersection types include major 4-way intersections controlled by traffic signals, minor 4-way 
intersections controlled by stop signs on the side streets, and T-junctions controlled by stop signs on 
the side streets. Only the major intersections are consistently illuminated by streetlights, with some 
of the minor intersections having streetlights on the side roads. Only the western portion of the 
recorded part of the road, between the intersections with North Carson Street and North Stewart 
Street have streetlights along the roadway.  
 
Sidewalks are present along most sections on either side of the road, with considerable variation in 
their width and construction materials, and some areas where no sidewalks are designated, and 
pedestrian traffic is directed across the roadside edge of parking lots. A parking lane is located along 
the southern side of the roadway along the northern side of Mills Park. The parking lane is separated 
from the traffic lanes by a wide sidewalk and landscaped strip.

B19157 – 1111 North Carson Street - USA Loans Center (NCE-01) 
B19157 is located at the southeast side of the intersection of North Carson Street and East John Street. 
This parcel was not occupied in aerial photographs taken in 1939 and 1953, although the parcel to the 
immediate south contained a cluster of small buildings, probably representing a house, some sheds, and a 
garage. In 1939 the area was close to the northern extent of Carson City on the eastern side of North 
Caron Street, with only sporadic residential occupation to the north, between East William Street and Rice 
Street, and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The 1953 aerial photograph shows that many of the 
blocks to the north and east had been occupied by residential homes, but several remained undeveloped. 
The commercial development of North Carson Street and East William Street had not been initiated. A 
1966 photograph shows that mixed residential and commercial occupation had filled in the area to the 
north up to East Nye Lane, that the commercial development of the North Carson Street and East William 
Street corridors had been initiated, and Mills Park had been created. B19157 and the parcel to the south, 
1101 North Carson Street had been cleared and graded in preparation for development. A 1972 aerial 
photograph shows that a commercial building had been completed at 1101 North Carson Street and that a 
large foundation had been excavated on 1111 North Carson Street. The current commercial building 
located on the parcel is visible in a 1974 aerial photograph.  
 
The USA Loans building has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any 
modifications beyond routine maintenance. The building has a high level of integrity, and its current form 
closely matches its form as designed. It is unclear if the flagpole (Accessory Resource 1) is an original 
element of the design, but the main commercial sign (Accessory Resource 2) is likely original, and neither 
of the accessory resources is out of character with the building or alter its integrity. B19157 retains its 
integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19157 is associated with the northward expansion of North Carson Street as a commercial corridor 
during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central 
business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, this portion of North 
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Carson Street is not an early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19157 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion A. The USA Loans building is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. Stylistically the building has a 
1970s classically inspired commercial business style, identifiable as following the faux historic styles that 
grew in popularity as the Mid-Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 1960s (Liebs 1985). 
The building’s classically inspired style also continues a trend for classical influences on financial 
architecture that was present throughout the late 19th century and early 20th century (Longstreth 2000). 
As such it embodies the period-specific characteristics of an early-1970s financial office building. However, 
buildings of this type and style are common, and B19157 is an unremarkable example of this common 
type and style that does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19157 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19157 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In 
summary, it is recommended that B19157 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19157 – 1111 North Carson Street - USA Loans Center (NCE-01) 
B19157 is a rectangular single-story commercial building, previously used as a USA Loans Center 
office, but is currently unoccupied. The building has its long axis aligned from east to west, and its 
front façade is to the west, facing onto North Carson Street. It is located to the west of the center of 
a narrow rectangular parcel (APN-008-152-22). The short western side of the parcel lies on North 
Carson Street, the long northern side lies on East John Street, the short eastern side lies on North 
Plaza Street, and the long southern side abuts an adjacent parcel occupied by another commercial 
building. The building has parking lots to the east and south, and a drive-thru lane runs along the 
southern side. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1973 and the 
preparations for laying the foundations of the building are visible in an aerial photograph taken in 
1972. 
 
The rectangular flat-roofed building is a simple brick wall or brick-veneered building, with extensive 
classical decorative elements. The foundation is not visible. The front façade features a centrally 
positioned metal-framed glass door, with sidelights on either side and a decorative crown. A second 
metal-framed glass door is located toward the northern corner, set within a neo-classical surround 
with pilasters on either side and a decorative crown. A small air conditioning unit is located toward 
the southern corner of the wall, at approximately the same height as the top of the door frames. 
Three regularly spaced false doors are present along the northern side wall, a centrally positioned 
false door is present along the rear wall at the east, and two false doors are present along the 
southern side wall (one is close to the western corner and the other is positioned close to the eastern 
corner). All of the false doors are identical. Each false door is of a wooden two-panel design with 20 
lights in the upper panel, set within a neo-classical surround with pilasters on either side and an 
entablature on top. A flush wooden door is located toward the northern corner, set within a neo-
classical surround with pilasters on either side and an entablature on top. To the west of the 
midpoint, there is a shallow projecting drive-thru service booth, with metal cladding around its lower 
half and glass panels on its upper half. The southern wall slopes outwards and there is a security 
drawer at the top of the metal panel. The building features a wrap-around flat porch roof running 
along all four sides, supported by square section columns. The porch is wider along the front façade, 
where a footpath runs between the columns and the wall, but elsewhere the porch is narrower, and 
the columns are positioned very close to the walls. There is a long protrusion of the porch on the 
southern side of the building, covering the drive-thru service booth and the drive-thru lane. The 
southern side of the protrusion is supported by two square section columns on the far side of the 
drive-thru service lane, protected by several bollards. 
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Accessory Resource 1 is a tall flagpole. It is located to the west of the northwest corner of the 
building.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a pylon-type commercial sign, supported by two square cross-section 
columns.

B19158 – 1101 North Carson Street – Plumas Bank (NCE-02) 
B19158 is located at the northeast side of the intersection of North Caron Street and East William Street. 
This parcel was recorded in a 1939 aerial photograph as a cluster of small buildings, presumably a house 
and some sheds and a garage at the western end, close to North Carson Street. At that time the area was 
close to the northern extent of Carson City on the eastern side of North Carson Street, with sporadic 
residential clusters to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, and between Lee Street and 
Burton Street. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the parcel had been cleared and a 1972 aerial photograph 
shows that the current Plumas Bank building had been constructed. The property, therefore, follows the 
known pattern for the development of North Carson Street and East William Street as commercial 
corridors during the Post-War Period, with a piecemeal replacement of older properties at the western end 
of East William Street while the rest of the area consisted of undeveloped land.  
 
The Plumas Bank building has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any 
modifications beyond routine maintenance. The building has a high level of integrity, and its current form 
closely matches its form as designed. It is unclear how many of the accessory resources in the 
surrounding parking lot are original apart from the main commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1). The 
disabled access ramp and the way-faring signs are very likely to be later additions. However, all of the 
accessory resources are in character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19158 retains 
its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19158 is associated with the northward development of North Carson Street as a commercial corridor 
during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central 
business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, this section of North 
Carson Street is not an early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19158 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion A. The Plumas Bank building is not known to be associated with any historically 
significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. Stylistically the building has a 
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1970s ‘contemporary’ commercial business style and avoids the faux historic styles that grew in popularity 
as the Mid-Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 1960s (Liebs 1985). As such it does 
embody the period-specific characteristics of an early-1970s commercial financial building. However, 
buildings of this type and style are common, and the Plumas Bank building is an unremarkable example of 
this type and style that does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19158 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19158 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In 
summary, it is recommended that B19158 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19158 – 1101 North Carson Street – Plumas Bank (NCE-02) 
B19158 is a rectangular two-story commercial building occupied by a branch of the Plumas Bank. The 
rectangular flat roof building has its long axis aligned from north to south, and its front façade faces 
onto North Carson Street. The building is located to the west of the center of a narrow rectangular 
parcel (APN-002-154-03). The short western side of the parcel lies on North Carson Street. The long 
southern side lies on East William Street. The short eastern side lies on North Plaza Street. The 
northern long side abuts an adjacent parcel occupied by another commercial building. The building 
exhibits a contemporary commercial style (Liebs 1985). The building has parking lots to the east and 
west, and a drive-thru lane runs along the northern side. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1976; however, the building is visible in an aerial photograph 
taken in 1972.  
 
The foundation of the building is not visible. The front façade features a projecting smooth fiber-
cement paneled section at the south and a simulated stone-veneer-clad section at the north. The 
smooth fiber-cement panels are secured to a slender metal framework. A metal-framed double glass 
door is located at the northern end of the fiber-cement panel section, with a shallow metal horizontal 
shade protecting the entrance. To the south of the door, there is a large, recessed metal-framed 
window with 12 large lights arranged in two rows of six lights. A large channel-letter sign is located 
on the wall over the window, reading PLUMAS BANK. The top of the wall features a large metal 
cornice. The northern section features two small windows, two wall-mounted lights, and an ATM at 
the northern corner. The northern corner features a projecting column clad in smooth fiber-cement 
panels, with a night deposit hatch. The top of this section of the wall is finished with simple metal 
flashing. The northern side wall is clad entirely with smooth fiber-cement panels and has a large 
metal cornice along the top. Toward the western corner, there is a projecting metal drive-thru bank 
booth. The booth is set on a small concrete plinth and features a large, fixed-front window with a 
security draw underneath, narrow fixed-light side windows, and a metal horizontal shade mounted to 
the wall above the booth. The eastern rear wall is similar to the front façade, with a projecting 
smooth fiber-cement panel-clad section at the south and a simulated stone-veneer-clad section at the 
north. A recessed doorway is located in the center of the smooth fiber-cement panel section, 
featuring a metal-framed double glass door. There are two small metal-framed windows to the south 
of the doorway. A long but shallow metal shade is located high up on the wall above the recessed 
section, and a large channel-letter sign reading PLUMAS BANK is positioned above the shade. The top 
of the wall features a large metal cornice. The northern section features a plain security door toward 
the northern corner and two wall-mounted lights. The northern corner features a projecting column 
clad in smooth fiber-cement panels. The southern side wall is clad in large smooth fiber-cement 
panels, with a large off-center window with 10 fixed lights, arranged in two rows of five. Wall-
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mounted lights are located on either side of the off-center window. The top of the wall features a 
large metal cornice. The building has a flat roof that cannot be observed from street level.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a large pylon-type commercial sign supported by two square cross-section 
columns. It is located on the western boundary of the parcel, close to the northwest corner.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a small CMU (Concrete Mass Unit)-built flower bed that contains several 
buried service access points. It is located next to the northeast corner of the building. The northern 
side, next to the drive-thru lane, is protected by a single bollard.  
  
Accessory Resource 3 is a pair of CMU-built flower beds that flank the entrance on the eastern side of 
the building. The northern flowerbed supports a Disabled parking sign for the adjacent parking lot.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a low set of three concrete steps with metal handrails. The steps are located 
southeast of the building and provide access between the sidewalk and the parking lot and the 
entrance on the eastern side of the building.  
 
Accessory Resource 5 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure located at the southeast corner of the 
eastern parking lot, close to the southeast corner of the parcel. The enclosure has chain link gates on 
the western side.  
 
Accessory Resource 6 is a small wayfaring sign located at the southeast corner of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 7 is a small wayfaring sign located at the northern side of the entrance to the 
drive-thru lane.

B19159 – 203 East John Street – Patchwork Giraffe (NCE-03) 
B19159 is located on the south side of East John Street in the second small block to the east of North 
Carson Street. In a 1939 aerial photograph, this block is shown as containing a single building (in the 
northwest corner of the block) in a parcel now occupied by a parking lot. An aerial photograph from 1953, 
shows the large C-shaped residential building at 205 East John Steet at the northeast corner of the block, 
but 203 East William Street is not visible, and it is unclear whether the earlier building at the west end of 
the block was still present. A 1966 aerial photograph depicts the current distribution of buildings in the lot, 
with 203 and 205 East John Street present to the north, the mechanics shop at 220 East William Street to 
the south, and a parking lot occupying the western side of the block. In 1939 the area was close to the 
northeast extent of Carson City, with only sporadic residential development to the north, between East 
William Street and Rice Street, and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The 1953 aerial photograph 
shows that many of the blocks to the north and east had been occupied by residences, but several 
remained undeveloped, and that the commercial development of East William Street had not been 
initiated. The 1966 photograph shows that mixed residential and commercial occupation had filled in the 
area to the north up to East Nye Lane, that the commercial development of the East William Street 
corridor had been initiated, and that Mills Park had been created.  
 
B19159 has a high level of integrity, and its current form closely matches its form as designed. The 
addition to the rear of the building appears to be present in the 1966 aerial photograph, suggesting that it 
was a relatively early component of the building. The commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1) is not an 
original element of the design, but due to its small scale, it has not impacted the integrity of the main 
residential building. B19159 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and 
feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of 
association. 
 
B19159 was constructed as a residential property in the late-1950s as part of the expansion of residential 
areas immediately outside of the existing historic core of Carson City. This development of new residential 
areas immediately beyond the existing city margins (or infilling sparsely developed areas around the 
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periphery of a city) is in keeping with national trends in the Post-War Period. However, the expansion of 
residential areas in this part of Carson City does not represent an early or individually important example 
of this trend. B19159 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19159 is not known to be 
associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion 
B. The building demonstrates an early Ranch style that was very popular across Carson City and Reno in 
the mid-to late-1950s (McAlester & McAlester 2013). However, buildings of this type and style are very 
common both locally and regionally and this building does not distinguish itself from innumerable other 
similar examples. The building is not known to have involved novel innovations or significant 
developments in architectural or construction practices. B19159 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, 
and B19159 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. The area around East John Street has not 
been identified as constituting a Historic District, and therefore B19159 is not recommended as a 
contributing element of a Historic District. In summary, it is recommended that B19159 is not National 
Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 
 

 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19159 – 203 East John Street – Patchwork Giraffe (NCE-03) 
B19159 is a rectangular single-story residential building that has been converted into a small 
commercial shop. The rectangular building has its long axis aligned north to south and the front 
façade is at the north. It is located at the rear of a narrow rectangular parcel (APN-002-155-02). The 
short northern end of the parcel lies on East John Street, the long western side abuts a parking lot, 
the short southern end abuts an adjacent parcel that contains a large commercial building, and the 
long eastern side abuts an adjacent parcel that contains a second residential building also now 
operating as a commercial shop. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building 
as 1959 and it is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The timber-framed building is clad with a brick veneer. The foundation is not visible. The building is 
constructed in an early ranch style (McAlester & McAlester 2013). The front façade features a 
recessed doorway at the western corner. The doorway is difficult to observe from the street but 
features an inset porch covered with the door located on the eastern side; the western side consists 
of a low brick wall supporting a wood-framed glass panel. The rear of the inset porch is clad in 
vertical wooden boards. The eastern part of the front facade features a large metal-framed single-
light fixed window, set above a rowlock brick windowsill. The western side wall features three 
regularly spaced metal-framed two-light sliding windows, with the northern window being larger than 
the central and southern windows. Each of the windows features a rowlock brick windowsill. The 
remaining walls could not be observed from the street and their details are unknown, although there 
is a shed-roofed addition on the rear wall, probably a timber frame sunshade structure with 
corrugated plastic sheet roofing. The building features a low-pitched Dutch gable-type roof, with 
moderately overhanging eaves with fascia boards and guttering. The roof is covered in composition 
shingles and features a tall brick-built chimney at the northeast, and a large air conditioning unit 
close to the center, immediately west of the ridgeline. Numerous vent pipes penetrate the roof, 
particularly at the southwest. 
 
The building is positioned toward the rear of the parcel, creating a large front garden featuring a lawn 
and a block-paving garden path. The eastern and southern boundaries of the parcel feature tall 
wooden fencing built with dog ear pickets. The southern half of the western boundary of the parcel 
also features a tall wooden fence built using dog ear pickets, while the northern half features a tall 
CMU-built wall. The northern boundary is open to the street.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a small pylon-type commercial sign supported by two small posts. It is 
located at the northwest corner of the parcel.

B19160 – 205 East John Street – Curl up and Dye Salon (NCE-04) 
B19160 is located at the southwest side of the intersection between East John Street and North Fall 
Street. This building is not depicted in a 1939 aerial photograph. An aerial photograph from 1953, shows 
that at least the main, northern portion of the residential building and the garage had been constructed. 
Due to the low resolution of the photograph, it is unclear if the wings at the southeast and southwest were 
present. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the C-shaped design clearly. The residence to the immediate 
west, 203 East William Street, had been constructed, the mechanics shop at 220 East William Street had 
been built, and a building to the west (next to North Plaza Street) visible in the 1939 aerial photograph 
had been demolished and converted into a parking lot. In 1939 the area was close to the northeast extent 
of Carson City, with only sporadic residences to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, 
and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The 1953 aerial photograph shows that many of the blocks to 
the north and east had been occupied by residences, but several remained undeveloped and that the 
commercial development of East William Street had not been initiated. The 1966 photograph shows that 
mixed residential and commercial occupation had filled in the area to the north up to East Nye Lane, that 
the commercial development of the East William Street corridor had been initiated, and that Mills Park had 
been created.  
 
B19160 has a poor level of integrity. To the rear of the building is a large two-story addition that is very 
out of character with the original building. The construction of a concrete disabled access ramp (Accessory 
Resource 3) along the front of the building is presumably a product of the conversion from residential to 
commercial use and is out of character with the original design. The incorporation of the original garage 
into the residential space of the building represents a common type of modification, but one that 
significantly alters the original design of a Post-War Period car-focused house. 2 B19160 retains its 
integrity of location, materials, workmanship, and setting, but it no longer retains its integrity of design or 
feeling because of the extent of the modifications that have occurred. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
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B19160 was constructed as a residential property in the late-1950s as part of the expansion of residential 
areas immediately outside of the existing historic core of Carson City. This development of new residential 
areas immediately beyond the existing city margins (or infilling sparsely developed areas around the 
periphery of a city) is in keeping with national trends in the Post-War Period. However, the expansion of 
residential areas in this part of Carson City does not represent an early or individually important example 
of this trend. 205 East John Street is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19160 is not known 
to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion B. B19160 has a moderate level of integrity and despite some major alterations at the rear of the 
building, the original core of the residential building is still largely visible. The building demonstrates an 
early Ranch style that was very popular across Carson City and Reno in the mid-to late-1950s (McAlester 
& McAlester 2013). However, buildings of this type and style are very common both locally and regionally 
and this building does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. It is not known to 
have involved novel innovations or significant developments in architectural or construction practices. 
B19160 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to 
provide additional important historical information, and B19160 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19160 is not National Register eligible based on any of 
the criteria. 

 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19160 – 205 East John Street – Curl up and Dye Salon (NCE-04) 
B19160 is a C-shaped single-story residential building now in use as a small commercial shop. The C-
shaped building has its long axis aligned east to west with the front façade at the north. There are 
two projecting sections at the southwest and southeast rear corners, forming the C-shape plan, but 
these cannot be observed from the street. A front-gable garage projects eastwards from the end of 
the southeast projection, and this has now been converted and incorporated into the commercial part 
of the building. A large two-story residential addition has been built against the southern side of the 
original building, eliminating the original rear yard. The parcel features a small concrete slab parking 
area at the east and a narrow, fenced garden area along the north. The building is located in a square 
parcel (APN-002-155-03) offset toward the western side. The northern side of the parcel lies on East 
John Street, the eastern side lies on North Fall Street, the southern side abuts an adjacent parcel that 
contains a large commercial building, and the western side abuts an adjacent parcel that contains a 
second residential building now operating as a commercial shop. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1953, and the construction date of the addition as 2005. The 
northern part of the single-story building and the garage is visible in a 1953 aerial photograph, but it 
is unclear if the wings are present at that stage. The current C-shaped plan is evident in a 1966 aerial 
photograph. 
 
The timber-frame building is clad with a brick veneer. The foundation is not visible. The original part 
of the building is constructed in an early ranch style (McAlester & McAlester 2013). The front façade 
features a large, recessed porch with a vertical wooden board door at the west and a large single-
light fixed window to the east. The rear wall of the inset porch is clad in vertical wooden boards. To 
the east and west of the inset porch, there are large metal-framed windows, each consisting of a 
large, fixed light flanked by narrow double-hung windows. Each window is set above a rowlock brick 
windowsill. The western side wall features three evenly spaced metal-framed double-hung windows, 
each set above a rowlock brick windowsill. The eastern side wall features a pair of adjacent metal-
framed double-hung windows close to the north corner, set above a rowlock brick windowsill. A 
wooden three-panel door featuring a large light in the upper portion above two vertical panels is 
located toward the southern corner, accessed by two concrete steps. The space between the door and 
the windows is occupied by electrical panels and utility meters. A large lightwell runs along the base 
of the wall, providing ventilation and access to the basement level, but it could not be observed in 
detail from the street. The tops of two windows and an air conditioning unit are visible in the

lightwell. The building features a low-pitched Dutch Gable roof, with short overhanging eaves and 
exposed rafter tails. The two projecting sections at the southwest and southeast appear to have 
sloping roofs at their southern ends rather than gables. The roof is covered in composition shingles 
and there is a large brick chimney toward the eastern end of the main ridgeline. 
 
The northern side wall of the converted garage features a single centrally positioned vinyl-framed 
two-light sliding window, set above a rowlock brick windowsill. The gable end wall at the east of the 
garage features a large wooden panel infilling the original garage doorway, with a three-panel 
wooden door with a large fixed-light in its upper portion set above two vertical panels, and a five-light 
sidelight to the north. The gable is clad with vertical wooden boards. A timber frame shade structure 
has been attached to the gable wall of the garage, protecting the entrance and extending onto the 
eastern wall of the large two-story addition. The roof of the garage is covered with composition 
shingles. 
 
The two-story addition has its long axis aligned east to west. It features a gently sloping single-pitch 
roof, with its peak at the south and descending to the north. The eastern end wall is exposed and 
features a double-width overhead garage door on the first floor, a wood-framed double casemate 
window at the north of the second floor, a large wood-framed three-light fixed window with a fixed 
central light flanked by casemate lights at the south of the second floor, and a wood-framed 
trapezoidal single-light fixed window in the space above the southern window and below the roof. The 
southern side wall cannot be properly observed from the street, but it was noted that the top of the 
wall extends a short distance above the peak of the roof. The first floor of the northern side wall 
features two large wood-framed double casement windows at the east and in the center and two 
small wood-framed fixed-light windows at the west. The roof has short overhangs at the north, east, 
and west. It is unclear what the roof is covered with.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a small pylon-type commercial sign supported by two posts. It is located at 
the northwest corner of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a banner-type commercial sign mounted to an older small pylon-type sign 
supported by two wooden posts. It is located at the northeast corner of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a concrete disabled access ramp that runs from close to the eastern side of 
the parcel to the front door.

B19161 – 220 East William Street – Carson Built Bodyshop (NCE-05) 
B19161 is located at the northwest side of the intersection of North Fall Street and East William Street. 
This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1939 aerial photograph, with a possible residential building 
located to the northwest in an adjacent parcel. A 1953 aerial photograph shows the parcel as still 
unoccupied, but that a large residential building had been constructed to the north, at 205 East John 
Street. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the mechanics shop at 220 East William Street had been 
constructed, and a second residential building had been constructed to the north at 203 East John Street. 
The western part of the block had been cleared and turned into a parking lot. In 1939 the area was close 
to the northeast extent of Carson City, with only sporadic residences to the north, between East William 
Street and Rice Street, and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The 1953 aerial photograph shows that 
many of the blocks to the north and east had been occupied by residences, but several remained 
undeveloped and that the commercial development of East William Street had not been initiated. The 
1966 photograph shows that mixed residential and commercial occupation had filled in the area to the 
north up to East Nye Lane, that the commercial development of the East William Street corridor had been 
initiated, and that Mills Park had been created.  
 
B19161 has a moderate level of integrity, with two not insubstantial additions having been made to the 
building between its construction in 1958 and when it was depicted in an aerial photograph in 1966. These 
additions are largely in character with the style of the original building, but they have altered the mass of 
the building unsympathetically and the building does not possess integrity of design. The main commercial 
sign (Accessory Resource 1) may be an original component, but the floodlights (Accessory Resource 2) 
appear to be later additions and Accessory Resource 3 is undatable in its current form. All of the accessory 
resources are in character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19161 retains its 
integrity of location, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant 
historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19161 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
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is in keeping with national trends during the period. B19161 is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction 
practices. B19161 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19161 is not known to be associated 
with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19161 
has a reasonable level of integrity, but due to the two large additions it no longer presents its original 
form. Stylistically the building has a 1950s Mid-Century Modern commercial style (Liebs 1985), but it is a 
rather plain utilitarian example without surviving stylistic embellishments, and it is unknown if any were 
present originally. Although it does embody period-specific mass and materials, it is an unremarkable 
example of this common building type and style and does not distinguish itself from innumerable other 
similar examples. B19161 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building 
is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19161 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19161 is not National Register eligible 
based on any of the criteria. 
 

 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19161 – 220 East William Street – Carson Built Bodyshop (NCE-05) 
B19161 is a large rectangular body shop with a single-story workshop section at the west and a two-
story section at the east. The L-shaped body shop building has its long axis aligned east to west and 
has a small projection at the eastern end. It is located on a large L-shaped parcel (APN-002-155-06) 
with the long sides running along East William Street and North Plaza Street, and two residential 
buildings located to the northeast. The body shop is located at the south of the parcel, fronting onto 
East William Street, and a parking lot occupies the west of the parcel, running along North Plaza 
Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1958. The building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966 where the foyer addition and the second-floor addition 
are both visible.  
 
The body shop is constructed from CMUs, with textured brick parapet walls extending from the top of 
the CMU walls. The foundation is not visible. The building is a Mid-Century Modern commercial design 
(Liebs 1985). The front façade is at the south, opening onto a series of garage bays accessed from 
East William Street. The front façade features four garage bays each with a glass panel overhead 
roller door, and a metal-framed glass door in the central section of the wall. A vertical band of 
textured bricks runs up the western end of the front facade. The western side wall is plain. The 
eastern side wall features two metal-framed six-fixed light windows at the south, a large loading bay 
with a metal overhead roller door in the center, and a flush metal security door with a metal security 
grate at the north. The rear wall at the north is difficult to observe but features three small two-light 
windows toward the eastern end, protected by security bars, and six small windows along the western 
section.  
 
A single-story foyer addition extends southwards from the eastern end of the building. The western 
wall of the foyer section is a CMU wall with two metal-framed glass doors (one single and one double-
glass door). Four large metal-framed fixed single-light windows are present on the southern wall, and 
two large metal-framed fixed single-light windows are on the eastern wall. The bottom sections of the 
south and eastern walls are clad with a textured brick veneer and the upper parts are clad with 
engineered wood panels designed to resemble drop siding. The foyer addition has a flat roof with a 
wide overhanging eave on the southern side with fascia boards and exposed rafters. The eastern and 
western sides of the roof are flush with the walls and are clad with horizontally striped metal siding.  
A square second-story addition has been constructed over the eastern end of the body shop, 
extending up directly from the textured brick parapet walls. The southern wall features three identical 
and regularly spaced metal-framed two-light sliding windows, that have been boarded up and painted 
over. The eastern wall features four identical and regularly spaced metal-framed two-light sliding 
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windows. The western wall features a flush door at the south and a small blocked-up window at the 
north. The southern, eastern, and western walls are clad in smooth fiber-cement panels. The northern 
wall is a plain CMU wall. The second-story addition has a flat roof that is flush with the walls.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a tall pylon-type commercial supported by a single square cross-section 
column. It is located at the southwest corner of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a series of four double floodlights mounted to short metal posts. The lights 
run along the western side of the parcel, illuminating the parking lot.

B19163 – 309 East John Street – Office Building (NCE-06) 
B19163 is located at the northwest side of the intersection of North Stewart Street and East William 
Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1939 aerial photograph. A 1953 aerial photograph shows 
that the trees on the parcel had been cut down and there are some suggestions that the parcel was under 
development. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the commercial building at 310 East William Street to 
the south had been constructed. The office building at 309 East John Street was constructed in 1976 and 
is not depicted until a 1984 aerial photograph when the surrounding area had been fully developed.  
 
B19163 has retained a high level of integrity, and the building has had no obvious modifications. The two 
accessory resources are of uncertain date, with Accessory Resource 2 possibly being original and 
Accessory Resource 1 probably being a later addition. Neither accessory resource is out of character with 
the building or alters its integrity. 309 East John Street retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and 
does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19163 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. B19163 is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction 
practices. B19163 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19163 is not known to be associated 
with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19163 
has a high level of integrity and retains its original form. The building is a rather plain utilitarian example 
of a 1970s commercial office building, without embellishment, and it does not present a specific 
architectural style (Liebs 1985). Although it does embody the period-specific mass and materials, it is an 
unremarkable example of this common type that does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar 
examples. B19163 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is

B19163 – 309 East John Street – Office Building (NCE-06) 
B19163 is a rectangular single-story flat-roofed office building, divided into four identical office units. 
The long axis of the flat roof building is aligned east to west. It occupies the southern half of a small 
rectangular parcel (APN 002-156-02) with a parking lot occupying the northern half of the parcel. The 
long northern side of the parcel lies on East John Street, the short eastern side lies along North 
Stewart Street, and the long southern side and the short western side abut parcels containing 
commercial buildings that front onto East William Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1976 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 
1984. 
 
The building is constructed from CMUs and has veneers of smaller textured CMU blocks on the 
northern and eastern walls, simulating a vertical stack bond pattern. The foundation is not visible. 
The building does not exhibit strong stylistic elements (Liebs 1985). The front façade of the building is 
at the north and features four metal-framed glass doors and four large metal-framed three-light fixed 
windows, arranged in a repeating pattern of one door with one window to the west, each representing 
one office unit. The roof has a pronounced overhang in the form of an oversized boxed eave, clad in 
ribbed metal sheeting. A small plaque reading ‘309 E John’ is located in the middle of the overhanging 
structure. The eastern side wall features a large metal-framed three-light fixed window at the north 
and a wooden two-panel door with a sidelight to the south of the midpoint. The upper part of the door 
features nine small lights arranged as three rows of three, and the bottom part of the door features a 
diagonally cross-braced panel. The space between the door and the southern corner is occupied by a 
series of electrical panels and utility meters. The oversized boxed eave structure continues along the 
top of the eastern wall. The southern wall is largely concealed by the adjacent building to the south. 
The oversized boxed eave does not continue along the top of the southern wall, but the top of the 
wall is clad with a continuation of the same ribbed metal siding. The western wall is plain, apart from 
a narrow band of ribbed metal siding that extends from the edge of the boxed eave on the north of 
the building to the southern corner. The flat roof is not visible from the street level.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure. It has a chain-link double gate on the 
western side.

It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of 
association. 
 
B19163 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period.

The long axis of the building is aligned east to west, and there is a short, southwards 
protruding section at the western end, forming the L-shape. It occupies the northern half of a small 
rectangular parcel (APN 002-156-06) with a parking lot occupying the southern half of the parcel. The 
long southern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short eastern side lies along North 
Stewart Street, and the long northern side and the short western side abut parcels containing 
commercial buildings that front onto East John Street and East William Street. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1960 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The walls of the building are covered in finely textured stucco. The foundation is not visible. The 
building does not exhibit strong stylistic elements (Liebs 1985). The front façade is at the south and 
features an irregular pattern of windows and doors. At the east corner, there is a wood-framed glass 
door with a long wood-framed single-light fixed window the size and shape of a door to the west. A 
short distance to the west there is a long single-light fixed window with a wood-framed glass door to 
the west. Near the midpoint of the wall, there is a long single-light window with a wood-framed glass 
door to the west. To the west of the midpoint, there is a wooden six-panel door. To the west of the 
wooden door, there are three large metal-framed single-light fixed windows and a small, metal-
framed two-light sliding window. All of the window and door combinations and individual doors and 
windows are set within a protruding stucco-covered surround. At the western corner of the wall, there 
is a metal-framed glass door with a sidelight to the west. The eastern side of the southwards 
extending section of the building features a wide metal-framed two-light sliding window set in a 
protruding stucco-covered surround. The southern side of the southward extending section of the 
building is plain. A cosmetic mansard runs along the top of the walls of the front façade and the 
eastern and southern sides of the protruding southern section. The sloping surface of the mansard is 
clad in ribbed metal siding. Illuminated cabinet-type commercial signs are mounted to the mansard, 
above the doors of the different businesses and the bar. The eastern side wall of the building features 
a flush wooden door at the northern corner, a metal-framed two-light sliding window to the north of 
the midpoint, and a second metal-framed two-light sliding window to the south of the midpoint. Both 
windows are set within a protruding stucco-covered surround. The space between the windows is 
filled by an electrical panel and a series of utility meters. A tall electrical mast extends up from the 
electrical panel. The northern and western walls of the building are not visible. The flat roof is not 
visible from the street level, but a series of vent pipes and a large air conditioning unit can be seen.

B19164 – 402 East William Street – Cracker Box Restaurant (NCE-08) 
B19164 is located at the northeast side of the intersection of North Stewart Street and East William Street. This parcel is 
shown as heavily wooded in a 1939 aerial photograph, in a block that has several small presumably residential buildings 
to the north and east. A 1953 aerial photograph shows a small building located where 402 East William Street would later 
be constructed. The rest of the block continued to be occupied by residential buildings. A 1966 aerial photograph shows 
that the commercial building at 402 East William Street had been constructed and its associated parking lot was present, 
and a 1972 aerial photograph shows that the eastern half of the block had been cleared of residential buildings before 
redevelopment.  
 
B19164 has not retained a high level of integrity. Additions to the east and rear have nearly doubled the size of the 
building and the original rectangular plan is no longer discernable from the current complex plan. The newspaper 
dispensers (Accessory Resources 3 and 5) and the dumpster enclosure (Accessory Resource 6) are not original, but they 
are period appropriate and have not impacted the integrity of the site. The remaining accessory resources have a more 
modern character than the building and detract from the integrity of the building. B19164 retains its integrity of location, 
materials, and workmanship, but it does not retain its integrity of design, setting, or feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19164 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. 
This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends 
during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important example of this trend and involved 
no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19164 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19164 is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19164 has a poor level of integrity and although period-appropriate 
materials were used for the various additions (Liebs 1985), the original design has been obscured. B19164 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important 
historical information, and B19164 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19164 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19164 – 402 East William Street – Cracker Box Restaurant (NCE-08) 
B19164 is an irregularly shaped flat-roofed single-story commercial building occupied by The Cracker 
Box Diner. The building is generally rectangular in plan, but the northeastern corner is cut off 
diagonally, and a staggered section projects out from the northern rear wall. The building fills the 
southern two-thirds of a small rectangular parcel (APN-002-144-09). The short southern side of the 
parcel lies on East William Street, the long western side of the parcel lies on North Stewart Street, 
and the northern and eastern sides of the parcel abut a large adjacent parcel occupied by a strip mall. 
The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1969 and that it was 
remodeled in 1983. However, the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. It is not 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1953. Therefore, the building must have been constructed 
between 1953 and 1966. The eastern side of the building is an addition and the join between it and 
the original part of the building is visible on the front façade, to the east of the windows. The 
staggered section at the rear is also an addition, but it is unclear if this belongs to the same date as 
the eastern addition or if the building has been subject to repeated modifications. 
 
The building is constructed of CMUs laid in a running bond, which is exposed on all sides of the 
building. The foundation is not visible. The building is constructed in the Mid-Century Modern 
commercial style (Liebs 1985). The front façade of the building is at the south, positioned flush with 
the sidewalk. It features a covered entrance at the southwest corner, consisting of a metal-framed, 
flat-roofed, glass-walled porch with a metal-framed glass door at the east. There is a large metal 
frame with three fixed windows to the east of the entrance, with an external roller blind. The name of 
the restaurant, The Cracker Box, has been painted at the top of the central part of the wall. The 
western side wall features a large metal-framed two-light fixed window at the southern corner, with 
an external roller blind. The name of the restaurant has been painted on the wall above the window. 
A small metal-framed casemate window is located just to the north of the midpoint of the wall. The 
rear wall at the north features a large electrical panel at the western corner and is otherwise plain. 
The staggered projecting section protrudes from the middle of the northern wall. The projection is in 
two halves, with the western half extending out slightly further than the eastern half. A flush wooden 
door is located on the western wall of the projection, to the south of the midpoint. The diagonal 
corner at the northeast is plain. The eastern side wall features a large metal-framed two-light fixed 
window at the southern corner, with an external roller blind. The name of the restaurant has been 
painted on the wall above the window. A metal-framed glass door is located to the north of the 
midpoint, and a metal-framed two-light sliding window with a rowlock CMU windowsill is located to 
the north of the door. The building has a flat roof with low parapet walls on most sides created by 
extending the walls beyond the height of the roof. The rear northern wall does not feature a parapet 
wall. The covering of the roof is not visible from street level, but a large number of ventilation and air 
conditioning units can be seen occupying much of the roof.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a metal-framed wooden bench. It is located close to the midpoint of the 
southern wall.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a metal bicycle rack, formed from the letters C, B, O, and X. It is located to 
the east of Accessory Resource 1. 
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a single-stack newspaper dispenser. It is located close to the southeast 
corner of the building. 
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a CMU-built semi-circular flower bed. It is located at the southeastern corner 
of the building.  
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Accessory Resource 5 is a pair of single-stack newspaper dispensers. They are located close to the 
midpoint of the eastern wall, immediately south of the door. 
 
Accessory Resource 6 is a two-bay dumpster enclosure, located against the northern wall. The 
western bay has CMU walls at the east and west and a chain link gate at the north. The eastern bay 
consists of a chain link gate connecting the northern end of the eastern CMU wall of the first bay to 
the main wall of the building.

B19165 – 1204 Roop Street – Commercial Building (NCE-09) 
B19165 is located at the northwest side of the intersection of East John Street and North Roop Street. This parcel is 
shown as undeveloped in 1939 and 1953 aerial photographs, with partially developed blocks located to the west and the 
area to the east having not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the area surrounding 
B19165 had been extensively developed, and a small residential building had been constructed in the northeast of the 
parcel, in the area now occupied by the parking lot of the apartment building. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that the 
commercial building at the south end of the parcel had been constructed. The residential building to the north is still visible 
in a 2006 aerial photograph, but a 2010 aerial photograph shows that the building had been demolished and that the 
northern half of the parcel had been cleared for re-development.  
 
B19165 has retained a high level of integrity, and the building has had no obvious modifications. Accessory Resources 1 
and 2 are likely original features. The semi-circular pavement (Accessory Resource 3) was constructed at some point 
between 2010 and 2013, and the raised beds surrounding the building were likely added or renovated at the same time. 
The extent of the surrounding raised concrete features has altered the setting of the building to some extent. B19165 
retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, and feeling, but it has not retained its integrity of setting. It 
is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19165 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. 
This development of an alternative to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends during the 
period. However, this section of East William Street is not an early or individually important example of this trend and 
involved no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19165 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion A. B19165 is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19165 has a good level of integrity, retaining its original form, but changes to 
its setting have slightly diminished its integrity. The building is a very typical example of an early-1960s strip mall with a 
cosmetic mansard. Although the building mass and materials are typical of the period, it does not conform to a specific 
architectural style (Liebs 1985). It is an unremarkable example of this common type of building that does not distinguish 
itself from innumerable other similar examples, including the very similar building located at 310 East William Street. 
B19165 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
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important historical information, and B19165 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19165 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19165 – 1204 Roop Street – Commercial Building (NCE-09) 
B19165 is a single-story flat-roofed commercial building with a rectangular plan, divided into three commercial units. 
The long axis of the building is aligned east to west, and the western unit has a projecting section of wall at the rear 
and a slightly higher roof. The building occupies the southern portion of a small rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-02) 
with a 2012 constructed fourplex apartment building and a small parking lot occupying the northern half of the parcel. 
The short southern side of the parcel lies along East John Street. The long eastern side of the parcel lies along North 
Roop Street. The long western side abuts a parcel containing a commercial building that fronts onto East John 
Street. The short northern side abuts a parcel containing a residential building fronting North Roop Street. The 
Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1971 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1972. 
 
The walls of the building are covered in finely textured stucco. The foundation is concealed by a raised concrete path 
that runs around the southern façade and by a raised lawn that runs along the eastern side of the building. The 
raised lawn extends around the southern side of the building (to the south of the concrete path) and it is retained by 
low concrete walls that run along the edge of the sidewalk. A set of concrete steps provide access from the sidewalk 
to the door of the central commercial unit and the path running along the front façade. A wooden fence runs along 
the western side of the building. As a result, the arrangements at the base of the wall cannot be observed. The 
raised area continues along the southern rear side of the building, but it consists of gravel-filled garden beds rather 
than a lawn. At the base of the wall, two courses of thin cream-colored bricks or CMUs are exposed, which 
presumably continue behind the stucco layer. The building does not exhibit strong stylistic elements (Liebs 1985).  
 
The front façade is at the south and features an irregular pattern of windows and doors. The commercial unit at the 
western corner of the building features a wood-framed glass door flanked by two large metal-framed, fixed, single-
light windows. The central commercial unit features two large metal-framed fixed single-light windows at the west 
and center and a metal-framed glass door with a fabric domed awning. The eastern commercial unit has a door, two 
small metal-framed two-light sliding windows, and a large metal-framed fixed single-light window. The eastern side 
wall features a narrow metal-framed three-light sliding window at the southern corner, a large electrical panel, a 
metal-framed glass door with a fabric domed awning to the north of the midpoint, and a large metal-framed three-
light fixed window at the north. The door is accessed via a concrete-built disabled access ramp with metal handrails 
that leads up from the north. The western wall features an irregular pattern of five medium- and small-sized metal-
framed fixed single-light windows. The rear wall at the north features a large metal-framed fixed single-light window 
at the east and a large metal-framed two-light sliding window in the center. The eastern side wall of the projecting 
section at the west features a small metal-framed fixed single-light window, and the main northern part of the 
projecting section is plain. All of the windows and doors are set within a protruding stucco-covered surround. A 
cosmetic mansard runs along the top of the walls of the front façade and the eastern and western side walls. The 
mansard is covered with composition shingles. An illuminated cabinet-type commercial sign is located on the 
mansard above the western commercial unit.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-mounted illuminated commercial sign. It is located close to the southeast corner of 
the building and is likely an original feature.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a large transformer box. It is located close to the center of the rear northern wall.  
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a semi-circular area of concrete and decorative brickwork that extends out from the 
sidewalk at the southeastern corner of the building.

B19166 – 1205 Roop Street – Office Building (NCE-10) 
B19166 is located on the east side of North Roop Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in 1939 and 
1953 aerial photographs, with partially developed blocks located to the west and the area to the east 
having not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that a small rectangular building 
was located at the western part of the parcel, but it is unclear if any of this building was retained or if it 
was demolished and replaced by the current building. A 1972 aerial photograph shows the current building 
on the parcel, with the projection at the northeast visible.  
 
B19166 has retained a high level of integrity, and the building has had no obvious modifications. B19166 
retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated 
with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19166 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older central business district is in keeping with 
national trends during the period. However, this section of East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19166 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19166 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19166 has a good level of integrity, retaining its original form, and showing no 
obvious modifications beyond the replacement of the single window. The building is constructed of period 
typical materials, but its form is somewhat puzzling, resembling an industrial building for housing large 
equipment rather than an office. As such it does not conform to a specific architectural style and it does 
not represent a good example of a specific type of building (Liebs 1985). B19166 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical 
information, and B19166 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19166 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19166 – 1205 Roop Street – Office Building (NCE-10) 
B19166 is a simple industrial appearing building located on a narrow rectangular parcel (APN 002-
142-17) on the eastern side of North Roop Street. The building has a rectangular plan with its long 
axis aligned east to west, with the front façade at the south. There is an indented area at the 
southeast, used as a small open yard. The short western side of the parcel lies along North Roop 
Street. The long southern side of the parcel abuts a residential apartment complex and the long 
northern side and the short eastern side abuts the parking lot of a crematorium. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1968 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1972. The Assessor’s website states that the building is an office building. 
 
The building is constructed of straight stacked small square CMUs, apart from the northern half of the 
western wall and the western part of the northern wall, which are constructed from larger rectangular 
CMUs laid in a running bond. The rectangular CMUs on the northern part of the western wall are 
largely concealed by vertically oriented engineered wood siding. The southern wall of the projecting 
section at the rear of the building is covered in a layer of finely textured stucco. The main door is 
located close to the western corner of the southern wall. It is a plain wooden door with no 
embellishments. A narrow wood-framed single-light fixed window is located between the door and the 
western corner and is a recent replacement. A second plain wooden door is located in the center of 
the southern wall of the projecting section at the rear of the building. The building does not feature 
any other windows or doors. A large electrical panel is located at the eastern corner of the southern 
wall, and a smaller electrical panel is located near the center of the eastern wall with a small, 
engineered wood enclosure to its immediate north. The building has a flat roof with shallow exposed 
eaves with fascia boards projecting past the southern wall, and flush fascia boards or no trim at all 
used in other places. The walls at the southwest corner are taller than elsewhere but are assumed to 
be parapet walls rather than indicating a higher section of the roof. Two large air conditioning units 
are mounted to the central part of the roof.

B19167 is located on the east side of North Roop Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in 1939 and 
1953 aerial photographs, with partially developed blocks located to the west and the area to the east 
having not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the main building had been 
completed but the cemetery had not yet been created. The parcels to the north and south had been 
developed, while the area to the east was undeveloped. The cemetery is first shown in a 1984 aerial 
photograph, where the landscaping can be seen and the distinctive row of columbariums can be seen.  
 
B19167 has a good level of integrity. Although the garage addition has impacted the original plan it has 
been well-blended with the original parts of the building. The rest of the building appears to be little 
altered. The date of the various accessory resources is largely unknown, but they are all in character with 
the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19167 retains its integrity of location, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. The creation of the large garage addition in the 1990s means it no 
longer possesses integrity of design. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and 
does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19167 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period.

B19167 – 1281 Roop Street – Walton’s Funeral Home (NCE-11) 
B19167 is a large funeral home and crematorium, operating as Walton’s Funerals and Cremations 
Chapel of the Valley and Cemetery. It is located in the northwest corner of a large rectangular parcel 
(APN 002-123-10) to the southeast of the intersection between Corbett Street and North Roop Street. 
The long western side of the parcel lies along North Roop Street. The short northern side of the parcel 
lies along Corbett Street. The long eastern side of the parcel abuts a parcel containing a cemetery. 
The short southern side of the parcel abuts two parcels that contain a small office building and an 
apartment complex. A large parking lot occupies the southern part of the parcel, and an access road 
runs behind the eastern side of the building connecting the parking lot to Corbett Street. The eastern 
edge of the parcel contains the western edge of the cemetery which is mainly located in the parcel to 
the east. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1964 and the building 
is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966.  
 
The building has a squarish plan, with the front façade at the west, facing onto North Roop Street. 
The building does not exhibit any clear stylistic elements. As originally constructed the building 
consisted of two parts. At the south, there is a rectangular section that runs from east to west and is 
covered by a Dutch gable roof. The main entrance is located on the western front wall of this section, 
with the wall set back considerably from the eaves of the roof, forming a porte-cochère that is 
accessed via a curving road that leads from North Roop Street to the parking lot. The rest of the 
building consisted of a larger square section with a truncated hip roof with a relatively small square 
flat section in the center. This part of the building has a projecting Dutch gable roof section at the 
northwest (which may have originally held a second entrance) and a projecting hip roof porte-cochère 
at the east which provides covered vehicle access to a rear entrance approached from the access road 
to the east of the building. In the late 1990s, a large garage addition covered by a hipped roof was 
added to the northeast corner of the building, confusing the original plan. The walls of the building 
are covered in engineered wood board-and-batten siding and the roof is covered with composite 
shingles and has short overhanging boxed eaves.  
 
The main entrance is located on the south side of the front façade, under the Dutch gable section. It 
consists of a set of wooden-framed flush wooden doors with wide sidelights containing figured glass 
lights. The door is set within a shallow recess in the front wall and opens onto the western porte-
cochère, which is supported by five stout wooden columns. A tall free-standing stone wall extends 
southwards from the porte-cochère, providing a sheltered approach to the entrance from the parking 
lot. The western wall of the square section of the building is aligned with the setback wall of the 
rectangular section. An inset at the southern corner of the square section contains a second entrance 
that also consists of a set of wooden-framed flush wooden doors with wide sidelights containing 
figured glass lights. The northern wall of the inset area features two full-height wooden-framed fixed-
light windows. The western wall of the square section features a stone veneer that matches the 
height of the wall that leads to the parking lot, and which extends beyond the northern wall of the 
building as a free-standing section of wall. A path runs in front of the wall, providing access to Corbett 
Street. Above the stone veneer, there are seven wooden-framed fixed-light windows. The original 
projecting section at the northwest of the square section of the building is now concealed by a shed 
and an engineered wood privacy wall (Accessory Resource 1). The northeastern part of the square 
section of the building is now concealed by the garage addition. A narrow channel between the shed 
features a small, blocked-up window on the small section of the original northern wall that remains 
visible. A plain wooden door is located on the south of the western wall of the garage addition, and a 
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set of gas meters are located to the north of the door. The northern wall of the garage addition is 
plain, and the eastern wall of the garage addition features three garage doors.  
 
The original eastern wall of the square section of the building features a small louvered vent and 
three narrow wood-framed fixed-light windows. A large octagonal chimney is located at the joint 
between the original roof and the roof of the garage addition. The sides of the chimney are clad in 
engineered wood board-and-batten siding, and a short section of cylindrical metal chimney pipe 
extends from the top. If this chimney is connected to the cremator the metal pipe must have 
originally continued upwards for some distance, and its current low condition would suggest the 
cremator is no longer in use. Alternatively, the chimney may simply be connected to a furnace that 
heats the building, in which case the low condition may be original. The eastern porte-cochère is 
supported at the east by four stout wooden columns and a wooden privacy screen is attached to the 
outset faces of the columns. An inset entrance consists of a wooden-framed plain double door. The 
rear eastern wall of the rectangular section of the building is plain. The southern wall of the 
rectangular section of the building features a wooden-framed plain double door at the eastern corner 
and is otherwise plain. The flat section of the roof above the square section of the building features a 
curious, hipped roof structure that is difficult to observe from ground level. It is only partially 
enclosed and may operate as a lightwell for the interior of the building, or it may have a different, 
currently unknown, purpose.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a side-gabled shed located at the northwest corner of the building, positioned 
in front of what is presumed to be an original entrance. The shed is clad in engineered-wood board-
and-batten siding matching the main building. It has a pair of plain double doors on the eastern wall. 
The roof is covered in composite shingles. Engineered wood board-and-batten privacy walls connect 
the southeast corner of the shed to the main building and the northwestern corner of the shed to the 
freestanding section of the stone wall that extends from the northwestern corner of the main building.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a monument-type sign located to the southwest of the building, on the north 
side of the North Roop Street entrance to the parking lot.  
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a simple wayfaring sign located at the northwest corner of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a set of transformer boxes located at the northwest corner of the parcel, to 
the west of Accessory Resource 1.  
 
Accessory Resource 5 is a floodlight located in the center of the parking lot. 
 
Accessory Resource 6 is a fountain located at the east of the parking lot. It is surrounded by a semi-
circular extension of the concrete path that runs along the western side of the cemetery wall. 
 
Accessory Resource 7 is a flagpole. It is located at the east of the parking lot, to the east of the 
fountain.

B19168 – 850 East William Street – Building 1 (NCE-12) 
B19168 is part of a cluster of five buildings located on the northeast side of the intersection of North Roop 
Street and East William Street. The parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1953 aerial photograph, in an 
area that had not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the complex of 
buildings had been completed and that the parcels to the immediate east of North Roop Street and north 
of East William Street had been developed; the area to the west was still undeveloped. The complex of 
buildings at 850 East William Street may have originally been designed as a motel and subsequently 
converted into apartments, or they may represent a purpose-built apartment complex that shares many 
design elements with contemporary Mid-Century Modern motels. The complex’s location on the main road 
leading into a downtown area is also typical of post-war motels, but research into Post-War Period motels 
in Carson City has failed to identify a motel operating at this location. 
 
B19168 has retained a high level of integrity and exhibits no obvious modifications. The building lacks any 
obvious Mid-Century Modern decorative elements or signage; however, such decorative elements may 
have been removed during ongoing maintenance. B19168 is associated with the development of East 
William Street as a commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative 
commercial area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends in the period. 
However, B19168 is not an early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19168 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion A. B19168 is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals 
and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19168 has a high level of integrity and retains its 
original form. The building is a rather plain example of an early-1960s two-story motel or apartment 
building, without embellishment, and represents a basic Mid-Century Modern style (Liebs 1985). As such, 
although it does embody the period-specific mass and materials, it is an unremarkable example of this 
common building type and does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19168 is 
not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide 
additional important historical information, and B19168 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. 
In summary, it is recommended that B19168 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19168 – 850 East William Street – Building 1 (NCE-12) 
B19168 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-03) on the 
north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three large free-standing apartment blocks, 
a pair of apartments with a storage area, an attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of 
apartments. The long southern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of 
the parcel lies on North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the parcel abuts a 
commercial building.  
 
Building 1 contains apartments 1-4. It is a two-story rectangular building located at the southwest 
corner of the parcel. The long axis of the building is aligned north to south, and the front façade is to 
the east. The building is clad with fiber-cement shingles and has an almost flat roof, with a central 
ridgeline running north to south and extremely gentle pitches to the east and west. The building is set 
on a raised concrete foundation but is not clear if this is a concrete plinth type or a low concrete wall 
type. The building exhibits some basic Mid-Century Modern design elements (Liebs 1985). The Carson 
City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1961, and the building is visible in an 
aerial photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The front façade at the west is symmetrically arranged, with two apartments on each floor, the 
southern apartments being mirror images of the northern apartments, and the first-floor 
arrangements being replicated by the second-floor arrangements. Each apartment features a large 
metal-framed two-light sliding window at the corner, then a flush wooden door with a metal screen 
door, and a second large metal-framed two-light sliding window near the midpoint. The first-floor 
doors are accessed via two concrete steps. The second-floor apartments are accessed via a wooden 
balcony, that has a set of stairs leading up to it from the north. The balcony is covered by the wide 
overhanging boxed eave. The balcony is supported at the northeast and southeast corners by two 
full-height timber posts, and by extensions of the second-floor joists along its length. The balcony has 
a simple wooden guard rail with diagonal bracing and trellis panels, with a regular pattern of posts 
extending up to the overhanging eave.  
 
The northern and southern side walls feature the same arrangement of windows on the first floor and 
the second floor, with a large metal-framed three-light sliding window at the east and a smaller 
metal-framed two-light sliding window at the west. The windows on the rear wall are symmetrically 
arranged, with the window patterns of the southern apartments being mirror images of the northern 
apartments, and the first-floor arrangements being replicated by the second-floor arrangements. 
Each apartment features a long and narrow metal-framed three-light sliding window near the corner 
and a small metal-framed two-light sliding window near the midpoint. Between the two windows of 
the northern first-floor apartment, there is a large collection of utility meters and an electrical panel.  
 
To the west and north of the building a raised garden area has been created using low concrete walls, 
but other than a mature three at the northeast corner the garden is barren. In the part of the garden 
next to the midpoint of the western wall, there is a subterranean concrete structure covered by a 
large wooden hatch that may be a fuel tank or access to some additional services and utilities.

The 
building is clad with fiber-cement shingles and has an almost flat roof, with a central ridgeline running east to west 
and extremely gentle pitches to the north and south. The building is set on a raised concrete foundation but is not 
clear if this is a concrete plinth foundation or a low concrete wall foundation. The building exhibits some basic Mid-
Century Modern design elements (Liebs 1985). The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building 
(BLDG #2) as 1962, and the building is clearly visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The front façade at the south is symmetrically arranged, with six identical apartments on each floor, and the first floor 
arrangements being replicated by the second floor arrangements. Each apartment features a flush or 6-panel 
wooden door with a metal screen door flanked by two large metal frame 2-light sliding windows. Each of the first floor 
doors is accessed via two concrete steps. The second floor apartments are accessed via a wooden balcony, that 
has two sets of stairs leading up to large landings positioned in front of the doors of the endmost two apartments. 
The balcony is covered by the wide overhanging boxed eaves of the roof, with projecting sections extending 
outwards to cover the two landings at the top of the stairs. The western corner of the balcony is supported by a full 
height timber post, and by extensions of the second floor joists along its length. The balcony has a simple wooden 
guard rail with diagonal bracing and trellis panels, with a regular pattern of posts extending up to the overhanging 
eave.  
The western side wall features the same arrangement of windows on the first floor and the second floor, with a large 
metal frame 3-light sliding window at the south and a smaller metal frame 2-light sliding window at the north. The 
eastern side wall features the same arrangement of windows on the first floor and the second floor, with a large 
metal frame 3-light sliding window at the south and a smaller metal frame 2-light sliding window at the north. On the 
rear wall at the north, the windows of each apartment are arranged as mirror images of the adjacent apartment, and 
the first floor arrangements are replicated by the second floor arrangements. The rear wall of each apartment 
consists of a large metal frame 3-light sliding window and a small metal frame 2-light sliding window, with at least 
one of the latter having been replaced by a vinyl frame 2-light sliding window.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a set of electrical panels mounded to a simple timber frame and covered by a small timber 
roof. It is located to the east of the building.

B19170 – 850 East William Street – Building 5 (NCE-14) 
B19170 is part of a cluster of five buildings located on the northeast side of the intersection of North Roop 
Street and East William Street. The parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1953 aerial photograph, in an 
area that had not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the complex of 
buildings had been completed and that the parcels to the immediate east of North Roop Street and north 
of East William Street had been developed; the area to the west was still undeveloped. The complex of 
buildings at 850 East William Street may have originally been designed as a motel and subsequently 
converted into apartments, or they may represent a purpose-built apartment complex that shares many 
design elements with contemporary Mid-Century Modern motels. The complex’s location on the main road 
leading into a downtown area is also typical of post-war motels, but research into Post-War Period motels 
in Carson City has failed to identify a motel operating at this location. 
 
Unlike the other buildings in the complex, B19170 has not retained a high level of integrity. The original 
form of Building 5 featured three storage bays with garage doors and either an apartment or simple office 
or storage room at the west. The western end of the building has subsequently been converted into two 
apartments and a large two-story addition was built against the eastern end of the building. B19170 
possesses integrity of location and setting, but it does not possess integrity of design, materials, 
workmanship, or feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not 
possess integrity of association. 
 
B19170 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19170 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19170 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19170 has a low level of integrity and its original form is no longer apparent. 
The modified building does not present a specific architectural style (McAlester & McAlester 2013). B19170 
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is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide 
additional important historical information, and B19170 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. 
In summary, it is recommended that B19170 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19170 – 850 East William Street – Building 5 
B19170 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-03) on the 
north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three large free-standing apartment blocks, 
a pair of apartments with a storage area, an attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of 
apartments. The long southern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of 
the parcel lies on North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the parcel abuts a 
commercial building.  
 
Building 5 contains Apartments 17 and 18, and two storage bays. It is a rectangular single-story side 
gable building located along the eastern side of the northern boundary of the parcel. The long axis of 
the building is aligned east to west, and the front façade is to the south. A two-story workshop 
addition is located at the eastern end of the building. The foundation of the building is not visible. The 
building does not exhibit any particular stylistic embellishments (McAlester & McAlester 2013). The 
Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1963. The building is visible in an 
aerial photograph taken in 1966 although the addition at the east had not been constructed by that 
point. An aerial photograph taken in 1972 shows the addition abutting the eastern end wall of the 
original building. 
 
The front façade at the south is divided into two apartments at the west and two storage bays at the 
east. Apartment 17 at the west features a flush wooden door covered by security bars at the west 
and a vinyl-framed three-light sliding window at the east. An old, illuminated office sign is mounted to 
the wall to the east of the window. Apartment 18 features a wooden six-panel door at the west and a 
metal-framed two-light sliding window at the east. Both the door and window are set within a panel 
of vertical wooden boards, which appears to be an infilled garage bay door opening, suggesting that 
Apartment 18 has been converted from a third storage bay. The storage bay to the east of Apartment 
18 features a large sliding door clad with vertical wooden boards and mounted to an overhead track. 

The storage bay at the 
east end of the building features a pair of flush wooden double doors, with false window frames in the 
upper portions.

The gable is clad in 
dog-eared fence pickets, placed with the dog ear ends at the bottom. A wooden louvered vent is 
located close to the apex.

B19172 – 850 East William Street – Building 3 (NCE-16) 
B19172 is part of a cluster of five buildings located on the northeast side of the intersection of North Roop 
Street and East William Street. The parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1953 aerial photograph, in an 
area that had not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the complex of 
buildings had been completed and that the parcels to the immediate east of North Roop Street and north 
of East William Street had been developed; the area to the west was still undeveloped. The complex of 
buildings at 850 East William Street may have originally been designed as a motel and subsequently 
converted into apartments, or they may represent a purpose-built apartment complex that shares many 
design elements with contemporary Mid-Century Modern motels. The complex’s location on the main road 
leading into a downtown area is also typical of post-war motels, but research into Post-War Period motels 
in Carson City has failed to identify a motel operating at this location. 
 
B19172 is a simple bungalow constructed in 1959, several years before the adjacent apartment buildings. 
It is possible that this building may represent a residence that was incorporated into the apartment or 
motel complex at an early stage, or it may have been used as an office during the construction of the 
motel or apartment buildings and then as an office and accommodation used by the management of the 
complex. It was distinguished by a neat if simple garden in the 1966 aerial photograph which is still 
present if a little obscured. B19172 has retained a high level of integrity. It exhibits integrity of location, 
design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic 
events or people and does not possess integrity of association.  
 
B19172 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19172 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19172 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19172 has a high level of integrity and retains its original form. The building is 
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an example of a simple late 1950s residential building, without embellishment, and it does not present a 
specific architectural style. As such although it does embody the period-specific mass and materials, it is 
an unremarkable example of this common building type that does not distinguish itself from innumerable 
other similar examples (McAlester & McAlester 2013). B19172 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, 
and B19172 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19172 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19172 – 850 East William Street – Building 3 (NCE-16) 
B19172 is part of a complex of buildings located on a rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-03) on the 
north side of East William Street. The complex consists of three large free-standing apartment blocks, 
a pair of apartments with a storage area, an attached workshop, and a free-standing pair of 
apartments. The long southern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the short western side of 
the parcel lies on North Roop Street, the long northern side of the parcel abuts Walton’s Chapel of the 
Valley Cemetery and a small industrial building, and the short eastern side of the parcel abuts a 
commercial building.  
 
Building 3 is identified as Apartment 33, but it may be divided into two separate apartments, with 
Apartment 34 at the west having temporarily lost its numbers. It is a small single-story rectangular 
building located toward the center of the southern side of the parcel. The long axis is aligned east to 
west and the front façade at the north. The building is clad with fiber-cement shingles and has an 
almost flat roof, with a central ridgeline running east to west and extremely gentle pitches to the 
north and south. The building is set on a low concrete wall foundation. The building does not exhibit 
any particular stylistic embellishments (McAlester & McAlester 2013). The Carson City Assessor lists 
the construction date of this building as 1959 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken 
in 1966. 
 
The front façade at the north features a large metal-framed two-light sliding window at the east and a 
six-panel wooden door with security bars to the east of the midpoint. A second metal-framed two-
light sliding window is located in the center of the wall, and a six-panel wooden door with security 
bars to the west of the midpoint. The roof extends out for several feet beyond the wall, taking the 
form of a boxed eave, to shade the front of the building. The western side wall features a metal-
framed two-light siding window at the north and a second two-light sliding window in the center of 
the wall. A wooden six-panel door is located to the south of the midpoint. The roof extends out for 
several feet beyond the wall, taking the form of a boxed eave. The extension of the roof is supported 
by three wooden beams that are supported at their western ends by three wooden posts. The rear 
wall at the south features a medium size metal-framed two-light sliding window at the west, a small 
metal-framed two-light sliding window near the center, and a medium size metal-framed two-light 
sliding window at the east. The eastern side wall features a large metal-framed three-light sliding 
window at the north and a long and narrow metal-framed three-light sliding window at the south. The 
roof has short overhangs over the rear and eastern walls with boxed eaves. A simple concrete path 
runs around the northern and western sides of the building, with a narrow connecting path extending 
out to a small patio area located to the west of the building. A well-tended lawn lies to the rear of the 
building.

B19173 – 886 - 892 East William Street – AAA Ultimate Pawn store (NCE-17) 
B19173 is located on the north side of East William Street, opposite the entrance to the Carson City 
Community Center. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1953 aerial photograph in an area that had 
not yet been divided into blocks. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that this building, the complex of 
buildings to the west at 850 East William Street, and the buildings to the east now occupied by a grocery 
store at 910 East William Street had been completed, but the areas to the north and west were still 
undeveloped.  
 
B19173 has a poor level of integrity. The building retains its original mass, but the exterior cladding has 
been replaced and it is lacking in period details, with the possible exception of the side entrance on the 
east and the loading bay area on the north. The building retains its integrity of location, design, and 
setting. It no longer possesses integrity of materials, workmanship, or feeling. It is not associated with 
any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19173 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19173 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19173 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19173 has a poor level of integrity and no longer resembles a 1960s 
commercial building. Few period details are present, and it does not conform to a specific architectural 
style (Liebs 1985). B19173 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building 
is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19173 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19173 is not National Register eligible 
based on any of the criteria.

B19173 – 886 - 892 East William Street – AAA Ultimate Pawn store (NCE-17) 
B19173 is a rectangular single-story commercial building occupied by AAA Ultimate Pawn. The 
rectangular front-gabled building has its long axis aligned from north to south, and its front façade is 
at the south, facing onto East William Street. It almost fills a small rectangular parcel (APN 002-123-
04) located on the north side of East William Street. The short southern side of the parcel lies on East 
William Street, the long eastern and western sides abut adjacent parcels occupied by a grocery store 
and a set of apartment blocks respectively, and the short northern side abuts a large parcel that 
contains part of Walton’s Chapel of the Valley Cemetery. The building has a parking lot to the east 
that is actually within a narrow extension to the parcel that contains Walton’s Chapel of the Valley 
Cemetery. A parking lot to the south of the building lies within the East William Street ROW. The 
building has two addresses, with 892 East William Street being the store at the south end of the 
building and 888 East William Street being the warehouse section at the north end of the building. 
The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1962 and the building is visible 
in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The building is set on a concrete plinth, which becomes quite pronounced at the south, with a set of 
concrete stairs at the southeast corner and metal handrails running along the outer edge of the plinth 
along the south and east of the building. The building does not exhibit any particular stylistic 
embellishments (Liebs 1985). The front façade features a centrally positioned metal-framed double 
glass door. Two large single fixed light vinyl-framed windows are located to both the west and east of 
the door. A large channel-letter sign reading AAA Ultimate PAWN is mounted to the wall above the 
door, and there are two wall-mounted lights located to the west and east of the outermost windows. 
The lower part of the wall is clad with a stone veneer that extends up to the midpoints of the windows 
and door. The remainder of the wall is clad with vinyl siding, patterned to resemble drop siding. The 
eastern side wall features a recessed centrally positioned doorway, with a metal-framed double glass 
door. The recessed doorway and the wall immediately north of the doorway are clad in engineered 
wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding. The doorway is covered by a wide wooden porch that 
extends to the north to cover a window. The porch has a hipped roof that is covered with wooden 
shingles. To the south of the door, there are three regularly spaced metal-framed fixed windows, with 
a fixed three-light window at the south and two fixed two-lights in the center and to the north. To the 
north of the door, there are three regularly spaced metal-framed fixed two-light windows. The lower 
part of the wall is clad with a stone veneer that extends up to the bottoms of the windows. The 
remainder of the wall is clad with vertical ridged metal siding. The rear north wall features a large 
warehouse-type door in the center, equipped with an overhead roller door. A wall-mounted light is 
positioned at the apex of the wall, above the warehouse door. A flush wooden door is located 
immediately west of the garage door. An electrical panel is located at the western corner, and a large 
air conditioning unit is located high up on the wall at the eastern corner. Two large air conditioning 
units are positioned on the ground immediately in front of the eastern corner of the wall. The western 
wall of the building is not visible from the street, but it appears to be clad in vertically set corrugated 
metal sheets. The low-pitched roof has short overhanging open eaves on all sides. The roof is covered 
by ribbed metal sheets, running perpendicular to the ridgeline. Along the east and west sides gutters 
run under the overhang. Four large rotating ventilators are regularly spaced along the ridgeline. A 
large satellite dish is mounted to the southeast corner of the roof, and a tall ventilation pipe extends 
from the roof to the south of the door on the eastern side of the building.

B19174 – 910 East William Street – Grocery Store (NCE-18) 
B19174 is located on the north side of East William Street, opposite the main part of Mill Park, on the 
southern side of East William Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in 1939 and 1953 aerial 
photographs, and with a construction date of 1957, 910 East William Street was likely one of the first 
buildings in an area that was slowly developed during the 1960s. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the 
main building and the two additions were complete and that a row of commercial buildings had been built 
to the west, but the area to the east was still undeveloped. In 1974 work began on the complex of four 
large office buildings that now occupy the area to the east of B19174.  
 
B19174 has a poor level of integrity, with modifications including the two large additions, the blocking of 
the large side windows on the main buildings, the replacement of the original siding on the western wall of 
the main building, and the addition of the colorful awning along the front façade of the main building. 
B19174 retains its integrity of location, setting, and feeling, but no longer retains its integrity of design, 
materials, or workmanship. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not 
possess integrity of association. 
 
B19174 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older central business district is in keeping with 
national trends during the period. However, this section of East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19174 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19174 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19174 has a poor level of integrity and represents a poorly preserved example 
of a simple commercial building with no particular stylistic attributes (Liebs 1985). B19174 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19174 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In 
summary, it is recommended that B19174 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 
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7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19174 – 910 East William Street – Grocery Store (NCE-18) 
B19174 is a side-gabled rectangular two-story grocery store with its long axis aligned east to west 
and its front façade at the south. The building is located at the south end of a large rectangular parcel 
(APN 002-123-05). The building has a large addition extending northward from its northeast corner, 
and the addition itself has an addition extending westward from its northwestern corner, with the 
three elements forming a C-shape open to the west. A tall chain link fence connects the northwest 
corner of the main building and the southwest corner of the second addition, enclosing a work yard. A 
narrow parking lot runs along the western side of the fence. The short southern side of the parcel lies 
along East William Street. The long eastern and western sides of the parcel abut adjacent parcels 
containing a store to the west and a pair of office buildings to the east. The short northern boundary 
abuts a currently unutilized portion of a cemetery. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction 
date of this building as 1957 and the building and the two additions are visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The main building does not exhibit any clear stylistic elements. It has its front façade at the south and 
it is set on a raised concrete plinth with space for a wide walkway between the edge of the building 
and the edge of the plinth along the south. The walkway has simple stairs at the east and west, and a 
complex curved set of stairs located to the east of the mid-point, in line with the front door. The 
walkway continues around the western side of the building, acting as a ramp to provide stair-free 
access from the rear parking lot which is set at the same height as the top of the plinth. A metal 
handrail runs along the edge of the walkway, the stairs, and the ramp. The front façade and the 
southern parts of the ground floor of the eastern and western side walls have CMU veneers, and the 
rest of the building is clad in rubbed metal siding. The lower part of the veneer features stack-bonded 
rectangular CMUs. A soldier course runs almost continuously above the top of the ground floor 
windows. Above the soldier course, there are CMUs laid in a running bond. The front façade features 
two large metal-framed two-light fixed windows at the west with a metal-framed glass door to the 
east. The central area features a large metal-framed two-light fixed window, with the main metal-
framed glass door to the east. A very large metal-framed three-light window occupies the eastern 
part of the front façade. A metal framed commercial awning runs along the entire length of the front 
façade, positioned above the soldier course. The front panel of the awning features colorful 
advertisements for Mexican ice creams and is illuminated internally with fluorescent lights. It is 
supported by diagonal tie-rods secured to the second-floor wall, and metal struts connecting to the 
handrail along the edge of the plinth. The awning is not an original feature and its bright panels 
presumably date from the 1980s or 1990s. An illuminated Cabinet-type commercial sign is located on 
the front of the awning, in the area over the main door and curved stairs. The illuminated panel is 
absent. The eastern side wall features a large window opening at the south that has been blocked up, 
two small metal-framed two-light sliding windows in the gable section, and two air conditioning units. 
The western side wall also features a large window opening at the south that has been blocked up, 
and a single small metal-framed two-light sliding window in the gable section, to the south of the 
mid-point. The metal siding is not original on this side wall and may conceal a second window 
opening. The rear wall at the north was not visible. The roof of the main building has a low pitch with 
short overhangs formed from the ribbed metal roofing panels that cover the roof. Two ventilators are 
located on the ridgeline of the roof. 
 
The first addition is a large side-gabled building clad in ribbed metal siding. It extends northwards 
from the eastern portion of the northern rear wall of the main building. The eastern wall features two 
small metal-framed two-light sliding windows at the south, two slightly larger metal-framed two-light 
sliding windows to the south of the mid-point, and a single small metal-framed two-light sliding 
window to the north of the mid-point. Only the upper portion of the rear wall at the north is visible, 
with the lower part concealed by a chain link fence that runs along the eastern boundary of the

parcel. The visible upper portion is clad in corrugated metal sheets and is devoid of features. The 
western side wall is largely concealed by a shed-roofed open-fronted shelter that runs along most of 
its length. The western wall of the addition is clad in ribbed metal siding and there is a medium-sized 
metal-framed two-light sliding window at the south. The roof of the shed-roofed shelter is covered by 
ribbed metal sheets and has a gutter running along the edge of the roof. The roof of the first addition 
has a low pitch with short overhangs formed from the ribbed metal roofing panels that cover the roof. 
Two ventilators are located on the ridgeline of the roof.  
 
The second addition is a large flat-roofed building clad on the south and west with ribbed metal siding 
and with a CMU wall at the north. It extends westwards from the northern portion of the western wall 
of the first addition. The southern wall has a centrally positioned loading bay door with an overhead 
roller door, providing access to the work yard. The western wall features a loading bay to the south of 
the mid-point that has been blocked with engineered wood panels. The northern wall could not be 
observed in any detail.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a flood light located next to the center point of the fence that closes off the 
work yard at the western side of the building. It stands on the western side of the fence, in the 
narrow parking lot. 
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a chain link fence connects the northwest corner of the main building and the southwest 
corner of the second addition, enclosing a work yard. The chain link fence has plastic privacy strips and is topped by 
three strands of barbwire.

B19175 – 1000 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-19) 
B19175 is a long rectangular two-story office building with its long axis aligned east to west and its 
front façade at the south. The building is located toward the southern boundary of a large trapezoidal 
parcel (APN 002-123-07) with an identical office building to the north (1050 East William Street) 
connected by a short breezeway, a lightly landscaped garden area to the south, a heavily landscaped 
garden to the north, and parking lots located to the east and west. The short southern side of the 
parcel lies along East William Street, and the long eastern and western sides of the parcel abut 
adjacent parcels containing a commercial property and a cemetery to the west and two identical 
office buildings to the east. The long northern side of the parcel lies along Corbett Street. The Carson 
City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1980. 
 
The building is constructed in a Spanish-influenced contemporary style, with textured CMU walls, a 
profusion of tall arched windows, and a faux-hipped flat roof with rounded ceramic roof tiles covering 
the sloping edge of the roof (Liebs 1985). The foundation of the building is not visible. The front 
façade of the building is to the south, facing East William Street. The front façade features an 
irregular pattern of tall, two-story metal-framed arched windows, and a recessed doorway accessed 
through two open arches. The arched windows are all arranged in the same manner, with two large 
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rectangular fixed lights on the first floor, an opaque panel between the floors, and two large curved 
top lights on the second floor. Each window opening features a protruding CMU surround. The window 
glass is heavily tinted with a dark brown tint. There are ten windows to the west of the open arches 
that lead to the entrance, and two arches to the east of the open arches. The open arches are the 
same shape and size as the window openings and lead to a set of metal-framed double glass doors 
set within a two-story glass wall, made up of numerous rectangular lights held in a complex metal 
framework. A gas meter and an electrical panel are mounted to the wall next to the northern corner 
of the wall. The eastern side wall features a symmetrical arrangement of five evenly spaced two-story 
arched top windows. The western side wall features a symmetrical arrangement of four two-story 
arched top windows, with two windows located to either side of an open arch that leads to a recessed 
side entrance consisting of a standard-size metal-framed glass door. The rear wall at the north 
follows the same arrangement of arched windows as the front façade. The door and metal-frame 
glass wall used for the entrance are the same as on the front of the building. A breezeway runs 
northwards from the entrance to connect with the entrance on the southern wall of 1050 E William 
Street. It consists of six CMU columns supporting a flat roof structure constructed from heavy wooden 
beams. The roof is covered with rolled roofing material and is penetrated by four narrow rectangular 
polycarbonate skylights. The area between 1000 East William Street and 1050 East William Street 
features an elaborately landscaped garden with mature trees.  
 
The roof of the building features a moderately sloping section covered in rounded ceramic roof tiles, 
leading to a large flat roof covered in a rolled roofing material. The sloping sections have wide 
overhangs and boxed eaves. Large timber beams project horizontally from the tops of the walls and 
appear to support the eaves, but these are purely decorative and do not penetrate through the walls, 
instead, they are secured to the eaves which support them.   
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a smoking area defined by a low CMU-built wall, two metal benches, three 
cast concrete garbage bins, a bicycle rack, and a sign. The northeast corner of the walled area is 
protected by a bollard. The resources are located to the east of the building, at the near edge of the 
parking lot.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a transformer. It is located to the immediate north of the northeast corner of 
the building.  
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a wood-framed shed that is clad with engineered wood patterned to resemble 
vertical boards. The door is at the east and the shed has a steeply pitched gambrel roof. It is located 
to the west of the building at the far edge of the parking lot.

B19176 – 1050 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-20) 
B19176 is located on the north side of East William Street, opposite the main part of Mill Park. This parcel is shown as 
undeveloped in a 1972 aerial photograph. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that the identical pair of offices to the east, 
1100 and 1150 East William Street were under construction and that the future site of B19176 had been cleared. Areas to 
the north and further to the east were still undeveloped. A 1980 aerial photograph shows that all four of the identical office 
buildings were completed. Areas to the north and east were being prepared for development.  
 
B19176 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any modifications beyond routine 
maintenance. The building retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not 
associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19176 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the Post-War Period. 
This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district is in keeping with national trends 
during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important example of this trend and involved 
no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19176 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion A. B19176 is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19176 has a high level of integrity and presents a clear contemporary office 
style (Liebs 1985). However, such buildings are relatively common, and an identical pair is located at 1201 and 1281 
Terminal Way in Reno, Nevada. B19176 does not distinguish itself from numerous other office buildings of this date in any 
significant way, and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide 
additional important historical information, and B19176 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is 
recommended that B19176 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19176 – 1050 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-20) 
B19176 is a long rectangular two-story office building with its long axis aligned east to west and its 
front façade at the south. The building is located in the middle of a large trapezoidal parcel (APN 002-
123-07) with an identical office building to the south (1000 East William Street) connected by a short 
breezeway. A large parking lot is located to the north of the building, and smaller parking lots are 
located to the east and west of the building. A fenced-off area in the northwest corner of the parcel 
contains 1070 East William Street, a storage garage constructed in 2016. The short southern side of 
the parcel lies along East William Street, the long eastern and western sides of the parcel abut 
adjacent parcels containing a commercial property and a cemetery to the west and two identical 
office buildings to the east, and the long northern side of the parcel lies along Corbett Street. The 
Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 and the building is visible in 
an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 
 
The building is constructed in a Spanish-influenced contemporary style, with textured CMU walls, a 
profusion of tall arched windows, and a faux-hipped flat roof with rounded ceramic roof tiles covering 
the sloping edge of the roof (Liebs 1985). The foundation of the building is not visible. The front 
façade of the building is at the south, facing toward the rear wall of 1000 East William Street. The 
front façade features an irregular pattern of tall, two-story metal-framed arched windows, and a 
recessed doorway accessed through two open arches. The arched windows are all arranged in the 
same manner, with two large rectangular fixed lights on the first floor, an opaque panel between the 
floors, and two large curved top lights on the second floor. Each window opening features a 
protruding CMU surround. The window glass is heavily tinted with a dark brown tint. There are ten 
windows to the west of the open arches that lead to the entrance, and two arches to the east of the 
open arches. The open arches are the same shape and size as the window openings and lead to a set 
of metal-framed double glass doors set within a two-story glass wall, made up of numerous 
rectangular lights held in a complex metal framework. A gas meter is mounted next to the eastern 
corner of the wall. A breezeway runs southwards from the entrance to connect with the entrance on 
the northern wall of 1000 East William Street. It consists of six CMU columns supporting a flat roof 
structure constructed from heavy wooden beams. The roof is covered with rolled roofing material and 
is penetrated by four narrow rectangular polycarbonate skylights. The area between 1050 E William 
Street and 1000 East William Street features an elaborately landscaped garden with mature trees. 
The eastern side wall features a symmetrical arrangement of five evenly spaced two-story arched top 
windows. The western side wall features a symmetrical arrangement of four two-story arched top 
windows, with two windows located to either side of an open arch that leads to a recessed side 
entrance consisting of a standard-size metal-framed glass door. The rear wall at the north follows the 
same arrangement as the front façade, with ten two-story arch-top windows to the west of two open 
arches leading to a recessed entrance, and a pair of two-story arch-top windows to the east of the 
open arches. The door and metal-framed glass wall used for the entrance are the same as those used 
on the front of the building. A set of wide concrete steps lead up from the entrance to the large 
parking lot to the north of the building.  
 
The roof of the building features a moderately sloping section covered in rounded ceramic roof tiles, 
leading to a large flat roof covered in a rolled roofing material. The sloping sections have wide 
overhangs and boxed eaves. Large timber beams project horizontally from the tops of the walls and 
appear to support the eaves, but these are purely decorative and do not penetrate through the walls, 
instead, they are secured to the eaves which support them.

B19178 – 1150 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-22) 
B19178 is located on the north side of East William Street, opposite the main part of Mill Park. This parcel 
is shown as undeveloped in a 1972 aerial photograph. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that B19178 was 
under construction, as was the adjacent building at 1100 East William Street. Areas to the north and 
further to the east were still undeveloped, and work on the identical pair of offices to the immediate west 
(1000 and 1050 East William Street) had not been started. A 1980 aerial photograph shows that all four of 
the identical office buildings were completed. Areas to the north and east were being prepared for 
development.  
 
B19178 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any modifications 
beyond routine maintenance. The building retains its integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, 
setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess 
integrity of association. 
 
B19178 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19178 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19178 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19178 has a high level of integrity and presents a clear contemporary office 
style (Liebs 1985). However, such buildings are relatively common, and an identical pair is located at 1201 
and 1281 Terminal Way in Reno, Nevada. B19178 does not distinguish itself from numerous other office 
buildings of this date in any significant way, and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. 
Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19178 
is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19178 is not 
National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19178 – 1150 East William Street – Office Building (NCE-22) 
B19178 is a long rectangular two-story office building with its long axis aligned east to west and its 
front façade at the south. The building is located toward the middle of a large trapezoidal parcel (APN 
002-123-08) with an identical office building to the south (1100 East William Street) connected by a 
short breezeway. A large parking lot is located to the north of the building, and smaller parking lots 
are located to the east and west of the building. The short southern side of the parcel lies along East 
William Street, the long western side abuts a parcel containing two identical office buildings, the long 
eastern side abuts an undeveloped commercial lot, and the long northern side of the parcel lies along 
Corbett Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 and the 
building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 
 
The building is constructed in a Spanish-influenced contemporary style, with textured CMU walls, a 
profusion of tall arched windows, and a faux-hipped flat roof with rounded ceramic roof tiles covering 
the sloping edge of the roof (Liebs 1985). The foundation of the building is not visible. The front 
façade of the building is at the south, facing toward the rear wall of 1100 East William Street. The 
front façade features an irregular pattern of tall, two-story metal-framed arched windows, and a 
recessed doorway accessed through two open arches. The arched windows are all arranged in the 
same manner, with two large rectangular fixed lights on the first floor, an opaque panel between the 
floors, and two large curved top lights on the second floor. Each window opening features a 
protruding CMU surround. The window glass is heavily tinted with a dark brown tint. There are ten 
windows to the east of the open arches that lead to the entrance, and two arches to the west of the 
open arches. The open arches are the same shape and size as the window openings and lead to a set 
of metal-framed double glass doors set within a two-story glass wall, made up of numerous 
rectangular lights held in a complex metal framework. A breezeway runs southwards from the 
entrance to connect with the entrance on the northern wall of 1100 E William Street. It consists of six 
CMU columns supporting a flat roof structure constructed from heavy wooden beams. The roof is 
covered with rolled roofing material and is penetrated by four narrow rectangular polycarbonate 
skylights. The area between 1150 E William Street and 1100 East William Street features an 
elaborately landscaped garden with mature trees. The eastern side wall features a symmetrical 
arrangement of four two-story arched top windows, with two windows located to either side of an 
open arch that leads to a recessed side entrance consisting of a standard-size metal-framed glass 
door. The door is accessed via a set of concrete steps and a disabled access ramp that leads up from 
the adjacent parking lot. The western side wall features a symmetrical arrangement of five evenly 
spaced two-story arched top windows. The rear wall at the north follows the same arrangement as 
the front façade, with ten two-story arch-top windows to the east of two open arches leading to a 
recessed entrance, and a pair of two-story arch-top windows to the west of the open arches. The door 
and metal-framed glass wall used for the entrance are the same as those used on the front of the 
building. A set of wide concrete steps lead up from the entrance to the large parking lot to the north 
of the building.  
 
The roof of the building features a moderately sloping section covered in rounded ceramic roof tiles, 
leading to a large flat roof covered in a rolled roofing material. The sloping sections have wide 
overhangs and boxed eaves. Large timber beams project horizontally from the tops of the walls and 
appear to support the eaves, but these are purely decorative and do not penetrate through the walls, 
instead, they are secured to the eaves which support them.

B19179 – 1800 East William Street – Tierra Plaza (NCE-23) 
B19179 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Rand Avenue and East William Street. This 
parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1974 aerial photograph, but commercial buildings adjacent to B19179 
are present. Other immediately surrounding areas are largely undeveloped but sporadic parcels have been 
developed. A 1980 aerial photograph shows that B19179 had been completed, and the main building at 
the adjacent 1808 East William Street also had been completed, along with many of the surrounding 
parcels.  
 
B19179 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any modifications 
beyond routine maintenance. Both Accessory Resources are probably original, and the commercial sign 
(Accessory Resource 1) actively contributes to the character of the building. B19179 retains its integrity of 
location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant 
historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19179 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends During the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19179 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19179 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19179 has a high level of integrity, but it is a very common type of building 
that lacks distinguishing stylistic elements (Liebs 1985).

B19179 – 1800 East William Street – Tierra Plaza (NCE-23) 
B19179 is a long rectangular strip mall building with its long axis aligned north to south, and a two-
story section at its southern end. The Tierra Plaza strip mall occupies the central part of a long 
parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-002-225-02) with parking lots to the east and west. The short 
southern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, the long western side lies along Rand 
Avenue, the short northern side abuts an adjacent parcel containing a senior care center, and the 
long eastern side abuts a parcel that contains two commercial buildings and a free-standing garage 
building. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 and the building 
is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 
 
The building is constructed from small straight-stacked square concrete masonry units (MSUs) and 
has a flat roof. The building appears to be set on a concrete pad foundation. The building does not 
exhibit any clear stylistic embellishments (Liebs 1985). The first floor of the south façade features two 
large metal-framed single-light fixed windows at the east and two identical windows at the west. All 
four windows have simple wooden surrounds. The second floor features seven closely spaced large 
metal-framed windows with simple wooden surrounds. The central three windows are two-light sliding 
windows, and the pairs at the east and west are single-light fixed windows. Between the two floors, 
there is a steeply sloping false mansard roof, with a wide horizontal ledge at its base. The first floor of 
the eastern side of the two-story section features two large metal-framed two-light fixed windows at 
the south, then a metal-framed glass double door, and two large single-light fixed windows. At the 
north, there are two small metal-framed windows, one with two lights and one with three lights. The 
second floor has a row of six unevenly spaced windows, with the southern three being large metal-
framed fixed windows and the northern three being large metal-framed two light sliding windows. The 
steeply sloping false mansard roof continues along this eastern facade. An external staircase is 
housed within a free-standing vertical CMU stairwell structure, joined to the second floor by a CMU-
built covered passage. The western side of the two-story section features a large single-story 
projecting section that occupies most of the wall. At the southern corner of the western wall, there 
are two large metal-framed fixed light windows. Where the eastern wall and the projecting section 
join, there are a pair of metal-framed double glass doors arranged on a diagonal. The second floor of 
the western wall features three large metal-framed two light sliding windows at the south and two 
small metal-framed two light sliding windows at the north, with a projecting covered stairwell at the 
northern corner. The steeply sloping false mansard roof continues along this portion of the eastern 
facade. 
 
To the north of the two-story section, the building continues as a long range of single-story 
commercial units. The long single-story section of the building consists of 12 commercial units, with 
six fronting to the west and six fronting to the east. Each unit consists of a combination of metal-
framed single and double glass doors and large single-light fixed windows. The northern wall is plain, 
apart from a set of gas meters and gas pipes at the eastern end. The single-story section features a 
mansard roof, with a wide horizontal ledge at its base. Illuminated cabinet-type signs are mounted to 
the sloping section above the majority of the stores on the western side of the building.  
 
The short projecting section on the west features two large metal-framed two-light fixed windows on 
the southern wall, three large single-light fixed windows on the western wall, and two large metal-
framed single-light fixed windows, a metal-framed double glass door with a transom window, and a 
metal-framed single glass door with side lights and a transom window on the northern wall.      
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Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign, supported by a single wide column, and 
supported by a CMU mount. It is located in front of the front façade of the building, in the southern 
part of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a small transformer box protected by two bollards. It is located against the 
eastern side of the parcel, adjacent to the rear wall of 1804 E William Street.

B19180 – 1804 East William Street – Carson Guns (NCE-24) 
B19180 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Rand Avenue and East William Street. This 
parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1966 aerial photograph. The immediate surrounding area is largely 
undeveloped but sporadic parcels have been built on. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that B19180 had 
been completed, but that the adjacent buildings at 1800 and 1808 East William Street had not yet been 
constructed. A 1980 Aerial photograph shows that the buildings on the two adjacent parcels had been 
completed and that many of the surrounding parcels also had been developed.  
 
B19180 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any modifications 
beyond routine maintenance. The main commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1) is probably an original 
feature, but the second commercial sign (Accessory Resource 2) is probably a later addition. However, 
both commercial signs actively contribute to the character of the associated building. B19180 retains its 
integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19180 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19180 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19180 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19180 has a high level of integrity, but it is a very common type of building 
that lacks distinguishing stylistic elements (Liebs 1985). B19180 is a mid-sized commercial building that 
does not distinguish itself from numerous other commercial buildings of this date in any significant way, 
and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide 
additional important historical information, and B19180 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. 
In summary, it is recommended that B19180 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19180 – 1804 East William Street – Carson Guns (NCE-24) 
B19180 is a rectangular commercial building with its long axis aligned north to south, and its front 
façade at the south. The store is currently occupied by Carson Guns. The building occupies the 
southwest corner of a long parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-002-225-05). Also, present on the 
parcel is a second commercial building (1808 East William Street) and a free-standing two-bay 
garage building. The space to the south and east of 1804 East William Street is used as a parking lot. 
The short southern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, the long western side abuts an 
adjacent parcel that contains the Tierra Plaza strip mall, the long eastern side abuts a parcel that 
contains a restaurant, and the short northern side abuts two adjacent parcels containing a senior care 
center and an apartment block. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 
1972 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1974. 
 
The building is constructed from concrete masonry units (MSUs) laid in a running bond, it has a flat 
roof and appears to be set on a concrete pad foundation. The building does not exhibit clear stylistic 
elements (Liebs). The front façade of the building at the south is symmetrical and features a centrally 
positioned metal-framed double glass door situated under a tall transom window. On either side of 
the door, there are large metal-framed four-light fixed windows, with two large lower lights and two 
smaller upper lights. The top of the wall features a large downwards-sloping cornice clad in ribbed 
metal siding that projects out beyond the wall to provide shade to the front of the store. The cornice 
extends above the height of the flat roof, meaning its rear side acts like a parapet wall. A row of 
seven bollards runs parallel to the front wall, at the head of the adjacent parking bays.  
 
The eastern side wall features a large metal-framed four-light fixed window at the southern corner, a 
flush wooden door in the center, and two now blocked-up loading bay doors at the north. Two 
bollards protect the window at the southern corner from the adjacent parking bays. The top of the 
wall features a narrow outwards sloping gutter that resembles a small cornice, with downpipes at the 
southern corner and just south of the central flush door. The northern rear wall features a centrally 
positioned loading bay door with an overhead roller door, and a wide flush wooden door at the 
eastern corner. An electrical panel with a utility meter is mounted to the wall immediately west of the 
eastern door. The top of the wall features a narrow outwards sloping gutter and there is a downpipe 
at the western corner of the wall. The western side wall is plain and extends a little to the south of 
the position of the southern front wall. The top of the wall extends above the height of the flat roof to 
form a short parapet wall. The flat roof is not visible from street level, but a large air conditioning unit 
can be seen to the south of the center of the roof, two large ventilation or chimney pipes with domed 
caps are located near the northeast and northwest corners, and a narrow ventilation pipe can be seen 
near the center of the northern part of the roof. A narrow pole to the east of the central ventilation 
pipe appears to have been a mount for a now absent floodlight.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by a single post. The sign is set 
within a small mining-themed piece of landscaping. It is located south of the southeast corner of the 
building, in the southern part of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a sculpture designed to resemble a small field artillery piece, from which a 
small sign is suspended. The sculpture is set in a small desert-themed piece of landscaping at the 
southeast corner of the building.

The building 
occupies the western side of a long parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-002-225-05). A second 
commercial building (1804 East William Street) is located immediately to the south on the same 
parcel, and a free-standing two-bay garage is located in the northeast corner. The space to the east 
of 1808 East William Street is used as a parking lot and/or work yard. A chain link fence with a sliding 
gate provides a clear separation between the area associated with this building and the parking lot 
associated with 1804 East William Street to the south. The short southern side of the parcel lies along 
East William Street, the long western side abuts an adjacent parcel that contains the Tierra Plaza strip 
mall, the long eastern side abuts a parcel that contains a restaurant, and the short northern side 
abuts two adjacent parcels containing a senior care center and an apartment block. The Carson City 
Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1978 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1980. 
 
The building is constructed from CSUs laid in a running bond, but the eastern, southern, and south 
portions of the western walls are clad in engineered wood panels designed to resemble shiplap siding. 
The building has a flat roof, apart from over the southernmost of the four units which have a gently 
sloping single-pitch roof that slopes down to the east. The roof is flush with the walls at the north, 
west, and south, and features a wide boxed eave at the east. The building appears to be set on a 
concrete pad foundation. The building does not exhibit clear stylistic embellishments (Liebs 1985). 
The front façade is divided into four equally sized but differently arranged commercial units. The first 
unit at the south end features a wooden three-panel door with a large light in the upper portion 
above two vertical panels. The door is covered by a simple ribbed metal sheet canopy. The rest of the 
wall is dominated by a double-width garage bay door, with an overhead roller door. The edge of the 
sloping roof projects out beyond the wall by a short distance. The second unit features a wood-
framed glass door at the south, with a large vinyl-framed two-light sliding window to the north of the 
door, and a large vinyl-framed three-light window with a large, fixed frame in the center that is 
flanked by two sliding lights. The edge of the flat roof projects out beyond the wall by around two-
foot. The walls of the third and fourth units are positioned slightly further to the east than the walls of 
the first and second units. The third unit features a single-width garage bay door with an overhead 
roller door. A flush wooden door is located in the center of the wall, and the northern portion is plain. 
The edge of the flat roof projects out beyond the wall by around two-foot. The fourth unit at the north 
is symmetrical, with a central flush wooden door flanked by two metal-framed two-light sliding 
windows. The edge of the flat roof projects out beyond the wall by around two-foot. 
 
The southern side wall is plain apart from a row of four circular louvered vents, located high up on the 
wall. The western rear wall is plain. The rear of the southern unit features a tall parapet wall, clad in 
engineered wood panels, that extends two-foot higher than the ridge of the sloping roof. The wall of 
the second unit features a low parapet wall. The walls of the third and fourth units feature a slightly 
taller parapet wall. The northern wall is plain, but the upper portion is clad in a band of engineered 
wood panels designed to resemble vertical wooden boards. This conceals a continuation of the taller 
section of the parapet wall from the rear wall. The roof of the building is not visible from the street 
level.   
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a small single gas pump secured to a small concrete mount. It is located 
immediately north of the northeast corner of the building. 
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Accessory Resource 2 is a free-standing two-bay garage building. The rectangular building has its 
long axis aligned east to west, and the front façade is at the south. The walls of the building are clad 
in engineered wood panels designed to resemble vertical wooden boards. The front façade features 
two large garage bay doors with overhead roller doors.

B19182 – 1946 – 1978 East William Street– Plaza 50 Shopping Mall (NCE-26) 
B19182 is located on the northeast side of the intersection of Humboldt Avenue and East William Street. 
This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1966 aerial photograph. The road network for the housing 
development along Rand Avenue a short distance to the west is shown, indicating the general area was 
beginning to be developed during the late-1960s. A 1974 aerial photograph shows the adjacent shopping 
mall building at 2012-2270 East William Street had been constructed. A 1980 aerial photograph shows 
that B19182 had been completed, as had the large apartment complex to the northeast on the western 
side of Russel Way.  
 
B19182 has a high level of integrity. The areas of stone veneer at the southern end of the building are the 
only obvious modifications and are limited to a single commercial unit. The Accessory Resources actively 
contribute to the character of the building. B19182 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and 
does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19182 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19182 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19182 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19182 has a high level of integrity, but it is a very common type of building 
that lacks distinguishing stylistic elements (Liebs 1985). B19182 is a large strip mall that does not 
distinguish itself from numerous other strip malls of this date in any significant way, and it is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional 
important historical information, and B19182 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In 
summary, it is recommended that B19182 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 
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7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19182 – 1946 – 1978 East William Street– Plaza 50 Shopping Mall (NCE-26) 
B19182 is a long rectangular strip mall containing 12 individual commercial units that comprise the 
western portion of the Plaza 50 Shopping Mall. The strip mall is a single-story rectangular building. 
The long axis of the building is aligned north to south, and the front façade is to the east. The 
building is located along the western boundary of a large L-shaped parcel (APN 002-102-32) that 
contains a second building toward its southeastern corner, a title loans company office that is not of 
historic age. The long western side of the parcel lies along Humboldt Lane, the long southern side of 
the parcel lies along East William Street, and the short northern side of the parcel lies along East 
Long Street. The remaining sides of the parcel abut a larger parcel to the east that contains a larger 
shopping mall and a parking lot. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building 
as 1976 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 

The building is constructed from CMUs laid in a running bond, but these are only exposed along the 
western rear wall. Elsewhere, the CMUs have been concealed by a layer of roughly textured render 
(plaster or stucco) on the other three walls. The building has a flat roof, with an elaborate 
overhanging commercial-type cornice on the eastern, northern, and southern sides. The foundation 
of the building is not visible. The strip mall is built in a contemporary commercial style (Liebs 1985). 
The front façade at the east features ten identically arranged small commercial units, with a more 
complex commercial unit at each end. The front of each small commercial unit features a metal-
framed glass door with a large metal-framed window to each side, each with two large, fixed lights 
over two small opaque panels.

The commercial unit at the southern end of the building features a large metal-framed window on the 
east wall, with three large, fixed lights above three small, fixed lights. The entrance is located on the 
southern side wall, consisting of a metal-framed double glass door flanked by two metal-framed 
windows, each with a large, fixed light over a small, fixed light. Three shallow plaster and stone 
veneer-covered pilasters run up the southern wall of the building, one at each corner and one in the 
center, with the eastern example wrapping around the corner onto the front façade. A similar pilaster 
runs up the wall to the north of the window on the front façade.  

The eastern wall of the commercial unit at the northern end of the building features a large metal-
framed window with five large, fixed lights above five small opaque panels. To the south of this 
window is a metal-framed double glass door, with a large metal-framed window to the south, with 
three large, fixed lights over three small opaque panels. South of this window there is a large metal-
framed window with five large, fixed lights above five small opaque panels. The northern wall 
features a large window at the west with five large, fixed lights above five small opaque panels and a 
large window at the east with three large, fixed lights above three small opaque panels. 

The rear wall features 12 flush metal security doors, corresponding with the positions of the 12 
commercial units. A chain link fence runs parallel to the rear wall, forming a large continuous 
enclosure abutting the rear wall. Cross fences divide the large enclosure into 12 smaller enclosures. 

The flat roof of the building is not visible from the street level. An elaborate overhanging cornice runs 
around the northern, eastern, and southern sides of the building, providing a covered walkway. 
Three tall, pointed arches supported by square columns penetrate the cornice, and two smaller, 
unsupported, pointed arches are present at the south. Many of the commercial units feature channel-
letter or illuminated cabinet signs on the cornice. On the rear western side of the building, a raised 
plastered parapet wall runs along the edge of the roof, supported by a metal framework that allows 
water to drain under the wall into guttering that runs the length of the wall. Several channel-letter, 
illuminated cabinets, and banner signs are located on the parapet wall.  
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Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by two square cross-section posts. 
It is located in the middle of the southern boundary of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a lean-to shed built against the rear wall of the building, at the southern end 
of the chain link fence enclosure. The shed is constructed from orientated strand boards (OSB) 
boards. 
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a lean-to-shed built against the rear wall of the building, within the southern 
part of the chain link fence enclosure. The shed is largely concealed by the chain link fence and other 
details are not apparent.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a rectangular plastic utility cover. It is located at the northwest corner of the 
parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 5 is a transformer box. It is located north of the northwest corner of the building.  
 
Accessory Resource 6 is a concrete garbage bin. It is located north of the northern wall of the 
building.

B19183 – 2010 - 2270 East William Street – Plaza 50 Shopping Mall (NCE-27) 
B19183 comprises the major portion of the Plaza 50 Shopping Mall complex. It is located in a large 
irregular parcel (APN 002-102-31) on the north side of East William Street and west of the I-580 
interchange. The long axis of the mall is aligned roughly from northeast to southwest, and the front 
façade is located at the southeast, opening onto a large parking lot. An extensive service yard is 
located at the rear of the shopping mall. The shopping mall is located in the northwestern half of the 
parcel, with two adjacent parcels (APN 002-102-30 & 002-102-29) containing commercial buildings to 
the southeast, and a third parcel (APN 002-102-32) containing a smaller strip mall to the southwest.  
A narrow section of the parcel at the southeast lies along East William Street, a large section at the 
northwest lies along East Long Street, and a short section at the northeast lies along Russell Way. 
The building has a highly irregular plan, caused by the merger of what were originally two adjacent 
shopping malls into a single building. The current appearance of the front façade is cohesive and 
portrays a deceptive impression that the entire building represents a singular entity. The mall appears 
to have originally consisted of a large almost square building at the southwest end and a longer and 
thinner rectangular building at the northeast end. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date 
of the almost square building as 1973 and the rectangular building as 1976. The square building is 
visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1974 and the rectangular building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1980. 
 
The almost square section has large wings extending out to either side, which are visible in the 1974 
aerial photograph suggesting that they were part of the original design, or that they were added 
within a year of the initial construction. In 2014 the front wall of the square building was demolished 
and rebuilt to align with the side wings. From southwest to northeast, the front façade of this section 
features two medium size retail units, two large retail units, and six small retail units. Each retail unit 
has one or more large metal-framed windows, with large, fixed lights over small, fixed lights or 
opaque panels, which frequently incorporate single or double metal-framed glass doors either in their 
center or to one side. The front facade is covered with finely textured plaster or stucco. The 
southwest wall of this section features a large metal-framed window with four large, fixed lights over 
four opaque panels at the southeast, and a metal-framed glass door with a transom with three large, 
fixed lights over three small opaque panels to the southeast. The rear wall of this section is built of 
exposed CMUs with frequent metal security doors and electrical panels. The wall features various 
indented sections associated with concrete loading ramps and loading doors, and several ribbed metal 
sheet-clad additions. The roof of this section extends out beyond the front façade for some distance, 
creating a covered walkway running along the front of the building. Pointed arches supported by large 
square columns rise through the edge of the overhang at regular intervals. The roof of the overhang 
has a moderate slope and is clad with ribbed metal sheets. The facades of the two large retail units 
feature false gable walls over the entrances, flanked by pilasters, with large protruding columns 
located at the joins with the adjacent sections. Originally the front wall of this section was located 
further to the southeast, but in 2014 the front section was demolished and a new façade with false 
gables and pilasters was created. The large columns at either side of the new section of the façade 
may conceal residual sections of the original side walls. The building exhibits contemporary 
commercial stylistic elements, but these are thought to date from the most recent phase of 
remodeling and the original style is unknown (Liebs 1985). 
 
The rectangular building has a wing that extends from its southwest end. The wing is set back from 
the line of the front wall of the rectangular building by a short distance. From southwest to northeast, 
the front façade of this section features two small retail units and then two very large retail units. 
Each retail unit has one or more large metal-framed windows, with large, fixed lights over small, fixed 
lights or opaque panels, which frequently incorporate single or double metal-framed glass doors 
either in their center or to one side. The front facade is covered with finely textured plaster or stucco. 
The roof of this section extends out beyond the front façade for some distance, creating a covered 
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walkway running along the front of the building. Pointed arches supported by large square columns 
rise through the edge of the overhang at the southwest and northeast. The area between these two-
pointed arches features an extended height section of a sloping roof supported by square columns. 
The roof of the overhang has a moderate slope and is clad with ribbed metal sheets. The northeastern 
side wall is plain other than a centrally located metal-framed double glass door, which is likely an 
emergency exit. The top of the wall is protected by a continuation of the overhanging roof from the 
front façade. The rear wall of this section is built of exposed CMUs with frequent metal security doors 
and electrical panels. The wall features various indented sections associated with concrete loading 
ramps and loading doors, and several ribbed metal sheet-clad additions.  
 
A courtyard was created when two opposing small rectangular buildings were constructed. One is at 
the northeast end of the northeast wing of the square building, while the other is at the southwest 
end of the southwest wing of the rectangular building. The courtyard section marks the point where 
the two original malls have been joined together. The off-center courtyard is open at the southeast, 
enclosed on two sides by the side walls of the two original mall buildings, and enclosed at the 
northwest by the rear wall of a service building constructed in the rear service yard (it is unclear if 
this building pre-dates the courtyard, or if it belongs to the same period of construction). The open 
front at the southeast features two tall, pointed arches supported on three large square columns, one 
at each side of the adjacent overhang and one in the center of the entrance to the courtyard. The 
three walls of the courtyard are protected by continuations of the overhanging roof from the front 
façade. The front of the courtyard features side windows associated with the adjacent commercial 
units, and the rear section of the courtyard features two small retail units and a restaurant.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by two square cross-section 
columns. It is located near the center of the southern boundary of the parcel. 
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a rectangular dumpster enclosure located in the center of the rear wall of the 
northeastern part of the building. The enclosure has a chain link gate on the northwest side, has 
chain link fences on the northeast and southwest sides. 
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a covered utility box protected by four bollards. It is located in the center of 
the northwest edge of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a transformer box mounted on a low concrete plinth and protected by three 
bollards. It is located to the northeast of the northern corner of the large freestanding building in the 
rear service yard.  
 
Accessory Resource 5 is a transformer box mounted on a low concrete plinth. It is located northwest 
of the rear of the central courtyard.

B19184 – 1020 North Carson Street – Heidi’s Family Restaurant (NCE-28) 
B19184 is located at the southwest side of the intersection of North Caron Street and East William Street. 
This parcel was shown in a 1939 aerial photograph with a small building in the northeast corner: a large, 
cleared yard filling the rest of the parcel. This may be the original Dutch Mills Coffee Shop, which was a 
faux-windmill shaped building located in the northeast corner of the parcel. The parcel was close to the 
northern limit of the densely occupied part of Carson City on the western side of North Carson Street, with 
several densely occupied blocks to the north. Development was sparser to the north of West Park Street. 
A 1953 aerial photograph shows the same or a similar arrangement, but the area north of West Park 
Street is more densely occupied, and new or under-construction properties extend as far north as Winnie 
Lane. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the parcel had been cleared and the new restaurant had been 
constructed at the south of the parcel and that the original building at the northeast had been removed. 
The new restaurant was also called the Dutch Mill Coffee Shop and it is unclear when it changed its name 
to the current Heidi’s Family Restaurant. The rest of the parcel was occupied by the parking lot. By this 
point, dense occupation on both sides of North Carson Street extended as far as Winnie Lane, and 
sporadic occupation continued for some distance to the north.   
 
B19184 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any modifications 
beyond routine maintenance. It is unclear how many of the accessory resources in the surrounding 
parking lot are original apart from the dumpster enclosure (Accessory Resource 1) and the main 
commercial sign (Accessory Resource 3), which are likely original. The flagpole and the newspaper 
dispenser are likely later additions. However, all of the accessory resources are in character with the 
building and have not impacted its integrity. B19184 retains its integrity of location, design, materials, 
workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and 
does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19184 is associated with the northward expansion of North Carson Street as a commercial corridor 
during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central 
business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, this section of North 
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Carson Street is not an early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19184 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion A. B19184 is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals 
and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19184 has a high level of integrity and it is 
believed that its current form closely matches its form as designed. Stylistically the building has a 1960s 
faux historic style that grew in popularity as the Mid-Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 
1960s (Liebs 1985). In the local area, this faux chalet style is very popular around Lake Tahoe, where 
quite simple CMU-built buildings are often dressed in rustic ski-resort elements. As such it does embody 
the period-specific characteristics of a Mid-1960s restaurant. However, this building type and style is 
common, and B19184 is an unremarkable example of this common type and style that does not 
distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19184 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, 
and B19184 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19184 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 
 

 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19184 – 1020 North Carson Street – Heidi’s Family Restaurant (NCE-28) 
B19184 is a long rectangular single-story side-gable commercial building occupied by Heidi’s Family 
Restaurant. The long axis of the building is aligned east to west, with the front façade at the north. It 
is located in the southern half of a small square parcel (APN-001-184-07). The eastern side of the 
parcel lies on North Carson Street, the northern side of the parcel lies on West William Street, the 
western side of the parcel abuts an adjacent parcel occupied by a commercial property, and the 
southern side abuts a parking lot on a parcel occupied by a loan company’s office. The northern half 
of the parcel is occupied by a parking lot. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this 
building as 1964 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The single-story rectangular side-gable building is constructed of CMUs, while the eastern side wall 
and the east section of the northern wall are clad in wooden boards. The building features a taller 
section located to the west of the midpoint, where the wall extends approximately four feet above the 
typical height of the walls and is covered by a separate roof section. The foundation is not visible. The 
building exhibits Mid-Century Modern commercial design elements but also includes some rustic 
decorative elements (Liebs 1985). 
 
The front façade features a large metal-framed glass door at the east, with sidelights and a transom 
window. Between the door and the taller section of the building, there are seven adjacent large wood-
framed single-light fixed windows. The panels below the seven windows are clad with vertical wooden 
boards. The area above the windows and the narrow strip east of the door is clad with horizontal 
wooden boards. The taller section of the building consists of a large stack bonded CMU wall that has a 
railroad-themed painted mural, and a flush wooden door at the west. The short section of the building 
to the west of the tall section consists of a plain stack bonded CMU wall. The eastern gable wall is clad 
in horizontal boards. It features a small single-light fixed window at the north and a long four-light 
fixed window in the center, with wide lights at either end and narrow lights in the middle. Both 
windows have decorative wood surrounds. A set of five wood beams project from the wall, at the 
junction between the main wall and the gable which support a long wood beam that runs parallel to 
the wall. This parallel beam supports three spotlights that illuminate the gable. The gable is clad with 
engineered wood boards designed to resemble vertical channel boards. The panels are perforated by 
a large number of horizontal ventilation slots. A banner-type sign reading Heidi’s Family Restaurant is 
mounted to the gable, just below the apex. At the southern corner of the wall, there is a column of 
stack-bonded CMUs designed to resemble a chimney. The central part of this column has been 
painted to resemble a brick wall with a fireplace. A poured concrete flower bed runs along the base of 
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the gable wall. The rear wall at the south is an uninterrupted stack-bonded CMU wall. The western 
gable wall features a centrally located deeply inset doorway containing a flush wood door. A large air 
conditioning unit is mounted to the floor to the north of the door. The wall to the north of the inset 
doorway features exposed stack bonded CMUs. The wall to the south of the inset doorway is clad with 
engineered wood panels patterned to resemble vertical channel boards. The western gable is clad in 
horizontal wooden boards.  
All three sections of the side gable roof are asymmetrical, with the ridgeline closer to the southern 
wall than the northern wall, resulting in a moderate pitch at the south and a gentle pitch at the north. 
The roof is covered in composition shingles. The southern pitch of the raised section features two 
large air conditioning units and two large metal ventilation ducts with caps. The roof has short 
overhanging eaves along all sides except the south, where the roof abuts the CMU wall. The roof has 
boxed eaves, and along the eastern and western parts of the northern side of the building, the eaves 
rest on exposed horizontal beams, providing a rustic appearance.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure with a chain link gate on the northern side. 
It extends north from the northwest corner of the building.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a flagpole. It is located to the west of the door on the northern side of the 
building. 
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a bespoke commercial sign featuring the name of the restaurant below a 
windmill. It is located at the northeast corner of the parcel. This dates from the original construction 
of the second restaurant at the south of the parcel and must be located close to the former position of 
the original faux-windmill coffee shop.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a newspaper dispenser with four separate stacks. It is located immediately 
west of the door on the northern wall of the building.

This parcel was depicted in a 1939 aerial photograph as undeveloped with only a few trees. The parcel 
was close to the northern extent of Carson City on the eastern side of North Carson Street, with only 
sporadic residential development to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, and between 
Lee Street and Burton Street. A 1953 aerial photograph shows that two buildings had been constructed 
along the western side of the parcel, in positions suggesting they were commercial buildings fronting 
North Carson Street. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the same two buildings, with the northern building 
having gained a paved parking lot to the rear. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that the northern building 
had been demolished and the area had been redeveloped as a gas station, with a store at the east and a 
canopy over the gas pumps in the center. The building to the south was still present. The southern 
building was still shown in a 1999 aerial photograph but is missing from a 2006 aerial photograph, 
indicating it was demolished in the early 2000s.  
 
B19185 has a poor level of integrity, with clear evidence that the building and the forecourt have been 
subject to frequent modifications and the loss of a major building from the south of the parcel. It is 
unclear how many of the accessory resources in the parcel are original, but all of the accessory resources 
are in character with the gas station and have not impacted its integrity. B19185 retains its integrity of 
location, setting, and feeling, but it no longer possesses integrity of design, materials, or workmanship. It 
is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of 
association. 
 
B19185 is associated with the northward expansion of North Carson Street as a commercial corridor 
during the Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central 
business district is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, this section of North 
Carson Street is not an early or individually important example of this trend and involved no novel 
innovations or developments in architectural or construction practices. B19185 is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion A. B19185 is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals 
and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19185 has a poor level of integrity and while it 
features the standard features of a gas station, it does not exhibit any period-specific features or stylistic 
embellishments (Liebs 1985). As such it does not embody the period-specific characteristics of a 1970s 
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gas station. B19185 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is 
unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19185 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19185 is not National Register eligible based on 
any of the criteria.

B19185 – 1017 North Carson Street – Carson Central Gas Station (NCE-29) 
B19185 is a long rectangular single-story side-gable commercial building used as a gas station and 
convenience store. The long axis of the building is aligned north to south. It is located on the eastern 
side in the northern half of a large rectangular parcel (APN-002-165-03). The short northern end of 
the parcel lies on East William Street, the long western side lies along North Carson Street, the short 
southern side lies along East Sophia Street, and the long western side abuts an adjacent parcel that 
contains a UPS store and a garage. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this 
building as 1970 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1972. 
 
The building appears to be set on a concrete pad foundation. The building does not exhibit any 
particular stylistic embellishments (Liebs 1985). The front façade of the building is to the west, facing 
onto the gas station forecourt. It features a centrally positioned set of metal-framed double glass 
doors, with sidelights. An illuminated cabinet-type sign is positioned above the doors. To the south of 
the door there is a large metal-framed three-light fixed window, then a large metal-framed single-
light fixed window. A large wooden notice board is located between the southernmost window and the 
southern corner of the building. The remnants of a payphone are located against the projecting end of 
the southern gable wall. To the north of the double door, there is a long wood-framed six-light fixed 
window, above a section of brick veneer. The top of the wall is concealed by a long smooth panel that 
projects out from the wall by around a foot. The southern side gable wall is constructed of CMUs and 
projects beyond the line of the west wall and above the roofline. A security light is mounted to the top 
of the western part of the wall. The northern side gable wall is clad with brick veneer and features a 
wood-framed two-light fixed window at the western corner. The window opening continues to close to 
the midpoint of the wall and is filled with a smooth panel. A flush wooden door is to the east of the 
midpoint. The wall to the east of the midpoint is obscured by an adjacent dumpster enclosure. The 
side gable roof extends out beyond the line of the wall for several feet, with the overhang supported 
by four wooden posts with decorative brackets. The smooth panel at the top of the western wall 
continues around the top of the western wall, mounted to the outer sides of the posts that support 
the extended roof. The gable at the end of the overhang is clad with an engineered wood panel 
patterned to resemble clapboard siding. The rear wall at the east is difficult to observe but appears to 
be a CMU wall that extends above the height of the roof and beyond the end of the overhang at the 
northern end of the building. The shallow pitch roof has wide overhanging open eaves with fascia 
boards along the west and north and is flush with the CMU walls at the east and south. It is covered 
in composition shingles and features what appears to be a shingled-over skylight or air vent on the 
ridgeline to the north of the center point. A satellite dish is mounted close to the southeast corner of 
the roof.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a pair of gas pump islands covered by a canopy. Each island features two 
double-sided gas pumps. The canopy has a low-pitch gable roof covered with composition shingles 
and is supported by three pillars. It is located in the northwestern part of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a fuel price sign. It is located at the northwest corner of the parcel.  
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Accessory Resource 3 is a floodlight secured to a cylindrical concrete mount. It is located near the 
center of the northern edge of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a rectangular dumpster enclosure defined by an L-shaped section of chain 
link fence. The enclosure is protected by a row of three bollards. It is located at the northeast corner 
of the building.  
 
Accessory Resource 5 is a set of metal lockers mounted to a small concrete plinth to the immediate 
north of Accessory Resource 5.

B19186 – 1000 North Plaza Street – UPS Store/Capitol Automotive (NCE-30) 
B19186 is located at the southwest side of the intersection of North Plaza Street and East William Street. 
A 1939 aerial photograph shows a long rectangular gabled roof building at the north end of the parcel and 
a smaller rectangular building to the south. It is unclear what these buildings were used for, although they 
do not appear to have been residential buildings. The parcel was close to the northern extent of Carson 
City on the eastern side of North Carson Street, with only sporadic residences to the north, between East 
William Street and Rice Street, and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The parcel to the east 
contained a cluster of small buildings assumed to be residential. The parcel to the south contained some 
larger commercial buildings. The parcel to the southeast contained the V&T Railroad Engine Shops (B242 
& B378). A 1953 aerial photograph shows that the northern building had been replaced by a slightly 
longer rectangular flat-roofed building, which appears to be the original component of the current building 
located at 1000 North Plaza Street. The southern building was still present. The area to the south of East 
William Street was little changed, but the northern side of East William Street was more developed. A 
1966 aerial photograph shows the same two buildings, that a motel had been constructed on the parcel to 
the east, and the northern side of East William Street had seen considerable development. A 1972 aerial 
photograph shows that the southern building on the parcel had been removed and the northern building 
(1000 North Plaza Street) had been extended over its former location and had achieved its current form 
and size.  
 
B19186 has a moderate level of integrity, with the southern addition having the same cross-section and 
building materials as the original northern half, although the rhythm of windows and doors on the eastern 
wall is somewhat disjointed due to the addition. The accessory resources are not original features of the 
building, but they are in character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19186 retains its 
integrity of location, materials, workmanship setting, and feeling, but it no longer possesses its integrity of 
design. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of 
association. 
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B19186 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19186 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19186 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19186 has a moderate level of integrity and while it is constructed from 
materials typical to the period, it is a very simple and utilitarian building without any stylistic 
embellishments or interesting architectural details. As such it embodies only very basic characteristics of a 
Mid-Century Modern commercial building (Liebs 1985). B19186 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, 
and B19186 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19186 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19186 – 1000 North Plaza Street – UPS Store/Capitol Automotive shop (NCE-30) 
B19186 is a long rectangular single-story commercial building with a UPS store at the north end and 
Capitol Automotive at the south end. The building has its long axis aligned north to south. It is 
located on the west of a narrow rectangular parcel (APN-002-165-04). The short northern end of the 
parcel lies on East William Street, the long eastern side lies along North Plaza Street, the short 
southern side lies along East Sophia Street, and the long western side abuts an adjacent parcel that 
contains a large gas station. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 
1968. However, the northern part of the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966 and 
appears to be present in an aerial photograph taken in 1953. The southern addition is visible in an 
aerial photograph taken in 1972, suggesting the Assessor’s Office may have recorded the date when 
the building was extended. 
 
The building is constructed of CMUs. The building has a flat roof with a parapet wall, meaning the roof 
covering is not visible from the street level. The top of the parapet wall is protected by simple metal 
flashing. The foundation is not visible. The building exhibits some basic elements of Mid-Century 
Modern commercial design (Liebs 1985). The front (east) façade of the UPS store is plain other than a 
metal-framed double glass door covered by a sheet metal awning toward the northern corner, and a 
large wall-mounted air conditioning unit located to the south of the doorway. The eastern wall of the 
automotive shop features a flush wooden door at the north, above which are traces of a now removed 
sign and a small air conditioning unit, and a metal-framed glass door at the south, above which is a 
small shingle-type commercial sign. Between these two doors, there are five large garage bays with 
overhead roller doors. The southern four garage bays are evenly spaced, but the northernmost 
garage bay does not observe the same spacing pattern, having a much wider gap between it and the 
next garage bay to the south. A seam on the wall between the northernmost garage bay and the 
garage bays to the south marks the point where the southern addition was joined to the original 
northern part of the building. There are four security lights mounted high up on the wall. A long but 
narrow parking lot and/or work yard runs along the eastern side of the building, accessed from North 
Plaza Street. The northern wall of the building could also be thought of as a front facade, being the 
storefront of the UPS store. It features a centrally positioned metal-framed glass door flanked by two 
large metal-framed single-light fixed windows. A long cabinet-type commercial sign runs along the 
whole length of the wall above the windows and the door, and there are metal downpipes at either 
corner which connect to drains running through the base of the parapet wall. The western rear wall 
features two small metal-framed two-light sliding windows toward the northern end. The middle 
section is concealed by the adjacent gas station building to the west. The southern section features 
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five irregularly spaced metal-framed two-light sliding windows. The southern side wall features a 
large centrally positioned metal-framed single-light fixed window and metal downpipes at either 
corner, which connect to drains running through the base of the parapet wall. 
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a large-diameter metal pole that would have previously supported a 
commercial sign. The base of the pole is set within a large concrete cube. It is located to the east of 
the northeast corner of the building.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a shipping container. It is located a short distance to the south of the 
southern wall of the building. 
 
 Accessory Resource 3 is a dumpster enclosure that fills the gap between the southern wall of the 
building and the northern side of Accessory Resource 2. It consists of a chain link fence panel at the 
west and a chain link gate at the east.

6. Narrative Eligibility Justification

B19187 – 201 East William Street – Motel / Commercial Building  
B19187 is located on the southeastern side of the intersection between North Plaza Street and East 
William Street. The building is set in the northern portion of a large irregularly shaped parcel that occupies 
most of the block defined by East William Street at the north, North Plaza Street at the west, North 
Stewart Street at the east, and East Washington Street at the south. The northeast and southwest corners 
of the large rectangular block have been divided into separate parcels. This large block was formerly 
dominated by the V&T Railroad Shop Complex constructed in the center of the block in 1873-1874. A 1939 
aerial photograph shows the main C-shaped railroad building occupying the center of the block with 
additional railroad buildings to the south and a mass of tracks servicing the different buildings. The 
northern part of the block was occupied by a cluster of small residential buildings and mature trees. A 
1953 aerial photograph shows that most of the smaller railroad buildings had been removed from the 
southern part of the block and that the tracks had been lifted, which would have occurred after the final 
closure of the V&T Railroad in 1950. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the block had begun to be 
redeveloped. Three commercial buildings were constructed in the southwest corner, B19187 can be seen 
at the north of the parcel, with its parking lot to the rear. The commercial building with apartments at 301 
East William Street can also be seen. A 1972 aerial photograph shows a car sales lot had been constructed 
in the northeast corner of the block, where Jack in the Box is now located. The large C-shaped engine 
house was demolished in 1991. The area of the demolished engine house and the southeast part of the 
block have remained undeveloped. A photograph dated 1989 shows the Hi-Way 50 Motel still close to its 
original condition. An aerial photograph from 1990 shows the tree and the original motel sign had been 
removed from the front parking lot. A 2003 aerial photograph appears to show the cream-colored walls 
and roof-mounted cabinet-type signs were in place by that point, suggesting the conversion to the strip 
mall occurred during the 1990s or early 2000s.     

B19187 was constructed in 1959 as the Hi-Way50 Motel, owned and operated by Harold and Velma 
Jensen. The building’s masonry veneer is original and is believed to have been installed by Randall 
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Wungnema (Native Stonework 2022a). The veneer is pictured in two photographs of the building from 
1962, shortly after the building was completed. Randall Wungnema was the son of Ernest Wungnema, a 
Hopi Indian from the Hotevilla area of Arizona, who worked as a tutor of stone masonry at Stewart Indian 
School from 1937 until 1942 when the construction of stone buildings on the campus was halted due to 
the onset of World War II (Seaver 1982). Ernest moved his family to Carson City from Arizona in 1940, 
when Randall would have been 16 or 17 years old. Randall’s brother and sister, Burton and Bernice, 
attended Stewart Indian School but Randall remained in Arizona until he graduated from high school, after 
which he enlisted in the Marines Corps. The Wungnema family most likely got into the commercial 
construction business after World War II, with Randall joining his family in Carson City after completing his 
military service, and Burton having completed his schooling. Early projects attributed to the Wungnema 
masons include the Greil Ranch (Washoe Valley 1946), the Lady of the Lake Catholic Church (Kings Beach 
1947), and the Frontier Motel (Carson City 1949).  

Two other early projects are the homes built for Burton, Randall, and their families. The building in Mills 
Park now known as the Wungnema House (B559/B10291) was completed in 1948 and was the residence 
of Burton, his wife Pearl, and their children (Moreno 2011:114). In the late 1940s, Randall built a home on 
the north side of East William Street as an anniversary present to his wife, Mama Hope. A 1952 city 
directory lists Randall and Hope as living at 512 4th Avenue (later East William Street) on the parcel 
subsequently occupied by a strip mall at 444 East William Street. The building was a small rectangular 
timber frame building with a masonry veneer (B330). The house was ultimately converted into a bar, 
initially called Sniveler’s Bar and then the Sand Castle Bar. The bar was demolished in 1993 before the 
construction of the City Center strip mall at 444 East William Street.  

Wungnema buildings constructed after World War II reflect a fundamental shift in the manner of 
construction. Masonry buildings constructed at the Stewart Indian School employed load-bearing stone 
wall construction. In contrast, the buildings in Carson City and the surrounding area attributed to the 
Wungnema family are timber-frame structures with thick masonry veneers (James and Harvey 2009). 
Washoe County artist Muffy Vhay has a photo album that documents the construction process, which was 
used by Wungnema family masons for Vhay's parents' frame-structured house on Lake Washoe during the 
post-war period (Pezzoni 2011). An early ranch-style home constructed close to the Stewart Indian School 
shows a further adaptation, with the exterior walls having a low masonry veneer below vertically 
patterned timber cladding (Nativestonework.com 2022b). These changes reflect the Wungnema masons 
adapting to current building practices while maintaining the distinctive exterior look of their buildings, 
reflecting the different economics of being commercial contractors working on small buildings rather than 
government employees working on large institutional buildings.  

Ernest and his wife Vina returned to Arizona in the early 1950s and he died on 6 August 1954. Burton died 
two years later on 30 May 1956, at the young age of 29. It is unclear for how long Randall continued 
working as a mason in the area, but if he worked into his mid-60s he would have still been active into the 
mid-1980s. It is known that he continued working with other relatives including members of the Talas, 
McQueen, and Crawford families. The current local building contractor Keystone Masonry is understood to 
be directly related to the original group Wungnema masons (pers. com. Bobbi Rahder 2023).  

The integrity of B19187 has been impacted by the blocking up of several doorways, the replacement of 
the original flush motel doors with glass panel doors, the replacement of most of the original windows, 
and the removal of the original motel sign. The mass of the building remains unaltered and there are no 
additions, meaning the building still closely resembles the form as constructed. The addition of illuminated 
cabinet-type lights to the roof when the motel was converted into a small strip mall is not appropriate to 
the original style of the building but would be easily removed leaving few if any traces.  

The largest impact on the appearance of the building is the painting of the original masonry veneer, which 
was preceded by a relatively crude attempt at re-pointing some areas of the stonework. Unfortunately, the 
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thick cream paint has concealed the distinctive colorful nature of the original masonry. Fortunately, the 
painting of stonework is a reversible process, and it would be possible to return the building to close to its 
original condition. B19187 retains its integrity of location, design, workmanship, and setting. The 
replacement of windows and doors and the addition of exterior paint means the integrity of materials has 
diminished. The masonry veneer that distinguishes this building is intact but covered in thick exterior 
paint. B19187 does not retain integrity of materials. It does not retain its integrity of feeling because of 
the exterior paint that disguises the colorful masonry work and because of the way the motel rooms have 
been converted into commercial units. Because the masonry veneer is still present, the building retains its 
integrity of association with Randall Wungnema, an important master mason who was active in the Eagle 
Valley, Carson Valley, and Tahoe areas between the mid-1940s and through the 1970s.  

B19187 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. The positioning of new motels on major highways leading into city centers is a typical 
component of these post-war developments, and numerous motels in Nevada have been determined to be 
eligible for National Register listing based on this association with mid-century transportation and tourism. 
The involvement of native stone masons once active at the Stewart Indian School introduced a distinctive 
and important type of architecture to Northwestern Nevada. An unattributed and undated document held 
by the Stewart Indian School Cultural Center and Museum makes a crucial point regarding the Wungnema 
House in Mills Park that applies equally to B19187, “Today the State Register lists around 200 places and 
the only ones that pertain to Native American heritage are archaeological sites. It is important to list 
places that highlight a broader range of Native American culture and contributions to the historical 
record.” B19187 is recommended as eligible under Criterion A.  

B19187 is associated with Randall Wungnema, a Hopi stone mason who moved to Carson City following 
the end of World War II and then remained in the area until his death in 1992 at the age of 68 (Find-a-
grave.com 2012). Randall is significant for his work as a stone mason in Carson City, the Carson Valley 
and the Tahoe area, but is not known to be a historically significant individual for any other reasons. 
B19187 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B.  

B19187 has a moderate level of integrity. The issue with the painting of the exterior of the building has 
been discussed above. Fortunately, this impact is considered to be reversible. The building represents a 
good example of a side-gabled single-story motel design that has seen few major alterations. Such 
buildings associated with major highways were important both regionally and nationally, and they are 
becoming scarce due to dereliction and demolition. Sensitive re-use of the building could enhance its 
existing qualities without necessitating a return to its use as a motel. The Formgrey Studio’s rehabilitation 
of the El Centro Motel in downtown Reno provides an excellent example of how motels of this period can 
be rehabilitated while enhancing their historical characteristics (Formgrey N.D.). B19187 also has the 
potential to be returned to a good example of Wungnema stonework, in an unusually public setting. 
Buildings of this type have made a significant contribution to the character of the built environment in this 
part of Nevada. It is not known if any other motels in the area were built by native stone masons trained 
at the Stewart Indian School, although typically their work beyond the campus was restricted to 
residential buildings and accessory resources such as gate piers and perimeter walls. This motel is one of 
a small number of examples of more publicly accessible buildings. B19187 is recommended as eligible 
under Criterion C.  

The Wungnema family of stone masons are known to be responsible for a range of buildings and building 
elements such as chimneys, walls, and gate piers, in Carson City, the Carson Valley, and the Tahoe area. 
They appear to have been most commonly involved in residential buildings, with the Lady of the Lake 
Catholic Church in Kings Beach and the Highway 50 Motel being important exceptions to this pattern. It is 
not currently clear how many buildings can be attributed to the Wungnema family, or how many additional 
non-residential buildings they worked on. A comprehensive study of Wungnema family architecture in 
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Carson City, Carson Valley, and the Tahoe area would be of considerable interest and importance. 
Research questions could quantifying the number of buildings and building elements that were constructed 
by the Wungnema family, and examining the frequency of different building and building element types 
that they constructed; examining how the Wungnema family buildings differed from the earlier Native 
American built-buildings at the Stewart Indian School that were constructed within a federally funded and 
institutional framework; how the Wungnema family adapted their techniques to conform to developing 
architectural styles and commercial constraints in the post-war period; what decorative motifs were used 
by the Wungnema family, where were decorative motifs positioned, and how did those decorative motifs 
relate to traditional Hopi designs; whether the buildings constructed by different members of the 
Wungnema family feature specific details unique to particular family members; and how does the work of 
the Wungenma family compare to the work of other Native American stone masons working in the same 
areas. Further study of the Highway 50 Motel specifically would also provide important information 
regarding how a very standardized motel form was executed by the Wungnema stone masons. B19187 is 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D.  

In summary, it is recommended that B19187 is National Register eligible under Criterion A, C, and D. 

 
 

7. Narrative Architectural Description 
 

Provide a detailed description of the resource, including all character defining features, potential construction methods, 
potential alterations (both historic and non-historic), and any accessory resources. 
 
B19187 – 201 East William Street – Motel / Commercial Building (NCE-31) 
B19187 is a large C-shaped single-story motel building that has been converted into a series of small 
commercial units, none of which are currently occupied. The building occupies the northern portion of 
a large parcel (APN-002-161-07) with East William Street to the north, North Plaza Street to the 
west, North Stewart Street to the east, and East Washington Street to the south. The rest of the lot 
appears to have been recently cleared in advance of redevelopment. The Carson City Assessor lists 
the construction date of this building as 1959 and it is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966. 
 
The form of the building reflects that it was originally constructed as a motel and later converted into 
a strip mall. The building continued to operate as the Hi-Way 50 Motel until at least 1989, and the 
conversion into commercial units had occurred by 2003, although the exact date of the conversion 
has not been established. It consists of a main east-to-west aligned section with two short wings 
extending northwards from the eastern and western ends. The foundation is not visible. The building 
exhibits a typical Mid-Century single-story side-gable motel form, with the C-shape plan wrapping 
around a small parking lot. Additional parking is provided to the rear, accessed through a passage 
that runs through the main east-to-west section.  
 
The front façade is the northern wall of the main section of the building. It features an irregular 
pattern of eleven doorways and eleven large metal-framed two-light sliding windows which are all 
replacements. The fourth doorway from the eastern side is a passage leading through the building to 
the rear parking lot, with doorways located on the sides of the passage that provide entry into the 
adjacent rooms. Five of the doorways have three-panel doors with a large, fixed light in the upper 
portions above two vertical panels which open into one of five individual commercial units. Four doors 
have been blocked with vertical engineered wood boards, and one of the doors is concealed by plastic 
sheets. The original arrangement appears to have been 11 small motel rooms each having a plain 
flush door, which were converted into four commercial units. The northern wall is clad with an original 
rustic masonry veneer that was painted over with a thick layer of cream-colored paint when the motel 
was converted into commercial units. The veneer is laid in a rock-faced ashlar pattern (Gottfried & 
Jennings 1988:26). The rear wall at the south of the main section is clad in vertical engineered wood 
boards and features four widely spaced small air conditioning units.  
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The western wall of the eastern wing features three doorways and three large replacement metal-
framed two-light sliding windows facing onto the front parking lot. The southern and central doorways 
have three-panel wooden doors with a large, fixed light in the upper portions above two vertical 
panels. The northern doorway has been blocked with vertical engineered wood boards. The original 
arrangement appears to have been three small motel rooms each having a plain flush door, which 
were subsequently converted into two commercial units. The northern gable wall features two original 
large wood-framed, double-hung windows partially covered by vegetation and the gable is clad in 
horizontal wooden boards, with a louvered vent at the apex. The western and northern walls are clad 
with an original rustic masonry veneer that was painted over with a thick layer of cream-colored paint 
when the motel was converted into commercial units. The veneer is laid in a rock-faced ashlar pattern 
(Gottfried & Jennings 1988:26). The rear wall at the east and the southern gable wall is clad in 
vertical engineered wood boards. The gable at the south is clad in horizontal wooden boards, with a 
louvered vent at the apex.   
 
The eastern wall of the western wing features two doorways flanking two large replacement metal-
framed two-light sliding windows facing onto the front parking lot. The northern doorway features a 
three-panel wooden door with a large, fixed light in the upper portions above two vertical panels. The 
southern doorway is blocked with vertical engineered wood boards. The original arrangement appears 
to have been two small motel rooms each having a plain flush door, which were subsequently 
converted into a single commercial unit. The northern gable wall features one large original wood-
framed fixed window and one small original wood-framed fixed window. The gable is clad in horizontal 
wooden boards with a louvered vent at the apex. The western rear wall features a small replacement 
metal-framed double-hung window at the north. There is a recessed section at the center of the wall 
that is clad with vertical engineered wood boards that may be a blocked-up rear entrance, or it may 
have been a recessed bay that housed utilities that are no longer present. At the south, the rear wall 
features a large replacement metal-framed double-hung window, a narrow doorway that has been 
blocked with vertical, engineered wood boards, and a narrow window opening that has been blocked 
with vertical, engineered wood boards. The eastern, northern, and western walls are clad with an 
original rustic masonry veneer that was painted over with a thick layer of cream-colored paint when 
the motel was converted into commercial units. The veneer is laid in a rock-faced ashlar pattern 
(Gottfried & Jennings 1988:26). At the corners of this wall the airspaces between the veneer and the 
timber frame are visible. An asphalt-covered sheathing was used as a moisture barrier between the 
veneer and the timber frame, a common construction technique used in the 1950s and 1960s (Muller 
1967:132). The southern gable wall does not feature any windows or doors. It is clad in vertical, 
engineered wood boards and features a large number of electrical panels and utility meters. The 
gable is clad in horizontal wooden boards, with a louvered vent at the apex.  
 
The roof has a low central ridgeline and moderate slopes. The roof edges facing the parking lot have a 
wide boxed eave. The plywood soffit boards may not be original. In contrast, the roof line at the back 
of the building has a short, exposed eave with fascia boards. The roof is covered with composition 
shingles. The eaves of the gables are short and open with fascia boards. A total of seven illuminated 
cabinet-type signs are mounted to the roof, along the northern edge of the roof of the main section, 
along the western edge of the eastern section, and the eastern edge of the western section. 
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a large pylon-type commercial sign located at the northwest corner of the 
parcel, north of the northern gable of the west wing. This is not the original motel sign, which was 
located in the center of the front parking lot and is likely an addition added when the motel was 
converted into commercial units.

B19188 – 301 East William Street – Commercial/Residential Building (NCE-32) 
B19188 is located on the southern side of East William Street, in the middle of the block defined by North 
Plaza Street at the west and North Stewart Street at the east. A 1939 aerial photograph of the parcel 
depicts several small residential buildings arranged in two slightly disorganized rows. The area was close 
to the northern extent of Carson City on the eastern side of North Carson Street. Sporadic residences are 
to the north, between East William Street and Rice Street, and between Lee Street and Burton Street. The 
blocks to the west and southwest contained some larger commercial buildings, and the parcel to the south 
contained the V&T Railroad Engine Shops (B242 & B378). A 1953 aerial photograph shows that the block 
had been cleared and was being prepared for redevelopment. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the 
redevelopment of the block was underway, with B19188 having been completed. A motel had been 
constructed in the northwest part of the block, at 201 East William Street. The eastern part of the block 
remained undeveloped. A 1972 aerial photograph shows the same situation, and a 1980 aerial photograph 
shows that the eastern part of the block was in use as a car sales lot. The car sales lot was replaced in the 
late 1990s by a Jack in the Box restaurant.  
 
B19188 has a good level of integrity, with a moderate amount a modifications to the exterior of the 
building being identifiable. The building retains its integrity of location, design, setting, and feeling. The 
loss of the original thin stone veneer from the ground floor, the addition of three columns to support the 
northern balcony, and the replacement of some windows and doors means the building does not retain 
integrity materials or workmanship. The building is not associated with any significant historic events or 
people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19188 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19188 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19188 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
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eligible under Criterion B. B19188 has a good level of integrity, and its blocky CMU-built design is very 
typical of the period during which it was built. However, the combination of a commercial building with 
residential apartments is atypical of the period, when combined residential and commercial buildings were 
decidedly out of fashion (Liebs 1985). This atypical combination likely resulted from a desire to maximize 
the commercial value of a very small parcel, at a time when commercial buildings were being constructed 
on large out-of-town plots. Because of this quirk, B19188 does not embody the period-specific 
characteristics of a Mid-Century Modern building and it is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. 
Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19188 
is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19188 is not 
National Register eligible based on any of the criteria.    
 

 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19188 – 301 East William Street – Commercial/Residential Building (NCE-32) 
B19188 is a rectangular two-story building, with commercial premises on the first floor and residential 
apartments on the second floor. The long axis of the building is aligned north to south, and the front 
façade is to the north. It is located in a small rectangular parcel (APN-002-161-02) with East William 
Street lying to the north, a large parcel containing a motel converted into commercial properties to 
the west and south, and a large parcel containing a fast-food restaurant to the east. The building 
fronts onto East William Street and fills the entire parcel. The Carson City Assessor lists the 
construction date of this building as 1961 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 
1966. 
 
The two-story rectangular building is constructed from CMUs and has a flat roof that is not visible 
from the street level. The tops of the walls are protected by simple metal flashing. A small single-
story shed-roofed addition has been built against the southern wall. The foundation is not visible. The 
building does not exhibit any particular stylistic embellishments (Liebs 1985). The first floor of the 
front (north) façade features a large metal-framed single-light fixed window at the east, a metal-
framed glass door just east of the midpoint, and a large metal-framed two-light fixed window at the 
west. The windows have CMU windowsills. The second-floor façade features two vinyl-framed two-
light sliding windows, one at the east and one at the west.  
 
The first floor of the eastern side wall features (from south to north) a set of vinyl-framed glass 
double doors near the midpoint, a metal-framed glass door, and a large metal-framed single-light 
fixed window with a CMU windowsill. Two air conditioning units fill a long and narrow former window 
opening with a CMU windowsill at the south. The second floor of the east side wall features three 
doors, each of which is a three-panel wooden door with a large glass light in the upper portion above 
two narrow vertical panels. Also present are three large vinyl-framed two-light sliding windows.  
 
A balcony runs along the northern and eastern sides of the building. The balcony has no external 
stairs and can only be accessed from the second-floor rooms. The flat roof of the building extends out 
beyond the northern and eastern sides of the building to cover the balcony. A metal safety rail runs 
along the edge of the balcony, with metal columns extending from the balcony rail to the overhanging 
roof at regular intervals. Three columns clad with stone veneers support the balcony on the north 
side, but it is unsupported along the eastern side.  
 
The now empty frame of a large illuminated commercial sign is mounted to the northwest corner of 
the building, positioned to be accessible from the western end of the balcony. The western side wall is 
difficult to observe because there is only a very small gap between it and the wall of the building on 
the adjacent parcel to the west. Electrical panels and utility meters are mounted to the northern end 
of the wall, and there appear to be two small window openings at the southern end of the wall on the 
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first floor. Two small metal-framed two-light sliding windows and a larger metal-framed two-light 
sliding window are located at the southern end of the second floor, each having a CMU windowsill. 
The first floor of the rear southern wall is entirely concealed by the shed-roofed addition. The second 
floor of the southern rear wall features two small metal-framed two-light sliding windows, one in the 
center and the other at the west. Each window opening has a CMU windowsill.  
 
A 1962 photograph of the building shows the ground floor was occupied by ‘Fleck’s Delicatessen 
Liquors’, a somewhat unusual combination of food and alcohol sales. The photograph shows that the 
ground floor walls were clad with a thin stone veneer, and that the columns supporting the northern 
balcony were not present. The 1962 photograph shows that the current metal safety rail around the 
balcony is an original component, and the current windows and doors around the northern ground 
floor are original components. 
 
The shed roof addition runs the full length of the first floor of the rear wall and is concealed by a 
wooden picket fence on the parcel boundary. The eastern side wall features a door concealed behind 
a metal screen with security bars. The moderately pitched roof has boxed eaves and is covered by 
composition shingles.

B19189 – 951 North Stewart Street – Commercial Building (NCE-33) 
B19189 is located on the eastern side of North Stewart Street. This area was recorded in a 1939 aerial 
photograph where it is shown as being occupied by a fan-like arrangement of train tracks leading into the 
V & T Engine House that was located to the immediate east. The surrounding area was not developed and 
had not been divided into blocks between East William Street to the North and East Carolyn Street to the 
south. Two residential buildings were located to the north of the parcel, close to East William Street. A 
1953 aerial photograph shows the same arrangement, although the limit of development to the south had 
extended to East Washington Street. A 1966 aerial photograph shows that the mass of train tracks had 
been removed, the area had been divided into blocks, and development had been initiated along East 
William Street and Mills Park had been created. The long block where the parcel is located had been 
defined through the construction of North Stewart Street and North Valley Street, and the whole block 
appears to have been graded in preparation for development. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that 
B19189 had been constructed and depicts the original entrance arrangement at the west of the building. A 
1984 aerial photograph shows that the parcels to the immediate north and south had been developed with 
new commercial buildings. A 1999 aerial photograph shows that the addition had been constructed on the 
southwestern corner of B19189 and that the current US Bank Building had been built in the parcel to the 
north of B19189, over the position of the old residential buildings to the south of East William Street.  
 
B19189 has a moderate level of integrity. A large addition has altered the original entrance to the building 
and the original entrance now features modern stone veneers. The rest of the building appears to be close 
to its original condition with only limited evidence of routine maintenance. B19189 retains its integrity of 
location, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It does not retain its integrity of design and it is 
not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19189 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older central business district is in keeping with 
national trends during the period. However, this section of East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in

architectural or construction practices. B19189 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19189 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19189 is a large but relatively simple utilitarian design, with no stylistic 
embellishments (Liebs 1985). As such, although it was constructed using materials and methods that were 
common at the time of construction, it cannot be identified as representing a particular architectural style. 
The building has a very common form and there are no elements that distinguish the building from 
innumerable similar examples. B19189 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of 
the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19189 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19189 is not National 
Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19189 – 951 North Stewart Street – Commercial Building (NCE-33) 
B19189 is a rectangular side gabled commercial building that resembles a modified warehouse. The 
building is located at the north end of a large almost square parcel (APN-002-171-04) with a parking 
lot occupying the southern part of the parcel. The western side of the parcel lies on North Stewart 
Street and the eastern side is on North Valley Street. The northern side abuts a parcel occupied by a 
branch of US Bank and the southern side abuts a parcel occupied by The Bridge Church. The Carson 
City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1971 and the building is visible in an aerial 
photograph taken in 1972. 
 
The one-and-a-half-story building has a rectangular plan with its long axis aligned east to west. The 
original configuration of the building had a single-story entrance on the western wall, with a single-
pitch roof with wide overhanging boxed eaves. The walls of the building are covered with finely 
covered stucco. The front wall of the entrance at the west has a stone veneer along the base of the 
wall. The foundation of the building is not visible. The building has a low-pitched front gabled roof 
with short, boxed eaves. Two large air conditioning units are mounted to the central part of the roof. 
 
The front door is located at the southern corner of the western wall. It consists of a metal-framed 
glass door flanked by a metal-framed two fixed-light window to the north and a metal-framed three 
fixed-light window to the south. The northern side of the entrance features a plain wooden door. The 
northern side wall of the main building is plain apart from a wooden door towards the western corner. 
The rear wall at the east features a large loading bay door at the north with an overhead roller door. 
The central part of the wall features a pair of electrical panels and gas meters. The southern side wall 
features a plain wooden door at the eastern corner and a large loading bay door with an overhead 
roller door. To the east of the loading bay door, there is a metal-framed double glass door, with a 
wall-mounted illuminated cabinet-type sign above the door. To the west of the double door, there is a 
second plain wooden door.  
 
The western part of the southern wall is concealed by an addition that was constructed between 1990 
and 1994. The addition is covered by a single-pitch roof with wide overhanging boxed eaves which is 
effectively a continuation of the original entrance wrapped around the southwest corner of the 
building. The addition is clad in vinyl siding patterned to resemble drop siding. The eastern side wall 
features a large metal-framed single fixed-light window. The southern front wall features a metal-
framed double glass door at the eastern corner, three widely spaced medium-sized metal-framed 
single fixed-light windows, a metal-framed glass door, and another medium-sized metal-framed 
single fixed-light window at the western corner. The western wall features two medium-sized metal-
framed single fixed-light windows.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign, supported by a single square cross-section 
column. It is located at the southwestern corner of the parcel.  
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Accessory Resource 2 is a metal pole for a now missing sign. It is located at the northwest corner of 
the parcel.

B19190 – 415 East William Street – Playa Azul restaurant (NCE-34) 
B19190 is located at the southwestern side of the intersection between North Valley Street and East 
William Street. A 1939 aerial photograph depicts the area as undeveloped and not yet divided into blocks. 
Some well-spaced residences were located to the east of the parcel. A 1953 aerial photograph shows that 
the residences to the east had gained more formalized yards, but few other developments had occurred. A 
1966 aerial photograph shows the area had been heavily developed, with the roads having been paved, 
individual lots having been marked out, many new buildings having been constructed, and Mills Park 
having been created. B19190 was constructed in 1975. 

B19190 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any modifications 
beyond routine maintenance. It is unclear if Accessory Resource 2, the dumpster enclosure, is an original 
element of the design, but, the main commercial sign (Accessory Resource 1) is likely original, and neither 
of the accessory resources is out of character with the building or alter its integrity. B19190 retains its 
integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It is not associated with any 
significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 

B19190 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. However, East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19190 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19190 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19190 has a good level of integrity, and it is believed that its current form 
closely matches its form as designed. Stylistically the building has a 1970s, mildly historically inspired 
Spanish-influenced contemporary style, identifiable as following the faux historic styles that grew in 
popularity as the Mid-Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 1960s. As such it embodies the 
period-specific characteristics of a mid-1970s restaurant (Liebs 1985). However, this building type and 
style is common, and B19190 is an unremarkable example of this common type and style that does not 
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distinguish itself from innumerable other similar examples. B19190 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion C. Further study of the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, 
and B19190 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that 
B19190 is not National Register eligible based on any of the criteria. 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19190 – 415 East William Street – Playa Azul restaurant (NCE-34) 
B19190 at is a rectangular commercial building occupied by the Playa Azul restaurant. The building is 
located at the northeast corner of a small rectangular parcel (APN-002-171-07) with a parking lot 
occupying the rest of the parcel. The short northern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, the 
long eastern side of the parcel lies on North Valley Street, and the southern and western sides of the 
parcel abut a large adjacent parcel occupied by a branch of US Bank. The Carson City Assessor lists 
the construction date of this building as 1975 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken 
in 1984. 

The building has a single-pitched roof section at the north and a flat-roofed section at the south. The 
building has a rectangular plan with its long axis aligned north to south. The building is constructed 
from CMUs laid in a running bond, which are exposed on all sides of the building. The foundation is 
not visible. The ceramic tile roof section and the arch-top windows are inspired by the Spanish 
Contemporary style (Liebs 1985).  

The front façade is at the north of the building, facing onto East William Street. It features three large 
single-light fixed windows with arched tops, set within arched window openings. The northern wall is 
the lowest part of the building, positioned at the end of the sloping single-pitch section of the roof. 
The northern part of the eastern side wall (part of the single-pitch roof section of the building) 
features a large single-light fixed window with an arched top, set within an arched window opening at 
the north, and a metal-framed double glass door at the south. The southern portion of the eastern 
side wall (part of the flat roof section of the building) is plain apart from a wooden shade or lighting 
structure positioned toward the top of the wall. The southern rear wall features a wide flush metal 
security door to the west of the midpoint, a narrow flush metal restroom door to the east of the 
midpoint, and a narrow flush metal restroom door at the eastern corner. There are a set of metal 
lockers at the midpoint of the wall. A wooden shade or lighting structure runs along the wall above 
the height of the doors. The western side wall is effectively a mirror image of the eastern side wall, 
featuring an identically built and positioned arched top window and a double glass door. The wooden 
shade and/or lighting structure is absent from the southern part of the wall, but its former position is 
marked by a row of five circular holes in the wall. The single-pitched roof at the north is covered with 
ceramic roof tiles. It does not have proper eaves but features fascia boards attached directly to the 
CMU walls. The flat roof section at the south is not visible from the street level. There is a parapet 
wall running east to west across the roof, marking the junction between the flat roof and the single-
pitch roof sections of the building, and short wing walls extend down the eastern and western sides of 
the flat-roofed section of the building. The building has well-tended garden beds to the north and east 
and a large parking lot to the south and west.  

Accessory Resource 1 is a pylon-type commercial sign supported by a single cylindrical post. It is 
located at the northwest corner of the parcel.  

Accessory Resource 2 is a CMU-built dumpster enclosure with metal gates on the eastern side. It is 
located in the southwest corner of the parcel.

B19191 – 851 East William Street – Carson City Community Center (NCE-35) 
B19191 is located on the southern side of East William Street, occupying a large area between North Roop 
Street and North Saliman Street. This parcel is shown as undeveloped in a 1939 aerial photograph, apart 
from the V & T Railroad tracks that run diagonally through the area, a long rectangular building (derrick 
house) along a spur, and a few small residential areas along the old roadway. A 1953 aerial photograph 
shows that train tracks had been removed but the area remained largely undeveloped, apart from a 
cluster of small buildings of uncertain type located close to East William Street, in the northeast part of 
the park. Wungnema House was constructed in the southeast part of the undeveloped area in 1948. A 
1966 aerial photograph shows that the first version of the park had been created, with the outdoor 
swimming pool complex at the far west and a municipal golf course occupying most of the park. A 
probable clubhouse is located in the area now occupied by the maintenance yard to the south of the 
engine houses for the narrow-grade railroad. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that the initial southern 
section of the community center had been constructed. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that the northern 
section of the community center had been completed and that the apartment complexes and shopping 
centers along the western side of North Saliman Street have been completed. A 1984 aerial photograph 
shows that the park had been entirely reworked, with new landscaping replacing the original golf course, a 
new network of roads and paths had been created, and several new parking lots. The indoor swimming 
pool is visible in the southwest part of the park. A plaque in the park states that this re-imagining of Mills 
Park was dedicated on July 4th, 1983. A narrow-gauge railroad was laid in the park during this phase of 
work, which continued to be modified and developed through to the mid-1990s. In the early-1990s the 
northeast portion of the park was again reconfigured to allow for the construction of the Marv Teixiera 
Pavillion, which was completed by 1994. The presumed clubhouse for the golf course was removed around 
the same time. A 1999 aerial photograph shows that the outdoor swimming pool had been removed.  
 
B19191 has a high level of integrity. It is largely unchanged since the completion of the second phase of 
construction in the mid-1970s, and there have been no substantial alterations to its mass or exterior 
appearance, and no major additions have been made. The Carson City Community Center retains its 
integrity of location, design, workmanship, and materials. The alterations to the park that occurred in the 
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early-1980s, when the original golf course was replaced by a more varied park landscape, mean that 
Carson City Community Center does not retain its integrity of setting, but because the surrounding area is 
still municipal parkland designed to be used by the residents of Carson City, the building retains its 
integrity of feeling. B19191 is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not 
possess integrity of association.  
 
B19191 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older central business district is in keeping with 
national trends during the period. The provision of parkland with associated leisure facilities in these newly 
created expansions is a common phenomenon and was at least in part a response to the loss of pedestrian 
access to the streetscape caused by increased volumes of fast automobile traffic. However, neither Mills 
Park nor the Carson City Community Center are early or individually important examples of these trends 
and involved no novel innovations or developments in architectural, landscaping, or construction practices. 
B19191 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19191 is associated with various local 
politicians and with local architects Perry Means and Thomas “Skip” Wall, but none of these people has 
been identified as having individual historically significant. B19191 is not recommended as eligible under 
Criterion B. B19191 has a good level of integrity, and changes to its setting have not diminished its 
significance in a particularly negative way. The building is constructed from a variety of materials typical 
of the period, and it presents a clear modern style, especially with the modernistic rendering of a grand, 
classically inspired entrance at the north of the building facing onto East William Street (Liebs 1985). 
However, the use of modern architectural styles for public buildings was common at this time and often 
incorporated modernized versions of classical forms, and B19191 does not distinguish itself from 
numerous other similar public buildings in any significant way. Because the building is located some 
distance away from the core of the government and public buildings in the central area of Carson City, 
B19191 does not contribute to the civic core of Carson City which continued to develop through the late 
20th century. B19191 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is 
unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19191 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19191 is not National Register eligible based on 
any of the criteria.

B19191 – 851 East William Street – Carson City Community Center (NCE-35) 
B19191 is a large and complex civic building, consisting of an original southern section, and a 
similarly sized northern addition with an elaborate entrance. Both the original section of the building 
and the northern addition exhibit a clear modern style. The building is located at the northwest corner 
of a large irregularly shaped parcel (APN 002-181-01) that is occupied by Mills Park and its associated 
buildings, structures, and roads. The curving northern side of the parcel lies along East William 
Street. The long eastern side abuts a series of small parcels fronting onto North Saliman Road. The 
long southern side abuts the rear yards of the houses arranged along the northern side of Palo Verde 
Drive. The short western side lies along North Roop Street. Large parking lots lie to the immediate 
east and west of the building and a smaller parking lot lies to the immediate south of the building. 
 
Interest in building a modern community center began in earnest in the mid-1960s. Carson City hired 
local architects Perry Means and Thomas “Skip” Wall to design the new center. Concerns over the cost 
of the facility resulted in its being built in two phases. In 1970, Phase One of the project was put out 
to bid (Reno Gazette Journal June 29, 1970). Resulting bids were substantially over budget and 
changes were made to the project design. Phase One was re-bid and construction of the gymnasium 
was completed in 1971. Groundbreaking for Phase Two occurred in June of 1973. Present at the 
groundbreaking were Mayor Eugene Schrivner, City Manager Henry Etchemendy, a representative of 
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Argus Construction Company, and Thomas Wall (Nevada State Journal June 20, 1973). With its 
completion in 1974, the community center houses a 2,100 square-foot lobby, the Bob Boldrick 
Theater, a 9,810 square-foot gymnasium, the Robert Crowell Board Room, the Ponderosa Room 
equipped for small meeting needs, the Tahoe Room designed for fitness activities, the Comstock 
Room designed as a dance studio, and a commercial kitchen. Although the northern section of the 
building is technically an addition to the original southern section, the building should more properly 
be thought of as a single project built in two consecutive phases, with the project as a whole being 
designed by the same team of architects. The community center was constructed to the immediate 
east of an outdoor swimming pool complex that was constructed in the late 1950s or early 1960s. The 
outdoor swimming pool was removed in the late 1990s and it was initially replaced with a grassed 
area before being converted into the current western parking lot between 2010 and 2013. An indoor 
swimming pool was built to the south of the community center in the late 1970s or early 1980s (it is 
depicted on the 1:24,000 map of Carson City 1982) and the two pools were operated simultaneously 
for around 15 years.  
 
The community center has a rectangular plan, with its long axis aligned north to south. Both the 
original part of the building at the south and the addition to the north consist of a main two-story 
mass with narrow single-story sections running along the eastern and western sides. A small third-
story section is located toward the rear of the northern addition. The foundation of the building is not 
visible. The front façade is at the north of the addition, facing onto a well-maintained lawn with a 
series of footpaths. The gently curving front wall consists of large glass panels supported within a 
complex metal framework. There are five regularly spaced sets of double glass doors that open onto a 
wide concrete deck and are accessed via five wide sets of concrete steps. Eight tall brick columns 
support the curved section of the roof that projects out over the entrance. The northern end wall of 
the single-story section along the eastern side of the addition features two large metal-framed 
windows, each with a large upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. The 
northern end wall of the single-story section along the western side of the addition features a 
recessed doorway at the east, with a metal-framed double glass door and a transom window. Two 
large metal-framed fixed light windows are located in the center and at the west of the wall. The 
windows have CMU surrounds and windowsills. 
 
The single-story section along the western side of the original building is constructed of straight 
stacked square CMUs. At the north and south of the single-story section, there are two recessed 
doorways. The northern doorway contains a metal-framed glass double door with a transom window, 
and the southern doorway contains a wide wooden door with a small narrow light in its upper corner. 
Between the two recessed doors, there are three regularly spaced sets of wooden double doors, with 
each door having a single light in its upper half. The section has a flat roof with narrow overhangs at 
the west and south. Three large air conditioning units are located on the southern part of the roof. 
The second-story wall on the western part of the original building is constructed from five large cast 
concrete slabs. In the center of the lower part of each slab is a two-light metal-framed window, now 
boarded up. The upper part of the wall is covered by a row of smooth fiber-cement panels. 
The single-story section along the eastern side of the original building is constructed of straight 
stacked square CMUs. At the north, there are two recessed doorways, each containing a metal-
framed double glass door. To the south of the southern door, two small metal-framed two-light 
windows are now boarded up. The southern part of the wall is plain. The single-story section has a 
flat roof with narrow overhangs at the east and south. Two large air conditioning units are located 
toward the northern end of the roof of this section. The second-story wall on the eastern part of the 
original building is constructed from five large cast concrete slabs. In the center of the lower part of 
each slab, there is a two-light metal-framed window, now boarded up. The upper part of the wall is 
covered by a row of smooth fiber-cement panels. 
 
The single-story section along the western side of the northern addition is constructed of straight 
stacked square CMUs. It features a recessed centrally positioned metal-framed double glass door with 
a transom window. The door is accessed via a narrow set of concrete steps. There are two closely 
spaced tall rectangular metal-framed windows at the north corner, each with a large upper light, a 
small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. To the north of the door, there are two smaller 
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widely spaced metal-framed windows, each with a large upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU 
surround and windowsill. South of the door there are four large metal-framed windows, each with a 
large upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. The section has a flat roof 
that is slightly higher than the roof of the original single-story section to the south, and it has narrow 
overhangs at the north, west, and south. Two small and one large air conditioning units are on the 
southern part of the roof and one small air conditioning unit is located on the northern part of the 
roof. The second-story wall on the western part of the main building is constructed from straight-
stacked CMUs. There are no windows along this section of the wall. The upper part of the wall is 
covered by a row of smooth fiber-cement panels. 
 
The single-story section along the eastern side of the northern addition is constructed of straight 
stacked square CMUs. It features a recessed centrally positioned metal-framed double glass door with 
a transom window. The door is accessed via a narrow set of concrete steps. There are three closely 
spaced tall rectangular metal-framed windows at the north corner of the wall, each with a large upper 
light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. To the north of the door, there are two 
smaller widely spaced metal-framed windows, each with a large upper light, a small lower light, and a 
CMU surround and windowsill. South of the door there are four large metal-framed windows, each 
with a large upper light, a small lower light, and a CMU surround and windowsill. In the middle of the 
row of four windows, there is a loading bay with a flush metal double door and a hydraulic loading 
ramp. The section has a flat roof that is slightly higher than the roof of the original single-story 
section to the south, and it has narrow overhangs at the north, east, and south. Four small air 
conditioning units and one large air conditioning unit are located on the middle and southern parts of 
the roof. The second-story wall on the eastern part of the main building is constructed from straight-
stacked CMUs. There are no windows along this section of the wall. The upper part of the wall is 
covered by a row of smooth fiber-cement panels. 
 
The two-story southern wall of the original building features a recessed doorway at each corner. Both 
doorways contain a set of wooden double doors with a single light in their upper portions. A large 
loading bay door with an overhead roller door is located to the east of the western recessed door. The 
wall consists of single stacked square CMUs, with smooth fiber-cement panels covering the upper part 
of the wall. The southern end wall of the single-story section along the eastern side of the building is 
plain except for a wooden door with a single light in the upper portion that is located close to the 
eastern corner. The southern end wall of the single-story section along the western side of the 
building is largely concealed by a large dumpster enclosure (Accessory Resource 4). The eastern part 
of the wall remains visible and features a small metal-framed fixed light window.  
 
The small third-story section is located at the south end of the northern addition. It is a simple 
rectangular shape with its long axis aligned east to west and has a flat roof that is not visible. All four 
walls are clad with ribbed metal sheeting and there do not appear to be any windows or other 
openings.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a large copper alloy sculpture located toward the northwest corner of the 
parcel. The sculpture depicts a partial human face. It is called “Inside the Mind of DaVinci” and is by 
the local artist Mischell "Phoenix" Riley. The sculpture was placed at the site in 2016.  
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a double-sided electronic message sign located to the north of the front 
facade and south of East William Street. It is supported by a wide concrete pillar with a rectangular 
cross-section.  
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a concrete disability ramp with a concrete wall on one side and metal 
handrails on the other. It is located to the north of the northern end of the single-story addition on 
the eastern side of the building and provides access to the main doors on the front façade.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a rectangular dumpster enclosure located against the southern wall of the 
single-story section on the western side of the original building. It is defined on the south and west by 
tall chain link fences and has a chain link gate on the eastern side.   
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Accessory Resource 5 is a transformer box. It is located to the north of the steps that provide access 
to the door in the middle of the western side of the northern addition.

B19192 – 802 Mills Park Lane – Covered Barbeque Shelter (NCE-36) 
B19192 is located in the central area of Mills Park. This area was recorded in 1939 and 1953 aerial 
photographs where it is shown as undeveloped with several dirt roads running through the area; the V&T 
Railroad to Empire and Virginia City is visible. In the 1939 aerial photograph a large building, presumably 
an engine shed or shop, is located on the railroad tracks, close to what would become the western 
boundary of Mills Park, but it is no longer visible in the 1953 aerial photograph. A 1966 aerial photograph 
shows that Mills Park had been developed, with a swimming pool at the west end; the rest of the park is a 
small municipal golf course and parkland. A 1972 aerial photograph shows that the original southern 
portion of the community center had been built, and a 1974 aerial photograph shows that the northern 
addition to the community center had been completed. A 1984 aerial photograph depicts the 
redevelopment of the golf course into a more formal park with paved roads and parking lots. The 
swimming pool was paved over in the late 1990s. Due to tree cover in the central part of the park, the 
barbeque shelter is rarely visible in aerial photographs. 
 
B19192 has a high level of integrity, with no indications that it has been subject to any modifications 
beyond routine maintenance. It is unclear if the streetlight (Accessory Resource 1) is an original element 
of the design, but the concrete plinth (Accessory Resource 2) is likely original, and neither of the 
accessory resources is out of character with the building or alters its integrity. B19192 retains its integrity 
of location, design, materials, and workmanship. Mills Park was extensively re-developed in the early 
1980s, changing from being a municipal golf course with some areas of parkland and community 
buildings, to a large community-based park containing a wide range of activity areas. Because of these 
changes, B19192 does not retain its integrity of setting, but it does retain its integrity of feeling. It is not 
associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19192 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. The provision of a municipal recreation area is in 
keeping with patterns of post-war development. However, East William Street is not an early or 
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individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19192 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19192 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19192 has a high level of integrity, and it is believed that its current form 
closely matches its form as designed. The structure is an extremely simple structure constructed from 
materials typical of the period. The structure lacks stylistic embellishments, but the choice to use wooden 
shingles on the roof is identifiable as following the faux historic styles that grew in popularity as the Mid-
Century Modern style went out of fashion in the late 1960s (Liebs 1985). This is an unremarkable example 
of a simple recreational structure, and it does not distinguish itself from innumerable other similar 
examples. B19192 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is 
unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19192 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19192 is not National Register eligible based on 
any of the criteria.

B19192 – 802 Mills Park Lane – Covered Barbeque Shelter (NCE-36) 
B19192 is a small open-sided gable roof structure, consisting of a CMU rear wall and four CMU 
columns supporting a low-pitched timber framed roof. It is located toward the southern boundary of a 
large irregularly shaped parcel (APN 002-181-01) that is occupied by Mill Park and its associated 
buildings and structures. The curving northern side of the parcel lies along East William Street, the 
long eastern side abuts a series of small parcels fronting onto North Saliman Road, the long southern 
side abuts the rear yards of the houses arranged along the northern side of Palo Verde Drive, and the 
short western side lies along North Roop Street. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date 
of this building as 1961. The structure may be visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1966, but the 
area has dense tree cover, and the structure has remained hard to identify in aerial photographs 
throughout its existence.

The low-pitched roof structure consists 
of seven pairs of rafters connecting to a ridge board and connected by collar ties. A pair of downlights 
are mounted to the ridge board, toward the northwest and southeast sides of the building. The low-
pitched roof has wide eaves at the northeast and southwest, and the rafter tails are exposed. At the 
northwest and southeast ends of the roof, there are an additional pair of rafters, not supported by 
either the front or rear wall of the structure, which acts as fascia boards. The roof deck consists of 
wooden boards running parallel to the ridgeline, and the roof is covered with wooden shakes. A pair 
of large-diameter galvanized metal vent pipes with conical hoods penetrate through the rear pitch of 
the roof, close to the western corner of the building. The vent pipes indicate either the position of a 
now absent built-in barbeque near the rear wall or the preferred position of portable barbeques if 
being used under the shelter.

The front façade of the 
building is at the north and features flush wooden doors covered by metal security bars at the 
western and eastern corners. There are two long and short rectangular openings located high up on 
the central portion of the wall, both covered by fine metal mesh. The eastern and western side walls 
are constructed of CMUs with a timber board at the top, and the entire gable consists of a large metal 
louvered vent. The rear wall at the south features a narrow flush metal door in the center, flanked by 
two large ventilation openings that are infilled by diagonally patterned CMU ventilation blocks. A 
metal louvered vent is located low down on the wall below the eastern ventilation opening. A large 
electrical panel, a small electrical panel, and a utility meter are mounted to the wall between the 
western ventilation opening and the western corner. The low-pitched roof has wide eaves at the north 
and south, with exposed rafter tails. At the west and east ends of the roof, there are an additional 
pair of rafters, not supported by the walls of the structure, which act as fascia boards. The roof is 
covered with wooden shakes. The northern pitch of the roof features a short and narrow ventilation 
pipe at the east, a short and wide ventilation pipe in the center, and a short and narrow ventilation 
pipe at the west. The southern pitch of the roof features a tall and narrow electrical service mast and 
a very narrow pipe-mounted automatic sensor toward the western corner, penetrating the eaves and 
connecting to the electrical panel on the western part of the rear wall. The metal collar for a third 
ventilation pipe is located in the center of the southern pitch. The building is approached from the 
north via a concrete path.

B19194 – 1201 North Saliman Street – Lutheran Church (NCE-38) 
B19194 is located southeast of the intersection of North Saliman Street and East William Street. This area 
was recorded in a 1939 aerial photograph where it is shown as undeveloped with several dirt roads 
running through the area. A 1953 aerial photograph shows a dirt road that was a precursor to North 
Saliman Street. The road served a long narrow lot that ran along the east side of the road. Several small 
buildings were present on the parcel. This may have been a residential property, but the size of the lot 
suggests it may have been a small farm. No other developments had occurred in the surrounding area. A 
1966 aerial photograph shows that a cluster of buildings at the north of the long narrow lot had been 
cleared; a large building at the south end was still present. Mills Park had developed to the west and there 
was some development on the northern side of East William Street. A 1974 aerial photograph shows that 
North Saliman Road had been constructed, with apartments along its western side. On the eastern side of 
North Saliman Street, B19194 can be seen, and Carson City High School had been built to the south, with 
the sports grounds occupying a large portion of the original long and narrow lot. There was considerable 
development of areas to the northeast, north, west, and south. The area to the east and southeast 
remained largely undeveloped. A 1980 aerial photograph shows further development had occurred in all 
directions, except to the immediate southeast, which remains undeveloped today. 
 
B19194 has a poor level of integrity. Although the original church is still visible and three sides appear 
unaltered, the original entrance has been lost and a large addition has been built to the southeast, with a 
connecting passage obliterating the original entrance. None of the accessory resources appear to be 
original, but they are in character with the building and have not impacted its integrity. B19194 retains its 
integrity of location, materials, and workmanship, but no longer retains its integrity of design, setting, or 
feeling. It is not associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of 
association. 
 
B19194 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative commercial area to the older central business district 
is in keeping with national trends during the period. The provision of churches in new commercial areas is

in keeping with general patterns of post-war developments, as new churches were required to serve the 
expanding urban communities. However, East William Street is not an early or individually important 
example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in architectural or construction 
practices. B19194 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19194 is not known to be associated 
with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as eligible under Criterion B. B19194 
has a low level of integrity, and the original form is difficult to discern due to the size and complexity of 
the additions and the loss of the original entrance. The original part of the building exhibits numerous 
contemporary stylistic elements (Liebs 1985), but these are overwhelmed by the rather utilitarian style of 
the addition. B19194 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of the building is 
unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19194 is not recommended as eligible 
under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19194 is not National Register eligible based on 
any of the criteria. 
 

 

7. Narrative Architectural Description

B19194 – 1201 North Saliman Street – Lutheran Church (NCE-38) 
B19194 is a complex church building. The building is located to the north of the center of a large 
rectangular parcel (APN 010-041-01) with a large parking lot to the west, a small garden to the 
immediate east of the church, and a wasteland to the east and south. The short western side of the 
parcel lies along North Saliman Road, the long northern side of the parcel abuts a triangular parcel 
containing commercial buildings that front onto East William Street, the short eastern side of the 
parcel abuts a baseball field that is part of the Carson High School campus, and the long southern 
side of the parcel lies along the driveway leading to Carson High School. The Carson City Assessor 
lists the construction date of this building as 1969. The church is visible in an aerial photograph taken 
in 1974, and the addition is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1999.  
 
The building consists of a two-story section at the northwest and a single-story residential or 
community hall-type addition at the southeast, linked by a single-story passage and entrance. The 
long axis of the building is aligned northwest to southeast. The foundation is not visible. The original 
northwest church building exhibits clear Mid-Century Modern design elements which are to some 
extent also present in the doorway of the passage that connects the church to the southeast addition 
(Liebs 1985). The southeast addition does not feature any strong stylistic embellishments.  
 
The asymmetrical front-gabled A-frame church is located at the northwest, with the ridgeline of the 
roof running from northwest to southeast, and off-center to the southwest. The wall is plain except 
for a tall and narrow 15-light decorated window that extends up to the off-center apex. The low 
southwestern side wall is divided into four equally sized bays by roof beams that extend past the line 
of the wall and continue to the ground where they are secured by pyramidal concrete mounts. The 
northwestern bay and the two southeastern bays feature low projecting windows covered by short 
extensions to the roof. Each projection features a vinyl-framed three-light fixed window with a large 
upper light over two unevenly sized small lights. The second bay from the northwest corner features 
a wooden six-panel door accessed by two concrete steps. The low northeastern side wall is also 
divided into four bays by roof beams that extend past the wall to the ground, where they are secured 
in large concrete pyramidal mounts. The northwestern three bays each feature a vinyl-framed two-
light sliding window to the northwest and a six-panel wooden door to the southeast. The fourth bay at 
the southeast features a flush wooden door at the northwest and a small vinyl-framed two-light 
sliding window at the southeast. The first floor of the southeast gable is concealed by a narrow, 
single-story flat-roofed projection that connects to the central passage. This projecting section may 
have been the original entrance to the church. The upper part of the gable is a plain wall. The walls of 
the church are covered in finely textured stucco. The roof of the north is covered with composition 
shingles and has short overhanging boxed eaves.  
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The southwest wall of the narrow projecting section that extends from the southeast gable of the 
church has a large vinyl-framed, single, fixed light window. The northeast wall features a wooden 
door with a large light on its upper portion and a sidelight and a large metal-framed two-light sliding 
window. The southeast wall of the projecting section, to the southwest of the passage, features a 
large vinyl-framed, single, fixed light window. The southeast wall to the northeast of the passage is 
concealed by a CMU veneer. The other walls of the projecting section are covered in finely textured 
stucco. The flat roof has significant overhangs over the southwest and northeast walls, supported by 
pairs of exposed rafters.  
 
The southwestern side of the single-story passage that connects the church to the addition has an 
elaborate entrance on the southwest side, consisting of a peaked roof porch, with a set of four-light 
double wooden doors, with decorative wood-framed side lights and decorative wood-framed pointed 
transom window. The porch is supported by wooden posts. The upper part of the wall of the passage 
is clad in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding, and the lower part is covered in 
finely textured stucco. To the southeast of the door, there is a wood-framed six-light fixed window. 
The rear wall of the passage at the northeast has an inset area at the northwest, corresponding to the 
position of the door on the other side. There are two large vinyl-framed two-light sliding windows on 
the main part of the wall and a third identical example on the inset area. The upper part of the rear 
wall of the passage on the southeast side is clad in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble 
drop siding, and the lower part is covered in finely textured stucco. The flat roof of the passage has 
short overhangs at the southwest and northeast.  
 
The single-story addition to the southeast has a rectangular plan with low gables at the northwest 
and southeast ends. The southwest side wall features four regularly spaced large vinyl-framed two-
light sliding windows. The upper part of the southwest wall is clad in engineered wood panels 
patterned to resemble drop siding, and the lower part is covered in finely textured stucco. The gable 
end wall at the southeast features two wooden six-panel doors to either side of the midpoint, both 
accessed by raised concrete paths. The wall is largely clad in finely textured stucco, with a section of 
engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding between the two doors that extends up to 
the apex of the gable and features a false circular window below the apex. The northeast side wall 
features four regularly spaced large vinyl-framed two-light sliding windows. The upper part of the side 
wall is clad in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble drop siding, and the lower part is 
covered in finely textured stucco. The lower part of the northwestern gable is concealed by the 
passage connecting the two main parts of the building. The upper part is plain and covered in finely 
textured stucco. The roof has a lower pitch than the northern section of the building. It is covered 
with composition shingles and has short overhanging boxed eaves.  
 
Accessory Resource 1 is a garbage can enclosure constructed from wooden wall panels and accessed 
via a wooden ramp that extends to the south. It is located against the northeast corner of the 
southeast wall of the southeast addition. 
 
Accessory Resource 2 is a set of floodlight mounts that run parallel to the northwest gable wall of the 
church. The mounts are small concrete blocks embedded in the ground with electrical junction boxes 
protruding from their centers. The floodlights have been removed.  
 
Accessory Resource 3 is a monument sign located at the northwest corner of the parcel. The 
triangular sign is set on a wooden mount.  
 
Accessory Resource 4 is a simple wooden sign located toward the southwest corner of the parcel.  
 
Accessory Resource 5 is an enclosure for a set of gas valves. The enclosure is constructed from chain 
link fence panels with a door at the northwest corner and the gas valve is protected by a rectangle of 
12 bollards set within the enclosure. It is located at the southwest corner of the parcel.   
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Accessory Resource 6 is a floodlight located in the middle of the parking lot to the west of the 
building. 
 
Accessory Resource 7 is a floodlight located in the middle of the parking lot to the west of the 
building. 
 
Accessory Resource 8 is a tall metal cross that extends up from a concrete mount located to the west 
of the main entrance.

B19195 – 2001 East William Street – Former J & F Automotive (NCE-39) 
B19195 is located on the eastern side of North Stewart Street. This area is shown in 1939 and 1953 aerial 
photographs as being entirely undeveloped. A 1966 aerial photograph shows the first stages of 
development had occurred, with a commercial building constructed on the south side of the road, in the 
parcel immediately west of the parcel that contains B19195, and the road network for the housing 
development along Rand Avenue on the north side of East William Street having been laid. A 1974 aerial 
photograph shows that 2001 East William Street and the building in the south of the parcel, 1991/2011 
East William Street, had been constructed, that Carson High School had been built to the southwest, and 
the first phase of the mall to the northeast had been completed. A 1980 aerial photograph shows that the 
northern side of East William Street had been extensively developed, but land to the south of the road 
remained largely undeveloped. This situation would remain unchanged until the mid-1990s.  
 
B19195 has a moderate level of integrity. The only major modification to the building is a stone veneer 
around the front portions of the building on the ground floor level, and a small addition on the eastern 
side. Neither of these modifications has been dated. The rest of the building appears to be close to its 
original condition, with evidence of only routine maintenance. B19195 retains its integrity of location, 
materials, workmanship, setting, and feeling. It does not retain its integrity of design and it is not 
associated with any significant historic events or people and does not possess integrity of association. 
 
B19195 is associated with the development of East William Street as a commercial corridor during the 
Post-War Period. This development of an alternative to the older central business district is in keeping with 
national trends during the period. However, this section of East William Street is not an early or 
individually important example of this trend and involved no novel innovations or developments in 
architectural or construction practices. B19195 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion A. B19195 
is not known to be associated with any historically significant individuals and is not recommended as 
eligible under Criterion B. B19195 is a large but relatively simple utilitarian design, with no stylistic 
embellishments. As such, although it was constructed using materials and methods that were common at 
the time of construction, it cannot be identified as representing a particular architectural style (Liebs 
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1985). The building has a very common form and there are no elements that distinguish the building from 
innumerable similar examples. B19195 is not recommended as eligible under Criterion C. Further study of 
the building is unlikely to provide additional important historical information, and B19195 is not 
recommended as eligible under Criterion D. In summary, it is recommended that B19195 is not National 
Register eligible based on any of the criteria.

B19195 – 2001 East William Street – Former J & F Automotive (NCE-39) 
B19195 is a rectangular front-gable two-story commercial building, formerly occupied by J & F 
Automotive. The building has a rectangular plan with its long axis aligned north-northwest to south-
southeast. The building is located toward the northeast corner of a large parallelogram-shaped parcel 
(APN-008-152-22) with a small car sales lot to the east and a larger building (1991/2011 East William 
Street) occupying the southern half of the parcel. The short northern side of the parcel lies on East 
William Street, while the long eastern and western sides and the short southern side of the parcel lie 
adjacent to other commercial properties. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this 
building as 1972 and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1974. 
 
The building is constructed of CMUs laid in a running bond, which are exposed on all sides of the 
building, except for the first floor of the northern half of the building, where they are concealed by a 
rustic stone veneer. The foundation of the building is not visible, but it is likely to be a concrete slab. 
The building does not exhibit any particular stylistic embellishments (Liebs 1985). The front façade is 
at the north of the building, facing East William Street. It features a metal-framed glass double door 
with a transom window to the east of the midpoint.

A large, illuminated 
cabinet-type commercial sign occupies the central section of the wall above the windows. The second-
floor features three regularly spaced medium-sized metal-framed two-light sliding windows. The 
gable is clad in engineered wood panels patterned to resemble vertical channel siding. The western 
wall features a metal-framed glass door with security bars to the north of the midpoint, at the end of 
the stone-veneered section. A set of electrical panels with utility meters are located to the north of 
the door. Above the veneered section at the north, there is a large banner-type commercial sign, and 
above this, on the second floor, there is a medium size metal-framed two-light sliding window. To the 
immediate south of the glass door, there is a large garage bay opening with an overhead roller door 
that extends almost to the eave. An identical garage bay door is located at the southern corner of the 
wall. The first floor of the rear wall at the south features a centrally located flush metal door with 
security bars. The second-floor features three regularly spaced window openings with CMU 
windowsills. The eastern and western openings feature metal-framed two-light sliding windows, and 
the central opening features a metal-framed, single, fixed light. The windowsill of this window has 
been broken from the wall; this window is not in its original form. The gable is clad in engineered 
wood panels patterned to resemble vertical boards. The northern corner of the eastern wall features a 
large metal-framed eight-light window with four tall and narrow lights above four low-infilled panels. 
South of this there is a wall-mounted air conditioning unit protected by bollards. South of this there is 
a long and narrow shed-roofed addition, with a CMU foundation. The addition is clad in corrugated 
metal sheets. At the southern corner, there is a large garage bay opening with an overhead roller 
door that extends almost to the eave. The only window on the second floor is a medium-sized metal-
framed two-light sliding window located close to the northern corner. The moderately pitched roof is 
covered with composition shingles and has short overhanging eaves with fascia boards on all sides. A 
row of small vents runs along the ridgeline and there are three vent pipes on the northern half of the 
roof. The building is surrounded by a recently resurfaced tarmac parking lot, and there is a shallow 
profile concrete drainage channel wrapping around the building from the northwest to the northeast.    
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Accessory Resource 1 is a large static billboard supported by a substantial metal framework. The 
structure consists of a large diameter metal pole that supports a gantry platform and a double-sided 
billboard mount.

B19196 – 1991/2011 East William Street – Shop Building (NCE-40) 
B19196 is a large rectangular shop building consisting of two adjacent off-center peaked roof 
sections. The long axis of the building is aligned north to south, and the front façade of both sections 
is to the north. The building occupies the southern half of a large parallelogram-shaped parcel (APN-
008-152-22) with a smaller car sales building and a parking lot (2001 East William Street) occupying 
the northern half of the parcel. The short northern side of the parcel lies on East William Street, and 
the long eastern and western sides and the short southern side of the parcel lie adjacent to other 
commercial properties. The Carson City Assessor lists the construction date of this building as 1975 
and the building is visible in an aerial photograph taken in 1980. 
 
The building consists of eastern and western sections that are slightly offset. The front façade of the 
eastern section is offset further to the north than the front façade of the western section. Conversely, 
the rear wall of the western section is offset further to the south than the rear wall of the eastern 
section. Both sections are constructed from CMUs laid in a running bond, and the gables are covered 
with horizontal engineered wood boards. It is unclear if the horizontal boards conceal CMU gables. 
The multi-pitched roof is covered in composition shingles and has a small number of vents on the 
southern parts of the low ridgelines, and an electrical mast at the west which connects to an electrical 
panel on the western wall. The roof is covered in composition shingles and has short overhangs with 
boxed eaves. The foundation of the building is not visible, but it is likely to be a concrete slab. The 
building does not exhibit any stylistic embellishments (Liebs 1985).  
 
The front façade of the eastern section, identified as 2011 East William Street, features three 
adjacent tall and narrow vinyl-framed fixed windows with security bars at the west, a centrally 
positioned vinyl-framed double glass door with security bars, and a large vinyl-framed four-light fixed 
window with security bars at the east. At the base of the wall to the west of the door, there are five 
small gas meters mounted in a metal-framed enclosure, with six vertical gas pipes extending up to 
the base of the gable. The ridgeline of the roof is shifted toward the eastern side wall, giving the short 
eastern part of the roof a much steeper pitch than the longer western part of the roof. A large 
commercial sign is located under the off-center apex. The eastern side wall of the eastern section 
features a garage bay with a metal overhead roller door to the north of the midpoint, a metal-framed 
glass door at the midpoint, and a large metal-framed window with a large, fixed light flanked by two 
narrow casemate lights to the south of the door. In the center of the southern part of the wall, there 
is a garage bay with a metal overhead roller door, and south of this, there is a metal-framed glass 
door. At the southern corner, there is a third garage bay with a metal overhead roller door, and south 
of this, there is a large metal-framed window with a large, fixed light flanked by two narrow casemate 
lights. The southern wall of the eastern section features a six-panel wooden door at the western 
corner.  
 
The front façade of the western section, identified as 1991 East William Street, features a wide 
garage bay with a metal overhead roller door at the east, a large metal-framed two-light sliding 
window in the center, and a metal-framed glass door toward the west. The ridgeline of the roof is 
shifted toward the western side wall, giving the short western part of the roof a much steeper pitch 
than the longer eastern part of the roof. A large wooden board has been secured over the horizontal 
boards on the gable, which may be a crude repair but is more likely a commercial sign that has been 
painted over. The western side wall of the western section features a metal-framed glass door in the 
center. North of the door there are two medium-sized metal-framed two-light sliding windows with 
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CMU windowsills and a large electrical panel with utility meters. To the south of the central door, 
there is a narrow garage bay with an overhead roller door, a metal-framed glass door, a small metal-
framed fixed light window, and a narrow garage bay with an overhead roller door at the southern 
corner. The southern rear wall of the western section features a narrow, shed roof addition, which 
occupies the entire eastern half of the wall. The addition is clad with vertical timber boards. It has a 
flush wooden door in the center of its southern wall. There is a lower section at the western end 
which seems to be an addition to the addition. The moderately sloping roof of the addition is covered 
with composition shingles and has short overhanging eaves with fascia boards.
