Ballot Scout is a tool that tracks domestic ballots sent through the mail using the United 
States Postal Service (USPS) Intelligent Mail barcode, along with data provided by election 
administrators. Developed by Democracy Works, a nonpartisan nonprofit organization, 
Ballot Scout partners with local election offices and is currently licensed and operated by 
Enhanced Voting.

After you sign up, Ballot Scout will send you a text message and/or email each time your 
ballot’s status changes.
